A NEW TURKISH MINISTRY

Fnuu_ No Cessation of Jhg _l__lio}t_ms

There Is Hourly Expectation of Open and
deneral Revolt Against the

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 7. — Hali
Rifat Pasha, the Turkish minister of the
interior, has been appointed grand vizier
to suceeed Kiamil Pasha resigned. A new
ministry has been formed, as follows:
Hali Rifat, Pasha, grand vizier; Saia
Pasha, president of council of state; Tew-
fie Pasha, minister of foreign affuirs;
Hassan Pasha, minister of marine; Rifat
Pasha, minister of war; Memduh Pasha,
minister of the interior; Abdur Rahman
Pasha, minister of justice; Sabri Pasha,
minister of finance; Ariti Pasha, minis
ter without pertfolio.

The Turkish minister of foreign affairs
has promised to give the ambassadors of
the puwers a definite reply within two
days as to what steps the porte intends to
take for the restoration of order in Ar
menia and to provide for the protection

of Christians in that part of the Turkish * A
| riok, chief of the parisn of Ferus, at-

empire. Direct warning has been given
the sultan that Europe will intervene to
restore order in Armenia unless the Turk-
ish government acts promptly. Each day
adds to the difficulty of the task before
the porte.. From Syria, especially, most
disquieting rumors are cuming, and that
they are based on facts is siuwn by the
mobilization of twenty Frattalions of
redifs out of sixty availubles and steps to
dispatch them to that portion of Asiatic
Turkey. This lends color to the report
that the Armenians are receiving support
from unexpentea sources, and the Turk-
ish government may soon be face to face
with open, widespread revolt against the
rule of the sultan. Arrests of Axmenian
and Turkish suspects are constantly be-
ing made here and elsewhere. Pussibly
the most grave turn in recent events lies
in the fact, established beyond doubt,
tnat dissatisfaction against the rule of the
sultan has extended to the Turkish army
and navy, and that palace officials are in
o state of the greatest alirm. Nobody
bere would be astonished to hear any wo-
ment uf an outbreak in the palace itself;
in fact, people well versed in Turkish
affairs assert that only a prompt show of
force upon the part ot the European ficety
can avert it.

Trustwoithy reports which have been
received here frotn Ezetoum state that it
has been established beyond dispute that
the Turkish troops took part in the re-
cent massacre and pillage of Armenians
there, and it is added that clear evidenoe
of this fact will be placed before the rep-
sesentatives of tre powers.

Private accounts represent the conai-

ion of the Asiatic provinces of Turke
1] bem{g deplorable in the extreme. X
veritable reign of terror is said to exist
and bloodshed and robbery are of daily
oc.urrence.

The police of this city are kept busy
night and day watching everybody and
everything. To such an extent is tnis
system of police snrveillance carried that
two servants in the employ of Knglisn
merchants here have veen arrested while
returning from the postottince with lettors
and newspapers. The laiter were seized
by the police in spite of the protests of
tne servants and were carried away to the

olice depot for examination. The Iing-

ish merchants promptly complained to
the Britirb charge d’affaires and the Hon.
Michael Herbert, and tue latter has made
strong representations to the porte on
tne subject. Of course such a state of
affairs cannot be allowed to exist much
longer,.na the lives of all Christians in
Armenia are in dunger and there is hour-
ly expectation of the most serious troubile
in almost every part of the Turkish em-
pire. The mere calling out of the army
reserves will have very littie or no effect
upon the situation, as the troops cannot
be relied npon in such an emergency and
the wretchey condition of Turkish
finances bars anything like wholesale and
energetic action on the part of tnw Turk
ish government unless a holy war is pro-
claimed and that could only be aonu by
xpﬁuming the religious fanaticism o1 the
Turk against the Christians. This, it is
believed, the porte would not hesitate to
do in the case of an invasion of the Turk-
ish dominions, but such a step would not
be calculated to suppress interior dis-
orders, the basis of which should be the
protection of the Christian population of
Armenin,

NEW YORK, Nov. 7.—The Evening
Post’s London cablegram says the sultan
of Turkey has issuea a decrae authoriz-
ing the Imperial Ottoman oank to defer
payment of its notes and deposits for a
month, The bank, however, declines uas-
sistance and is meeting its engagements,
It is asmarted that over $1,000,000 in gold
is on the wuy from London, Paris and
Vienna.

PARIS, Nov. 7.—Al a meeting here to-
day of delegates representing Armenian
coloninas in various parts of Europe it was
resolved to address an appeal Lo the six
powers which signed the Berlin treaty
urging immediate interventivn to stop
‘*the methodioal extermination of the
Armenians, which is being carried out
by the Ottoman government.’'

WASHINGTON, Nov. 7.—The Turkish
legation announces the following tele-
gram from the sublime porte under yes-
terday’s date:

‘‘All the.news concerning plots, threat-
ening letters and a supposed oissatisfac-
tion in the ranks of the army and navy is
intentionally propagated by well known
newspaper correspondents atfilinted with
the Armenian committee to alarm public
opinion. As for the oft repeated asser-
tion of the intended extermination of the
Armenians, it is too absurd to be con-
tradicted, "The efforts of the imperial
government tend, on tiie contrary, to
quell the revolt of the Armenians, an i to
:?alﬂl their criminal and bloody agita-

on.

‘‘The Armenian agitation at Diarbekir
was on the point of subsiding when the
Armenians began again their attacks on
the Mussulmans by throwing bombs at
them and by firing at the Muzzeins at
the very time when the latter were call-
ing the faithful to prayers. During the
affray fifty Mussulmans and ninety Ar-
menians were killed and wounded.

‘*Armeninn rioters attacked the patrols
at Sivrik, killing a few Mussulmans and
setting fire to the bazar. Two hundred
Armenian revolutionisis living at Kiv-

tacked the village of Lehoukour Hissar
and killed twelve Mussulmans,
. ''‘Some of the agitators were arrested.
including part of the Armenian vrigands
who captured Hadji Hassan Oglouhousni,
All news published as to the occurrence
('»f trouble at Adana, Ta:rsus and Mesiner
is absolutely without foundation. -
LONDON, Nov. 7.—The Constantinopie
corresnondent of the Standara sends an
interview with Said Pasba, iv which he
says he could not claim that the Tarkish
administration was snow white, but it
was certainly not as black as it waa
painted. The ministers, he said, were
working hard to carry out the scheme of
reform, and counted upon England’s gen-
erosity not to increase the difficulties by
encouraging the revolutionary Armen-
1ans, wno, instead of being grateful for
the ccncessions that nad bsen made,
were openly revolting throughout Asia.
A dispatch to the Standard from
Vienna saya it is pelieved the changes in
the Turkish ministry are intended to ap-
pease Mahommedan disaffection, and are
not demonstrations against England, al-
though Kiamil Vasha,the ontgoing Grand
Vizier, was the most pro-English of the
pashas.

LONDON, Nov. 7.—The Daily News’
Constantinople correspondent, whose

sympatnies lean toward the Armenian
side, admits that the Moslem attacks
have aroused such a spirit of opposition
and despair among the Armenians that
instead of allowing themselves to be
killed quietly,as at Trebizond and Aghis.
sar, the Armenians themselves com-
menced the attack at Zeitoum, Erzeroum
and elsswhere, besides making i1ll-ad vised
and mischievous demonstrations in Con-
stantinople,

*‘Is will take years,’’ the correspondent
continues, ‘‘to revive conftidence and
trade and commerce lost through the
present condition of anarcby, due to the
deplorable weakness and inaction of the
government.'’

As an instance of this the correspond-
ent cites the fact that tne United States
minister nas been tryine for two months
to ubtain psrmission for United States
Consul Poche at Aleppo to see an Amer-
ican citizen of Armenian origin, who has
b ‘en sent to prison there for life.

It is pointed out that Minister Terrill
has secured orders from the two grand
viziers to the local authorities at A apuo
ty prat this permission, which has eith-
er been rescinded before the consul bad
an opportumty to act upon 1it, or has
baen disobeyed by the local guvernment,
the desired result being evaded rather
than refused.

‘*This is mo e remarkable,’”’ the Daily
News correspondent obwserves, ‘‘because
Mr, Terrill has considerable personal in-
fluence with the porte. Yet, now, after
demending the dismissal of the vali at
Aleppo or that the porte itself should as-
sume respongibility for refusal, he has
only succeeded i1 getting an order for
the prisoner to be brought here.’"

The Great Northern Sues Out
an Injunction

STRIKERS’ PLACES FILLED

By New Men and the Police Protect
Them

The Backbone of the Strike at Dsavil's Lake
Is Said to Be Broken—Traffic
Notes

WALLA WALLA, Nov. 7.—At mid-
night last night Jay H. Adams, attor-
ney for the Great Northern at Spokane,
applied to Judge Hanford of the Federal
court, now in session here, for an order
enjoining the strikers from intoerfering
with the operation of the road. Accom-
panying the patition was an aftida vit set-
ting fortn that Dan Reardon and other
memburs of the A, R. U., have been un-
lawfully obstructing and interfering with
the operations of the road, 1including the
carrying of United States maits and in-
terstate trattic, by means of intimidation,
threats ot violence upon railroad em-
pluyes and threats of destruction of their
property. Judge Hanford issued an orler
to defendants to appear betore him in
Seattle November 234 to snow cause why
they and other members of the A. R, U,
should not be restrained and enjoined
from interfering with the operation of
said road. Until such hearing Judge
Hanford issued a temporary injunction.
The injunction was telegraphed to Spo-
kane immediately and given to a deputy
United States marshal for service,

CHICAGO, Nov. 7.—A dispatch from
St. Paul says: The Great Northern Rail-
road company has taken steps to put its
service back un its old footing. Men have
$o..e out at Kalispell, Mont.; Hillyard,

ash.; Devil’'s Lake, N. D., and St
Cloud, Minn. Men to take their places
have been brought here from Chicago, St.
Louis and Southern Illinois points. L'hey
will leave soume time today for the points
on the Great Northern where the men
have gone out.

A dispatch from Dewvil's Lake, N. D.,
says the Great Northern is still tied up
there., No freight trains whatever are
being moved., The engineers and firemen
aie willing to work but cannot get con-
ductors or brakemen to take out their
trains.

Coloel Douge of Minneapolis 18 hers to
look after the legal side of the strike sit-
uation.

MINNEAPOLIS, Nov. 7.—A Devil's
uake, N. D., dispatch says: The back-
bone of the Greut Norihern strike was
broken this morning by the arrival of a
train with seventy special policemen,
eighteen new conductors, thirty-fi.e
brakemen and three firemen. Deputies
are patrolling the yards and trains have
all been sent out. The recruits enlisted
at Chicago by a detective agency aic 2
sorry lovking lot for clothing. but there
bhas been no disturbance and none is ex-

ST. PAUL, Nov. 7.—The Great North-
ern strike coes not seem to be growing
very rapidly, ‘Today new m:n reacheu
Devil’s Lake, the one point where there
was sometningz of a freizht blockade, and
on their arrival some of the men who had
gone ous joined with these new men and
all is now going on as usual at that poiant,
though some American Railway union
men claim to be gaining ground., There
may be trouble abont to break out at
otber points, but nothing is known of it
bere and a large number of men have
come here from the east in charge of de-
tectivas to fill the places of men who
migat go out, The cfficials of the roau
continue to insist that tuere is no trouble,
but the men who fuvor u strike claim to
be in no wise discouraged but hope to
win in the end.

CHICAGO, Nov, 7.—All railroaas hav-
ing headquarters in Cnicago hkave «iven
positive ussurances to President Hill of
the Great Northern, thas us far as lies
in their power they will co-operate with
him in defeating the American Railway
union strike, now thsratened upon Lis
roaa. The information came today froin
oilicials of the St, Paul road, the Burl.ng-
ton, the Illinois Centrai and the Chicago
and Eastern Illinois systems. This sup-
port of (he Great Northern isan out-
growth of the plan pursued by the gen-
eral managers of «he Jdifferent roads of
Chicago wnen they were dealing with the
strike of last year. Mr. Hill has engaged
a detective agency to furnish him armed
guards and udvise: the Chicago railroad
managers that his roand would employ
any railroad man out of work who bad
not committed an act of violence i Chi-
cago or elsewhere ayainst a railroad dur-
ing the strike of 1804, There are some
2000 of these men in Chicaso at the pre:-
ent time whose names were on the pay-
rulls of the railroads up to July 1, 1394,
They include engincers, firemen, brake-
wen and flagmen, While they have been
‘*black-listed’ for nearly eighteen months,
no charge has rested against them but of
having simply quit work when ttie strike
began. At 17 Monros strees these men
are being engaged today and furnisued
transportation to St. Paul.

Southern Pacific Affairs

SAN FRANCSCO, Nov. 7.—The vacan
cy in the directorate of the Southern Pa
itic company caused by the death of A,
N. Towne was filled today by the elec-
tion of Alftred L. Tubbs, who has not
heen heretofore connected with the rail-
road, but who is a parsonal friend of sev-
eral of the railroad directors. No action
wis taken regarding the vacant vice pres-
idency.

Ti.e Examiner savs the Southern Pa-
citic Railroud company has under consid-
eratioa the advisability of disincorporat-
ing the Pacinc Improvement companv, a
concern formed to develop the properties
of the road. C. P, Huntirgton, presi-
dent of the Southern Pacitic company,
while denying the statement in part,says
that the work of the Pacitic Improvement
company is finishea and that it would be
abandoned 1f the company could dispose
of what it ownas.

A Passenger Association

CHICAGO, Nov. 7.—The general man-
agers of the western lines met today to
consider the portions of the proposed
azreement nf the Western Passenger as-
gociation npon which tne general passen-
ger agents of the various lines were un
able to agree. The Atchison had declared
in favor of a local passenger association
in the state of California, and wuas in no

way disposed to acceptan agreement that
did not provide for this. It was, how-
ever, finally induced to withdraw its ob-
jections und the agreement was adopted
as drawn up by the general pgssenger
agents with the exception of the llinois
Central on its Iowa businces.

' A Stupendous Deal
CLEVELAND, O., Nov.7.—An evening

paper says: In the quiet town of Ram-
ipo, N. Y., a stupendous railwav trans
action was effected yesterday, The vast
Erie system was sold to C. H. Coster,
Louis A. Fitzgerald and Anthony J
Tnomay, the reorganization commitee,
for $20,000 over and above the bonded in-
debteiness of the road. The matter was
kept a secret and none but the hirh
oﬂrcialn knew the timne and place of the
sale,

For many months the Erie hus just
managed to strugele along under a debt
of nearly $78,000,000. Reasonubly bonaed,
it would be a money maker. The prop-
erty just sold is the division from New
York to Salamanca and from Marion to
Chicago.

NO FOUNDATION

Por Trumped Up Charges Against llexican
Ofificials

WASHINGTON, Nov. 7.—8enor Ro-
mero, the Mexican minister here, formai-
ly denies the accuracy of a published re-
port coming trom Texus to the effect thiat
John H. Manley, engineer of the Mexi-
can International railway, and other
Awmericans were arrested by the Mexican
authorities and taken to Monterey in 1889
and afterwards comypelled to work infcer-
tain alleged coal mines ten miles distant
from the city., The minister had the
matter carefully investigated by the Mex-
ican government ana declares that there
is not a shadow of founuation for the
story. To support his statement the
minister bas been furnished with ati-
davits from the officers of the railway
company, United Stites consular officers,
police officials and other persons, denying
that there had been any such arrests or
that there are any such coal mines,

ENGAGEMENT WITH CUBANS |

Thirty Insurgents Are Killed and Many
Wounded

Spanish Losses Are Sald to Be Very
Small—Poles at Cleveland to

Joln the Insurgents

HAVANA, Nov. 7.—An important en-
gagement occurred yesterday at Cayo Es-
pino, near the border petween Santa
Clara and Matanzas, in the southern part
of the isiand. The column of troops com-
manded by Colonel Luis Melina, the
focres of the civil guard and a battalion
of the Maris Cristina regiment, had an
engagement with the insurgent bands of
Nunez and Perez. The action was fierce-
ly contested and lasted from 2 oclock in
the afternoon until night. Official re-
ports state that under cover of darkness
the insuregnts fled. This morning it was
found that they left upon the field th rty
killed and a large number of wounded.
The report states that the troops lost on
their aide one officer and seven soldiers
killed and a number wounded.

CLEVELAND, O., Nov. 7.—The Poles
of this city have sturted a movement
looking towards the sending of about 300
recruits to join the Cuban army.

A Libel Suit

NEW YORK, Nov. 7.—Louis Marx of
Havana, who is said to be an American,
has begun a suit through his counsel for
$10,000 damages against Cipriano Munoz,
a cigarmaker of this city, charged with
defamation of character. The suit is based
on an article which appeared 1n the New
York Herald the day following the ar-
rival in this country of M., Marx. Mr,
Munez, in an interview,is alleged to have
said that M.rx, wh'le in a restaurant in
Havana, offered $500 for the head of Gen-
eral M.ceo.

Mr. Munoz positively denies having
made such a statement. What he did say
was that he haa read asuch a story while
he was in Havana. 1t was printed in vhe
Diario de la Mariano, the organ of the
Reformist party 1n Cuba. He said he told
the Herald at the time and told the re-
porter to so state 1f the story was to be
used. The matter appeared as the plain
statement of Mr. Munoz, without refer-
ence to vhe paper.

A DEPOT BURNED

Together With a Large Amount of Frefght
and Millstuff

SACRAMENTO, Nov. 7.—The railroad
depot and freight warehouse at Shingle
Springs were destroyed by fire last night
about 10 oclock. When the flames were
discovered tney had made such neadway
that it was impossible to subdue them or
save anvthing from the buildings,

In the warehouse was a large quantity
of freight and in one portion of it a large
amaount of mill stuff was stor 4 by the
Pioneer Milling company of Sacramento,
The origin of the fire is not yet known,
athough it may have been incendiary, as
there was no fire in the depot. The de-
p t was for many years an important
place in El Dorado county, when Shingle
Springs was the terminus of the railroad
and from which point many stages and
freight teams were sent out,

AMBRSSADOR 1. F. BAYARD

Addresses the Edinburgh Philo-
sophical Society

HE GLORIFIED THE UNION

As a Patriotic American Should Have
Done

And Paid His Respects to Socialism and Pro=
tection in Words of No Uncer~
tain Sound

EDINBURGH, Nov. 7.—The TUnited
States ambassador, Thomas F. Bayard,
delivered the inaugural address this even-
ing to the phil sophic society. It was
entitled ‘‘Individual Liberty, the Germ of
National Progress and Permanence.”’

Tne paper read by Mr, Bayard wasa
scholarly and patriotic address in which
the institutions of the United Stutes were
glorified, and upon it Mr., Bayard has
evidently devoted much labor, It maue
lifiy pages of printed maatter.

The most striking passaces were those
in which he dencunced socialism and pro-
tection. During the course of his remarks
he said:

*‘The deep movement will not rest 1n
the breasts of men. The weight of armed
repression and the upheavals of pupular
digcontent are plainly discernivle. While
in some tountries the consolidation ot
tle e¢mpire progresses remarkably, in
others its disintegration is unnsuaily
signiticant. The old aynasties are drift-
ing hopelessly or sinking palpably."’

Atter alluding to the preparations for
war on land and sea, which he ascerted
were never so formidable as today, to the
increaisng burdens of militarism aud to
the hostile attitude assnmed toward each
other of capital and labor, Mr, Bayard re-
marked:

**The movement of today is toward
state socialism as an oppposing force to
autocracy, either of which is despot.
ism."’

Mr. Bayara then 8welt at length un the
theme of his address, saying that how
ever society is framed, it is by personal
characteristics and individual qualities
that its affairs in the end must be decid-
ed. He consinued:

‘We are witnessing the decline and fall
of unce mighty empires as the result of
aespotic government and the destruction
of personal freedom, while those natio:us
which have safeguarded the freedom of
the individal have changed tte face of
the world.”’

Mr. Buyard spoke atlength nf the won-
derful pgrowtb and development of the
United States, which, he assnred his au-
dience, was due to this cause, and earn-
estly invoked the opposition of his
hearers to state socialism in all forma.
He also sounded a note of warning
against the many proposals of political
interference und state managen:ent under
the garb of philanthropic aid or paternal-
ism.

After discussing what he termed the
tyranny of labor organizations, Mr. Bay-
ard said: ;

‘“In my country I have witnessed the
insatiable growth of that form ot atate
socialism styled protectirn, which, 1 be
lieve, has doue more to foster class legis-
lation and create inequality of fortune,
corrupt public life, banish men of inde-
pendent mind and character from public
couneils, blunt wublic conscience and
piace politics upon the jow lavel of mer-
cenary scramble than aay other single
ciuse. Step by step, and largely owing
to the coniusion of civic strife,it has suc-
ceedea in ohtaining control vt the sover-
eign power of taxation creating the rev-
enue into an engine for sellish and pri-
vate profit.

On the other hand, the managers of
the Man Suffraze association are particus
larly pleased with the majority of 77,000,
They estimate that at least 150,000 votes
were cast by women for the suffrage.
