The City Attorney Quotes Law for the
Ministers

Councilman Ashman Wants City Employes to
Be Protected Prom Money Sharks.

Klngery and the Crowded Jail

Tho protests of the Loa Angelea Trac-
tion company anil others against the re
part of the commissioners for tha Opening
of Georgia Hell street finally came up be-

fore the council nt the regular weekly ses-
sion yesterday, and after the arguments

on the matter had been made, tbe protest

was ordered denied and the assessment
was continued and adopted. The appeal
from the assessment for tho grading of
Bcaudry avenue was denied and the dia-
cratn us prcsentea was confirmed. In the

appeal against ihe diagram,| assessment
and warrant for the sewering of Maple
avenue, the same was sustained and a
new assessment allowing thirty instead of
forty cents fur «ewer connections was or-
dered. The draft for the contract for the
grading of Kellevue avenue wus tdopted.
All of the recommendations of the city
clerk suggesting the passage of tinsi or>
dinanoes for the improvement of the
list of streets published in Sunday's Her
aid wero adopted.

The various recommendations of the
board of public works, the sewer, supply
and finance committees as heretofore
published, were adopted, witb Buch ex-
ceptions as are elsewhere noted.

W. F. lievets presented v petition that
the council advertise tor bids selling to

tbe highest bidder another electric light-
ing franchise and tne same was referred
to tbe board of publio works.

Health Officer Bteddotn sppsared before
the council In the afternoon and reported
progress in the attempts to abate the
nuisances known as oil refineries, located
in the Second and Eighth wards. ' Dr.
Bteddom reported Ihat both places are
undoubtedly nuisances of the rankest
kind, and tho health department is doing
all it can to abate both refineries, A
large delegation protesting against both
of the refineries had appeared before the
council to complain during the morning
session. Oeuucilmen Snyder and Mun-
son have both always been in the lead
lighting these nuisances.

Councilman Ashman yesterday intro-
duced a resolution mat city employees
be hereafter paid twic instead cf once
per month, for tbe | urpose of keeping
them out of the hands of money sharks,
ann thu same was referred to the finance
committee; und Councilman Klngery
introduced a resolution that tho police
commission ho empowered to secure nd
dilionnl jailroom for tne purpose of ac-
commodating the large jail population,
Ihe present quarters for which are mad.
ei|u«le. The resolution was referred to
the building committee.

Tne health officer was instructed to

forthwith remove the two oil refineries
referred to above, outside of the city
lim its.

'Ihe following was filed:
Your special committee on schools beg

leave to report as follows: In tho matter
of the report oi tho board of education,
submitting plan of sealing for the new
Bcbool buildings, we recommend that the
city clerk be instructed to notify the Cax-
ton company to furnish seats and rears
under their contract SI per the schedule
submitted by tho board of eduoation,
which is attached hereto and made a part
of tills report. The aoote was adopted.

The bridge committee filed tbe follow-
ing:
In Ihe matter of the report of the city

engineer on the condition of the bridges
of tbe city, which report goes into minute
details of the condition of all tho bridges,
alter a careful examination by your com-
mittee, we would recommend that the
ictually necessary repairs bo niticle at the
present time, as follows:

Seventh street bridgo? We recommend

Ihat large iron plates be put under the !
Hoor beams that indl3atS weakness, and j
ilao tnat the bulkhead at tbe west end of
the bridge bo straightened, at an ekti-
mated expease of imIJo.

First street bridge?We recommend that
a new floor he put on Ihe level portion
uf tbia bridge, eolith of tho cat trick, at
an estimate of $250.

The Summit avenne nnd Pleasant !
street culvert -Wu recommend that two
new floor joists ho placed tn this culvert,
at an estimated expense "I $25.

Aliso street, neal Pleasant street
bridge?We iccommend tbat one new pile
or post be placed on the south side of
this bridge, at an estimated id $25,

Mncy street bridge?We recommend
that the diagonal which is broken be
taken out and new timber put ill, anil a
new iloor placed on this bridge at an ex-
panse not to exceed $300.

Trestle bridge on Macy street near Gal-
lardo?We recommend that tbe Iloor of
this bridge bo repaired at a cost not to
exceed $uO.

iiiicna Vista street bridge?We recom-
mend that the brick pier at the east end
of this bridge bo repaired as recommend-
ed hy the city engineer, at a cost not to
exceed $25.

Kuhrts street bridge?We recommend
tbat a foot bridge he constructed on this
bridge.

All of the abovo sections were adopted,
with the exoeption of tho last, which
was referred to the city engineer.

'ihe action of the board of publio works
awarding to William Peterson tho dead
animal oontract w is re-refarred, tbe su-
pervisors bavins strongly objected to the
location of the crematory for the purpose
ot any point outside of the ciiy, as con-
templated. Tho board of public works is
instructed to confer with the supervisors
upon ins subject,

The rules were suspended and Iferman
de l.ugunu's telephone franchise was
linally adopted, President 'lead voting
aye, sXDlainlng that he thought lie l.a-
guna should have tue other day publicly
given the names of his backers in the
proposed enterprise, as ho hud been re.
quasteo to do.

Councilman Stockwell movad that the

MINISTERIAL UNION ANSWERED
City Attorney William B. Dunn yester-

day Tiled with the council the following:
You have referred tj nn certain tesolu-

tions passed by the Ministerial union
condemning certain utterances reported
to have been made by the chief of |ioiica
at a nailing of the p.rlica commission
relative to the, Alameda street nuisance.

These regulations i onolude Witb a request
that the ciity attorney be required to fur-
nish an opinion and aovioa according to

the laws and ordinances of the city, and
tbat the chief of police bfl required to do
his duty ill the ex cu'ion and onfoice
ment of tho same, or that he be requested
to resign lilb otlice. Ibe utterances on
the part of the chief which are com-
plained of nre to the effect that the agtr-
tlon of the social evil question by the
Miniilcri.il union and oner like associa-

ti ns has dona harm,by culling the atten-
tion of tbe youth of the cilySthereto, and
iuc su. c I'd plan of granting licenses
to boOBOS of ill-fame.
.It is, not very clear fro n the resnlu.

?tions upon whit point a lecal opinion is
asked for, hut 1 willassume thai it is de-
sired to know what tne law is In ilns
statu iv regard to prostitution. The sub-
ject is covered by suctions 315 and .lib of
the penal code, wh eh aro us follows:

Sec. He. livery person who keeps a
house ol ill-fume In this -late resorted lo
for tho purposes of prostitution or lewd-
ness, or wiM wilfully resides in such
houses. i« guilty of n misdemeanor.

Sec. 316. Every person who keeps any
disorderly house, or any house for the
parposs of assi r*nution or prostitution, or
any house of public resort, by which the
peace, comfort ur decency of the immedi-
ate ntigbboi hood il Habitually disturbed,
or who Keeps any inn in a disorderly
manner; and every parson who lets any
apattment or tenement, knowing that it
is to be used lor the purpose of assigna-
tion or prostitution, is guilty of a mis-

demeanor.
L'nder the lirst of these sections there

ia a daolsion of the supreme court of
North Carolina, cited in the note to the
effect that the resilience of v single pros-
titute does not constitute a bouse of ill-
fame.

Prosecutions for the violation of the
provisions of llieso sections must be
brou lit in the name of ihe people and be
prosecuted by the district attorney, and
I have no doubt tnat complaints may be
obtained from tho district attorney by
any member of the Mlnsterlal union or
by any other parson who bus sufficient
evidence to justily thu issuance of the
complaint.

As to the polity of driving the houses
from that part of the city where they
now aru to other quarters of the city, or
scattering tbem over the city by an at-
tempt to abolish them unit their evils, are
questions which I am not called upon to
<1 scuss. These arc mutters which I be-
lieve the police commission are fully
able to cope with, mid I a.n satisfied the
chiet of police will carry out the ndrers
and wishes of thu commission, whatever
policy Ihey may adopt. The question ia
not a new one. It has been ajitat id in
many cities of the country, and numer-
ous expedients have been adopted look-
ing either tv the abolishment of houses
of ill fame or such regulation and con-
trol id tneiu ns will minimise the r evil
effects. While I osrtainly do nut believs
we should attempt in any manner to
license aucli places, if does s.em to mo we
should carefu.ly consider whether it will
be better to central.ze the evil and keep
it nml or strict police BU.'VeilUuce, ir in
attempting to suppress it so scatter it as
to put it beyond our control und cause it
to invade every section of the city. As
I have fc aid nefcre, these are questions
of policy which should ho lull to the
sound discretion of tho polios commis-
sion.

Tbe above was filed without comment
and then tho following Was read from the
same source:

In the matter of the refusal of P. J.
McKenii to enter Into a contract for tho
Ira pro vsm ent of lieaudr* avenue and
other stre Is, I have not made a cutnplets
examination of ib« procseaings, but l
have BUtfioitntty investigate I rheni to he
satisfied that there are sufflolont errors
torrc.ii to lustily tbe contractor in refus-
ing to enter into ooniracl to do the work.
The proceedings arc hissu upon several
separate petitions, neither one of which
aione is BUffolent to givo the council
jurisdiction lo proceed with tho work.
Taken together tha petitions contain a
majotity of tuo frontage ill the district,
nut they do not ask lor exactly the sumo
thing, net has the council, iv its ordi-
nance ol Intention, exactly covered the'
work or the lemt >ry petitioned for. Two i
of the signatures to the petition ure
based upon a frontage assesstnsnt only |
und you have attempted to do the wtirk
un ler a district assessment. Without the
trontage of these tiro signatures the
petition would not contain a majority of
the frontage. These objections alone are
sufficient to jUStily the bidder in refus-
ing to enter into a contract. Referred
to thu bjard of public works.
