Today Each City Has an Hour to Pre-
sent Claims

fan l-'rancisco Delegates Admit the Making ol
an Uphill Fight, but Their

Chances Are Pair

Aisuciated Pross Special Wire.
Washington, Dec. o.?The national Re-

publican committee will meet tomorrow
?t the Arlington hotel to select the time
and place for holding the national conven-
tion next year. Aa to the time, the com-
mittee seems to be pretty well agreed that
it should be held some time in June,
although there are some advocates of a
very late convention and a short, sharp
campaign. The place at which the con-
vention will be held is the subject of a
lard but good-natured struggle. Kaeh

rival city is being boomed with great dili-
gence; offers to pay off the debts of the
national committee and, besides, offers a
separate and superior set of qualifications
and advantages, sentimental, material
and geographical. The question of candi-
dates does not appear to enter into the
question of the choice of the convention
city, and the Republican politicians who
swarm about the corridors say the com-
mitter' will content itself with selecting
the place for the convention, and'allow
the convention to select the candidate.
Among those present are some of the
most distinguished anil powerful leaders
of the Republican party.

An attempt was made to give the cities j
a hearing today, but many of the com- !
mitteemen were absent and it was decided
fljtftlly to postpone the hearings until to- j
morrow morning at 10 oelock. when each I
candidate willbe given an hour to present
his claims.

The question of the basis of representa-
tion, which will come before the commit-
tee, will be referred probably to the con-
vention for settlement. The leaders, as a
ru]e, claim it would be folly to discourage i
the southern Republicans by reducing
their ba«is of representation just as they !
are beginning to fulfill their predictions
that the solid south would tear away from
her old allegiance and the Democratic
party.

An effort was made to secure a meeting
of the executive committee tonight, but a
quorum was not secured. Those present I
attemptc.l to take up no business beyond I
the framing of a telegram to (iovernor- 1
elect Brddle.x of Kentucky congra'ulating |
him on bis election, to be to the i
full committee tomorrow.

A resolution was passed appointing a 'committee to send congratulations to Gov-
ernor Bradley of Kentucky on his election.
The committee is composed of Mr. Ilatin
of Ohio. Mr. Manley of Maine, Mr. Llark-
aon of lomry-,^~l~'" <?

Mr. Do Young of California introduced a
resolution which was adopted, providing
that the representatives of the pi ess should
be admitted to the meetings of the com-
mittee when tha claims of the various
cities should he presented.

Kach city is to tiave an hour tomorrow
for the presentation of its claims, begin- I
ning immediately after the opening of the
session tomorrow. The committee then
adjourned, ha\ ing been in session ten j
minutes, to 10 oelock tomerrow.

Tiiis evening the corridors of the Arling-ton were again thronged. At the head- ,
quarters of the four rival cities the
champions of each wore dispensing hos- ipitality and putting forth their most j
earnest arguments in behalf of their res- !
pective cities. The Pittsburgh cont'ngent !
dwelt upon its location as a railroad and
telegraph center. The Golden Gate par- i
tisans were offering every inducement that
might be demanded. Some days ago Mr. |
Th) Young announced that San Francisco !
had obtained afs3o railroad rate from Chi-
csgo to the coast and return. Tonight the I
delegations derided to offer a $f>o rate to j
the public, a $'_'\u25a0) rate to the delegates and
fiee transportation and hospitality to the j
members of the committee. General N.
P. Chipman and Mr. Da Young will pre-
sent Sm Francisco's claims.

The Chicago delegation was, perhaps, I
the most serene of any.

St. L'mis displayed seemingly more ac- i
tivity than any of the other cities. Both
Mr. Kerens and Mr. Killey said the con-
(est would settle down to Chicago and j
St. L iuis, and that the Mound City would
carry, off the prUo.

Kaeh of the candidates was prepared to
offer the Republican committee enough j- and more than enough?to pay off the 1
old debt of the committee. Tnis debt is
variously placed at from fri'-'.ouu to SS4.«
000.

Pittsburg has a fund of $75,000 sub-
scribed, St. Louis and Chicago have $55,-
--000 each, and San Francisco is said to
have $aOO,OOO, and more if money will
avail. Each city declares that it willpay
anything in reason to secure the conven-
tion.

Although each candidate claims victory
on the final ballot, a careful canvass to-
night showed that they approximately
agreed on the result of the first ballot.
This canvass gives San Francisco 19,
Pittsburg P_', St. Louis and Chicago 11
each. All except San Francisco, however,
agree that the first ballot does not indicate
the winner. Reports of alliances between
San Francisco and St. Louis, and Chicago
and Pittsburg, were abroad hut were stren-
uously denied. The shrewdest politiciaus
about the hotel tonight predict that unless
San Francisco wins on the first or second
ballot, her votes will break to St. Louis
and Chicago, and that the contest would i
lie between the Lake and the Mouud
cities.

Uste City Figuring
Washington, Dec. O.?A special sent

out to San Francisco says: San Francisco
has an exceedingly up hill light on ita
hands to secure the Republican national
convention, but its chances for success areconsidered good. At least, the executive
committee is more hopeful than at any
time yet. The Californians realize theenormous odds they must combat, but are
far from being dismayed. On the otherhand, they met last night and with enthus-
iasm declared that they were ready to put
up the tight of their lives, with strong
hopes ofvictory.

A number of St. Louis delegates called
at the San Francisco headquarters ard
assured the committee that if they found
that St. Louis could not win out they would
throw all their strength to San Francisco.
It is partially on these assurances that the
San Francisco committee are basing their
hopes.

Chicago is also making overtures of
peace to San Francisco. The delegates
from the World's fair city have not prom-
ised as much as St. Louis, but they insist
that they will not stand in ban Francisco's
way of getting the convention if they can-
not land the plum themselves. Thus it is
that San Francisco is placed in a position

of strength. It is generally conceded that
Han Francisco willpoll more votes on the
first ballot than any other city. The San
Francisco committee claims to have 12 or
10 and I'ittsburg H. Chicago will make no
estimate or its strength. After the first
ballot the solution of the puzzle will be-
gin, ffSan Francisco can only hold her
strength on the second ballot she will
stand an excellent chance of winning out.

The Windy City Hopeful
ClliCAt.o, Dec. V.? The Post's Washing-

ton special says: Chicago may get the
convention. It would be pleasant to aay
that she willget it, but the situation does
not justify sanguine predictions. At this
writing St. Louis seemingly has the best
chance of carrying off the prize. The
fight so far as can be judged, has devel-
oped into anything to beat Chicago, and
there are indications of a combination be-
tween San Francisbo and St. Louis and
Pittsburg to that end. San Francisco's
strength is of the complimentary kind,
and 1ittsburg is deficient in accommoda-
tions. St. Louis makes a good showing
from the money point of view, and in the
matter of;provision for convention crowds.Furthermore, she is the second choice of a
majority of those who favor San Francisco
and Pittsburg in the preliminaries. Last
and most important of all, the Heed influ-ence is secretly against t liicago. TheKeed feeling is that Chicago is a hostile
territory and that any other place would
be preferable. Pittsburg would bo satis-
factory, but for the discovery that the town
is saturated with McKinley sentiment.Simultaneously with that discovery came
the disclosure of lack of hotel accommo-
dations. That may bo said to be the"knock-out drop/ San Francisco bjing
geographically impracticable, Chicago sup-
posedly hostile, and Pittsburg dangerous,
St. Louis will be picked out as the mostneutral point in sight, and the Reed pace
is being made for that city.

11 is remarks on that occasion
were the subject of some sarcastic com-
ment from the British ambassador here in
the latterV. official correspondence with
Lord Kimberly.

ing on that assumption, had, through the;state department, agreed to pay $425,000
in discharge of this alleged liabilityof the
United States. But that agreement could;not be carried out without the ratification

\u25a0 ofcongress.. The findings of the tribunal rested en-
jtirely upon the treaty-making power of
I the two governments, and the United
States and Great Britain were bound to

| carry out the regulations decided on for
I the protection of the seals as much as if; the regulations had been incorporated in a
[ treaty. But neither government was
ibound further. At most the award of the
| arbitrators would only furnish a remote
!argaument for the claim of Great Britain,fordamages for seizures.

He would be loyal to the findings of the
tribunal, he said, but Great Britain con-
veniently sought to overstate them.

He quoted from Sir Julian's report to
I Lord Kimberly that Republicans and Popu-
ilists and forty-four Democrats had voted
jagainst the appropriation, and his com-

\u25a0ment attributing the action ofthe house to
the necessity of party expediency. Mr.
Morgan declared contemptuously that it
was going to be the fashion abroad to at-
tribute everything that did not please them
to the "influence of party politics.'' He
characterized Sir Julian's comments as
"unjust" and "offensive" in the case of
the house.

"But, not content with these reflection*
on the house," said Mr. Morgan, "he re-
fers to senators by name hi a gratuitous
and insulting manner. He does this under
the cover of the British flag."

After quoting Sir Julian's comment on
his (Mr.Morgan'si character!/atii n of some
of the alleged British claimants as "recal-;citrant and rascally Americans," he de*
dared that the British ambassador's
strictures were based on the mistaken po-
tion that the British navigation laws shou d
cover violations of United States statutes.
