WALL STREET SPECULATION

Early Deallngs Marked by a Sharp
Advance

Recessions Occur Later, Except for Sugar—
The Close Quiet and Steady Generally
With Slight Gains

New York, Dec. 26.—The resumption of
business after the holidays was marked by
a sharp rise in the early dealings on the
stock exchange. The confident tone was
mainly atiwributed to the expectation that
the treasury will be strengthened by an
fssue of government bonds. In the best
condition of the financial circles these
views find aceeptance, but thus far the only
people whose statement would carry any
conviction are mute o ' the subject.

Tt is nov bolieved that a strictly gold bond
bill can be got through the senate, and ac-
cordinglv the impending issue will be under
the same authority as the last two. Re-

orts of any present or recent offer of
Euuaiu to take our government b nds or
loan gold to the United States treasury are
authoritatively denied. Other favorable
influences were money rates at the legal
figure, and unfavorable reports of railway
earnings for the third week of December.

The upward movement came to a halt
soon after the expiration of the first hour,
and in the ensuing dealings sales were re-
corded at figures close to Tuesday’s final
prices.

The reactionary movement was on sell-
ing for both accounts. A sharp recession
occurred in the rates of sterling ex-hanga
on the sale of gold bullion and revived talk
of gold exports on Saturday’s steamers.
Up w the close of business no engage-
ments had been made, however. No ap-
plications for loan certiticates have been
made or are expected to be received from
the banks or by the clearing house com-
mitte, until afier tne close of the year at
the earliests The pressuse to sell subsided
around delivery hour and under the leader-
ership of sugar, prices took an upward
course. The improvements, however, as a
rule did not exceed fractions, Sugar was
in brisk demand in the final dealings and
rose to 103%, a net gain of 3 5-8 per cent.
The raise was conflned to an advance in
the market for domestic refined sugars and
the alleged proposition of the Cuban revo-
lutionary leaders to destroy the sugar crop
of the island. The closing was quiet and
steady at slight gains in most cases. In
the bond market the upward tendency
which characterized the market Tuesday
was resumed in the early dealings today.
Subsequently, in sympathy with the reac-
fion in the 8 uck market prices receded
sharply and the closing tone heavy.

CH1caco, Dec. 26.—~1Wheat ruled ex-
ceedingly dull, but the early fecling was
somewhat stronger. There were no for-
vign markets, and local traders showed
little disposition tn operate and holiday
dullness was the rule. Stocks were stronger
at t e start, and wheat sympathized some-
what, but the failure of the predicted cold
wave and the light business caused a re-
action later in the day. But whea the
world’s shiprente last week were reported
at only a little over 6,000,000 bushe!s, the
market began to react; then came the big
exports from New York Monday, 565,000
bushels, and there was a further advanc?,
but before noon most of it had been lost.

There is still a good deal of apprehehsion
as to the finaucial outlook which tends to
restrict trade and makes the feeling con-
servative and cantious, My sold early up
to 6814, off to 577, hen rallied to 58,
but at noon had gone off to 673 to 57%
split. The market held dull and easy dur-
ing the last hour, and May closed at 57%.
Tne large increase in the world’s stock
had a depressing influence. There were
liberal receipts of corn, but the trad ng
was so!ight that prices were not moved
14c during the whole session. The feeling
was s:eady early in the oat market, but to-
ward the clase the market declined, prin-
cipally throu'h sympathy with wheat.
Almost all the trading was in May. The
provision marke: started strong, . and
as long as it had the countenance of a firm
wheat market, continued so. Wnen ' tho
latter failed, however, near the close, the
prices of hog products dropped also.
