Taller said Spain knew we had a right to
recognize the belligerents. Spain would
naturally show some feeling, but she would
not go to war.

Then was a ripple of applause, which
tha vice-president checked, when Teller
referred to his sympathy with Cubans.

"I would be deligh.ed," said be, "to
learn that Havana had passed Into the
hands of the insurgents. Iwould be de-
lighted to hear that the insurgents had
run the Spanish soldiers into the sea. But
the senator added that be felt no irritation
over student ebullitions in Spain.

In conclusion. Teller vigorous y asserted
that tbe American |,eople woultl not toler-
ate arsy dictation or criticism from foreign
representatives accredited here.

Mr.Chandler. Republican of New Hamp-
shire also thought the Spanisn minister
had beeiu guilty of an impropriety. "His
referenow." said Chandler, "were of-
fensive!.''

"I dbaire to say," interposed Morgan,
"that trie Spanish minister misquotes on
the floor*ofthe senate."

"That illustrate* the point Idesired to
make," .rxmiinued Chandler, proceeding to

nuote Seuor de Lome's references to our
war ofthe* rebellion. Itwas unseemly, he
Said, for the Spanish minis er to nave
written si**h a communication.. It could
not be countenanced.

Continuing, Mr. ClVaodler expressed the
opinion that 1tins was entirely too much an
attempt at outside interference or advice.
He referred to the cabled utterances of
Minister i.austello ami the president of the
council of Spanish ministers.

Mr. Hale then took the floor. He was
not prepared, he said, to yield one jot from
the position be took yesterday, and ex-
pressed satisfaction tbivt he had been able
to obtain from an uDicisl source such a
temperate reply to the inflammatory utter-
ances ugair.st *Si>ain. which were without
any officialfoundation whatever. He com-
mended tha careful tone of the Spanish
minister, who, he said, had observed all
the courtesies of tbe human language.
With regard to the genoral question as to

tha propriety of men in high official sta-
tions expressing their views, he declared
that the Dress of today find invaded realms
not dreamed of thirty years ago. Great
man did not hesitate to make known their
opinions, not only on literary questions,
but on vital questions of international
comity He cited Gladstone's expression
OB the Venezuelan question.

Atthis point Gray came forward with a
supposititlou a case.

"Suppose," said he, "that some member
ofthe British house of commons should
read in the ho use from supposititious case
m statement that before Andrews waa exe-
cuted he had been tortured by General
Washington: that his eyee had been burn-
ed from their sockets and tbat he bad
bean subjected to all sorts of indignities.
Would it be unbecoming to the American
ambassador to call attention to the fact
that the alleged history was unauthenicat-
ed and that a mistake had been made?"

Mr. Hale readily agreed tbat there could
be no impropriety in such a course. If
such a thing should happen he said, he had
no doubt tbat Mr. Bayard would send a
letter to tiieLondon Times setting right
the truth of history.

Mr. Tellor challenged the .analogy of the
suppositions. That would simply be a dis-
cussion of historical events. In this in-
stance Senor de Lome's statement was in-
tended to offset the action on measures
pending in ttie senate.

Again taking up the thread of this argu-
ment, Mr. Hale referred to the message
sent by the prince of Wales to the Ameri-
can people through the New York World.
Royalty, he thought, had not abated its
dignity by the act. Itwas simply a recog-
nition of the now imiversally acknowledged
fact that all public men went to the news-
papers, magazines and reviews to write
themselves down in matters of great pub-
licmoment. T'ntil the Spanish minister,
be concluded, by false criticism overstep-
ped the bounds of propriety he did not
think he should be subject to censure or
reproach.

Mr. Lodge, who had opened the discus-
sion, again got the floor and agreed that
this sort of debate over the utterance of a
representative of a foreign government
was unseemly, but he protested that the
matter had not been brought into the sen-
ate by hire. But against tiie foreign min-
isters' words charging that he had been
Imposed upon "maliciously and fraudu- j
lently" were read here, he thought he ,
should reply. He had shown that the
?Spanish minister's statement was false.
He had no fault to And with the eloquent
defense ofthe Spanish minister, but even a
United States senator wits entitled to some
rights. Laughter. He again read the
words of the Spanish minister, "appeal-
ing"from what had been said in thesenate
to the "commonsense of the American
people."

"While wa are on the subject of
history," he continued, "it might be well
forsenators to recall the case ofGenet, the
French minister to the United States, who
also took an appeal to the American
people and whom George Washington
turned out of the country. Would Wash-
ington be called a jingo and taken to task
forhis action. In his day and generation
he was considered a man of good judg-
ment."

Mr. Gray interjected that Genet had
gone so far as to enlist troops.

Mr. Lodge responded that this was not
she main offense. Tbe senator recalled
the case of Lord Sackville West, who was
asked toretire for giving advice as to how
to vote at an election.

''That was a private letter not meant for
publication," suggested Mr. Teller.

Mr. Hale added that in the Sackville
West case the letter bore on an election
about to occur.

Mr. Lodge insisted that the case was
analogous to the present one.

This closed the exciting incident in the
Cuban question, and the senate proceeded
with the usual morning business. The de-
bate had had the effect of filling every
available seat in the senate galleries. The
diplomatic corps was again well repre-
sented, several of the ministers and secre-
taries being accompanied by ladies of the
diplomatic corps. The floorof the senate
also was crowded, members of the house
fillingthe rear and side areas.

Another exciting incident occurred when
Mr. Hoar's resolution, introduced .yester-
day, providing that the Cuban question go
over until April 6th, next, was laid before
the senate.

Mr. Hoar asked tbat it go over until to-
morrow, as he was iv poor health and did
not feel able to speak on the resolution
today.

Mr. Sherman was quickly on his feet,
Ilia face showing much feeling and his
voice great earnestness,
"Ishall object to that resolution at all

stages," said he. "I regard it as a reflec-
tionon tbe committee on foreign relations.
After more than a month of discussion,
after overwhelming votes in both branches
of congress, the resolution is brought here
?ending the subject back lo the coinmitree
on foreign relations. Iwill most decidedly
object."

There was a snap to the wortls of Mr.
Sherman which left no doubt of their
earnestness. The two venerable senators,
frherman and Hoar, stood side by side,
their desks adjoining, and the colloquy
proceeded at short range.

Mr. Hoar expressed great surprise that
the Ohio senator should object to granting
tbe usual courtesy to a senator.

Mr. Sherman responded that the motives
for this resolution were selfevident. It
postponed and delayed action. It turned
the discussion into a mooted debate.

"The senator from Ohio is a man of pen-
etration, of great scientific attainments,"
answered Mr. Hoar, "but I coubt whether
he has ac masteretl the science of the V
rays as to penetrate my brain and ascer-
tain my motives iv offering this resolu-
tion."

Mr. Hoar said ids only purpose in urging
this resolution was to call attention to
some new practices growing up in dealing
with grave foreign questions. Instead of
having effective action by tho legislative
and executive branches, the legislative
branch proceeded alone in a concurrent
resolution to express an ineffective opinion.
It was all a mooted question. Congress is
not bound, the president is not bound, the
people are not bound. Mr. Hoar said he
objected to doing business "with one-half

of a pair of scissors." Ifwe wanted to
cut any knots, let us set both halves of the
scissors, let congress act witli the presi-
dent and let the president act with con-
gress.

Mr. Sherman again interrupted, but Mr.
Hoar waved him aside with emphasis, to
the great amusement of senators and the
crowded galleries. Mr. Hoar insisted on
maltinghis explanation without interrup-
tion, to the suggestion* of tbe Ohio sena-
tor that an at.ack had been made on the
committee on foreign relations. A very
grave foreign question was oeforo the sen-
ate. It was a question that was so grave
that the senator (Morgan) who reported
tbe Cuban resolutions, said he would lay
his sword before the senate and Spain w*s
at liberty to take it up. Mr. Hoar was in-
terrupted from across the isle by Mr. Mor-
gan.

??Will the senator yield. asked Mr. Mor-
gan.
"Iwill not, ' responded Mr. Hoar, de-

cisively.
"But 1 demand that you shall: you have

made an incorrect statement," insisted
Mr. Morgan.

Mr. Hoar said he would, ofcourse, yield
for a correction.

Mr. Morgan pointed out that his state-
ment as to laying down his sword was the
conclusion of a previous statement that if
became necessary, if war came, then he
would place his sword on the tab'e of the
committee, and ifSpain wished to take it
up she could do so.

Mr. Hoar went on to urge the facts of
the Cuban question had been presented to
the senate. The letters transmitted by the
president had never been read in tbe sen-
ate.

Mr. Sherman jocularly interrupted to
say that the Massachusetts senator was ab-
sent for two weeks and did not know wh tt
had been done. He (Sherman) had read
to the senate from these letters,

Mr. Hoar responded that everything the
Ohio senator read or spoke did not neces-
sarily become widely known.

He proceeded to argue that congress was
meddling to much in diplomacy and it was
meddling without any information as to
facts,

"Howwould you get iuformation from
the inaccessible quarters of Cuba." asked
Mr. Morgan.

"Willwe act without information be-
cause we cannot get information." ques-
tioned Mr. Hoar.

Mr. Morgan raised another laugh by
asking Mr. Hoar where he got his informa-
tion on which he argued such energetic ac-
tion as to Armenia.

Mr. Chandler added to the amusement
by reading Mr. Hoar's dispatch to Secre-
tary Olney as to Armenia, in which the
Massachusetts senator said his voice and
vote could be depended on even to the ex-
tent of treating the oppressors of Armenia
as pirates and enemies of tiie human race.
Mr.Chandler sarcastically asked if Mr.
Hoar intended to add to this dispatch "pro-
vided no action is taken before April6."

Mr. Hoar insisted that his course as to
Armenia waa the result of investigation,
and he was ready to stand on that investi-
gation. That is what he asked the senate
to do, to investigate before acting.

Atthis point the presiding officer an-
nounced it was 2 oclock, the close of the
morning business.

Mr. Hoar again asked that the resoluticn
go over without prejudice until tomorrow,
aa his health was not such as to permit his
going on. Mr. Sherman did not renew bis
objection and the resolution went over.

The Dupont contest was then taken up
and Mr. Turpie resumed his speech against
the claims of Mr. Dupont to a seat in the
senate. Mr. Turpie had not concluded
when, at 4:35. tbe senate went into execu-
tivesession and soon after adjourned.

IN THE HOUSE
A Territorial Divorce Law Passed and Postal

Matters Considered
Washington, March 10.?The house to-

day witnessed the perennial attempt to cut
off the appropriation for special mail facil-
ities between Boston, via New York and
Washington, to Atlanta and New Orleans.
This appropriation lias been carried in the
pOßtoffiee bill since 1883. This year it
amounted to $19(1,000 and coupled with it
were appropriations for special facilities
between Kansas City and Newton, Kas.,
and Chicago and Council Blair*, lowa.
The latter items, however, went down be-
fore points of order.

An attempt was made to rule out the
southern subsidy also on a point of order,
but Mr. Payne of New Yorkoverruled the
point. The motion to strike out was de-
feated. Oil to lIC. Tne postofflce bill was
not disposed of. During the morning hour
a bill was passed making a year's "con-
tinuous residence" in a territory a pre-
requisite to obtaining a divorce in sucli
territory. The bill was aimed at Oklahoma
territory, where but ninety days' residence
is required.

Soon after assembling the house went
into committee of the whole on the post-
office appropriation bill.

Bromwell IRepublican of Ohio) read a
letter from the assistant postmaster-gen-
eral stating that tbe appropriation of
$100,000 was inadequate for the purpose
oftransporting mails on electric and cable
cars on roads not exceeding twenty miles
in length.

Mr. I'ickler (Republican of South Da-
kotn i inquired why in the face of such a
statement from the department a requisite
sum had not been provided.

Mr. Loud, chairman of the postofflce
committee, replied that the latter had not
been laid before the committee.

"Why," asked Mr, Tickler, "was this un-
digested bill brought before the house?"
Ithad been rumored, he stated, that there
had been a wide difference of opinion in
the committee. It had been said that the
chairman bore down on the committee on
many occasions and carried his point,

Mr. Loud replied that this was utterly
false.

Mr. Ogden, Democrat, Louisiana, en-
tered a protest against Mr Pickler's state-
ments. The provision relating to die
methods of transporting mail by street cars
and providing for free transportation of
letter carriers on the street cars were
stricken out as new legislation. When the
provision appropriating "?lilt>,ooo for
special mail facilities on trunk lines from
Boston, New York and Washington to At-
lanta and New Orleans was reached, Chair-
man Loud, who opposed this aud the twe
other mail subsidies in the bill, from Chi-
cago to Council Bluffs and from Kansas
City to Newton.Kas.. but who was out-voted
in the committee, raised a point of order
against these provisions.

Mr. Crisp termed this action of the chair-
man of the committee "a complete novel-
ty." He called attention to the iact that
the bill of Ust year contained the provision
for the special mail facilities from New
York to New Orleans.

Mr. Bingham, Republican, Pennsyl-
vania, and Mr. Settle, Republican, North
Carolina, also vigorously opposed the point
of order. This item has always precipi-
tated opposi ion.

Mr. Dingley, Republican, of Maine, went
into an elaborate review ofthe history ofthe
southern mail service, which had been in
the postofflce department since 187-. This
particular paragraph had been held to be
in order because it was the continuation of
an object provided in the then current law,
hut as that objsct was not then authorized
by permanent law, he doubted whether the
ruling had bean correct, 'im regard to
the now subsidies provided for in the bill,
if they were held in order, he predicted
that every railroad in the United States
would be asking fora subsidy by New
Year's. He expressed the opinion that there
was no necessity for the southern subsidy.
The regular compensation was sufficient.
The southern subsidy originally had been
given to expedite the foreign mails to Ha-
vana. Its present object was purely do-
mestic.

Mr. I'ayne, Republican, of New York, in
the chair, overruled the point of order.

Mr. Bromwell then immediately moved
an amendment to subsidize, in addition to
the route from Boston to New Orleans,
those from Washington to Si. Louts, from,
Cincinnati to New Orleans, from Chicago
to Council Biulfs, from Chicago to Minne-
apolis and from Kansas City to Newton,
Kansas, $700,000. He could not see, he
said, why other lines besides the southern
carrying fast mails should not be as much
entitled to subsidies as that line.

In reply to a qaestion from Mr. Cousins,

Republic in, of lowa, Mr. Loud declared
that the postmaster general for years had
condemned mail subsidies. Mr. Cousins
asked who was responsible for the propose. 1
subsidy fiom Chicago to Council Bluffs.

Mr. Loud replied that if he knew he
would not be at liberty to say. Mr. Lori-

| mer (Republican, Illinois! however under-
took to enlighten them. He (Lorimer)
fathered the provision.

The chair sustained a point of order
against the Bromvell amendment. Mr.
Loud thereupon moved to strike out the
appropriation for southern trunk lino
facilities. He reiterated his statement
that every postmas er-geueral since 1*430
had condemned this subsidy hut had
accepted what was considered the direction
of congress. The Pennsylvania road, he
said, was the strong factor behind the
subsidy. He argued that tho special mail
train was two hours slower than the regu-
lar train and did not facilitate the mails.

Mr. Crisp in support of the provision
called attention to the proviso attached to
the appropriation lodging in the post-
master-general the power t > withhold the
appropria'ion ifit was not deemed neces-
sary "to promote the interest of the postal
service." If the postmaster-general had
condemned this appropriation, why, in
view of that provision, had he expended
the money. The postmaster-general fixed
the schedule of the train which was run
for the sole purpose of facilitating the
mails. For every failure to put the mails
through on schedule time he enforced a
prescribed penalty,

Kyle, Demoorat, of Mississippi, opposed
the appropriation, he said, because he be-
lieved it wrong in principle. He quoted
ex-Postmasters-General Dickinson and
Wanamaker and I'ostmaster-General Wil-
son against tbe appropriation.

Mr. Wellington, Republican, of Mary-
land, commended the object and effect of
the appropriation, which, he said, tended
to cement the union between the north and
south. Congress, he said, could not afford
to take a step backward in this matter.

On a rising vote the Loud amendment to
strike out tue appropriation for the south-
ern subsidy was carrietl, 100 to 96. Tel-
lers were demanded and the amendment
was defeated, 83 to 114.

The chair ruled out the two succeeding
paragraphs appropriating .SOI,OOO for spe-
cial facilities from Kansas City to Newton,
Kas., and $100,000 from Chicago to Coun-
cil Bluffs. lowa.

Mr. Miller, Republican, of Kansas, ap-
pealed from the decision of the chair, but
tbe chair was sustained, 120-25.

The appropriation for car faro and bicy-
cle allowance was increaaetl from $100,000
to $150,000.

The committee rose, and at 5:10 the
house adjourned.

IN COMMITTEE
Senator Chandler, from the committee

on privileges and elections, today presented
to the senate the views of the majority of
the committee, consisting of the Republi-

can members, recommending the adoption
ofSenator Allen's resolution providing for
an investigation of the Alabama state and
legislative elections of 1804. The report
makes reference to the election of 1892 in
which Thomas G. Jones, regular Demo-
cratic, and Reuben H\> Kolb, were the rival
candidates for governor. While in this
election Jones was declared governor, the
committee assert that this was "done by
the wholesale falsification of the returns
by dishonest election officers in pursuance
of a great conspiracy, deliberately or-
ganized, long before the election, for the
purpose of changing the political com-
plexion of the state in case it should ap-
pear that Kolb and bis supporters had car-
ried tbe state."

No Longer Jealous
Santa Cruz, March 10.?There was a

shooting affray in Watsonviile, in the rear
of Jennie Watson's house of ill-fame, this
afternoon, which resulted in the death of
of J. Hubert and the wounding of William
Conroy. The affair grew out of jealousy.

Hubert was the foreman of King ranch, at
King City, and came to Watsonviile a
month ago. He fell in love with Jennie
Watson, who prior to that time had been
living with Conroy, who is a horseshoer.
The woman becam« infatuated with Con-
roy, which angered Hubert so that when he
saw Conroy in the woman's house today he
shot him in the right thigh. Hubert then
placed his pistol to his temple and tired a
bullet into Ids brain, lie died almost in-
stant y. Conroy "a wound is not serious.

A Terrible Tragedy
San Jose. March 10.?A terrrible trag-

edy occurred t lis evening at J. M. Dona-
hue's Laurelwood farm near Agnews Asy-
lum, by which one Chinaman was instantly
killed and another mortally wounded.
The murderer, Wong Mai Chee, gave him-
self up, alleging that the men he killed
had attempted to commit a heinous crime
on him. Both were sitting on their bunks
when the fatal shots were 11red. Yung
Wan shot through the left breast and left
hand. Gee Tong Wo is still alive but will
die. He was shot in the back and in the
right arm. From the facts gathered by
the sheriff the affair is considered a cold-
blooded crime.

Doubtful Identification
Needles, March 10.?Coroner Keating

of San Bernardino is holding an inquest on
the body of Jacob I'ipher, who was found
dead near the track about six miles west of

this place yesterday. It is thought that
death resulted from natural causes, proba-
bly heart disease. The deceased is about
50 years old, 5 feet 8 inches tall, and
weighed about 100 pounds. The identifi-
cation is somewhat doubtful, as only a slip
of paper with an order for goods, to which
was signed Jacob Pipher, was found on the
person.

New York Liquor Lsws
Albany, N. V., March 10.?The senate

voted closure in the Haines excise bill, 34
to 14. The bill was put on its passage and
adopted,. 31 to 18. According to Senator
Raines the effect of the bill will be to pre-
vent corruption in excise boards, to stamp
out low gin shops and to greatly reduce
Sunday selling and other violations of law
by saloon keepers.

CHICAGO COAST DEFENSES
Are Conspicuous Only by Their

Practical Absence

THE CITY WELL SITUATED

For Prompt Destruction by a Small
Force

Plans for Fortifications to be lade When
the Hupdred Million Dollar Appro-

prlatlon Becomes Available

Associated Press SDecial Wire.
Chicago, March 10.?Lieutenant J. F.

Thompson, chief ordnance officerof the
department of the Missouri, told Chicago

people last night how utterly defenseless
their city would remain if the $2,500,000
for coast defenses intended for lake fortifi-
cations should, as a matter of economy,
be cut out of the bill now before congress.
Lieutenant) Thompson made public for the
lirst time in a paper read before the New
England Congregational church just what
itis that the orduanco corps, acting with
Ihe other departments, intends to accom-
plish in the way of making seaports im-
pregnable to attack when the appropria-
tion of nearly $100,000,000, reported
favorably incommittee, would be available.

Touching on the question of lake de-
fense, the officer said: "There seems to
be a prevailing impression that in ca*e war
broke out between America and Great
Britain all tho United States would have
to do woultl be to keep English vessels out
of the Great Lakes. Declarations of war
do not come like thunderbolts from clear
skies. As soon as it was known trouble
was brewing the Wetland canal would lie
fortified, Canadian troops would man the
works antl Great Britain would have her
gunboats on the spot. That nation has
100 men-of-war which can pass through
the canal. Once in Lake Erie two or three
of these vessels could, as thingsare at pres-
ent, destroy the Great Lake cities. Noci y
is so well situated for destruction as Chi-
cago. A gunboat or two could, offthe city,

send a few shells into the waterworks and
paralyze the water system of the city, and
could then, with their explosive projectiles,
6et the city on fire.

"The Canadians ate projecting a canal
from the St. Lawrence to Georgian bay. It
is to flank the Wetland canal, and in case
of war the new canal could be used as a
passage for gunboats into the great lakes.
There should bo at least fifteen American
torpedo gunboats on the lakes for the pro-
tection ot the cities. Ifwe cannot keep the
boats in commission in times of peace on
account of our treaty with Oreat Britain,
let them be kept in the drainage canal,
when itis completed, or in some other in-
land waterway, from which they can be
quickly transported to a point where they
can defend Chicago and other large cities.

"Chicago spends about $4,000,000 in
fire insurance premiums every year. It
pays a large amount for police and fire
protection and for its national guard. In
comparison to amounts thus spent, $2,-
--000,000 seems but little to be expended
when it is known that the judicious plac-
ing woultl secure the safeiy of our great
lake cities almost beyond doubt.

"Two fortifications could be erected on
the St. Lawrence river. They could be
supplied with 12, 10 or 8-inch guns, with
disappearing carriages. With fifty or
sixty i'tet of sand or with thirty feet of
concrete these forts would be proof against
any guns which could be cirried on gun-
boats whose draught is lightenotiih to en-
able them to come nilthe river. The gun-
boat which succeeded in passing one of
these forts woultl not be likely to get be-
yond the second. Fortifications of the
same kind should be built at Detroit."

Lieut. Thompson illustrated with draw-
ings the new heavy ordnance with which it
is proposed to defend our asa coast. He
described the manufacture cf our heavy
steel breech-loading *-,iies, the fortifica-
tions, etc. It is proposed to make alto-
gether 700 riflesof 16, 12,10 and 8-inoh
calibres. The appropriation is to bo avail-
able at the rate of $10,000,000 a year.
There are twenty-eight ports to be fortifled.
The sneaker showed a map giving his solu-
tion of the defense of the New York
harbor.

was filed against the Butte and Boston
Mining company today by li. C. Perkins.
It is for $362,816, and includes all claims
in the former suit except that of $33,700
due the Massachusetts Loan and Trust
company, and for which other provision is
made. A receiver will be applied for in
tiie United States court of Montana to-
morrow. This is preliminary to the re-
organization scheme which contemplates
the formation of a new company to pur-
chase the property of the present one,
cither at a sheriff's sale on attachment
suits or on foreclosure of the bonded debt
mortgage.

VENEZUELAN LITERATURE

Increased by (be Publication of an
Official History

The London Chronicle Comments Cpon the
British Blue Rook, Saying tha

Evidence Is Fiimsy

Washington, March 10.?A valuable
addition to the literature on the subject of
the Venezuelan boundary was made pub-
lic here today through the issuance of an
official history of the discussion between
Venezuela and Great Britain on the Guiana
boundaries. This is a part of the case
prepared by the Venezuelan legation for
presentation to the United States commis-
sion which is at present dealing with the
vexed boundary dispute. It makes 130
pages of closely printed matter, the vol-
ume being almost as large as that
just issued by the British foreign
office in explanation of the Brit-
ish side. As its caption In-
dictates, this volume is strictly historical
and in no place does it exhibit a line of
argument outside of the diplomatic notes
exchanged in the past. Chronologically
the volume covers notes and correspond-
ence a* farback as 1822, and the history
is brought down to include the celebrated
Ulney note of last July, the two responses
of Lord Salisbury, the message or Mr.
Cleveland on the question of dio subject of
Venezut la and tho joint resolu ion passed
by congress authorizing the appointment
of the American commission lo deiine
the true boundary iine. Thus tho volume
makes a most complete ami compendious
history of tho entire case from a Venezue-
lan standpoint, From a careful p< ru*«l of
the volume it cannot be noted that any
new matter has been brought to light and
in fact, this volume taken in connection
with tha British blue book on the samo
subject just issued, may be regatdedas
making up antl setting out all substantial
elements and facts upon which our com-
mission will be obliged to rely in arriving
at a conclusion as to the boundary line.
One feature of the past correspondence,
which if not new, has been brought
to the attention of the public in
detail recently, is the fact that in 1804 an
earliest effort was made by the pope, at
the instance of the president of Venezuela,
to compromise the dilferrnces between
Venezuelaand Great Britain. The details
of tha failure of the project being recited
lo the Venezuelan government by word of
mouth of the papal leg .to, are not set out
in correspondence, but it is evident from
the book that the refusal of the British
government to entertain such overtures
was firm and final.
