DOLE HELD TO ANSWER

Will Be Tried in the Superior Court for
Forgery

I, J. Dole was yesterday held to answer
to the superior court on a charge of forgery,
The most im-
portant witness of the day was Miss Anna
Brunges, a pretty aud vivacious girl, daugh-
ter of the proprietor of the hotel at Azusa.
As Dole’s drfense will probably be an at-
tempt to establish an alibi the testimony
given by Miss Brunges is weighty and was
evidently so considered by Mr. Gage,
atiorney for Dole, who attempted
to break down her evidence on
cross-examination. The girl identifled
Dole as the party who, about a month ago,
stopped over night at her father’s hostelry.
He did not register, but she easily picked |
him out from all the persons in the court-
room. She had shown him to his room

and ecould not be mistaken in the man.
Her testimony, taken in connection with
that of Mr. Daniels, cashier of the Azusa
bank, woi!d seem to prove conclusively
that Dole got the check for $2.50 at Santa !
Ana, presented it in the raised forin at ‘
i

Azusa. wiih at least one forged indorse- |
ment upon it, and finally succeeded in get- |
ting it cashed at the counter of the State |
Loan and Trust company of this city. i

Mr. W. F. Bosbyshell said that he had at |
one time given Dole & letter of iatroduc-
tion to the Azusa Valley bank,and also
repudiated his alleged signature placed as |
anendorsement on the falsified check. |
M. B. Lewis told of having given orders to |
cash the check when it was presented. As |
the teller who paid it was not in court,
both sides stipulated that it should be put
on record that Dole did present and re-
ceive the money on the paper.

No evidence was offered by the defense,
Dole not being put upon the stand in his
own behalf. Judge Rossiter promptly held
him to answer as above stated.
