WALL STREET SPECULATION

Even of Boud Sales on National Bank
Circulation

A Steady Increase in National l}lnk Notes for
Three Years—Local Produce Markets
Develop Unimportant Changes

The results of the recent issue of 4 per
cent bonds upon the bank note circula-
tion have reached rdearly their full effect.
Some increases in circulation based upon
tlie new honds are likely to take place from
time to time, and the {ssue of notes upon
orders ulreadf' given will carry the secured
circulation about $3,000,000 higher than at
present, but the direct effect upon the cir
culation of the new loan can now be pretty
accurately measured, 'The clrculation se-
cured by bonds was $190,989,637 at the closc
of January last. It has increased to $203,-
403,239 on April 30, This Increase of $12,500,-
000 in the secured circulation will probably
vise to about $16,000,000 when all orders for
currency now on file with the comptroller
are flllad. The deposit of honds to sécure
circulation during the first quarter of the
calendar year were $12,449,300. The curren-
cy ordered, much of it in anticipation of
the deposit of the bonds, was 318,898,750,
The currency fssued uq‘ to the close of
March was $10,627,800. he fssues durin
April, less $156,681 rotired, were $3,680,234,
The issues during the filrst quarter were
almost entirely after the opening of the
blds for the new loan on ¥February 5, and
were secured by the deposit of thé new
bonds. The orders for currency recaived
during April and g'et not filied are about
$1,500,000. Some of the currency ordered
will probably not he taken, owing to the
failure of the banks giving the orders to
obtain the new bonds at a satisfactory
price. Thus far about $3,000,000 af these or-
ders remaln to be filled and the honds have
not been deposited, but it is belleved that
about two-thirds of this currency wlill
eventually be taken. "The net result of
these conditions, exclusive of small orders
likely to be received in the future, will car-
ry the secured circulation to $207,000.000
and the total circulation to $227.000,000. The
advance in circulation, ag the result in
part of the bond issues of the ﬂut three
years, is indicated by the fact that in the
beginning of 1895 the total circulation was
!#\2.573.651 and the secured circulation was
$176,667,466. while in April 30, 1896, the total
was $224,101,345, and the secured circulation
$203,403,239,

‘These tigures indicate a somewhat re-
markable recovery of the secured circula-
tion under the stimulus of new hond issues.
The secured circulation reached its lowest
ehbh on October 31, 1890, when the amount
was $124,958,736.
was then $179,755,643. The withdrawal of
bonds and the deposit of lawtul money for
notes in process of redemption was so
rapid that $54,796,907 in such findis were then
held against notes outstanding. The retire-
ment of circulation has been less rapld of
late and the margin has been reduced be-
tween the aggregate and secured circula-
tion. Net redemptions for the twelve
months ending April 30 were $5,396,493, and
the lawful money deposit was reduced to
20,608,106, The amount is not likely to go
much below $20,000,000 while the national
bank notes remain a serious factor in the
circulation. The ebb and flow of new issues
and retirements will keep about that
amount in the treasury to cover notes out-
standing and _in process of redemption.—
Philadelphia Price Current.

CHICAGO, May 25.—In wheat a fair spee-
ulative interest was displayed, the market
attracting increased attention as the day
advanced. Operations are still in the main
local in character without outside orvders
lacking. The feeling developed carly was
fairly steady and for a while the market
was inclined to do better, but a wleak tone
fset in later. The early firmness was at-
tributed to the unfavorable character of
the Michigan crop report, which was in
meagure confirmatory of the damage prev-
fously reported. 'This taken in conection
with the strength at the close Saturday
made a firm market early, and July after
opening sbout 3¢ higher at 61'3 sold up to
611, @6135. But the selling then became
heavy, there were numerous contradic-
tions of crop damages, the visibly supply.
while showtns the decrease of 1,850,000
bushels, was clainsed to be jes sthan ex-
pacted, and the world's shipments Jast
week were estimated at nearly 8,000,000
bushels. The market continued weak dur-
ing the last hour, July touching 60 cents
at one time, but reacted slightly near the
close and finally closed weak at 6113, a net
decline of c. Corn—Even the big decrease
in the visible corn supply had no influ-
ence in checking the downward movement
started by thefavorable weather and the
increasing receipts. Oats were active. The
good weather and forward condition of the
crop had the same effect us on corn and the
closing was decidedly weak. Provisions
—There is the same story to tell. Opening
lower on account of the large hog re-
ceipts, sagged later on the slump in the
grain markets and the closing prices are
the lowest for the season, lurd quotations
being the lowest ever recorded.

MARINE ETIQUETTE.

An Elaborate System of Salutes For Use
as Occasion Requires,

Oscar Klaussman deseribes in The
Chautauguan the elaborate system of sa-
lutes the strict observanee of swhieh is in-
sisted upon in marine etiquette, The fol-
lowing excerpt gives an idea of its compli-
cation:

When o ship centers a strangé port, it
greets the flag of that country with a sa-
lute of 21 guns, which is answered imme- |
diately from the shoro, usually by the Lar-
bor fort or by & special shore battery.
When foreign warships lie in the harbor,
their national flag also is saluted by the
incoming steamer and the salute isreturn-
ed by the ships lying at anchor. When
higher officials chanca to be on the other
warships in por(, they, moreover, receivo
their salute above described, but the flpg
of an admiral is saluted by a foreign war-
ship only once in a your.

But marine ctiquette is not exhausted at
shooting. When o warship enters a har-
hor, immediately upon its arrival it makes
o vislt, through ite guard or pilot officer,
on the othev warships already lying in
harbor or on tho native squadron. During
the entire sojourn in the harbor the strict-
ost attention must be paid to marine eti-
quette. When an adiniral’'s ship lies in |
the harbor, all the other warships adjust |
their flags accordingly--that is, at even-
ing, with music, drumbeat and other mil-
itary honors, they lower their flag after
the admiral’s ship has first set the exam-
ple. Likewise in the morning they wait
to raise their flags until the admiral’s ship
has hoisted its flag.

Even in ths national hymns which the
orchestras of the ships play efiquette rules
must be observed. For instance, when a
German warship enters a strange harbor
where other ships are lying, its music at
noon, when, according to the old interna-
tional custoin, all the ship orchestras ure
nssembled on thelr decks, always begins
with tho national hymn of one of those
states whose ships are present in the har-
bor. The order in which these national
hymns are played depends on the degree
and rank of the oldest officer among them.

My mother guessed the se-
cret and, being a woman of keen intuitive
judgment, sald the next day, with a
twinkle in her eyes, ‘Your Miss Brown is,
I believe, Jane Eyre.’ My father hushed
her down, but, being 80 amused at her
woman’s wit, could not control his expres-
flon and his telltale face proved her power
of discernment had not been wrong.''—
