THE FILLED CHEESE BILL

—

May Be Made to Include a Tax on
Beer

WASHINGTON, May 26.—Tariff and
finance each came in for a share of con-
sideration in the senate today . ]4.:11‘!_\'
in the day Mr. Sherman succeeded in
having the filled cheese hill taken up,
whereupon Mr. Duboig of Tdaho offered
an amendment adding 75 cents per bar-
rel to the tax on beer. The senator
said his amendment was intended to
tost the sincerity of senators who ex-
pressed the patriotc desire to aid the
treasury by raising inore revenue. Mr.
Sherman opposed the amendment as a
skillful meaps to defeat the cheese bill.
His motion to table the Dubois amend-
mient was defeated, 25 to 30. On thg
question of adopting the amendment the
debate became general, Senators Mills
and Gray supporting and Nelson, Al-
drich and Vilas opposing it.

The bill and the pending beer amend-
ment were displaced at 2 oclock by the
bond bill, which was advocated by Mr.
Pritchad, Republican of North Caro-
lina, and opposed by Mr. Lindsay, Dem-
ocrat of Kentucky.

A bill was passed to pension at $75 per
month the widow of Gen. George Spen-
cer, at one time United States senator
from Alabamau.

Mr. Thurston, in view of his departure
owing to sickness in his family, defined
his position on a number of important
pending measures, viz: Favorable to
the election of senators by the people;
to the bill amending the law for pun-
{shment for contempt of court; to the
filled cheese bill, and opposed to the bill
prohibiting the issue of bonds. As to
the last measure, Mr. Thurston ex-
plained that his opposition was not due
to the principle of the bill, which he
might approve at another time, but he
felt it was too late in the session to with-
‘hold from the administration the means
of avoiding a monetary crisis.

As soon as the filied cheese bill was
taken up Mr. Dubois offered an amend-
ment, placing additional tax of 75 cents
per barrel on beer, porter and ale.

This bill was a trap, transparent and
unfair. This beer amendment would
wield $25,000,000 additional revenue, Mr.
Dubois said, and genators could accept
this or'else “quit posing before the coun-
try as the only patriots.”

Mr. Sherman replied briefly, urging
that this was a move to cripple the
cheese bill, which was in no sense a
general revenue bill.  Thirty millions of
revenue already was raised from ‘“‘that
very useful and comfortable drink,” and
he' (Sherman) thought the consumers of
beer paid abaut enough. He moved to
table the beer amendment, which mo-
tion was defeated—yeas 25, nays 30, as
follows:

At 6 oclock the senate held a brief ex-
ecutive session and then abjourned.

IN THE HQUSE

The ree Alcohol Bill Passed —Some Political
Speechmaking

WASHNGTON, May 26.—The house
today by a vote of 165 to 69, passed the
Lill for the repeal of section 61 of the
present tariff laws, providing for a pe-
bate on alcohol used in the arts or medi-
cinal compounds., An amendment was
attached to the bill providing for o
Joint cominission, to consist of three
members from each house, to examine
and report on all questions relating to

free alcohol at the next session. The
ppposition to the measure came almost
entirely from the eastern and New Kng-
land states, An analysis of the vote
shows that o6 Democrats, 104 Republi-
cans and 5 Populists voted for the bill,
and that o0 Republicans and 9 Democrats
voted against it

The senate amendments to the general
deficiency bill, excepting the French
spoliation claims and under the
Bowman act, wer recd to, and the

Mr, Dolliver then drifted into poli-

tics and paid his respects to ex-Gover-
nor Horace Boies of lowa, who, he said,
looking in vain through the dust and
cobwebs of a country law office for a
Republican nomination, joined the anti-
Prohibition element in Towa and carried
the Democratic party to victory.

\With cutting satire he described Mr.

Boies as tiving of the contemplation of

the legal status of the town pump and
turning his attention to broader fields,
He told of a dinner at the New York Re-
form club in 1891 at which Cleveland,
Carlisle and Doics were present, and at
which the latter delivered a high tribute
to the prosperity of the country under
the McKinley law, Mr. Dolliver eulogiz-
ed the splendid leadership of Reed, Me-
Kinley, Blaine and Harrison, under
which the McKinley law had been en-
acted, and described the misrepresenta-
tion of that law which had overthrown
the splendid Republican phalanx and
had given congress over to the “wild-
est assortment of political freaks that
ever added to the gaiety of nations

He went on to deseribe how Mr. Boies
had once again “‘shifted his horizon’ an|
now sought, “with some local success,’
to restore the prosperity of a Republican
administration by advocating the “un-

limited manufacture of fifty-cent dol-
lars.” y

The Republicans displayed a good deal
of enthusiasm during the delivery of Mr.
Dolliver's remarks, but Mr. McMillan
(Dem., Tenn.) angrily protested against
consuming the brief time for debate with
a political harangue, and Mr. Knox
(Rep., Mass.) joined in the protest,

Mr. Bartlett (Dem., N. Y.) and Mr.
C'olson (Rep., Kv.) opposed and Mr. Mc-
Millin advocated the alcohol bill.

By 112 to 9 ,the house accepted the
compromise amendment agreed on by
friends and opponents of the bill, pro-
viding for the appointment of a com-
mission to examine all questions relating
to free alcohol and report to congress
next December; and, as amended, the
alcohol bill was passed, 165 to 69,

Aonther partial report on the Indian
appropriation bill, which left only the
question of sectarian schools and the
old settlers’ claims still in dispute, was
adopted.

At 5:46 p m. the house adjourned.

CONGRESSIONAL NOTES.

The house committee on public lands
today voted to reconsider its recent ac-
tion on the bill of the segregation of
mineral lands in California. The com-
mittee had agreed to the senate amend-
ment which extends the provisions of
the bill to Oregon, but today decided to
report to the house a disagreement and
ask for a conference.

WEATHER AND CROPS
The Temperature Variable—A Good Week for
General Crops |

SACRAMENTO, May 25.—The follow-
ing synopsis of the weather and crop
conditions durmsg'the week ending Mon-
day, May 25, 1896, issued by the State
Agricultural society in co-operation
with the United States climate and crop
service, James A. Barwick, section di-
rector: g

The average temperature for the week
ending Monday, May 25, were as follows
for the weather bureau stations named:
Fureka, 54; Fresno, 66; Los Angeles, 68;
Red Bluff, 62; Sacramento, 61; San
Francisco, 48; San Diego, 66.

As compsred with the normal tem-
perature there were found heat defi-
ciencies as follows: Four degrees at
Fresno, 7 at Red Bluff, 5 at Sacramento
and 10 at San Francisco, while normal
temperature was reported from Eureka,
an excess over normal was reported
from Los Angeles of 3 degrees and San
Diego of 4 degrees.

The rainfall was as follows: Eureka,
.60 of an inch; Fresno and San Diego, a
trace; Los Angeles, 0; Red Bluff, .60 of
an inch; Sacramento, .56 of an inch; San
Francisco, .50 of an inch.

As compared with the normal precipi-
tation there was a deficiency of .02 of
an inch at Eureka, .07 of an inch at
Fresno, Los Angeles and San Diego,
while an excess cver normal was re-
ported at Red Bluff, .39 of an inch; Sac-
amento, .40 of an inch; San Francisco,
.36 of an inca.

The abnormally cool and rainy weath-
er of the greater art of the week was
beneficial to grain and pastures, but
detrimental to cherries that were ripe
and hay that was cut, while the last two
days of the week (Sunday and Monday)
show very much warmer weather over
the entire state, those two days gen-
erally showing an average temperature
above the normal and an excess of sun-
shine, all of which has done great good
generally to fruit, berries, hay and
grain. The week's weather was about
the best for crops for several weeks
past,

TWENTY-FOUR YEARS A TRUSTY

Picturesque Drunkard Who Has Spent a Gen-
eration in Jail

Vie, the trusty, is one of the pictur-
esque figures in the city prison. His
true name is Victor Frank. One does
not look for anything picturesque about
a prison or jail, but “Vie,” per se, pos-
sesses peculiav qualities that fit him ad-
mirably for the position he helds.

When *“Vic's" present term of six
months for drunkenness expires, he will
have completed twenty-four years of
duty in the city prison. One night in
the early part of 1872 “Vic,” who had
often served short terms for intemper-
ance, was brought in drunk, and he
commenced his carveer as a trusty. The
idea suggested itself to Captain Stone,
then in charge of the city prison, that
“Vie" could be utilized as a trusty, and
a sentence a little longer than usual
was imposed. The result was such a
success that from that day to this “Vic”
has received regular sentences ‘of six
months as the penalty for his'spree

Whenever a sentence expires “Vice”
goes out for a few days' liberty. Once
he was absent from jail a month and
the old timers missed himn but he was
finally brought in tighting drunk, and
in the morning he was sufficiently sober-
ed to appear in court and receive the
usual %entence. Thus it has been for
twenty-four years out for a few dayvs
at a time and fn again for six months.
Yet “Vie” always wore a smiling face.

Victor Frank was a prosperous baot-
black on Washington street opposite
the plaza before he acquired the liquor
habit and when shines were a bit"” on
week days and *“‘a quarter” on Sun-
days and holidays. During the troub-

lous times of 1864 and 1866 *“Vie' served
in Company A, Sixth regiment, Cali-
fornia volunteers, under Colonel Sichel,
He landed in California in 1851, and has
lived some time in Sacramento. Stock-
ton and Marysville. He is now 68 years
of age, but his brown beard, only slight-
1y tinged with gray, and his easy, active
gait, belie his years.—San Francizco
Chronicle

A Brakebeam Tourist Meets With a Serious
Accident

Yesterday afternoon on a Southern Pa-
cifie train Max Bevoor was brought to
this city from Palmdale in charge of
Constable Dowler.
