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THE FIFTY FOURTH CONGRESS
Holds the Last Meeting of the

First Session

CONFUSION AND ACTIVITY

With Very LittleBusiness Except Private
Pension Bills

The Session Has Been a Short One but the
Aggregate of Appropriations I*Suf-

ficiently Tremendous

WASHINGTON, June 11.? Vice-Pres-

ident Stevenson brought the session of
the senate to a final close at 4 oclock to-
day, after a brief valedictory expressing
his thanks to the senators for their
courtesies to him through the session.
The closing scene was not of the drama-
tlo order, but was marked by placid
serenity characteristic of the upper
branch of congress. The galleries were
well filled, but there was an absence of
the packed corridors Incident to the
eventful close of congress. The session
convened at 12 oclock but no business
waa transacted beyond the formalities
preoedlng an adjournment.

The last bill to be passed was one
urged by Mr. Sherman pensioning the
widow of General William H. Gibson, a
prominent Ohio officer.

Resolutions of thanks were unani-
mously adopted to Vice-President Stev-
enson and President pro tern Frye, for
their Impartial rulings in the chair. One
of the last acts was to give the Impor-
tant Immigration bill a parliamentary
status by which it secures the right of
way as soon as the senate reassembles.
As soon as the vice-president had an-
nounced the session closed the galleries
emptied, senators exchanged good-byes
and many arranged to leave for their
homes tonight.

The senate began the closing day's
seesslon with the confusion and activity
usual to the close of congress. The last
obstacle in the way of adjournment was
removed when soon after the session
opened the enrolling clerks brought In
the last of the supply bills for the Dis-
trict of Columbia. It was signed by the
vice-president and dispatched to the
White House for the signature of the
president. This done, business was sus-
pended until Sherman secured the pas-
sage of the house bill pensioning tho
widow of General H. Gibson ofOhio?sso
a month. The galleries were cleared for
a brief executive session, after which
the open session was resumed.

On motion of Piatt of Connecticut the
Immigration bill which had been dis-
placed, was made unfinished business.
The effect is to give the bill the right ofway when the December session begins.
At 1 oclock Sherman moved the appoint-
ment of two senators to accompany the
committee from the house to wait upon
the president. The vice-president
named Sherman and Smith. The vice-president 'lalso announced the anoint-
ment of Harris, Faulkner and McMllllanas a committee to Inquire Into the char-
ities of the District of Columbia, with a
view of ascertaining the extent of the
sectarian control. The Inquiry was pro-
vided for in the District of Columbiaappropriation bill.

IN THE HOUSE
Perfunctory Proceeding* of tho Lett Day.

Pension Bills Passed
WASHINGTON, June 11.?The final

session of the house today was devoid
of public Interest. The appropriation
bill had passed and the house simply
waited for the end to come.

A number of members were made
happy by the passage of local bills of
Interest to their districts. Beyond a lit-
tle misunderstanding between Mr. Bai-
ley of Texas and Mr. Marsh of Illinois
the utmost good feeling prevailed.

There was an attempt by Mr. Bailey
and Mr. Maguire of California to pre-
cipitate a political discussion in the last
half hour of the session, but the Repub-
licans declined the gauge of combat
thrown down to them. Mr. Turner
(Dem., Ga.) ,who was the floor leader of
the minority during the absence of Mr.
Crisp, offered a resolution of thanks to
the speaker, which was adopted by a
standing vote, a most unusual honor.

The speaker closed the session with a
graceful speech In which he thanked the
members most cordially and felicitated
them on the work of the session.

Scores of members left the city last
night after the appropriation bills were
disposed of and there was not more than
fifty members on the floor of the house
when it met at 11 oclock today for final
session of the.flrst session of the fifty-
fourth congress. Reading of the Journal
of the legislative day ofSaturday, which
continued from 11 oclock Saturday until
11 oclock last night, consumed half an
hour.

On motion of Mr. Dlngley a resolution
was adopted for the appointment of a
sommlttee of three to wait upon the pre-
sident and Inform him that congress was
ready to adjourn and ascertain Ifhe had
any further communications to make.
The speaker appointed Dlngley, Cannon,
Republicans, and Sayre, Democrat.

Mr. Turner ofGeorgia, on behalf of the
minority, offered the following:

Resolved, the thanks of this body are
due and are hereby tendered Thomas B.
Reed, speaker ofthe house ofrepresenta-
tives for his ability, efficiency and strict
impartiality with which he discharged
the arduous and responsible duties ofhis
office during the present session ofcon-gress. *The resolution was greeted with great
applause and enthusiastically adopted
by a standing vote.

While Mr. Jenkins of Wisconsin was
trying to secure action on the senate bill
for the relief of the administrator of
Henry Van Vleick, which Involved theexpenditure of $1500, Mr. Wheeler of
Alabama got the floor and made the bill
a text forthe statement as to the marvel-ous growth of governmental expendi-
tures during recent years. He declared
the government of the United States,
federal, state and municipal, was the
largest on earth, reaching $1,100,000,000
per annum. Mr. Owens of Kentucky
raised a laugh at Mr. Wheeler's expense
by calling attention to the fact if the
Van Vleick bill went through It wouldIncrease the grand total expenditures
to $1,100,004,500.

Several members were fortunateenough to get through private pension
bills, the last to pass being one to pen-
sion Louis Reiser, a private soldier re-
siding in Nebraska, at the rate of$72 pel-
month.

coached so adroitly as to cut Mr. Bailey
out. The Texan waa Irritated and he
and Mr. Marsh exchanged personalities
wHh great freedom and considerable
force, much to the amusement of the gal-
leries, which, In the meantime, had be-
come crowded with spectators.

Mr. Bailey retaliated by making the
point of no quorum on Mr. Marsh's bill
and a call of tho house was ordered un-
der the rule.

At 3:20 p. m. Mr. Bailey withdrew the
point of no quorum, an agreement hav-
ing been reached by which Mr. Bailey
should be allowed twenty minutes. The
committee appointed to wait on the
president appeared, and Mr. Dlngley,
the chairman, announced that the com-
mittee had performed Its mission, that
the president had Informed the com-
mittee that he had no further communi-
cation to make and congratulated con-
gress on the early completion of its la-
bors.

Mr. Bailey then yielded to Mr. Ma-
gulre. and the latter made a brief reply
to Mr. Dlngley's remarks ot yesterday.
He criticised particularly the latter's
statement about prosperity during the
life of high protective tariff, quoting
from the report of Labor Commissioner
Wright In substantiation of his argu-
ment. He spoke of the depression on
the coaling Industry of Pennsylvania
(an Industry highly protected) In 1891.

Mr. Hurley (Rep., N.Y.) interrupted to
ask him what the duty on coal was.

"Seventy cents per ton," replied Mr.
Magulre.

"That trouble occurred in the anthra-
cite regions," retorted Mr. Hurley. "An-
thracite coal was on the free list." (Re-
publican laughter.)

Mr. Bailey followed with an arraign-
ment of the Republican side for coward-
ice In dodging the issue presented by the
anti-bond resolution.

For weeks, he said, their courage has,
like Bob Acres', been oozing from their
finger-tips, until now they are strenu-
ously trying to avoid the consideration
ofa subject which three months ago they
professed themselves ready to meet.

He proceeded to charge that itwas thepurpose of the Republican party to make"cowardly and disgraceful evasion" rf
the money issue at St. Louts. He said
there were millions of honest citizens In
the country who believed in the gold
standard.

There were other million* who be-
lieved in bimetallism, but nowhere, said
he, were there a handful of self-respect-
ing citizens who would support a party
that had refused to tell them wh.e itstood. A straddle would deceive no one.
(Democratic applause.) He warned the
other side that it was bettor to fight thanrun away, and concluded with the state-ment, which was applauded on the Dem-
ocratic side, that the Democrats at Chi-cago, no matter what else they would
do, would adopt a platform that no onecould misconstrue.

No one on the Republican side replied
to this political speech. Mr. Marsh
simply contented himself with a sarcas-
tic reference to the patriotic speech ofthe gentleman. His bill was then pass-
ed.

Only fifteen minutes of the session yet
remained but members continued to
crowd forward to the last minute withprivate bills on which they sought ac-
tion.

Mr. Wheeler of Alabama enjoyed thedistinction of passing the last bill. Itwas a bill to pension Sarah M. Spyker
the widow of a captain In the Alabama
volunteer company which took part inone of the Indian wars.

As the hands of the clock pointed at4 the speaker arose.

He says the total expenditures in onefiscal year have never been so great ex-cept during the civil war and exceed theassessed valuation ofproperty in any ofthe South Atlantic states.
In conclusion Mr. Sayers says:
If the present congress had rigidly re-fused authority for additional contractsand had appropriated only to meet theimmediate and fiscal year requirementsunder existiug. ones, the next congress

and administration would have been Ina position to largely reduce appropria-tions and expenditures and the admin-istration of the government could easily
have returned to an economical methodof expenditure. This, however, has notbeen done and the majority in congressmust be held responsible for this grave
dereliction in public duty'

VETOES TO COME
The president having apporved the

act passed by congress at the instance
of the American delegates to the inter-
national maritime conference, relative
to the prevention of collisions at sea,
the state department has taken steps to
promptly acquaint the British govern-
ment with the fact that the amendments
to the rules suggested by It have been
made and It Is hoped there willbe no de-
lay in putting the new rules Into opera-
tion by proclamation. The acceptance
of the changes by the third maritimepower is necessary to the Inauguration
of the rules but as Germany as far
back as April, 1894, brought forward thevery same propositions of approval andtherefore will fall to become laws. While
there is grave doubt entertained as to
the legality of the old practice ofregard-
ing the president as lacking in author-ity to approve a bill within the next tendays after the adjournment of congress
in the present case the president wlli
abide by that practlvce.

THE CALIFORNIA DELEGATES TO THE NATIONALREPUBLICAN CONVENTION

DECIDING ON THE DELEGATES
Republican National Committee

Gets to Work

MANYCONTESTS PRESENTED

Tbe Delegates Seated Generally Belong
to McKinley's Faction

The Leaders Preparing to Straddle the Finan-
cial Question?Manley'a Friend* Had

flcKlnleynanazers Arrive /

ST. LOUIS, June 11.?Chairman Carter

called the national committee to order
at 10 oclock today, notwithstanding the
absence of fully half the members. The
day's work was begun with hearing of
California contests, beginning with that
of the Third district. The claimants ip
this case were on one side C. M. Belshaw
and W. B. Parker, on the other Dennlson
and Hochheimer.

Payne moved that Dennlson and Hoch-
helmer be placed upon the rolls and the
motion prevailed without division.

The contest in the Fourth district, in-
cluding the greater part of San Fran-
cisco, was w aged by W.W. Montague and
Samuel M. Shortridge against J. S.
Spear and H. I. Kowalsky. Spear andKowalsky are McKinley men. Montague
and Shortridge are said to be forAllison.
Spear and Kowalsky were seated.

There was.considerable interest in the
contest from the Fifth Kentucky dis-
trict, which embraces the city of Louis-
ville. Itwas a contest between McKin-ley men and the friends of Gov. Brad-
ley. The McKinley delegates, George
D. Todd and Charles E. Sapp, appeared
as the regular delegates, and the Brad-ley men, E. J. Knoebel and J. W. Reeder,
as the contestants.

Mr. Hart Vance.who appeared as coun-
sel for Knoebel and Reeder, contended
that the primaries for the Todd conven-
tion were held in retired placesjind saidit was proven that bribery and personal
assaults had been resorted to.

Judge Thompson spoke for Todd and
Sapp. He contended that the conven-
tion could not go behind the returns toinvestigate alleged frauds.

Mr. Sutherland moved to seat Knoebel
and Reeder and Mr. Clayton moved as asubstltue that Todd and Sapp should begiven the seats. Mr. Clayton's motionprevailed on an aye and nay vote it
being 28 to 6 in their favor.

Recess was taken until 2 oclock
The Florida contests were taken up

upon the assembling of the afternoon
session of the committee. All the seats
In the convention from this state are con-tested, including the four delegates atlarge, and those from the two districtsThere was much interest in these casesas the fight In McKinley's Interest inthat state was one of the first made Inhis behalf. The contest on delegatesat large was the first taken up. The con-
testees In this case were Josenh E LeeJohn G Long, Emory F. Skinner and L.'W. Livingston, all favorable to McKin-ley. The contestants were EdwardGunby, Henry W. Chandler, H. S Chubband S. H. Coleman. The contestantsare Morton men.
tI.MJ'-.uWi>rtl 'V of Penn slyvania movedthat the Lee-Long delegation be seated.The roll was called on this motion andIt prevailed unanimously.

The two district contests from Floridawere disposed of next, Mr. Gunby ap-pearing for the contestants, who in thesecases were Morton men, while the con-testees were for McKinley. Mr Gun-by stated the questions involved In theSecond district were the same as those inthe state at large. He therefore aband-oned the contest In this case before thecommittee and proceeded to make anargument in favor of the contestantsfrom the First district. The roll callresulted in the seating of White andMc-Combs, the Morton delegates. The votewas 23 to 20.
The Ninth Georgia district contest was

decided in favor ofA. J. Spence and J BGastin. McKinley delegates.
The Mississippi contests next engaged

the attention of the committee. In this
state the entire delegation, including
the four delegates at large and the four-
teen delegates from the four districts
is contested. The claimants for the seats
of delegates at large were on the one side
James Hill, J. S. Burton, A. M. Lea and
E. H. Lampton, and on the other N. A.
Anderson, W. B. Sorsble, W. A. Alcorn
and W. E. Mask. The contests are the
result of an old quarrel between Hilland
Lynch, both being headed by colored
men. The committee decided without,

division on a motion by Mr. Wilson of
Delaware to' seat the Hill delegates.
Both delegations are for McKlnley.

The contestants from the First district
were J. M. Bynum and W. E. Parker,
and the contestees W. F. Elgin and R. D.
Littlejohn. The latter two were seated.

The committee took a recess until 8
oclock, but not until they had form-
ally, on a motion of Mr. Sutherland of
New York, denounced as "untrue, unjust
and unauthorized" a report published In
a St. Louis evening paper, saying that
the California member, Mr. de Young,

had in a speech today, in connection
with the contesting Fourth California
district, denounced Mr. J. D. Spreckels
of that state. The motion was carried
unanimously.

After its recess the committee resumed
consideration of the Mississippi district
contests, beginning with the Second. The
speeches were again very personal, re-
sulting In many clashes. This state tf
affairs brought out a sharp rebuke from
Chairman Carter early in the session
He informed the committee that here-
after persons, whether members of the
committee or not, who wished to inter-
rupt the speakers would be required to
first address the chairman. After that
time proceedings were more In accord-
ance with the rules observed In the sen-
ate.

The contest In the Second district was
settled by seating William Simons and C.
W. Buchanan. The vote was 22 to 19 in
their favor.

At this point Senator Hansbrough of
North Dakota created something of a
sensation by moving to reconsider the
vote by which White and McCombs,
Morton delegates, had been declared en-
titled to seats in the convention from the
First Florida district during the day's
proceedings. He based the motion upon
the fact that several members had voted
without a sufficient knowledge of the
facts. There was an immediate flurry
and a roll call was demanded. When tho
name of Mr. Sutherland, member from
New York, was reached, he first de-
clined to vote, and, taking the floor, pro-
ceeded to say in very vigorous language
that there was no reason for reconsider-
ation, that forty-three votes had been
cast on the original vote, which was a
large vote, and there was no reason to
believe the question was not fully un-
derstood. If business was to proceed
in this manner, he saw no reason why
those who believed as he did should not
retire and cease to participate in the pro-
ceedings. He afterwards reconsidered
his determination not to vote and cast
his ballot against reconsideration.

Mr. Hahn of Ohio responded withspirit, saying there was no reason why
any one should withdraw, and that he
would remain with the committee ifhenever secured another vote.

Senator Hansbrough's motion was lost
by a vote of 19 to 20, as follows:

After a hearing Wesley Clayton andJoseph E. Ousley were seated as the del-
egates fßom the Third Mississippi dis-
trict. This is the famous shoestring
district and it waa claimed that Intim-
idation and fraud had been practiced
in the convention.

W, H. Allen and Louis Waldauer were
the contestants.

The contesting Twelfth Missouri, St
Louis, district came next. In this dis-
trict the contestants were on the one
side Congressman Nathan Frank and
Charles R. Comfort, and on the other
Charles Parsons and Frederick G. Ut-
hoff. Frank and Comfort were seatedThey are McKlnley men.

The contest from the Fov,jth Missis-
sippi district was decided in favor of
Charles Rosenbaum and Eugene E. Eet-
tlbone as against S. V. Matthews and
E. I*Buck.

There so much abusive language
used In the presentation of this case, as
there had been in others presented from
Mississippi, that Mr. Hansen of Georgia
suggested that In the future itshould not
be permitted.. On motion of Mr. Fessen-
den the chair was authorized to call
speakers to order when they should be-
come unruly In this respect.

From the Fifth Mississippi district, R.
A. Simmons and A. J. Hyde were de-
clared to be entitled to seats. They were
the contestants and wereiepresetitatives
of the Lynch faction. It was the first
loss sustained by Mr. Hillduring the day.
Simmons and Hyde are friendly to Mc-
Kinley, as also the contestants Smith
a,nd Garrett. Tlie committee then at
midnight adjourned.

The Republican national committee
made such poor progress today that the
members of the committee are beginning
to feel that there is danger of very great
prolongation of this work. The commit-
tee, after sitting for twelve hours, have
decided contests effecting thirty seats
in the convention. These included the
four delegates at large from each of the
states of Mississippi and Florida and
scattering delegates from the districts of
California, Alabama, Kentucky, Florida,
Mississippi and Missouri. All the dele-
gates seated except two from Florida are
McKlnley men.

ST. LOUIS, June 11.?The national Re-
publican committee decided tonight to
proceed to the selection of temporary
officers of the national convention, In-
cluding chairman,, at 2 oclock on Satur-
day.

The motion mas made by Mr. Payne of
Wisconsin, who first named 10 oclock
tomorrow as the hour. Ex-Senator
Carey of Wyoming objected to this
time, on the ground that there had been
no opportunity afforded the committee
to canvass the question and that there
was no occasion for haste.

It has been practically decided by a
majority of the committee that Hon.
Charles W. Fairbanks shall be given the
place of temporary chairman and a tele-
gram has been sent notifying him of tho
probability of his election. It has also
been suggested to Fairbanks that he
deal almost exclusively with the finan-
cial question In his opening speech. It
is understood he will acquiesce in this
suggestion and that he will take a
strong position for an unequivocal de-
claration for the preservation of the
present financial standard. There is a
strong probability that Senator Thurs-
ton will be permanent chairman.

PLATFORM UOSSIP

The Financial Plank Gives Qreatest Anxiety to
Leaders

ST. LOUIS. June 11.?There is a gen-
eral concensus ofopinion that the finan-
cial plank of the platform will be nearly
identical with the plank of the Indiana
convention, although there is a demand
from some sections that the platform
should declare for an international
agreement and pledge the party to take
steps to bring about such an agreement.

The meeting which it was announced
that the Republican advocates of sil-
ver would hold tonight ,wa3 postponed
on account of the non-arrival of the
prominent silver advocates, who were
expected today.

Colonel Trumbo, one of the Utah dele-
gates, tonight gave out the following as
the declaration which he thinks the
western men will be willing to accept on
the silver, wool and lead questions:

"The Republican party is in favor of
the free and unlimited coinage of gold
and silver at the ratio of 16 ounces of
silver being equivalent in all the func-
tions of money to 1 ounce of gold when
coined into dollars of the United States
of America.

"Noting that under the tariff act ofMarch 3, 1867, the wool industry wasmore prosperous than during any otherperiod in the history of the country, and
observing that the present free tradepolicy of the Democratic administration
has ruined that industry, the Republi-
can party, not less eager today than in
the past, to uphold the Interests of thoseengaged in the raising of wool, hereby
stands committed to the reinstatement of
the schedule of wool as enacted in the
tariff law of 18C7. The Republican party
is in favor of the re-enactment of the
tariff schedule of 1890 providing for aduty on lead ores, without taking note
