PASADENA, June 30. — The bicycle
races this afternoon under the auspices
of the Crown City Cycle club drew a
large crowd of the lovers of the sport
to the club’s track on Lincoln avenue,
where a good afternoon’s sport was wit-
nessed. The program opened at 2:30
oclock, and for two hours the racing
continued, the good-natured crowd be-
coming quite enthusiastic over the sev-
eral events. The races were in charge
of the following officers:

In the one-mile novice the entries
were Fred Rowan, Anderson, Thomp-
son and J. Cook. Anderson came in
ahead in 2 minutes 39 2-5 seconds, Row-
an second.

The first heat of the one-mile open
brought on W. M. Jenkins, M. Hill, W,
Bennett, F. Bell and A. Byer. Ben-
nett won in 2 minutes 42 seconds, with
Bell second, Hill third.

In the second heat Coty, DeLay, Lacey
and Holbrook were the entries. Delay
came in first in 2 minutes 33 4-5 sec-
onds, Holbrook second.

Then a two-third mile exhibition tan-
dem heat was ridden by Hatton and Mil-
ler, two professional racers from Los
Angeles,” in the exceptionally fast time
of 1 minute 18 4-5 seconds. This time,
Announcer Simons stated, is the best
ever made at a racemeet in the state.

The final in the one-mile open was
next contested, the starters being Ben-
nett, Bell, Holbrook, Lacey and Delay.
These being the winners in the previous
heats, the final race was one of great
interest, being honestly contested all
the way. The crack tandem team, Mec-
Stay and Hewitt, acted as pacemakers.
After a hot race the winners crossed the
tape as follows: Delay first, Holbrook
second; time, 2 minutes 6 1-5 seconds,

In the one-third mile handicap race
that followed the starters were Hill and
Coty, scratch; Rowan and Wilson,
twenty-five yvards; Hadley, Burnham
and Clark, thirty-five yards; Cook, forty-
filve yards. The winners were Ander-
son first, Clark second, Coty third; time,
44 3-5 seconds.

F. E. Burnham next rode an exhibi-
tion one-third mile in the surprising
time of 49 seconds.

The starters in the one - mile, 2710
class, were H. Jenkins, Thompson, Row-
an, Bayer, Anderson, Cook and Vore.
Bayer, who plainly outclassed the
others, won, with Rowan second and
Jenkins third. The time in this race
was 2 minutes 30 3-5 seconds.

Next followed a quarter-mile dash
between Myron Hil and Frank Coty.
The race was close and exciting, Coty
winning by a neck; time, 37 4-5 seconds.

The starters in the one-mile, 2:25 class,
were Jenkins, Hill, Bell and Bennett.
Bennett won in 2 minutes 39 4-5 seconds,
Jenkins second, Bell third.

In the three-mile handicap, Delay (50
yards) came in first in 7 minutes 59 sec-
onds, but was disqualified on account of
being paced by one of the riders who had
fallen back a lap, consequently the race
was given to Bell, who came in second;

MOUNT LOWE RAILWAY.

The creditors of the Mount Lowe rail-
way company have been considering
what course to pursue with reference to
their claims, and yesterday a committee
was appointed, consisting of J. B. New-
ton of the Harper & Reynolds com-
pany, Mr. Johnson of the Union Hard-
ware and Metal company, and Fred Ba-
ker, to confer with Prof. Lowe and see
what arrangement could be arrived at
that would be satisfactory all around,
if possible, It is probable that either an
arrangement will be entered into by
which the company will be granted an
extension of time or else a receiver will
be appointed to conduct its affairs, with
Prof. Lowe still acting as president and
general manager. The floating debts
are sald to amount to about $76,000, $3500
of thls amount being due for labor per-
formed. Tt is to be hoped that a satis-
factory adjustment can be arranged, for
the road is of great benefit to Pasadena,
and It would be unfortunate for this city,
as well as for the company, if it shouid
be seriously crippled.

RIVERSIDE

Anxlety Regarding the Decision In the Wright
Act Cave—Notes

RIVERSIDE, June 30.—County Clerk

Condee, who has been one of the active

‘workers against the Wright irrigation

act, and mainly because he and others
have suffered in the Alessandro and
Moreno localities frontits workings, has
received a circular letter from the Cen-
tral district association, including Colu-
sa and Glenn counties. This district was
organized in 1887, since which time $574,-
000 in bonds have been voted, the money
was expended and mot being sufficient to
develop the water sought and being un-
able to float more bonds the district
scheme was considered a failure and the
construction work ceased. The lands un-
der this proposed irrigation system are
taxed to pay these bonds, without any
possibility of benefit accruing therefrom.
The collection of the taxes, as in the col-
lection of the water rates proposed to be
charged under the Bear Valley irrigation
system in this county, simply means the
confiscation of the property of the tax-
payers sooner or later. Regardless of
what the decision of the United States
supreme court may be as to the consti-
tutionality of the Wright act, the circu-
lar urges that ‘“we must help ourselves,
and obtain relief in our state courts, or
seek it in some other way.” It says the
bondholders are confident that the deci-
sion will be in their favor, and that usu-
ally bondholders have influence even
with the courts, and urges those every-
where who are suffering from the form-
ation of districts to fight. In that district
it is claimed, if the decision of the su-
preme court upholds the Wright act,
then in December two years, taxes on the
bonds will have to be paid, and it means
utter ruin to many owning lands under
the system. The same will be true of
many in Riverside county.
