Consular reports on the ecider crop of
France show a production of 334,104,368 gal-
lons in_ 1893, as against 307,619,460 gallons in
1892; 245,703,000 gallons in 1891, and 291,500,000
gallons in 1890. A comparison of the quan-
tity of gallons of cider produced in France

! in 1893, with the average production of the

{)mcerllng ten years, shows an increase in
hat time of 503,500,000 gallons, or an aver-
age annual augmentation of 50,350,000 ga'-
lons. Although the cider crop is made up
by sixty-five different departments, more
than half of it comes from six departments
the TIlle-te-Vilaine, the Calvados,the Cotes-
du-Nord, the Seine-Inferieure, the Manche
and the Orne—in other words, from Nor-
mandy and Brittany—and it may be added
that nearly all the c¢ider made is for home
consumption, the imports and exports be
ing practically nil.

The Fresno Expositor says the California
Wine association is about to erect a win-
ery and distillery in that city at a cost of
$250,000. The paper thus describes the build-
ing: “The storage cellar, 140x100, will stand
between two vast circular fermenting cel-
lars, each of which will be 160 feet in diam-
eter. In the storage cellar there will he
placed ten 50.000-gallon tanks and twenty
tanks of 20.000 gallons capacity. The
crushing machinery will, of course, be lo-
cated in the fermenting cellars, high above
the tanks, which will receive the pulp. Of
these tanks in each fermenting cellar there
will be ninety-six, arranged in four circles.
Each tank will be 3000-gallan capacity. The
association expecets to crush each season
more than 20,000 tons of grapes, and the
annual output of the establishment, if
worked to its full capacity, will be 1,500,000
gallons of sweet wine.” The idea seems
to be to work up the low grade raisin
grapes into sweet wines and brandy. The
market for wines is greatly improved and
prices this year will be good.

The raisin market would be greatly re-
lieved by taking out the low grade grapes.

NEW YORK, July 1.—The speculative
temper underwent an entire change today
owing to the resumption of the liquidating
movement and to bold and effective hear
operations. There was no reflection of the
support accorded the market yesterday,
neither was there any noteworthy indica-
tion of itnerest for long account by com-
mission Houses. The main discouragaing
ihfluence was a change in attitude of Lon-
don. This was supplemented, incidental to
the bear raids upon prices, by various
rumors of the disturbing eharacter, some
of which were unfounded, including one to
the effect that arrangements were being
made for shipments of gold to KEurope
aggregating several million dollars. 'The
volume of husiness was considerably larg-
er than yesterday and business was fairly
well distributed, aithough two stocks,
Bugar and Tobacco, figured for about one-
third of the aggregate dealings. At the
outset the bullg were discouraged by lower
London prices, and although some moder-
ate buying orders for foreign account were
noted, the traders lined up on the short side
and were led by two leading professional
operators. An early announcement of the
engagement of $200,000 in gold, together
with the export rumor referred to above,
was followed by a semi-demoralized condi-
tion of affairs and prices yielded all along
the line. Sugar displayed some buoyancy,
but toward the close was foremost on the
down grade and left off at a net loss of 414
per cent. 'The market closed active and
weak at the lowest. Bonds were dull but
weak, with concessions material in some of
the leading i{ssues. Utah Southern ex-
tension fives trust receipts broke 3 per cent,
Oregon Short Line fives trust receipts 1%
and Metropolitan Elevated seconds 1 per
cent, The sales were $632,500. oGvernment
bonds were neglected by weakness, on
transactions of $12,000. Silver certificates
were easier. The sales were $125,000 at 69.
