It is such a simple and comparatively
trivial matter, in fact, that he does not
consider {t worth his while to outline
a plan that will accomplish the result.
As he puts it:

““Any ordinary electrician can do it.”

A repetition of such an act-as that
committed by Semple can not only be
prevented altogether, but could be ac-
complished with the expenditure of only
a emall amount of money, time and in-
genuity.

THE LATE JAY GOULD'S PLANS

‘“Why,” sald Mr. Edison to a Sunday
‘World reporter, ‘it {s such a simple mat-
ter that any one could do it. In the
first place it would be well for bankers
to follow the example of Jay Gould. T
suppose as many cranks called on him
during the week as bothered any prom-
inent man in the country; yet they never
saw him, and he could truthfully say
he never knew they called.

‘“Gould, you know, had a series of
offices, one in the rear of the other,
He was In the third and last office of
all. On the door of the first office he
had his name {n large letters. There
was no keyhole in the door and the knob
turned all the way round.

“You walked into the Western Union
building and there you saw Jay Gould.”
You went up to the door to open it and
the handle kept turning round just as
long as you had a mind to stand there
and turn {t. You couldn’t push the door
open, of course, and you could knock all
the skin off your knuckles and Jay Gould
would never hear you. He was never
bothered by cranks.”

“Kvery one is not so situated that
they can have three offices, one in the
rear of the other,” suggested the re-
porter.

“Oo, of course not, answered Mr. Edi-
son, “‘but every man in such a responsi-
ble position can protect himself if he
has a mind t. Take the first idea that
cuggests itself to anyone—a trap door.
1don’t mean one of those ordinary, slow-
moving trap doors, but one with a heavy
spring attached that goes down whiz|”’
and Mr. Edison’s hand shot downward
so quick that it would scatter every idea
that a crank had in his head. :

huilding, which plant also runs the
dynamos which supply incandescent
lights. The same current could be used
for the subjection of the crank.

Part of the floor about the entrance
to the bank president’s office could be
charged with a high current of electric-
ity when desired. The wires and
| other fixtures could be concealed be-
neath the carpet, or even in the floor-
ing, without difficulty. The entire ar-
rangement should bg controlled by a
button underneath the bankers’ desk.
¥ven the button might be out cB sight
beneath a rug or carpet. That would
be an immensg advantage in an emer-
gency.
THE CRANK PARALYZED

If a crank came in with a revolver
in his hand, and said that if the one
whom he was attacking moved a hand
he would shoot him, it would be im-
possible for the banker to press a but-
ton on his desk without risking his life.
In fact, the very sight of an electric but-
ton in the desk would be sufficient to
arouse the suspicions of the crank. Even
if he did not suspect that he was to be
frozen to the spot where he stood, he
would imagine that the button was to

summon help in some form, and would
act accordingly.

It is plain, therefore, that the proposi-
tion to place a button beneath the desk
and out of sight of every one is the only
feasible one. When the banker arose
to comply with the demand of the crank,
he could step on the button withput once
exciting the suspicion of the altacking
party. The rest would be easy.

“There are many ways in whioh he
could be controlled by means of electric-
ity,” continued Mr. Edison. “I could
name twenty different ways in almost
as many seconds.”

‘““Would you use an alternating or a
continuous current?” asked the reporter.
BANKS CAN BE MADE SECURE

“That is a minor consideration,’” an-
swered Edison. “In fact, there is no
problem in it anywhere. If any bank
president is afraid he is going to be in-
Jured at the hands of a crank, all he
need do is to give an order to an elec-
trician and the thing will be fixed up in
short order, complete security provided.
There would be no way in which the
crank could do his work if the banking
man did not permit him to. In fact, the
crank would be more under control than
if hé were in the hands of a policeman.
When in the grasp of a fellow man
there is a possibility of his doing mis-
chief, but when his nerves and senses
are completely paralyzed, then we are
sure that he can do nothing.”

ANOTHER METHOD

Another method which might be used
to overcome the crank is by the employ-
ment of a deadly gas or an anaesthetic.
If an office was so arranged that visi-
tors, in addressing the banker, would
have to occupy a certain position, a
machine driven by compressed air, on
the principle of a large atomizer, might
be employed to overcome the murderous
crank.

‘When he made his demand or uttered
a threat the stream could be turned on
him and driven with such force as to
not only confuse him, but to enter his
lungs so quickly and in such volume
that he would be overcome before he
could realize what had happened.

There are any number of chemical
combinations that would effect that re-
sult to the entire satisfaction of every-
body except the crank, and with but
small danger of causing him serious in-
Jury. In common with the electrical
device, it would accomplish the purpose
and at the same time not Injure an in-
nocent person should a mistake at any
time be made,

“But I don’t belleve any bank will
have any such arrangement put in,”
¢ontinued Mr. Edison. ‘“The bank presi-
dents may be acared now, and we may
have an epidemic of crank doings over
the country for a short time, but that
will all pass away and bank officials
will forget all about Jt and go abow@
their business as usual. I don’t believe
that if you could get up an arrange-
ment that would afford absolute pro-
tection to bank officials and cost only
$100 you could get any of them to put
it in.,””—New York World.
