BUFFALO, N. Y., Nov. 15.—At mid-
night the turning of a switch in the big
power house at Nlagara Falls completed
a circuit which caused Niagara river to
flow up hill, so to speak, by returning a
fraction of its resistless energy which
had already swept past the gates of
Buffalo, back into that city, twenty-
seven miles distani. The harness was
buckled that hitches the factory wheels
of Buffalo to the greatest cataract on
earth. Monday morning the street cars
of the city will move by falls power.
Hereafter the falls must work enough
to earn their living. The buckling of the
harness could have been done as well
twelve hours earlier, but owing to the
fact that the father of William B. Ran-
kin of New York, secretary of the Ni-
agara Falls Power company, is a cler-
gyman, and in deference to his wishes,
the Niagara falls power was not turned
into the transmitting system at noon
today, as had been expected.

The connections were made at mid-
night tonight. The force of experts hav-
ing the work in charge were busy all of
last night and until late this evening,
testing the various connections and go-
ing over the machinery, to make sure
everything was in proper order. When
everything was in readiness for the
switch to be thrown over, the electri-
cians were confident that there need be
no cessation of the current sent flowing
over the wires of the Buffalo street rail-
way system. The distance covered by
the line between Buffalo and the falls is
twenty-seven miles, and the expert elec-
tricians who have the work in charge
estimate that the loss will be less than
10 per cent and may not exceed 5 per cent.
Careful tests are to be made in this con-
nection, the tests covering both night
and day and clear as well as rainy
weather,

The line that has been built to carry
the current bears wires of a most sub-
stantial nature, which, unlike the tel-
egraph lines and poles, are placed very
close together and are braced in such a
manner as to be proof against heavy
storms. At curves the poles are set
double and are guyed to numerous
smaller poles to prevent sagging. The
overhead line extends from the power
house at the falls to the city limits of
Buffalo, where the wires enter cement
conduits. On the overhead line glass in-
sulators were found unequal to the
strain, and porcelain insulators were
made especially to hold the wires. The
insulators were subjected to a current of
30,000 volts before being put in wuse.
There are at present on the poles eight
cables, each carrying 5000 horse power,
or 40,000 horse power in all. ‘The poles
are of such a substantial character,
however, that this number of cables can
be doubled without subjecting them to
a greater strain than i{s considered safe.

The only contract made so far for the
delivery of power by the company is
that with the Buffalo Street Railway
company for 1000 horse power. Under
the contract with the city the comple-
tion of the undertaking of delivering
power in Buffalo was not obligatory be-
fore next July. It was to secure the
contract with the street railway com-
pany that the work was hurried through
so far ahead of time. Contracts with
others desiring to use the electrical
power will now be made and it is thought
that by the opening of spring the power
will be well distributed throughout the
city. .

Since the ln’ceptlon of the undertak-
ing and during its carrying out, the com-
pany have frequently called wupon
Messrs. Edison and Tesla for advice and
these famous masters of electricity have
been frequent visitors to the Niagara
Falls power house to solve the technical
problems.

The power will sell in Buffalo for $36
a horse power per annum, and under {ts
contract with the city the company must

increase its capacity 10,000 horse power {
said you have declared you would ac-

per year until the maximum of 500,000
horse power has been reached.

The switches in the Buffalo street
railway power house were turned on ex-
actly at midnight by W. L. Remmett,
chief engineer of the General Electric
company. Mayor Jewett was present
and held the watch. Everything worked
smoothly. :

AT THE POWER HOUSE

NIAGARA FALLS, N. Y., Nov. 15—
The fact that at midnight was to begin
the transmission of electrical power
from the falls to Buffalo for the first
time drew a very large crowd of people
to the powe:phouse of the Niagara Falls
Power company tonight. So many were
trying to galn admission to the place
that at 9 oclock the doors were closed.
Those present in the power house proper
were: Messrs. W. B, Rankin, secretary
of the company; W. A. Breckenridge,

resident engineer; Paul M. Lincoln,
electrical superintendent; I. R. Ed-
monds of the General Electric com-

pany, and Hon. W. H. Ely. Mr. Ed-
.monds had charge of the transformer
house. At 11:15 Messrs. Rankin,
Breckenridge and Lincoln took posi-
tions on the raised platform in front of
the switchboard on the main floor of the
power house and arranged the switches.
Bhortly before 12 oclock Mr. Brecken-
ridge informed Mr. Edmonds in the

transformer house that electricity was
ready for the transformers, and a mo-
ment later the switch was thrown and
the power was rushinrg through the
transformers, out on the line and away
to Buffalo. Mr. Edmonds pronounced
the machinery all right and formally
delivered it to Mr. Breckenridge for the
house company. It was accepted and
then the current was shut off for a
brief space. Communication was had
with the street railway company in
Buffalo and word was received from
them that everything was In readiness
at the end of the line. Mr. Rankin then
stepped to the platform, threw the
switch and Niagara’s power was in
Buffalo. A salute of twenty-one guns
was fired by a battery stationed near the
power house,

JEWISH WOMEN.

The Opening Session of the First Na-
tional Convention.

NEW YORK, Nov. 15.—The first con-
vention of the National Council of Jew-
ish Women was opened today in the
Tuxedo hall, There were 120 dele-
gates present, including about fifty from
this city. Great preparations had been
made for the convention, and the dele-
gates from out of town commenced to
arrive on Friday last. The session
opened at 3 oclock, at which time neariy
all of the delegates were present. Many,
of them had never been in New York,
and the oflicers of the local gection spent
two hours in introducing them to the
people of New York, who comprise a
good majority of the council.

Eighteen states have representatives
in the council The convention was
opened tonight by a prayer by the Rev.
Dr. R. Kohler, after which Mrs. Sophie
Beer, vice-president for New York,
made tine address of welcome.

Mrs. Rebecca Kohut, president of the
New York section, made an address
She said: “It has been said that
women could never work together and
accomplish definite results. I am
thrilled at the possibilities of the out-
come of this conventlon. We are sis-
ters in one religion and we meet tonight
because there is a’better knowledge of
our relation. In this convention we
must set the example of Sabbath keep-
ing. We have left our homes to devise
means to help the community, and let
us not make any errors. You will ind
a Jewish patriot in every sense of the
word. In every class of educational
;\'m'lg' we will join our’' Christian sis-
ers,

The convention will convene at 9:30
Monday, when reports of committees
will be heard.

THE CAMPAIGN IN AFRICA

Reaches the Stage of the Release of
Prisoners

The Italian Envoy Concludes a Treaty
With the Negus Menelik—Recog-
nizes Ethopia’s Independence

ROME, Nov. 15.—Under date of Adis-
abeba, October 26, Major Verassini,
Italy’s envoy plenipotentiary to the Ne-
gus Menelik of Abyssinia, has tele-
graphed to the Italian government as
follows: “I have today, with great
solemnity,!signed a treaty of peace and
convention for the release of the pris-
oners (in Menelik’s hands). The treaty
provides for the restoration of the status
quo, pending the appointment of dele-
gates by Italy and Abyssinia, a year
hence, to determine the frontiers by
friendly agreement. It recognizes the
absolute independence of Ilthiopia and
abrogates the Uccialll treaty. Italy un-
dertakes in the meantime not to cede
the territory to any other power. Should
she desire spontaneously to abaudon the
territory, it would return to the Ethio-
pian rule.”

By the Ucciallli treaty, concluded in
1889 between Meneli'z and Italy, Abyssin-
ia became an Italian protectorate. The
settlement announced above by Major
Verazzini is the outcome of the Italian
li'e\'erses at the hands of the Abyssin-
ans.

Major Verazzini telegraphs further, as
follows: “The treaty provides for the
conclusion of a further commercial
treaty if necessary. The present treaty
will be communicated to the powers and
ratified a month hence. The convention,
after detailing the arrangement for the
release of the prisoners, provides that
Italy shall indemnify Abyssinia by a
sum which the negus leaves to Italy’'s
sense of equity for the expenses in-
curred in the maintenance of Italian
prisoners.”

The" Negus Menelik sent a simultane-
ous dispatch to King Humbert, announc-
ing the signature to the treaty, and add-
ing: “May God always keep my friends,”
and expressing the hope that it will
make November 20°'a great festival in
XKing Humbert's family, ‘‘memorable
as a day of joy for the parents of the
prisoners. May God long preserve the
life of your majesty.”

HANNA WON'T TALK.

He Never Said He—?\’ould Accept No
Office.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Nov. 15.—Mr. M.
A. Hanna was seen today by a reporter,
who tried to get from him a statement
regarding the gossip connecting his
name with a cabinet position.

‘“Your name has been used in connec-
tion with the secretaryship of the treas-
ury,” said the reporter. “Will you make
an authoritative statement with refer-
ence to it?”

*‘No, I will not discuss it at all,” was
the reply.

“But some of the newspapers have

cept no office?”

“I don't remember ever having said
anything of the kind.”

‘‘But you were so quoted?"”

l"Well. I can’'t help that,” was the re-
ply.

In Answer to Ex-Candidate
Watson's Missive

AN IMPASSIONED PROTEST

Against Advising the People’s Party
Men to Bolt

Scarcely So Interesting as It Would
Have Been Had It Been Published
When It Was Written,

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.—In view of
the fact that the letter of Tom Watson
accepting the vice presidential nomina-
tion of the Populist party has been pub-
lished, Senator Marion Butler today
made pubiic his reply,. written when
Mr, Watson's letter was received, in
which he took exception to its tone. The
reply is as follows:

WASHINGTON, October 26.

Hon. Thomas Watson, Thomson, Ga.
—Dear Sir: Your letter of acceptance
was received Saturday night. It had
been detained in the postoftice for want
of sufficient postage.

You, in effect, advise Populists not
to support the joint electoral tickets
that have been arranged in a large num-
per of states. It is possible you fully
appreciate the effect of such advice; at
least upon reflection you must know that
if enough Populists should follow such
advice, it would mean the deicat of
Bryan and the election of McKinley.
Besides, if your advice should be fol-
lowed by enough Populists, the People’s
party would not have a single elector
in the electoral college. 1In the states
where we have joined electoral tickets
we will get every elector that we do
get; and, besides, it is in these states
where we will get the bulk, if not all,
of the People's party congressmen. In
your own state and in other states
which have followed your advice against
electoral tickets, we will not get a single
elector, and I fear not many congress-
men, if any.

You certairily cannot mean, how-
ever much you may have favored the
middie-of- the-road policy in the begin-
ning, to advise your friends to do that
which at this time would be the most
effective agency in placing in power
McKinley and his backers—the trusts
and monopolies.

Can any personal or party injury, how-
ever great, justify us in being responsi-
ble, either directly or indirectly, for
placing in power the stock jobbers, mo-
nopolists, trusts, the British gold ring,
and all of the combined robbers of the
people and enemies of good govern-
ment? In the name of an outraged and
suffering humanity, whose prayers to-
day go up from millions of homes for
William J. Bryan, in hjs heroic and
marvelous fight against the minions of
corporate greed and the hellish gold
conspiracy, let us sink every other con-
sideration and hold up his hands to do
the full duty of American patriots. Let
us remember that it is a suffering peo-
ple and a betrayed public and not Dem-
ocratic politicians that today call for
our help and demand our services.

Bryan will be elected and the govern-
ment redeemed if every patriot does
his duty. Let us do ours.

Therefore T beseech you to change at
least that part of your letter which gives
advice which, If followed, would surely
help the common enemy. If you don't,
then you yourself must assume the re-
sponsibility for such a document to the
public at this time.

This morning he woke
in a lodging house in San Francisco
and found he had registered as A. Walk-
er. He had no idea how he got there
and was seeking for information. This
the police readily furnished by placing
Mr. Clarke in jail charged with embez-
zlement. According to the police, Hen
ry T. Clarke, who was employed by
Peck & Bishop of New Haven, left that
town suddenly on September 26th last,
taking with him 450 in cash and $820 in
checks, Circular letters describing
Clarke were sent out by the New Haven
police and one of the letters reached this
city.

But Finds No Insurgents to Give

SPAIN MUST HAVE MONEY

And Asks Public Subscriptions to a
Little Loan

The Fervent Appeals to Patriotism
Make the Loan Look Like a Sub-
scription for National Charity.

HAVANA, Nov. 15.—No very explicit
news has been received from Captain-
General Weyler, but it is known that
after the engagement at the Rubi hills,
he continued his march into the interior
of the mountains toward Soroa, and he
succeeded in penetrating to points
which no other Spanish columns have
ever reached. He has had several skir-
mishes with the insurgents, notwith-
standing the advantageous positions
which they hold in these mountain
strongholds, but he has not succeeded
in confronting any cousiderable force
of the insurgents.

The insurgents have again attacked
the village of Conado and have cannon-
aded it, but without inflicting any dam-#
age, the Spanish sharpshooters having
silenced the artillery by picking off the
gunners.

A SPANISH LOAN.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.—Senor Du-
puy de Lome, the Spanish minister, has
received news from Madrid that on to-
‘morrowy morning at that city the gov-
ernment will make an announcement
asking for public subscriptions on a loan
of $50,000,000, While the minister said
the loan was not to be made purposely
for the immediate purchase of muni-
tions and equipments for war, yet it was
probable the bulk of the money would
be used to defray the expenses of the
conflict now going on in Cuba.

Minister de Lome received a telegram
from an official source, saying that a
private canvass had been made among
the bankers and brokers of Madrid, with
the intention of finding out how much
they would subscribe, and that so far
different financiers have promised to
take up bonds amounting to over $60,000,-

000.
BEGGING FOR MONEY.

LONDON, Nov. 16.—The Times’ Mad-
rid correspondent dwells upon the un-
usual means being adopted to insure the
success of the new Spanish loan. “Ap-
peals amounting to commands,” he says,
‘““have been issued from the interior,
finance and marine ministers to the pro-
vincial authorities to adopt exceptional
measures to secure the largest subscrip-
tions. The newspapers are filled with
exhortations to patriotism from promi-
nent public men, headed by the minister
of finance., The loan is more like a na-
tional charitable subscription than an
ordinary financial operation.”

MORTON’S ANNUAL REPORT

Pays Special Attention to the Calamity
Howlers

Agricultural Interests Are Not Declin-
ing and Few Farms Are Mortgaged.
Some Economy Practiced.

— WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.—Secretary
Morton, in his annual report, which wiil
shortly be made public, will review the
economical features of his administra-
tion and cite figures to show that he has
covered back into the treasury two mil-
lion dollars of the appropriations for tha
agricultural department during the four
years, or $500,000 each year. Thisisin
the neighborhood of twenty per cent of
the appropriations for the year.

One of the principal features will be a
lengthy refutation of what he calls “‘ca-
lamity howlers.”

He will contend that agricultural in-
terests are not declining; that 72 per
cent of the farms in the country are
without any encumbrance, while the
encumbrance on the remaining 28 par
cent was incurred in the purchase and
improvement of lands. The report will
state that the greatest ratio of mort-
gages is found in the north Atlantic
states, and that New Jersey shows
specially heavy encumbrance. The sec-
retary will decry the lavish publications
of the government, and advocate a
pruning down of the literary output of
the department.

STRUCK FROM THE ROLL,

The Jacksonian Club Wants No Gold
Standard Members.

OMAHA, Neb.,, Nov. 15—The Jack-
sonian club of Nebraska, with about 8000
members enrolled and a pioneer Demo-
cratic organization, ordered the pictures
of Secretaries Morton and Carlisle re-
moved from the walls of its club room
last night and struck from its rolls the
names of Secretary Morton, Col. John
P. Irish of Canlifornia, Tobias Castor, ex-
national committeeman; James W,
Woolworth, president of the American
Bar association, and about forty others
for what the resolution recited as “ac-
tive and open opposition to the regular
Democratic nominees and aid in the
election of the Republican candidates.”

On the black list are the names of a
dozen gold Democrats who are candi-
dates for appointment by President
Cleveland to the late United States Dis-
trict Judge Dundy’s place.

NEW' FAGES IN THE  HOUSE

Will Cause Much Remodeling of
Committees

SOME IMPORTANT PLACES

To be Parceled Out Among the _Plrty

the next house of representatives wili
be largely Republican, considerable re-
modeling of committees on account of
the new faces which come into the
house will take place.

Some of the vacancies are on import-
ant committees., That on the commit-
tee on rules, caused by the death of
Judge Crisp, will have to be filled at
once, It has been intimated that Henry
G. Turner of Georgia will be selected
for the incoming short session, although
another person in the next congress, as
Turner was not re-elccted. Somie of the
silver Democrats may object to this, as
Turner is a gold man. It i¢ said that
Bailey of Texas may be the choice, but
if Turner is appointed it will give the
Democrats an opportunity to designate
the leader of the minority in the next
house by the nomination of a candidate
for speaker.

I'here is no change in the Republican
membership of the ways and means
committee, all being returned. On the

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SHIPMENT OF BREAD STUFF

Jdown-town

Largely Increased by the Shortage of
Foreign Crops

A Tremendous Increase in the Imports
of Gold Indicates That Trade Is
Turning Our Way.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.—The com-
parative monthly statement of the prin-
ciples articles of domestic export issued
by the bureau of statistics shows the
exports of breadstuffs during the month
of October, 1896, to have amounted to
$19,864,896; for the same month last year,
$12,207,011. For the ten months ending
October 31, the amount was $126,288,984,
as compared with $57, 622,251 for the
same period in 1895.

The cotton exports during October last
aggregated $37,245,408, as compared with
27,808,447 during October, 1895.

The amount of mineral oils exported
during October last was $6,094, 163; for
the same month in 1895, $5,890,614. For
the last ten months the amount was
$52,235,276, as against $44,927,499 for the
game months in 1895,

The exports of provisions during last
Octoher amounted to $14,354,230, as com-
pared with $13,141,632 for October, 1895.
For the ten months the aggregate was
$135,351,813, as compared with $125,598,555
for the same period last year.

A statement of the imports and ex-
ports of merchandise, gold and silver,
shows: Exports of domestic merchan-
dise during October, 1896, $111,904,765;
for same month last year, $85,089,200.
For the ten months of 1896 the amount
was $762,868,113, as against $631,513,565
for the same period in 1895.

The imports of domestic merchandise
during October, 1896, were $50,373,675, of
which $24,029,282 was free of duty. The
total imports for the same month last
yvear was $75,080,344, a loss of nearly 23
per cent, For the ten months the total
imports amounted to $572,461,605, as comn-
pared with $676,134,483 for the same pe-
riod last year.

The gold exports for October amount-
ed to $343,168, as compared with $1,873,-
897 for October, 1895, The imports
amounted to $27,961,938, as against $1,-
797,040 for October, 1895. The exports of
silver during the month amounted to
$4,974,339. Tor October, 1895, the amount
was $4.594,447. The imports of silver
during last October aggregated $888,442;
for October, 1895, it was $1,391,831,

PUGH'S SUCCESSOR,

Indications Point to the Election of a
Gold Standard Man.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., Nov. 15.—The
prevailing impression in this city to-
night is that Governor Willlam C.
Oates will be elected United States sen-
ator to succeed Senator Pugh, whose
term expires March 4 next. Senator
Pugh is a candidate for re-election, and
the other candidates are Congressman
J. H. Bankhead, General E. W, Pettus
and Governor Oates, all pronounced sil-
ver Democrats except Governor Oates,
who was elected as the administration
candidate for governor two years ago.
Governor Oates voted for Mr. Bryan as
the nominee of his party, but has been
and is now an avowed gold standard
Democrat.

BISMARCK IS SATISFIED

is that he felt satisfied with his so-called
vevelation concerning the relations of
llussia and Germany prior to  1890.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15—The report
of the commissioner of navigation for
1896, after referring to the necessity fon
the passing of a free ship bill, states
that our maritime rank on the Pacific is
now threatened by a new rival, Japan,
which, under liberal and progressive
laws, has just established a transpacific
steamship line to the United States, and
with the co-operation of American cap-
ital, is preparing to extend this serviee.
In 1880 the tonnage of American ves-
sels entering the United States from
ports of Asia and Oceanica was 283,389
tons, and of foreign vessels 442,251 tons.
In 1895 the American tonnage entering
was 308,461 tons, the foreign tonnage
657,206 tons. The large and profitable
carrying trade once conducted between
Asiatic and European ports by Ameri-
can vessels, which seldom entered
American ports, has almost entirely
passed away. We have already seenthe
American flag, the commissioner says,
almost wholly disappear from the Ate
lantic, save as borne by the mail steam=
ers of the American line, and the figures
presented tend to show that the carrying
trade of the Pacific coast is slipping
away from us. Before it is altogether
lost, Commissioner Chamberlain suge
gests that congress inquire into the con=. . .
ditions of transpacific transportation.
For the control of this trade the United
States enjoys obvious natural advane
tages. Within the last five years Ja-
pan’s sea-going steel steamers have in-
creased from 13 of 27,701 tons to 53 of
106,383 tons. The number of American
steel and iron steamers on the Pacific
coast is 43 of 68,625 tons,
The report recommends an immediate
expansion of the act of 1892, under which
the steamships New York and Paris
were admitted to American register and
the steamships St. Louis and St. Paul
were built in the United States. Under
existing law, it is impossible to estab-
lish on the Pacific a mail service even
approximating our Atlantic mail ser-
vice on the equal conditions those found
necessary to the recent creation of the
latter,
The report opposes at length the prop=-
osition to impose 10 per cent additional
discriminating duties on all cargoes
brought into the United States by for-
elgn vessels. It pointsout that for over
eighty years the United States has fol=
lowed the policy of reciprocity in ship-
ping. Every other maritime nation of
considerable rank has adopted and now,
pursues the same policy.
Our total imports for 1895 were valued
at $731,969,965, of which $590,538,362 was
brought in by foreign vessels. The dis-
criminating duty would put an 'addl-
tional charge of $59,000,000 on our inter-
national exchanges, based on the figures
for 1895, an amount approxiinately equal
to our entire ocean freight bills on im-
ports and exports. In 1895 was imported
305,000,000 of coffee, of which $60,000,000
zil. At least nine-tenths
of the $60,000,000 coffce imported into the
country, or $54,000,000, came in foreign
vessels, TFor the extra sum, Mr. Cham«
berlain says, which, under the discrime
inating duty project, the American peo-
ple would be required to pay for Brazil
ian coffee alone, there could be estabe
lished steamship lines, including twenty-
five steamers equal to the St. Louis or
St. Paul, or a much larger number of
the class required for South American,
Asiatic and African trade.
The report guotes articles from our
treaties with the thirty-five principal na-
tions in the world, all of which, it is con-
tended, must be abrogated, at the ex-
pense of a disturbance of our trade re-
lations with the world, if the policy of
diseriminating duties is to be adopted
by the United States,
The report also favors the enactment
of the omnibus bills relating to naviga=
tion and to American seamen in the
form favorably reported by the senate
committee on commerce at the last ses-
sion, rather than in the form in which
these bills passed the house of repre-
sentatives. Tt renews the argument for
the repeal of compulsory pllotage on
wcoastwise sailing wessels, and points
out that congress has spent over $27,000,-
000 in the improvement of seventeen har-
bors at which compulsory pilotage {8
stilll exacted from domestic salling ves-
sels.
By the abolition of useless registry
bonds, American shipowners have been
saved $30,000 annually, and American
lake shipowners about $£15,000 annually
in Canadian charges, imposed for years
in contravention of the policy of reeip-
rocity.

The adoption of the measurement law,
the report states, has effected a saving
of thousands of dollars to American
shipping in foreign ports and in domestie
licenses and charges based on net ton-
nage, besides bringing our law on this
subject abreast of the laws of the pro-
gressive maritime nations.
