Rev. Mr. Thomson at the Unity Church.

There was a large congregation pres-
ent in Simpson tabernacle last evening
to hear Rev. C. C. McLean on the Moral
Obligation off a Vote.

The speaker said that the time has
come all over this land of ours when
the people want better government.
Obedience to law 1is one of the funda-
mental principles of our holy Christian-
ity. The men who have the franchise in
this land should see that only good men
be exalted to the position of rulers over
us. Every Christian—every moralist—
is in duty bound to so use his franchise
for the moral advancement of this free
land. Is there a responsibility resting
upon me and upon you for morality of
government? I eay yes. L have a pro-
found conviction that the state in which
we live is God’s ordinance. We are
bound by the moral obligation we owe
to the state to exercise our vote for the
highest good for all. It is high time that
we aroused ourselves. There is a senti-
ment all over this land that the best men
should come to the front for rulers and
servants of the people. It becomes ne-
cessary that we all should become learn-
ers and then teachers of the truth.
The development of character for truth
and integrity is as necessary for the
church as the state. It is wisdom and
virtue exercised in righteousness that
makes the state. Whoever comes into
it should be loyal to the state, or if you
should go to Canada you should be loyal
to that country, and I can say from my
own experience that no immigrants come
to our country who are more loyal than
those who come from our northern
neighbor—Canada.

The speaker in conclusion said of mu-
nicipal elections that he hoped the time
had come when all good citizens would
rise above party and vote for only good
men to serve us in office. I say it be-
cause I know it, and you knew it, that
it is almost an impossibility for a man
to hold an office and be true to his Godl
and to righteousness,

Prof. C. S. Cornell, with his new cho-
rus choir rendered some effidcient mu-
sic during the service, which was high-
ly appreciated.

UNITY CHURCH.
An Eloquent and Scholarly Sermon by
Rev. Mr. Thomson.

Yesterday morning at Unity church
the pastor, Rev. J. S. Thomson, preached
a sermon on Christ's Own Declaration
About His Mission to Our World, taking
the text, John xviii., 37: “To this end was
I born, and for this cause came I into
the world, that I might bear witness un-
to the truth.”

Christ came to bear witness to the in-
epired truth in the law and the prophets,
sald the speaker, to develop and perfect
that truth, to fulfill the dreams of the
seers; but he plainly pointed out the
errors of the law and the prophets. In
the synagogue one day he selected
Isaiah Ixi., 1-3, for his text, and he de-
clared that his text described his mis-
sion to our world. He was annointed
and sent to preach the Gospel to the
poor, the broken-hearted, the captives,
the blind, the prisoners. He came to
save the lost souls. He did not come to
save the righteous, for, as he gaid, they
did not need a physician. He came to
teach the divinity of human nature, and
not that the race is fallen, the property
of Satan and the heir of eternal suffer-
ings. He came to show that useful ser-
vice exalts the soul and prepares it to
receive God’s approval and blessings.
He rejoiced in the name, form and work
of an obedient servant of God. He came
to teach the unity, wisdom, justice,
strength, love and care of God. He came
to teach that morality is essential to
salvation, to development, and to heav-
en. He preached the highest and divin-
est morality. In fact, he was the great-
est preacher of morality. His sinless life
is the strongest proof of God’s demand
for our moral development as the sign
and the offspring of religious faith.
Christ’'s creed was his character. He
declared that mankind would be judged
by its works; that our works would ap-
pear hereafter; that a tree is known by
its fruits; that the goats and the sheep
were judged accordihg to their works;
and yet, in spite of all this, many
churches preach against good works as
& necessity to salvation and heaven.
Good works are, according to them,
“filthy rags,” and no one should trust
in them as factors of salvation and de-
velopment. And the result is that too
many church members have very few
good works to trust in. They are lazy
enough, immoral enough, irreligious
enough, to let ‘““Jesus pay it all.” If the
Gospels are true, then these churches
which preach against morality are anti-
Christian. Christ came to denounce the
shams, dishonesties, superstitions,
frauds, of the world, and it is the duty of
his church to testify against all political,
social, professional, commercial and ec-
clesiastical sins of the world. The
churches have denied Christ in not
preaching pointedly and vehemently
against vice in high and low places, and
ifn glorifying their creeds, notions and
speculations, and now it seems as if
Christ is denying the churches before
God and his holy angels. ‘“He that hath
seen me hath seen the Father,” said
Christ. In Christ’s life we see God as far
@s it is possible for human beings to see
him in this world. Christ is the grand-
est revelation of God to man. He repre-
sents God upon the earth. He is the
manifestation of God’s heart. “God was
in Christ reconciling the world to him-
self.” Christ is the witness of God
among men. He is a witness to the mor-
ality, religion, naturalness, beauty and
glory of heaven. He has revealed to us
the civilization of the angels, the man-
slons of the just, and the homes of the
saints. We do not go to the creed-
makers, the pagan ritualists, Oriental
dreamers, the speculations of Alexan-
dria, for the Gospels are sufficient for
us. What Christ says about his mission
ought to satisfy us. He does not say that
he came to be murdered to pacity God’s
wrath about Adam’s eating an apple in

Eden, nor that God cannot love and save
one brother without the murder of an-
other. He does not say that the plan of
salvation needed cruel priests, lying wit-
nesses, a cowardly Pilate, the yellsof a
pald rabble, and the violation of divine
an human justice. He does say that he
was born to be a witness to the truth
in morals, in religion and in character.
His death was the grandest witness to
divine truth, It was not a trick to chgat
the devil out of his rights.

FIRST CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH

Rev. Mr. Day Preaches a Strong Sermon
on ‘‘Robust Religion.”

“A Robust Religion” was the theme
presented by Rev. Warren F. Day of
the First Congregational church yes-
terday, who chose these words, found
in II. Timothy xi, 3.: “Thou, there-
fore, endure hardness as a good soldi:r
of Jesus Christ.”

“Without robustness,” sald the
speaker, ‘religion is of little value. It
may be as gentle in spirit as the breath-
ing of a summer evening; its touch
may be as soft as a mother’s; it may he
as restful as the home fireside to the
worn and tempest-tossed. Its voice
need not be loud, nor its face severe; it
need not change itself to fit the man on
the frontier, the official in public life,
the minister, or the invalid. But
wherever found, religious life must have
vigor In its fiber and blood. It must be
ever setting up and holding up better
standards; it must resist where others
consent, and stand steadfast where
wavering means defeat. In {ts very
nature the Christian religion is a re-
monstrance against what is not right,
and a binding together what makes for
righteousness.

“There have been few achievements
of special value to the world without
both vigor and rigor. The world’s
heroes have been the world’s wrestlers—
and since the days of the apostles, what
has Christianity not been called to
overcome! It is a marvel of marvels
that it survived the persecutions, dis-
sensions and blunders of some of ({ts
tfriends during the first three centuries.
The shores of New England are not
more stern and rock-bound than was the
robustness of the Christian faith ana
endurance of those who faced disease
and death, while they cleared the for-
ests and began that march of civiliza-
tion, statehood and religious achieve-
ment which make both memorable and
wonderful the story of Puritan and
Pilgrim.

*['here is special need of more robust-
ness in Christlan life. Popular ideals
do not run in the direction of moral
stalwartness. It takes robustness to
keep the spiritual above the material, to
keep fresh the Christian spirit, and to
be true to what is felt to be right on the
spot. It takes no little vigor to turn
the grand movement of the hour upward
rather than downward, That moral
vigor is amazing, which, for a life-tim»
keeps conscience, moral judgment and
Christian affectlon uppermost, where
the unhallowed, in fascinating form and
the chill of ungodliness contend for the
mastery.

‘“There i{s especial need of this grace
in the defenss of the Christian faith, 1%
keep his faith the Christian must aiso
keep other trusts. When faith goes
out, it is easier to say yes to many
doubtful things which are ever waliting
to be let in,

“Perhaps, as nowhere else In the
United States, there i{s in this land of
the sunny south, a need of that resolute-
ness, whi¢h will stand up and be counted,
which will have some place and work
and share in the support of the Gospel
while the days are passing, The differ-
ence between {rresoluteness and reso-
luteness is the difference between
months, years or a life, unsatisfactory,
fruitless, and of the blessed and satisfy-
ing, the enervation or the robustness rf
the Christian life and institutions in our
country and the world.”

Rev. Mr. Reed’s Discourse on “What of
the Unpardonable Sin?"

At the Universalist church yesterday
the pastor preached upon the subject,
“What of the Unpardonable Sin?"” tak-
ing his text from Matthew xil:32: “Who-
soever shall speak against the Holy
Spirit it shall not be forgiven him, neith-
er in this world nor in that which is to
come.”

On opening it is worthy of remark,
said the speaker that the word “unpar-
donable” does not occur either in the
text or context, but is an extraction of
modern times from false premises of the
subject. Neither can the word *“sin” be
said to have direct connection with the
topic save as it appears under the mean-
ing of other terms used. And if we use
both words together speaking of unpar-
donable sin we make a feint, to say the
lesat, at begging the question of wheth-
er or not there be such sin. Blasphemy,
or speaking against the Holy Spirit is
what Jesus here denounces, and before
we can approach a conclusion we must
understand the nature both of the spirit
and of that called blasphemy.

Holy Spirit, in spite of theological ac-
cretions, means just what it says, the
spirit of holiness or of righteousness.
The sharp contrast in the whole con-
text drawn between good and evil things
indicates that it was goodness which the
Pharisees had unwittingly condemned,
and the act itself which had so enraged
them was sublime. with its charity and
mercy, the healing of one who was blind
and dumb. So eager were they to over-
throw Jesus that in their condemnation
they were likely to include righteousness
as well, in which he and they claimed to
firmly stand.

As to the word blasphemy, we have
the meaning in the sgimilar phrase,
“speaking against,” which is nothing
more than the utterance of what is with-
in the heart, To fail of being moved
with compassion at the sight of a broth-
er in misfortune, who coull neither hear
nor speak, and to complain of the mercy
shown in his healing, was demonstration
of most deplorable depravity. Our Lord
speaks of these Pharisees as the ‘“prog-
eny of vipers,” meaning that their de-
rangement of heart began in the previ-
ous. generation. Thus it seems that
their speaking was caused as much by
their unappreciation of wrongfulness,
as by their actual intention to do wrong.
Hence Jesus does not directly apply the
word sin to them.

Whether deeds of this character are
forever unpardonable or not depends
upon the permanency with which we
have by inheritance and education be-
come established in depravity. Forgive-
ness is always conditioned by the ca-
pacity for receiving: it, and when the
Lord said that such should not be for-
given, “neither in this world (or age) nor
in that which is to come,” he menat that
the character built on the evil edu-
cation of two generations could not be
made over to good, except by the pass-
age of at least an equal period of time,
Character, good or bad, is built by de-
grees in the slow process of time, and to
change it requires a like condition.

THE CATHEDRAL

Father McAuliffe’'s Sermon on the Only
Church of Christ

At the 10:30 mass at the cathedral
yvesterday morning Father McAuliffe
preached from the text found in Mat-
thew xiii-31, “The kingdom of heaven
is likened to a grain of mustard seed.”

The parables contained in this Sun.
day’s gospel refer to the Church of Jesus
Christ, said the speaker. The church
is symbolized by the grain of mustard
seed, which is the least of all seeds; be-
cause in the beginning she was compos-
ed of but few members, the apostles,
the disciples and 500 others, who, as St.

after His resurrection. But this church,
so small at {ts birth, spread with won-
derful rapidity throughout the whole
world, and in her bosom men found com-
fort, repose and consolation. The ques-
tion then for us to determine is, To which
of all the religious societies that we hear
of does this parable apply? Which i=
the church of Christ? It is none other
that the holy Catholic church. for she
alone possesses the marks of the church
established by Christ. On last Sunday
I spoke to you on the sanctity of the
church. Today we will speak on the
third mark, namely, the Catholicity or
universality of the church, and show
vou that the Church of Christ must be
universal; that the Catholic church is
really universal and that no other de-
romination possesses this mark;thus
proving that the Catholic church alone
is the true Church of Christ.

That the Church of Christ must be
Catholic or universal is manifest .from
the sacred Scriptures. She must be uni-
versal as to time, universal as to place
and universal as to doctrine. We learn
from the prophecy, Isaiah, that she must
be universal as to time: Upon thy
walls, O Jerusalem,” he says, “I have
appointed watchmen; all the day and
all the night; they shall never hold their
peace.” Christ himself confirms this
prophecy in speaking to his apostles,
when he says: ‘I will ask the Father,
and he will give you another paraclete,
that he may abide with you forever.”
And in the commission given by him to
his apostle, he lays down these threc
marks as essential qualities of his
church. “Going, therefore, teach all na-
tions; . . . teaching them to observe
all things, whatsoever I have command-
ed you; and behold I am with you all
days, even to the consummation of the
world.” In this passage we have the
express words of Christ himself, atfest-
ing that his church must be Catldblic,
as to time, place and doctrine.

She must be Catholic as to time be-
cause Christ died to save all men. Tt
must be universal as to place, for Christ
thus speaks to his apostles: ‘“And y=
shall be witness to me in Jerusalem,
and in all Judea and Samaria, and even
to the uttermost parts of the earth,”

The Catholic church is really univer-
sal as to time. She alone possesses the
glorious character of eing the church
of all times, and she is the only church
that can be vigibly traced back through
every age until the time of Christ.

The Catholic church alone js universal
as te doctrine, for everywhere her teach-
ing is the same. Her teaching in one
country does not differ from her teach-
ing in another. Like her Divine Fo§nd-
er, her doctrine is the same yesterday,
and today and forever.

All religious denominations separated
from the Catholic church are destitute
of the mark of universality. They are
not universal as to time or place or doc-
trine. Thank God, then, daily, that
without any merit of yours, he has callgd
you to the knowledge of the true church.
You know the truth, and the truth shall
make you free. Remain loyal to the

.Catholic faith, and live up to it. If you

do, you may rest assured that your sal-
vation is certain.

FIRST METHODIST CHURCH.

Rev. John A. B. Wilson on the Tender-
ness of Jesus.

At the First Methodist Epliscopal
church, on Broadway, the pastor, John
A. B. Wilson, D. D., preached yesterday
morning on the tenderness of Jesus
from Matthew xil:20: ‘A bruised reed
shall he not break, and smoking flax
shall He not quench until He sends forth
judgment unto victory.”

I want you first of all to consider the
condition which this metaphor illus-
trates, said the speaker.

There are those who do not believe in
capital punishment, and I confess to
more sympathy with their views than
formerly. They hold that whatever
the crime, human life is too sacred to be
taken by man under any.circumstancas,
and they present an array of reasoning
which makes a strong argument for
their theory.

I have heard of a gentleman who went
so much further in his enlightenment
and sympathy that he would allow the
destruction of no animal life on his es-
tate. The birds, elsewhere hunted, hurt
and destroyed, sought asylum in his
grounds, where no hand might be lifted
for their injury. No wonder that they
flocked to this sanctuary and grew so
tame that they would alight upon the

~hand and shoulder of their kind pre-

server. This is an actual fact, and
has been duplicated over and over again.

But I have never known nor have I
ever heard of a gardener so careful of
plant life that a rush or a reed, founa
o plentifully in the water places of
Palestine and every other land, as to
have no value—I say I have never
heard of one so careful of plant life and
development that, finding one of these
worthless reeds with a broken and tallen
stalk, not wholly severed from the
stem, who, instead of casting it aside
as so much rubbish, took the valueless
thing, and raising it gently attached sup-
ports, and securing it by pains
and trouble trained it to grow again.
I never did know of such a case, neither
did I ever hear of one.

But when Jesus would show us the in-
finite compassion of his own great pity
to the most worthless of all the lives
that have lived or that will live in the
future, he takes for illustration, not the
case of him who would destroy no ani-
mal life, for these do not go far enougn
in mercy for his purpose. But he goes
out of the realm of the probable into the
domain of the impossible, and supposes
the case of a gardener so careful of the
plant life committed to him that he es-
says to heal the wounded stalk of a bit
of trodden grass. “A bruised reed
shall he not break.”

Can you not see that the metaphor
illustrates the worthless human lives in
the world at large? Not an oak, a fruit
tree or even a flowering shrub, but
only a reed, and a ruined life at that,
to be set forth by a bruised, broken
reed. The infinite God beholds in the
most worthless of his creatures a value
which we fail to find. An infinite ca-
pacity, where life exists at all of recup-
eration, extension and evolution suffi-
cient to justify the infinite pain and
pains of the Son of God at rescue and
revivification. No life is too mean or
vicious for the outlay of all the effort
and sympathy and love that we have,
How can we follow Jesug in the regen-
eration and despise any creature that
he has made? ‘‘The son of man is come
to seek and to save that which was
lost.”” And for whom should his nl-
lowers seek if not for these? ‘“What
God hath cleansed, call not thou com-
mon.”
