NEGROES NASSING THER STRENGTH

To Avenge the Lynching of
Rapist John Stone

COMBAT HOURLY EXPECTED

Specia! Trains Conveying Reinforcemeni(s
to the Whites

Hardwere Stores Opened and Arms Distri-
buted to the Crowd

The Blacar Jatlering From All Poiuts.
Several Shots Fired, but No Con-

8T. LOUIS, Dec. 23.—A speclal to the
Globe-Democrat from Mayfleld, Ky,
says: The chances for a big battle here
at daylight are good. Special trains
have brought armed negroes and whites
to the town, and they are preparing for
a fight. An attack is hourly expected
by the whites, fully 500 of whom are
armed and it is believed as many ne-
groes.

A later special says: 4 a. m.—Every
man of this town and every boy who can
carry a weapon is on guard here, for an
attack by an army of negroes is expected
at any moment. The whites are being
reinforced hourly by citizens from sur-
rounding towns.

It is thought that before daylight there
will be commenced the fiercest race war
ever known in the south. For forty-
eight hours news has been received here
from different points that the negroes
were organizing in large bodies for the
purpose of visiting this town and wreak-
ing vengeance upon those who lynched
Jim Stone, the rapist, Monday morning,
and followed this by whitecapping some
of the colored families who lived on the
outskirts.

At 9 oclock last night telegrams from
Water Valley said that the negroes who
had massed there were 250 in number
and that every one had some sort of
weapon.
similar nature came from Wingo. These
reports, in addition to many of a sim-
flar nature recelved from surrounding
towng during the afrernoon, caused the
greatest consternatton, and prepara-
tions were at once made for a battle.
Men first saw to it that their homes
were barricaded as well as could bz
done and then they proceeded to the
hardware stores where every one who
could use a weapon was handed one un-
til the entire stock was distributed.

A dispatch was sent from here to
Fulton as soon as the alarming reports
began to come in asking aid of the white
citizens at that poir.. A reply came
at oncestating that a special train would
be chartered an da body of armed men
would reach here as soon as it was pos-
sible.

At 100’clock the reports had become
so alarming that the fire bell was sound-
ed apd all the citizens assembled in the
publiy \square, where they remain ex-
recting the attack at any hour. A mes-
sage from Paducah, received at 1 o’clock,
stated that a body of negroes was being
organized there, but that they will prob-
ably not march upon Mayfield before
daybreal-.

At 12:3t oclock this morning a body of
citizens /»\' Fulton reached town. They
report meeting a mob of 200 negroes, ev-
ery one armed with a rifle, on the out
skirts of town. No attempt was made
by the blacks to interfere with the Ful-
ton people, and it is evident the former
are waiting for reinforcements. Guns
have been ordered from Paducah and
are expected here at any moment on a
special train.

At 2:30 several shots were fired at three
negroes, who were seen on the outskirte,
There was no response, and in a mo-
ment the blacks retreated, evidently
toward a larger body.

TILDEN'S FORTUNE.,

Bight Mlllions Available to Construct
a Library Building,

NEW YORK, Dec. 22.—The board of
aldermen today issued a report author-
izing the Nuilding of the proposed public
libraryéol the site of the Bryant park
reservoir, After the settlement of the
Tilden will contest the idea was formu-
lated to consolidate the Astor, Lenox
and Tilden libraries in one great insti-
tution to be known as the “New York
Public Library—Astor, Lenox and Til-
den foundations.” The Astor library
was the gift of John Jucob Astor, wha in
1848 gave $400,000, and this sum was in-
creased by his son William B. Astor to
$1,000,000. The Lenox library was found-
ed by James Lenox in 1880, who gave
$1,000,000 for grounds and a building and
then endowed the institution with $250,-
000. The Tilden library fund was creat-
ed under the terms of the will of the late
Samuel J, Tilden and litigation that
followed is well remembered. It re-
gulted in giving to the trustees about
$2,000,000 for library purposes. The en-
tire sum available from the three
sources i8 now about $8,000,000, of which
one-half can be used as a working cap-
ital,

By this time the
neighbors had been aroused, and they
came to Goodman's assistance, The rob-
ber hearing them coming, and dropping
his mask and hat, rushed out into the
darkness, with a crowd of men in pur-
suit. "The robber finally escaped. Good-
man says he did not recognize the rob-
ber.

FANCY DRINKS

Prove the Death of Amateur Mixologists
in Illinois

MATTOON, Ill, Dec. 22.—Two deaths,
the result of alcohol poisoning, occurred
here yesterday, and several young men
are under the care of physicians and
more deaths may be announced. A num-
ber of young men, ranging from 17 to
23 years of age and belonging to a club
having rooms in a business block, start-
ed in on a holiday celebration last Sun-
day. One young man supplied the crowd
with erude alcohol, and the youths com-
pounded a mixed drink of alcohol, water,
sugar and cinnamon drops. After half
a gallon of alcohol was used and several
gallons of the mixture was consumed,
some of the partakers became Intox-
catedand yesterday John Madison died.
Late this evening Bert Wellman died
ir convulsions. The investigation of the
caroner’s jury brought to light that the
alcuhol used had been taken from the
Mattoon gas works, and is what is
known as wood alcohol, considered to be
a deadly poison if taken in any quantity,
Physicians express surprise that any of
the young men survive.

A GREEK INSURRECTION.

LONDON, Dec. 22.—An Athens dis-
patch says that a desperate fight oc-
curred on Sunday at Prophetalias in thoe
Olympus district between a Turkish de-
tachment eighty strong, conveying an
investigation committee of eight Turk-
ish officials, and a Greek insurgent band
under Veloudas. The whole of the
Turkish committee and twenty-four of
the Turkish detachment were killed, the
insurgents losing only four killed.

FEMALE PEDESTRIANS

NEW YORK, Dec. 22.—Mrs. Eaby and
her daughter passed through Morris-
town, N. J,, at 5 oclock tonight on their
way from Spokane, Wash., to this city.

PLOTS OF THE CRIMINALS

Revealed in a Letter of the Dead

Statesman

Believing That He Was to Be Murdered,
He Took Pains to Identify His
Treacherous Enemies.

SOFIA, Bulgaria, Dec, 22, (Copyright,
1896.)—The trial of the persons accused
of the murder of ex-Premier Stambuloft,
who was stabbed in the streets of this
city in July, 1895, resulting in his death
on July 18, was formally opened in the
court house before a mixed tribunal yes-
terday, and was continued ‘today. The
accused are Boni Georgeoff, aged 34, a
former servant of Major Panitza: At-
zoff, a Macedonian, aged 33, the coach-
man whod rove Stambuloff from the
Union club to the scene of the crime;
Naum Tuffektcheff, an employe in th2
building department in the ministry of
public works here, and brother of Dim-
itri Tuffektcheff( who died in prison, as
is asserted, as a result of tortures in-
flicted by the direct order of the prime
minister.

Tuffektcheff aws accused of complicity
in the murder of the minister of finance,
who was assassinated in the presence of

Mons. Stambulotf, for whom he was
mistaken, on March 28, 1891,
A letter, written by the murdered

statesman to a friend some three months
before his death, was read by the judge
amid profound silence. The letter was
dated Sofia, March 16, 1805, and gave in
minute detail the plot for Stambuloff's
murder, This information, the letter as-
serted, came from one Ch. Zachariew,
who was in close touch with a band of
ten or fifteen assassins, who had “sworn
to free the country from the tyrant Stam-
buloff."”

The letter declared that the assassins
axpeeted elemency from the prince after
a short hapriscinmat, and that a plot
was also afoot tor th murder of the
prince himself, It implicates a number
of other political agitators besides thosge
now on trial. The letter concludes:

“These statements I have written in
order that it may be known that the plan
of the murderers was known to me, and
sooner or later my friends and my chil-
dren may demand their punishment.

(Signed) S, STAMBULOFFR.”

‘‘Sofia, March 25, 1891."”

The murder of Mons. Stambuloff wag
brutal in the extreme. He was stabbed,
shot, hacked and beaten in a most ter-
rible manner by his assailants, who
stopped his carriage while he was re-
turning home during the evening of July
15 from luncheon at the Union club, ac-
companied by a colleague, Mons, Pet-
coff.

MOGT IGNONINIOUS DEFEAT

Visited Upon Spanish Forces at
Manila

FALSE REPORTS ARE ISSUED

And the Usnal Ciaims of Signal Victory
Made

In Order to Secure the Success of the
Next Loan the Real Conditions
Are Concealed.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 22.—Private
advices from Manila, Philippine islands,
reached here today and are verified by
an account in the Hongkong press re-
celved by the steamer Belgic this morn-
ing. he news contained in the com-
munication deals with the attack by the
Spanish on Noveleta isthmusiand the at-
tempt of the Spanish to dislodge the in.
surgents in Cavite and Viejo. At the
end of the campaign, which lasted unti!
the 14th of November, the Spanish au-
thorities sent out dispatches reporting
that the attack had been successtul and
that the rebel loss was very heavy. The
Spanish claimed to have lost about
thirty-five killed and one hundred
wounded. It is now learned that (he
great victory that the Castillians pre-
dicted ended in ignominjous defeat. The
rebels held Noveleta against warships
and troops. The Spaniards retired arf-
ter suffering heavy loss.

The Spanish forces under General
Rios were divlded into two brigades cf
7000 men each, supported by the Spanisa
gunboats in the bay. The insurgents
numbered about 12,000 men, a soniewhat
smaller force than the Spanish com-
manded, but they were strongly ea-
trenched in Cavite and Noveleta. At the
head of the Noveleta peninsula the
ground was honeycombed with rifle pits
and the town defended fromn assault by
earthworks planted with rapid fire can-
non and several pieces of artillery.

Rios attacked the first line of redoubts
at Noveleta and the rebels fell back to
the main line of defense, a mile in the
rear of the picket line., The Spanish had
their plans well arranged. They placad
the cruiser Castilla close inshore, anid
with her guns covered the attack of the
royal troops. The cruisers shells reach-
ed the outside defenses of the rebels,
but had little effect on the defensés of
the city. The fight started at 9 oclock
Sunday, November 8th, and by 1 p. m..
the insurgents’' outer works had been
evacuated.

Then a general attack followed, Rios
casting the main body of his first brigade
against the rebel Intrenchments. The
gunboats opened fire on the enemy but,
owing to bad gunnery, failed to cause
ary damages to the defenses, The Car-
della, the clogest to Cavite, was fully
#iX miiles from the town and all of her
shells fell short owing to the extreme
eievation given to the ship's cannon,

When Riog’ men reached the insur-
gents’ works a terrific fire was opened on
them. They manched forward resolute-
1y until the riflepits commenced to belch
fire, mowing down the front ranks. The
column faltered, then retreated slowly
under heavy fire.

The Spanish troops were in the open
and subjected to the full effect of the
fire, Had the rebel gunners been good
Rios could have been siaughtered.

On the morning of the 9th the &panish
were back in their camp again and had
repaired the remnants ot the first brig-
ade, The Second brigade had suffered
very little. The steamer Isabel I. and a
small transport were used to fetch the
wounded to port from the peninsula.
At least 500 wounded were brought from
the battlefield.

On Wednesday, November ilth, Rios
prepared and headed a second attack
on Noveleta, He threw his entire army
against the redoubts and was routed
with heavy loss in the first attack. The
gunboats failed to aid the troops to any
extent, their shot falling short. The
Spanish did not attempt to renew the
attack but waited until the morning of
the 14th, when a weak effort was made
to flank the rebels, the failure of which
ended the fighting for the time being.

OFFICIAL LYING

LONDON, Dec. 22.—A Madrid dis-
patch to the Daily Maii says: “‘In order
to fnsure the success of the next loan,
the government is straining every nerve
to conceal the true situation in the
Philippines. The whole colony is in re-
volt and scattered bodies of Spanish
troops have been hemmed in by the
rebels. It is rumored that a certain pro-
portion of German reserve oflicers are
in the insurgent ranks,

TROUBLE AT HOME.

MADRID, Dee. 22.—The Correspon-
dencia asserts that the gendarmes have
dispersed a small revolutionary band
that has been organized near this city.

An official denial was published of this
report, but an official telegram was pub-
lished here stating that the gendarmes
had dispersed a band of ten men bear-
ing a republican flag at Novelda in the
provinee of Alecante, in southern Spain.
1t is further reported officially that cev-
en of the men*were killed ard a number
of dynamite bombs have been seized,

The cabinet meeting today was presid-
ed over by Senor Canovas del Castillo,
president of the council. The cabinet
decidiad not to make any reply to Presi-
dent Cleveland's message through dip-
lomatic channels.

A WARSHIP COMING.

HONGKONG, Dec. 22.—The German
warship Irene, with Admiral Tirpitz on
board, hase sailed for Manila under or-
dere from Berlin to protect German sub-

jects and the subjecis of other powers

in the «vent of severe fighting which is
anticipated there.

CUBAN AFFAIRS.

Weyler Will Take the Field and Push
A the Cawmpaign,

CINCINNATI, 0., Dec, 22.—A special
to the Connmercial-Tribune from Key
West, Fla, sayvs: That General Weyler
iz going into the field again is confirmed
tonight by passengers on the Havana
boat. Preparations are being made with
cecrecy for a forward movement, Three
battalions of newly landed treops left
by water for the east. It iy supposed
thic is a part of Weyler's coming cam-
paign. Gomez iz advancing rapidly and
it is thought that Weyler wll, if possi-
ble, prevent hstcoming to the gates of
Havana.

It is stated from Cuban sources that
the Cuban: leader is wild over the mur-
der of his only son and his beloved chief,
and is burning to avenge their fall. The
Cubans in the army are infuriated also

over the treachery of Dr. Zertucha. Dr.
Zertucha is a marked man, too, and it is
reported a move will be made to abduct
him. He is now in a fortgess some miles
from Havana, with a strong Spanish
guard. His trip to Spain will be post-
poned, the Cubans say, as if he goes
over there, they have friendly hands in
that country who will avenge Maceo and
young Gaomez. Major Cirujeda also
comes in for his share of hatred and re-
venge. Strong insurgent bands are now
80 close to Flavana that the Spanish sol-
diers seldom venture far out of the gates
of the city, except in strong force. A
company of twenty-five was attacked
Sunday night not over three miles from
the palace by an Insurgent band, and
several of them Kkilled. This audacity
has worried Weyler, but he cannot cap-
ture nor disperse them. An American
ramed Amos Johnson, from Texas, is
their most prominent leader,
OPPOSE RECOGNITION.

CHICAGO, Dec. 22.—The board of
trade today adopted resolutions protest-
ing against the adoption of the Cameron
resolution on Cuba by congress. The
resolutions say the board of trade sym-
pathizes with any people struggling to
be free, but it believes the recognition of
independence to be inopportune at this
time.

A MISSING FILIBUSTER

CINCINNATI, O., Dec, 22.—A special
to the Commercial-Tribune from Jack-
sonville, Fla., says: “There is much
guessing as to the whereabouts of the
Three Friends that left Fernandina ten
days ago with arms and ammunition.
It Is supposed that she landed her cargo.
J. N. Barris, her attorney and part owner
was asked today if it was not time to
hear from the daring craft. He smiled,
hut thought she would ha heard from
in a day or two. It is the impression
here now that she has two or more othe:
expeditions to carry over before com-
ing here to be seized. The moment she
vntures within reach of a revenue cutter
her occupation will be gone.

Urged Upon the Attention of Manager
Mark Hanna

Senators From the Silver States Visit
Cleveland in the Interest of
the Silver Section.

CLEVELAND, Dec. 22.—Senators
Thurston of Nebraska and Shoup of
Idaho arrived in the city this morning
and were driven immedately to the office
of M. A. Hanna, where a long confer-
ence wasg held between the three gentle-
men. At noon the charman escorted his
guests to lunch at the Union League
club, where the discussion was renewed,
While it was stated that the visit was of
a social nature, it was known that the
prime object of the conference was to
discuss cabinet matters and, as a gen-
tleman close to Mr. Hanna stated, there
was little doubt but that Messrs, Thurs-
ton and Shoup came here to secure Mr.
Hanna's influence toward the selection
of some man from the silver district
which they represent as a member of
the cabinet.

Speaking of Cuban affairs, Mr. Thurs-
ton said: “There is little doubt that the
Cameron resolution is strongly favored
by a goodt majority in both houses. I be-
lieve, however, that the oppogition will
throw so many obstacles in the way of
the passage of the resolution that it wiil
be found impossible to get it through.
1 feel, however, that eventually a com-
promise will be reached in which the in-
surgents will be accorded the rights of
belligerents,

“Personally I favor radical measures,
The United States has'vast interests at
stake, The island is being rapidly de-
populated, and the people who remain
are in many cases actually suffering for
the necessities of life. TRere are many
excellent reasons why the United States
should intervene without delay.”

MISS KATE HIELD'S BoDY

Brought From the Far-0ff South
Sea Isles

REMAINS TO BE CREMATED

The Ashes to Find Resting Place at
Mount Veroon

San Francisco Newspapers and Literary
‘Workers Will Hold Memorial Fun-
eral Services On Sunday Next

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 22.—The
steamer Belgic that arrived from Hong-
kong and Yokohama, via Honolulu,
brought to port the remains of Miss
Kate Field. The body of Miss Field was
placed on the Belgic on December 15th.
Consul-General Mills of Hawali attended
to the removal of the casket from the
vault in Honolulu cemetery and the
placing of it on board the steamer. The
casket was enclosed in a large wooden
case and stowed on the forward 'tween
decks. There was no ceremony, Consul
Mills advising that admirers of Miss
Field refrain from strewing flowers on
the casket, as very little time could be
spared, it being necessary to hurry the
shipment of the bedy, as the Belgic had
little time to spend at the islands.

It is intended that the remains will be
cremated here, then the ashes will be
sent to Mount Auburn. The remains are
consigned to Henry Highton and ‘will be
removed to an undertaking parlor be-
fore being sent to the erematory. Owing
to the many failures to ship the casket
the memorial committee was not noti-
fled of its arrival until noon today. It
immediately arranged to rcceive theu,
but it will be some days, however, be-
fore the casket can be removed from the
ship, owing to quarantine regulations.

Charles Hug, of J. D. Spreckels & Bro.,
has interested himself on behalf of the
memorial committee and will try to
secure a permit from the collector of
the port allowing the body to be brought
ashore.

On Monday, November 23d, the Kate
Field memorial committes met at Shasta,
hall and arranged to hold memorial ser-
vices in Trinity church on the arrival of
the body. The Woman's DPrese geso-
ciation and the press club have the dc-
tails in charge.

The funeral services will take place
at Trinity ¥piscopal church, corner of
Bush and Gough streets, on next Sun-
day at 2 p. m., and the body will be im-
mediately afterwards conveyed to the
crematory, where it will be incinerated.

GOING HOME

The Presidential Party Fitted Out With
New ('lothes ¢

CHICAGO, Dec. 22.—~President-elect
McKinley left for Canton shortly after
11 o’clock tonight, He left the home of
McWilliams at 9 o'clock, and in com-
pany with his wife, McWilllams and
Capt. Heistand was driven to the depot.
Ahead of them went a baggage wagon
loaded with six big trunks, every one
of them heavier than when the McKin-
ley party brought them to Chicago.

From the president-elect down to Mrs.
McKinley's maid ,every on® of the party
had some new clothes. Inonetrunk was
the gown which Mrs. McKinley wili
wear at the inauguration and in another
was a new suit for McKinley. The most
exciting part of McKinley's last day in
Chicago was when a crowd of 4000 per-
sons surrounded his carriage in front of
the wholesale house of Marshall, Field
& Co. at 3 o'clock this afterroon and re-
fused to let the carriage go until the
major had shaken hands with several
hundred of them. He was finally res-
cued by the police. Just before leav-
ing Mr. McKinley declared that his
health had much improved and that his
rest had done him ‘“a world of good.”

WORK RESUMED

On the Once Famous Mine on Allison’s
Ranch

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 22.—The Al-
lison ranch mine, which was a quarter of
a century ago one of the best producing
mines in the vicinity of Grass Valley, is
to be re-opened and worked to its fullest
capacity.

SIVINGS BAMKS WERE PREPARED

And the Money Public Rallies
in Support

BUSINESS HOUSES BROKEN

Which Had Borrowed Meney From the
Illinois National

And Many Concerss Qo lato the Haads of
Receiveis

Two Minnesota Banks Fail Under the
Pressure Which Was Added to
the Recent Hard Times

CHICAGO, Dec. 22.—The failure of
Angus & Gildele, general contractorsg
the American Brewing, Malting and
Elevator company; the George A. Weisse
Malting and Elevator company, and
George A. Weisse, individually, all of
these being due to the collapse of the
National Bank of Illinois and small runs
on three banks were the echoes today
of the bank failures of yesterday. Runs
were made on the Garden City Banking
and Trust company, the Hibernian Sav-
ings bank and the Ililncis Trust and
Savings banlk, but none of the runs were
of much importance.

The officers of the Garden Citv Bank-
ing and Trust company had expected
that a run would be made upon their in-
stitution and were ready to meet it.
They threw open the doors of the bank
an hour earlier than usual, and they eald
they wanted to get the run out of the
way, so they could transact their usual
business without being disturbed. Quite
a crowd of depositors had gathered at
the doors before they were opened, and
as soon as the bank was ready for bus-
iness the depositors gave the paying
tellers all they cared to do. The run
kept up with energy for over an hour and
then died away.

At the close of banking hours the
officers of the institution announced that
during the day the amount of mouey
taken in was treble that paid out, and
the bank was declared in better shape
than at the opening of the doors in the
morning. The run on the Hibernian
Savings bank was of short duration, as
the officers declined to make any pay-
ment on time deposits unless giveu six-
ty days notice They said this was not
because they were not prepared to pay
all depositors in full, but because they
wished to avoid embarrassment to
smaller depositors, who might not be
prepared to pay all their depositors in
full aad who might be placed in an em=-
barrassing position. The stronger banks
were paying all demands for time de-
posits.

There was a slight run on the Illinois
Trust Savings bank shortly after it
opened this morning, the similarity of
its name and that of the National Bank
of Tllinois having led some d<positors to
believe that the former was efbar=
rassed. During the run in 1891 President
John M. Mitchell of the Illinois Trust
gave orders to pay all depositors who
called for their money and was criti-
cised by other bankers for doing so. This
morning, as soon as it became evident
that there was likely to be a crowd in
the bank, instructions were given to the
tellers to serve the customary sixty-
day notice, but to pay all depositors who
could show that they wanted $100 of their
movey for a legitimate purpose. The re-
sult was that the score or more of peos
prle who had lined up at the paying
tellers’ wi dows soon dispersed.

After the cloze of banking hours the
excitement had completely dled out. The
giving of the notice was sanctioned by
the clearinghouse committee and the
objact was (the Illinois Trust being the
strongest savings banrk in the city) to
give the smaller enes the opportunity
to point to its action as an excuse for
giving the notice themselves, which they
did, and thus effedtually stopped a run,

The Illinois Trust and Savings bank
is said to have $9,000,000 in cash on hand
and was today loaning money inetead
of, as in 1893, calling loans in to meet
the demands of the savings depositors.

The American Prewing, Malting and
Elevator company, the George Weisse
Malting and Elevator company and
George A. Welsse assigned this evens
ing in the county court. The assigne
ments of the two companies, which are
intimately eonnected in busiress, and
that of Weisee were brought into eourt
together at 6 oclock. The assignee of
the American Brewing, Malting and El-
evator company ig the Chicago Title and
Trust company. The George A. Welsse
Malting and Elevator company sssigned
to the Security Title and Trust company,
and that company I8 the assignee of
Welsse also. No statement was filed as
to the assets and liabilities. The fall-
ure of the two corporatiorne was the re=
sult of the failure of the National Bank
of Illineois, the two companies were bor-
rowers from the bank and were in=
debted to it when it failed to the amount
of over $500,000. As soon a® the failure
of the bank wasanneunced preparations
were begun for the closing up of the
business of the two compandes. The cor=
porations were both organized through
the efforts of George A, Welase, who is
president of the George A. Weisse Malt-
ing and Elevator company and a son-
in-law of President Schneider of the Na-
tional Bank of Illinois. The American

Brewing, Malting and Blevator com=
pany is the owner of extensive malt-

houses on North Ashland avenue, which
are leased to the other company and
are used by it in the manufacture of
malt, The American Brewing, Malting

j and Elevator company has alarge brew-
| ery adjoining the malthouse and the two
bare closely related in business, the one

buving and selling to the other.
