WALL STREET SPECULATION

A Decided Shrinkage of Business With
Lower Prices

Even tho Bond Market Showed Weakness.
European Demand Suffers a

Sudden Reaction

NEW YORK, Jan. 20.?There was a fur-
thor decided shrinkage In the volume of

business In stocks today and prices worked
toward a lower level, chiefly as a result of
bear aggression. Speculation for a rise
was discouraged at the outset by a reac-
tion in the London prices of American se-
curities and the indisposition of commis-
sion house clients to trade left the Held
comparatively clear for tho bear profes-
sionals and room operators. Selling by
houses with Washington connections was
somewhat of a feature and tho specialties,
as usual in a narrow market, scored the
widest fluctuations in prices. The Indus-
trials as a grout) overshadowed the rail-
way shares In point of activity but, gener-
ally speaking, the distribution of the deal-
ings was not up to the recent average.
Sugar was irregular with a range of 1
per cent and closed fractionally lower. The
only suggestion of news uffcctlng the prop-
erty was the formal answer of the Wool-
son Spice company to the petition or the
Arbuckle Interest for a receiver, denying
all the allegations made therein, The dull-
ness of the general market wns relieved
by one or two special movements. Consid-
erable Interest was attached lo reports of
Impending meeting of the government rep-
resentatives in Union Pacific and expected
conferenoea between Attorney-General
Harmon and the reorganisation syndicate
which were believed to foreshadow pro-
ceedings for tho foreclosure of the Union
Paotflo property. There was not. however,
even a ripple In the market for th" com-
pany's securities. In the tlnal dealing!a better tone developed, chiefly In cover-ing and rallies of 102 per cent were madeI'he closing was steady. The bond mar-
ket gave the first evidence of weakness to-day, that has been apparent in this depart-ment for a long time. The total saleswere $1,-124.000.
