IN THE SENATE

Mr. Allen's Tariff Speech Falls
Bather Flat

WASHINGTON, March 30?Senator
Allen of Nebraska, Populist, made a

long speech In the senate today on the
unconstitutionality of the tariff taxe9
beyond those requisite for revenue. Al-
though it was the first tariff speech the
senate has heard this session, it did)not

attract much attention. Allen severely

criticised the trusts and combinations,

which, he declared, reaped the main ad-
vantage of tariff taxes. The senator's
remarks were in the nature of a legal
argument, showing the constitutional
limitations of the taxing power of con-
gress. He maintained also that It was
not the laborers and wage earners who
were clamoring for a higher tariffbut
manufacturers, bankers, attorneys and
lobbyists, who made their appeals In the
name of the wage earner. He asserted

there were very few laborers and pro-

ducers who believed that wages were
raised substantially by a high tariff, and
still fewer who desired that such a tariff

? should be levied on the articles of nec-
essary consumption, of 25 per cent of
the people for their special benefit. In
conclusion the speaker declared that the
full measure of the taxing power of
congress is reached when a tariff for
revenue, with incidental protection, is
Imposed. Any other construction, he
said, would lead to confiscation and in-
cidentally to enforced repudiation, "the
two worst conceivable forms of anarchy
and disorder In a civilized state."

Senator Allen added: "We cannot
serve the people and the money power
at the same time."

At the conclusion %r Allen's remarks
the resolution was referred to the
finance committee.

The house amendments to the senate
Joint resolutions appropriating J250.C00
for the saving of lifeand property along
the Mississippi river were agreed to and
the resolution now goes to the president.

Mcßride of Oregon presented an
amended certificate from the governor
of Oregon as to the appointment of
Henry W. Corbett as senator from that
state. The certificate states that the ap-
pointment is until (he next legislature

shall meet, thus curing the supposed

defect in the first credentials, which did
not fix the limit of service.

Among the petitions was one from the
board of sheep eommlslsonei e of Mon-
atna, urging the mo.-t ample protection
on wool in accordance with the platform
promises, and asserting that the policy

of protection would not long prevail
without this adequate protection to the
wool-growing interest.

The Cuban question was brought for-
ward again by Morgan, who presented
a resolution requesting the president to
inform the senate whether letters had
been received by the present and former
chief executives from Gen. Gomez, com-
mander of the revolutionary forces in
Cuba. The resolution recites at length
the letter said to have been forwarded
to Preside!, t McKinleyand his predeces-
sor from Gomez ar.d published in the
newspapers today. The resolution con-
cluded with a request that the president

shall also inform the senate Whether
the Spanish authorities in Cuba have
refused to allow cipher dispatches to
be transmitted between the United
states consul at Sagua la Grande and
the United Stalest consul-general at Ha-
vana.

At 2 p .m. the senate went into execu-
tive session and at 4:25 adjourned.

A MONETARY MEASURE.
WASHINGTON, March 30.?Repre-

sentative Heitwole of Minnesota has in-
troduced a resolution for a banking and
currency commission, which Is in line
with McKiniey's Inaugural address and
of the Indianapolis conference, The

resolution recites that in view of the
present banking and currency system,
It is desirable that congress shall have
the aid of experts In making changest
The commission Is to be composed of
four citizens eminent in trade, politics
and banking, appointed by the presi-
dent, and a senate committee appointed
by the vice president, and representa-
tives to be appointed by the speaker, and
the comptroller of the currency, and
the resolution provides that it shall re-
port to congress on the first Monday of
next December.

DINGLEY'S DESIGN .
WASHINGTON, March 3u.?Chairman

Dlngley and his colleagues of the ways

and means committee will attempt to

have the duties Imposed by the new tar-

iff bill go into effect before the bill be-
comes a law. This novel and much-
discussed policy was definitely resolved
upon at a meeting of the the Republican
members of the committee held tonight.
The sub-committee, consisting of Rep-

resentatives Grosvenor of Ohio, Tawney

of Minnesota and Dalsell of Pennsylva-

nia, which mis authorized to report

upon the proposition, presented an
amendment which they had written, and
their colleagues Instructed Grosver.or
to offer the amendment tomorrow in
the house. There is no doubt that it will
be adopted by a party vote.

The substance of the amendment fol-
lows:

That the duties imposed by the bill
shall be enforced and collected on all
goods imported subsequent to April 15
and prior to the passage of the act. not
purchased or In transit prior to April
L It creates a lien upon the goods thus
imported for the amount of the duties
imposed, and also makes the Importer

and the person in whose possession the
goods may be found, not a retail mer-

chant or a carrier, liable for the amount

of the duties or for the excess Imposed
by the bill above the amounts such arti-
cles may have paid. It also requires

customs officers to retain samples of im-
ported goods, to the end that the evi-
dence of identification may be pre-

served. It provides for bringing suits

to recover the duties, both against Im-
porters ar.d wholesale merchants, and
givef to curcuit courts of the United
States full and complete Jurisdiction to

hear and determine such actions and to

enforce the Judgments.
The members of the sub-committee

had investigated the question of the
constitutionality and validity of the
proposition personally ami had secured
the opinions of able lawyers, among

them the attorney-general of Ohio.
When they presented to their colleagues

the authorities on which they propose
to sustain the amendment there was no

dissent from their views.

Letters have poured in upon Mr. Ding-

ley and his oollcageus this week from
importers, asking what was proposed to

be done in the matter.
Ifimporters can place their orders and

get goods through the custom houses
before April 15th the amendment willnot
affect them, but they will be obliged to

take their chances In such attempts.

While there Is much doubt expressed
by members of congress as to the
validityof the amendment and
as to Its acceptance by the senate, it will

doubtless have the effect of discour-
aging importatior.6 while the bill is pend-
ing before the senate. The chief prece-
dent on which the committee relies to

sustain its action Is a decision of th-!
supreme court growing out of the Wil-
son act. That act did not become a law
until Aug. 2S. 1804. although the bill
stated that the duties therein imposed
should be levied on and after Aug. Ist.
It was beore congress nearly a month
after the time fixed for its beginning, and
ac the house accepted the senate amend-
ments without sending the bill to a con-

ference between the two houses the in-
tention of the leaders to change the
date of Its enforcement could not be
carried out. The supreme court de-
cided 1n effect, however, as Ita opinion

Is interpreted by the ways and means
committee, that the rates of the act be-
came operative on the date declared by

the act. although that date was twenty-
eight days before It became a law. There
are also decisions by state courts In
cases involving taxation which the com-
mittee will quote as authority.

TIRED OF LIFE

A Millionaire Glass Manufacturer
Commits Suicide

SYRACUSE, N. V., March 30.?A spe-

cial to the Herald from Geneva says that
Charles A. Houghton, principal owr.er
of the Cirning Glass company, reputed
to be worth half a million, shot and
killed himself today.

When Mr. Houghton failed to return
to his home last night his family be-
came anxioup, and early this morning

Fearching parties were organized and
after several hours he wap found dead
in the sandhouse of the Corning Glass
works, of which concern he was vice
president A revolver with two empty
chamberp was found beside him, and
It was evident that he had committed
suicide. Five years ago his brother,

Frederick Houghton of the Buffalo
Scale works, killed himself at Corning.

The only reason assigned for the sui-
cide is that Mr. Houghton's mind had
becoiii" unbalanced, owlr.fr to a severe
illness hf underwent recently.

Charles F Houghton was ah assembly-
man from Steuben county in 1573, and
Was* always regarded as one ofCoining's
most prominent citizens

POOLING BILL

For the Benefit of the
Railroad

STILL ANOTHER COMMISSION

TO DRAW PAY FOR DOING

NO WORK

Senator Foraker Introduces a Billfor

the Relief of Railroads Threat-

ened With Competition

Associated Press Special Wire.
WASHINGTON, March 30?Senator

Foraker of Ohio teday introduced a
pooling bill. It is practically a repro-
duction of the Patterson bill introduced
in the last congress. It Is Intended to

remove the objections to pooling which
were raised by the supreme court of the
United Stater in its decision recently

rendered in the Tranemlssouri Freight

association case. The document is quite
voluminous, covering over thirtyprinted
pages". The first section amends the, in-

terstate commerce act so as to render

it lawful for railroad associations to en-
ter Into pools under the following con-
ditions:

Every contract, agreement or arrange-

ment shall be in writing and filed with
a commission created by this act, and
shall become lawful and enforcible be-
tween the parties thereto at the expira-

tion of twenty days from the filingthere-
of, unless the commission shall in the
meantime pursue such investigation and
consideration as it may deem proper and
make an order disapproving of the same;

and It shall be the duty of the commis-
sion to make such order of disapproval

whenever upon such investigation and
consideration it phall be of the opinion,
that the operation of any such contract,

by reason of its provisions or for want of

necosasry restrictions and limitations,

would result In unreasonable rates, un-
just discrimination, insufficient service
to the public, or otherwise contravene
any of the provisions of this act.

It Is also made the dutyof the commis-
sion to obs-erve the workings ofsuch con-

tracts or agreements as affect the
transportation business of the country,

and to Investigate all complaints relat-
ing to rates or facilities afforded by pool-
ing associations, and whenever the com-
mission, after due notice, shall find that
any such rates, facilities or the prac-
tice are excessive or unreasonable, or

any unjust discrimination i? made be-
tween individuals, localities or articles
of traffic, or are otherwise in contraven-

tion to any of the ptovistons of this act,

the commission fhall issue an order re-

quiring; such rates, charges, etc.. main-
tained by either under such contract to

he exchanged, modified or corrected.
The authority of the commission goes

tri the extent of allowing It to disap-

prove of the contract Itself and requir-
ing it to be terminated at any time to be
mentioned, which time, It is provided,

shall not be less than thirty days.

The effect of this order. It Is specifi-
cally stated, would render the contract

unlawful and non-enforclble, but it Is
provided that the orders and findings of
the commission in such cases shall be
subject to review by the United States
circuit courts upon petition. The bill
further provides that in such cases, the
courts shall act speedily In determining

questions of this character and shall
make such order or decree as may be
just and equitable In determining

whether the contract shall be enforcible,

notwithstanding the disapproval by the
commission.

A further appeal is allowed by any of

the parties to the supreme court of the
United States.

THE NEW YORK CASE.
CHICAGO, March 30?The Post's

Washington special says: Attorney-

General McKenna has finally decided at

once to carry to the supreme court the
case decided against the United States
and In favor of the Joint Traffic asso-
ciation, the recent decision of the su-
preme court In the Sherman anti-trust
law having satisfied him that it will
be an easy matter to secure a reversal of
the findings of the lower court. He will
not only carry the case up. but he will
ask that it b? advanced and a hearing

given before the adjournment of the su-

preme court in May. .The leading at-
torneys of eastern trunk lines appear to

be desirous of having a final ruling on
the traffic agreement before making a
concerted effort in congress for pooling
legislation.

TRANSCRIPT FILED.
WASHINGTON, March 30?A tran-

script of the record in the case of the
United States against the Joint Trafti?
association was filed in the supreme

court of the United States today. The
case comes to the supreme court on an
appeal from the decision of the circuit
cr.urt of appeals for the second circuit,
where the decision was against the
United Slates. A motion to advance the

c ase on the docket will be made by the
government on Thursday.

SETTLERS' PAYMENTS.
SAN FRANCISCO, March 30.?Set-

tlers on. forfeited railroad land grants,

particularly In the southern part of th?
state, will be interested in the provi-

sions of an act of congress, approved
February 15, 1897, notice of which was
received today by Register of the Land
Office J. I. Dunn. By this act the time
for payment is extended two years. In
most cases the final payments would fall
due next June. But bad crops and low
prices have left few of the settlers in

a position to meet these payments and
thi» act will bring welcome relief.

NEW ROLLING STOCK.
OAKDALE, Cal., March 30.?Engines

Nos. 1 and 2 of the Sierra Railway com-
pany arrived here today. Track laying

will commence at once. The grading

forces are pushing ahead. About 200
head of stock will be put on next week
and work will be pushed as fast as
camps can be established.

THE VALLEYROAD.
SAN FRANCISCO, March 30.?The

Valley railroad directors have forwarded
to New York $1,000,000 of the company's

bonds, properly signed by President
Claus Spreckels and Secretary Alex.

IMackie. A similar amount of bonds of
the company is being signed by Spreok-

els and Mackie, and willbe ready to be
sent to New York In ten days. The ob-

ject of sending the documents back
east Is to have the securities properly-
certified to by the Metropolitan Trust
company, which is the trustee and cus-
todian of the blanket mortgage on all
the company's property, issued as se-
curity for the proposed bonded debt of
$6,000,000. As soon as the trustee cer-
tifies to the bonds in question they will
be sent back here for'the directors to

sell at such time as they deem proper.
The money now being used by the

Valley road for extensions south of
Fresno is now being advanced by Claus
Spreckels. and when the legal formali-
ties of making the bonds marketable
shall be complied with he is to take the

first lot of $1,000,000. For this reason
the directors find themselves possessed
of all the ready money they willrequire

for some months to come. Itis under-
stood that Spreckels Is to take the first
thousand bonds of the value of$1000 each
at par.

It was stated at a meeting of the di-
rectors today that fhe remaining $t,000.-
--000 of bonds being engraved for the
road by the American Bank Note com-
pany of New York would shortly be
ready for shipment to this city. Chief
Engineer Storey made a report that fa-
vorable progress was being made in
grading work on the Reedley and Vl-
salia extension, as well as on the Han-
ford line. The surveying corps of four-
teen men in the Contra Costa hills, he
said, was still busy collecting data for
the most feasible route to Point Rich-
mond as part of the proposed branch
between Stockton and Point Richmond.

The New York State Association
Dissolves

NEW YORK. March 30?The Associ-
ated Press of the state of New York, at
a meeting- held today, decided to dis-
solve itself as* a ncwsgatherir.g organiz-

ation. It was a corporate organization
having a president, a secretary and a
board of directors. During the early

years of Its existence the Associated
Press of the state of New York held re-
ciprocal relations with the New York
Assoclnted Press, receiving fium the lat-
ter the news of the day outside of the
state and supplying In turn the larger

association with New York state news.
When the New York Associated Prese
became a part of the United Press, a re-
ciprocal relationship between' these two
organizations was established. Through-
out the State Press association have
maintained their organization loyally.

,When, however, the United Press de-
clared its inability to carry out its obli-
gations, the members of the State Press
deem=d it advisable to hold a meeting,

with the result that a dissolution was
decided upon. Today twenty-three of

the members of the association complet-
ed the details of membership contracts

with the Associated Press and contracts
with others which willbe consummated
as rapidly as the clerical details can be
arranged. The news service of the As-
sociated Press of these papers will be-
gin within a few days.

George Bleistein. owner of the Buffalo
courier, was the last president of the
Associated Press of the state of N;W

York, which at the time of its dissolu-
tion today was made up of the fc.llow-
irs membrrsand clients: Albany Argus,
Albany Express.
