There is a great deal of excltement
and dissatisfaction among the jobbers
and retail grocers of San Francisco over
the actions of the board of heailth of that
oity in handling the pure food problem.
The board has been procuring samples
of food offered for sale at the retail gro-
ceries and has had a quantity of fruit
jellies, syrups and catsups subjected to
chemical analysis. The result has been
tkat a large number of these samples,
particularty the jellies, have been de-
clared adulterated, apple jelly, a harm-
less adulterant, being found to be the
basis of nearly all jellies, whether la-
beled raspberry, strawberry or currant.
The canners say that it is impossible
to make orange, lemon, peach or apri-
cot jelly from the pure julce. In nearly
all jellies manufactured, apple juice has
to be used before the mixture will solid-
ify. The newspapers of San Francisco
have published the names and addresses
of places where the jellies were pur-
chased, together with the brands and
the result of the chemical analyses, The
grocers say that their trade in jellles
has very seriously fallen off since the
board of health mad~> ite investi@ation
and declare that injustice has been done
them. It has been suggested that jellles
be labeled as being part appla, but the
grocers say that if their goods were so
branded they could not sell them. The
California canners say that adulterated
eastern jellies have somewhat lowered
the grade of the California production,
owing to close competition. One canner
even confessed at a recent meeting of the
board of health and the grocers that the
California firm which he represented was
packing inferior goods under a fictitious
label. He said: “We wouldn’t put our
own label upon them because they were
not up to the standard.” The principal
excitement so far seéms to be in regard
to the adulterated jellies, as stated.
‘Where the adulterant is merely juice of
another fruit it would appear that the
grocers might find a remedy by having
the jellies honestly labeled for just what
they are. It is not to be doubted that in
such case housekeepers would continue
to purchase the goods, knowing exactly
what they were buying. As it is at
present, people are afraid to purchase
Any jellies because the harmfully adul-
terated are not to be distinguished from
those containing fruit juices only. Some
of the jellies analyzed contained dele-
terious coloring matter, glucose and
other nasty adulterants. Most of these
bad jellies were eastern brands.

The catsups analyzed were scarcely
any of them pure. A few brands con-
tained no tomatoes at all, and the public
s advised to only purchase dark-looking
catsup, the bright-looking kind obtain-
fng its nice appearance from chemicals.
One of the samples of raspberry syrup
examined by the board of health was
found to contain no trace of the fruit,
being composed of cane sugar, aniline
dyes, glucose and water. This stuff was
manufactured by the Pacific Coast Syrup
company, the president of which is un-
der arrest. He admits having sold large
quantities of adulterated jams, jellies
and syrups in this state and also in Ore-
gon and Washington. Such offenders
against the health of the community
ought certainly to be heavily punished,
as should also those retailers who know-

-ingly sell goods that are harmfully adul-

terated. A distinction ought to be made,
however, against such dealers, and those
who are ignorant that they have been
imposed upon by the manufacturer.
Many of the latter class in S8an Fran-
cisco have suffered by the action of the
board of health, Men have been arrested
for selling articles they had been car-
rying for twenty years and had always
considered standard. Some have had
to pay heavy fines and all whose names
have been published in the newspapers
have experienced a falling off of patron-
age.

It is probable that a pure food crusade
will be commenced in Los Angeles before
‘long and then some interesting revela-
tions may be made.

The fact that rates
had also been advanced to the standard
of the 27th of March, 1895, said advance
taking effect on the 30th of March, 1897,
does not concern the agents so much,
although with regard to the rates on
Los Angeles property it is expected that
the existing special rates lately form-
ulated by Surveyor
Southern California Underwriters’ as-
soclation will be maintained, as they
have been arrived at after much careful
work and personal inspection in each
case of the property rated.

But few of the local agents have as
vet received any official notification of
the change in their relations toward the
companies they represent, the reason
being, so it is stated, that the compact
agreement among the San Franecisco
managers has not yet been fully signed
up, on account of the absence of some
of the members of the new board.

If the San Francisco managers have
had any doubt as to the manner in which
their autocratic order reducing compen-
sation would be received by their coun-
try representatives they are undeceived
The local boards at Sac-
ramento, Stockton, San Jose, Santa Bar-
bara, San Diego, Riverside and other
poinis are up in arms.

In addition it appears that the San
Francisco managers have also by reso-
lution decided that ‘“the authority to
promulgate rates is vested solely in the
board of fire underwriters of the Pa-
cific,” which appears to put a damper
upon the arduous efforts of the local
boards to decide upon what rates should
properly be charged.

In effect it appears, according to the
views expressed by some of the insur-
ance men, as if the intention of the man-
agers was to reduce their local repre-
sentatives to the position of mere clerks
to carry out orders, instead of recog-
nizing them as men of ability and judg-
ment in their profession.
