WASHINGTON, May 10.—The Bell]
elephone Company has won the case
‘brought against it by the United States

. to annul the last Berliner patent, This
 decision has the effect of continuing the
control of the telephone by the Bell
Company for 17 years from the date of
the last patent, granted In 1891,

The case has attracted wide attention
because of the extensive interests in-
wvolved in its gettlement and the opinion
of the court has been anxiously awaited.
The suit, it was claimed, involved the
practical control of the art of telephon-
ing. It originated in a charge of collu-
sion in the patent office and was brought |
to obtain the repeal and cancellation of
letters patents U, 8. No. 463,669, dated
November 17, 1891, granted to the Amer-
ican Bell Telephone company as as-
signee of Emil Berliner, the alleged in-
ventor. The repeal and cancellation of
the patent was sought upon the ground
that the application for it while filed in
1877, was not issued until 1891, This de-
lay was charged to be unnecessary and
fmproper on the part of the patent office,
and the Bell Telephone company, which,
as Berliner's assignee, controlled the ap-
plication. It was aserted that the com-
pany had acquiesced in and promoted
the delay in their own intefests, thus
defrauding the public of its rights.

It was claimed the the Berliner patent
practiclly controls telephony, as it has
to do with both the transmission and re-
ceipt of sound, and that the delay thus
secured until* 1891 operated to control
this act for fourteen years beyond the
expiration of the Bell patent.

It was also asserted that the paten:
was granted by the commissioner of
patents without authority of law and jt
was the same invention for which a pa-
tent had been granted in 1880, and that
the principle was therefore not new.

With reference to the argument on
the subject of the continuance of the
telephone monopoly, Justice Brewer re-
peated that there was no question that
BeRIl's patent had explred, but it must
be remembered that Berliner's rights
were independent from those of Bell. If
there should be a new invention upon the
expiration of the Berliner patent, the
rights of its author could not be abridge
to relieve the public. The inventor of the
latest edition is entitled to full protec-
tion and if the telephone company buyz
the invention it is entitled to all the
rights which the inventor had.

Remarking upon another feature of
the case, the justice said that taking into
‘consideration the influences under which
.the suit was started, there were indica-
tions that the purpose of striking down
the patent was to give value to others
and that private competitors of the Bell
company were seeking to inspire a rival,
not for the public good but for the pro-
motion of their personal interests.

The conclusions of the court, very
much condensed, on this branch of the
case as to fraud or collusions with the
patent office were:

First—That before the government is
entitled to a decree canceling a mechan-
ical patent on the ground that it has been
fraudulently obtained, it must establish
the fraud by convincing testimony.

Second—That an applicant for patent
cannot be held responsible for the dila-

Ltory acts of patent office officials, unless
the delay is brought about through his
corruption. !

Third—The evidence in this case does
!pot tend in the least degree to show any
iguch corruption.

Fourth—If the circumstances do not
,show that thé delay on tHe part of the

iotﬂclnls was fully justified they do make
it clear that it was not wholly unwar-
ranted.

The suit originated 1in the United
|Btates circuit court for the district of
iMassachusetts, where it was decided in
favor of the United States. Upon ap-
peal to the court of appeals for the first
eoircuit this decision was reversed and
ithe contentions of the Berliner claimants
jupheld. From this opinion the United
States appealed to the supreme court.

SACRAMENTO, May 10.—The state
board of examiners considered a resolu-
tion today, the effect of which, if passed
and not rescinded, will probably be to
impair the eficiency of many institu-
tions and commiseions of the state. The
resolution emphatieally states that the
board of examiners will refuse to vote
to allow any deficlency, and this means
that those institutions whose appropria-
tions are insufficient to carry them
through will have to cut down expenses

The resolution, which was introduced
by Secretary of State Brown, reads:

Resolved, That for the forty-ninth
and fiftleth fiscal years that various
state Institutions, committees, depart-
mente and offices must be supported by
the appropriations made by the legisla-
ture for that purpose, as the state board
of examiners will not grant defleiencies
in the appropriations made by the legis-
lature for their support or for any other
purpose. They are hereby requested to
govern themselves accordingly and the
eecretary of this board is gereby direct-
ed to have this resolution printed and a
copy sent to each person affected. '

LYING IN STEAMER LEONA’S

STEERAGE

Captain Wilder Placed Under Arrest
Pending Investigation of the Dis-
aster—Details Meager

NEW YORK, May 10.—It was a grue-
some sight on the Mallory steamer Le-
ona today. Thirteen bodies, blackened
by fire and smoke, were lying in the
steamer’s steerage. The men and wo-
men on deck looked as though they had
paesed through an awful ordeal. No-
body was allowed either to'leave or
board the vessel until after the Coroner
viewed the bodies and gave permission
for their removal., Coroner Hoeder, as
a matter of form, placed Captain Wilder
under arrest. He was paroled in custody
of Mr. Mallory. Thomas Doyle, aged 67,
of Patterson, N. J.,, who was on his way
to Vallejo, California, to see hi® uncle
and aunt, will be detained until the in-
quest, Doyle was among the steerage
passengers who occupled bunks on the
starboard side of the vessel. He said
among passenger® who could speak
English was a young Irish girl, Lizzle
Sullivan, on her way to Los Angeles,
Cal. Doyle stated he was lying asleep
early S8unday morning when awakened
by a suffocating feeling. The apartmént
was filled with smoke, He made for the
companion way leading to the upper
deck. At the entrance of the compan-
fon way the steward was ehouting.
Doyle started up and found two men
had preceded him. He fell back, having
lost his balance, and when he started up
again was assisted by some one from
behind, who pushed him up.

NOT BADLY BURNED

NEW YORK, May 10.—~An examina-
tion of the steerage compartment of the
steamer Leona, which put back into port
last night with a fire in her inside, was
made as soon as the ship had cooled off
sufficiently, and thirteen corpses were
discovered. Their attitudes showed that
they were trying to escape when death
found them. Some lay huddled in a
heap; others were on their knees, with
hands outstretched, as if to grope their
way through the darkness and the blind-
ing smoke. None of them were burned
80 horribly that they were utterly unrec-
ognizable,

The flesh on their features was gone,
and in places the naked bones, charred
and blackened, had been disclogsed to
view. The butcher and the two waiters
were the least burned of any of the
dead, and it wag easy to identify them.
The dead were not disturbed. They are
still lying where they fell, and will be re-
moved on the order of the Coroner today.

Part of the Leona’s cargo consisted
of matches, which were stored near the
wheelhouse, and it is possible that the
fire was caused by the matches. The
damage to the vessel and cargo is ex-
tensive.

At 1 o’clock this morning Charles R.
Mallory of the Mallory line and Coroner
Hoeber boarded the Leona. After view-
ing the bodies and questioning the Cap-
taln, Mr. Mallory said to the reporters
present: “There are thirteen dead on
board; but everybody on the ghip is so
excited that I have not yet been able to
get a full report about the fire, When I
do I will give it out.

“This is all I have been able to learn so
far: The steamer sailed on Saturday at
3 p. m. 8he had forty passengers on
board, of whom twenty-three were in
the steerage. At1a. m. Saturday morn-
ing fire was discovered bursting out of
the forward hatchway. It spread very
quickly, and almost as soon as the alarm
sounded the steerage and companionway
were filled with smoke. The cause wag

SHOT HIMSELF

Julius A. Kelly Blows
Out His Brains

Julius A. Kelly, a well-known resident
of this city, committed suicide shortly
after midnight last night by blowing out
his braifis with a revolver. The act wae
committed at 221 West Fifth street,
where Kélly and his wife have been liv-
ing for the past month. He first took a
large dése of laudanum and then shot

himself, = 774

Bublness'difficulties are said to be the
cauee of the rash act. Several months
ago Kelly purochased a half interest in
the Anheuser-Busch saloon on South
Spring street. About a week ago he
sold out‘and it fs'understood lost a con-
siderable’ sumi by the transdction. Asa
result he hae been very much depressed
ever since. . 3 y

Yesterday morning Kelly left home
immedjately after breakfast and sald
that he was going to Santa Monica to
look after some business matters. He
did not return until nearly 12 oclock and
found his wife in a high state of anxiety
at his long ahsence, She reproached
him for etaying away and complained
of being lonesome without him. He re-
plied by saying: *“Yes, I know it ig not
right, I ought not to leave you,” and
then kissing her two or three times he
walked into a closet across the hall.

In two or three minutes after he left
a pistol shot was heard. The proprietor
of the house hurried to the place and
found Kelly lying upon the floor with the
blood epurting from a bullet hole In the
temple. Mrs. Kelly also heard the shot
and guessed the cause. She fell in a
hysterical fit. By this time several of
the inmates of the house had arrived
upon the scene'and a doctor was sent for.

The coroner was notified by telephone
at the eame time. When the physician
arrived Mrs. Kelly was put under the
influence of an opiate,

When the coroner reached the scene
he found the 'body_ lying in a pool of
blood in the closet. A vial of laudanum,
which was half empty, was on the floor
besgide the dead man, indicating that he
had taken a dose of the poison before
shooting himself. The body was re-
moved to Orr & Hines' undertaking par-
lors, where the inquest will be held to-
day.

Kelly has been in a terrible state of
depression for several weeks, and had
frequently threatened to kill himself
it he did not succeed in his business. It
is understood that he invested a large
amount of his recently wedded wife's
money in the Anheuser-Busch saloon.
When _he realized that the venture was
unsuccessful, ‘and that he had lost the
greater portion of it, he brooded over
the fact and has not been quite himself
since.

About three months ago Kelly was
Qivorced from his former wife, wholives
on the corner of Bunker Hill avenue
and Court street.' A month later he mar-
ried a widew named Wanfield. She was
a woman of considerable wealth, and it
is understood furnished the money
which was mnvested in the Anheuser-
Busch saloon. The two rented a suite
of rooms at 221 West Fifth street, and
lLave been living there since. Kelly has
three daughters by his first wife, all of
whom live with their mother.

Kelly was about 45 years old, and has
lived in this city for eighteen years. He
has occupied several official positions
arnd is well known. He was once elect~
ed county recorder, and was for several
yeara connected with the Guarantee
Abstract and Trust company. His lat-
est. business connedtion was with the
Anhueser-Busch, which proved so un-
fortunate, Mr. Kelly’s mother lives in
this city, at 243 South Spring street.
She was not informed of the tragedy
last night.

Feeling at Prescott Is Very Bitter,

Word has rveached here
that a posse from Prescott overtook the

gouth of Prescott. Shots were exchanged.
Miller, the forger, who was riding be-
hind the Mexican, Cornelia, fell from the
horse, wounded. The horse was Kkilled
fmmediately after by a shot from one of
the posse. The Mexican took to th:
pines, while Parker, the train-robber,
aselsted his wounded comrade up behind.

Lee Norris, the young Assistant Dig-
trict Attorney, who was shot-by the
prisoners, died this morning. The jailer
will probably recaver.

Feeling here is very strong since the
death of Norris was announced and cool
headed, conservative men talk of lynch-
ing the outlaws if they are captured
alive. This feeling i» intereified on ac-
count of the passage by the last legisla-
ture of a law which virtually acquits all
murderers where crime was committed
prior to the passage of the law. Two
prisoners are now in jail here who have
been convicted, sentenced to death
and afterward granted a new trial by
the eupreme court, and another whose
trial has not yet taken place, and will be
cleared through the operation of this
law. The new law was enacted, defining
murder and providing punishment, and
all former laws repealed without the
gaving clause excepting cases then
pending. From forty to fifty murders
committed in thie county
during the last gix or seven years with-
out adequate punishment.

No word® has been received from the
posse in pursuit of the outlaws eince
noon, and the posse is nocw away beyond
telephone and telegraph communica-
tion.
