THE LAW CONFERS NO POWER

TO PASS UPON BATES NOT YET
INEPFEOT

Two Important Oases Decided
Supreme Court?Maximum

Case Goes Over

Associated Press Special Wire.
WASHINGTON, May 24.?The Su-

preme Court decided two cases today,
holding that the United States Interstate
Commerce commission has no power to
prescribe rates on railroads which it
may control in the future. The cases
were those of the Commission va the
Cincinnati and New Orleans Railroad
Company and the Florida and Western
Company.

The decision Is construed to mean that
the Interstate Commerce Commission
has no power to paes upon rates before
they are put Into effect.

Justice Brewer said: It Is not to be
supposed that congress would ever au-
thorize an administrative body to estab-
lish rates without Inquiry and examin-
ation; to evolve, as it were, out of lis
own consciousness, the satisfactory so-
lution of the difficult problem of just

and reasonable rates for all the various
roads in the country.

Attention Is also called to the fact that
the law grants no power even to fix a
maximum or mlnnlmum rate, and the
conclusion Is drawn that "as congress

did not give the express power to the
commission, It did not intend to secure
the same result indirectly lyempower-
ing that tribunal to determine what. In
reference to the past, was reasonable
and Just, whether as maximum, mini-
mum or absolute, and to enable It to
obtafn from the courts a peremptory or-
der that in the future the railroad com-
panies should follow the rates thus de-
termined to have been ln the past rea-
sonable and Just."

The opinion was rendered on ques-
tions certified by the United States
circuit court ofappeals for the Sixth cir-
cuit. There was no prepared opinion in
the Florida case, the conclusion being
the same as in the above.

Justice Harlan dissented In both cases.
The Supreme Court affirmed the decis-

ion of the court below ln the case ofC. S.
Wright of Pittsburg, Pa? charged with
violation of that portion of the Interstate
Commerce law prohibiting discrimina-
tion. Wright granted rebates on beer

to pay fordrayage. This action washeld
to be ln violation of the law.
In the Cincinnati. 'New Orleans and

Texas case various railroads were con-
cerned and the case was originally insti-
tuted by the freight bureaus of Chicago

and the Cinclnnattl chamber of com-
merce. The question Involved was
whether congreea Intended to confer on
the interstate commerce commission
power to fix rates. The opinion was ren-
dered by Justice Brewer. The gist of the
opinion is found In the following para-
graph:

'Under the Interstate commerce act
the commission has no power to pre-
scribe the tariff of rates which shall
control In the future and therefore can-
not Invoke a Judgment In the mandamus
courts to force any such tariffby it pre-
scribed."
Continuing, Justice Brewer asked:

"Has the commission no function to
perform in respect to the matter of
rates?"

Replying to his own question, he said:
"Unquestionably It has, and most im-
portant duties ln respect to this matter
It is charged that the general duty of in-
quiring as to the management of the
business of railroad' companies and has
the right to compel full and complete
Information as to the manner In which
said companies are transacting their
business. And with this information It
Is charged that the duty of seeing that
there Is no violation of the long and
short haul clause; that .there is no dis-
crimination between individual shippers
and that nothing is done by rebate or
otherwise to give preference to one
against another, but in all things that
equality of right which is the great pur-
pose of the Interstate commerce act shall
be secured to shippers."

The expected decision of the supreme
court In what is known as the Nebraska
maximum freight rate case was not ren-
dered today, and as the court adjourned

for the term, a decision cannot be an-
nounced before next autumn.

After rendering final decisions in
thirty-six cases and giving attention to
other business incident to the last sit-
ting of the terni, the United States su-
preme court adjourned today until next
October. When the court crier an-
nounced the final adjournment for the- term there were apparently 380 cases on
the docket undisposed of, but there were
actually 359 cases, twenty-one having
already been argued and submitted.

This Is a smaller number than the rec-
ord of the court has shown for thirty
years.

ARMYCHANGES

Borne of the Promotions NowDecided. Upon
WASHINGTON, May 24.?The nom-

ination of Brigadier General John R.
Brooke, commanding the department of
the Missouri, to be major general today
was prevented only by the early ad*-
Journment of the senate, and it is ex-
isted it willnot be delayed longer than
tomorrow.

The secretary of war has decided to
promote Col. John K. Mlzner of the
Tenth cavalry to be brigadier general,
and then retire him.immediately. It is
the present understanding that three
other colonels who will be promoted to
brigadier generals have been selected.

The following list is subject to change-
up to the last moment: Col. H. C. Mer-
riam, Fort, Logan, Col., and first on the
list of colonels of infantry, and also first
In relative rank; Col. James F. Wade of
the Third cavalry, San Francisco, first
ln lineal rank in cavalry and fourth In
relative rank (at present Col. Wade Is
temporarily commanding the depart-
ment of Texas); Col. William M. Gra-
Atun, Fifth artillery, first in lineal rank

that arm ofthe service and fifth in rela-
tive rank.

EDHEM SNUBBED

Greece Declines to Treat With the
Pasha

ATHENS, May 24?The Oreek govern-
ment, as a reply to the notification by
Edhem Pasha, commander of the Turk-
ish army in Thessaly, that he Is empow-
ered to negotiate terms of peace with
Greece direct, has Informed the minis-
ters of the Powerp here, fhat, as Greece
has already confided her interests to the
Powers, there is no reason why she
should negotiate directly with Turkey.

The decree of the Turkish government
calling for the expulsion of all Greelts
from the Ottoman empire, which was to
have gone Into effect today, have been
suspended in view of the peace negotia-
tions.

Count Nelldoff, the Russian ambas-
sador, made the proposal as a condition
of the international control of the
Greek debt, that Russia Ethould take over
the Greek Indemnity as a set oft to the \u25a0
Turkish indemnity due to Russia, but*
the sultan 1 will probably refuee, as'he
wants possession of the cash himself.

The intentions of the sultan are
greatly distressed here, and ItIs tuld he
Is avoiding negotiations' for peace
through the powers because he wants
Edhem Pasha to march to Athens.

VICTORIA'S BIRTHDAY

Observed by LoyaP Britons?McKin-
ley Sends Greeting

LONDON, May 24.?The birthday of
Queen Victoria, born May 24, 1819, was
observed with the usual artillery salu-
tes, the ringing of church bells and re-
views of naval and .military stations.

M'KINLEY'S GREETING
WASHINGTON, May 24.?The presi-

dent sent a cablegram today to Queen
Victoria, congratulating her upon the
celebration of her 79th birthday. The
message was as follows:

"The Ambassador ofthe United States,
London?The president desires you to
convey to the queen his sincere congrat-
ulations and those of the American peo-
ple upon the celebration of her 79th'
birthday."

ItKilled Him
SALINAS, May 24.?Joseph Ferlela, a

Swiss dairyman, committed suicide yes-
terday in Blace by shooting. The body
was dllscovered In the cellar of John
Breschinl's house. A gun Was fastened
between two barrels, the muzzle next to
the deceased's ear, the right arm, with
tfhlch he pulled the trigger, extended.
The whole charge of No. 6 shot entered
the ear. He was Intemperate and had
been despondent of late. He lefta state-
ment explaining the cause of suicide. He
was 31 years old.

Storm Water Drains
SANTA ROSA, May 24.?The superior

court this afternoon rendered an Important
decision involving the validity of an ordi-
nance of the town of Cloverdale. The
town brought suit against Patrick Smith
to compel him to abate an alleged nuisance
consisting in the erection of a bulkhead
causing surface water to flow Into First
street, to the damage of that thoroughfare.
In deciding for the defendant the court
held it to be the duty of cities of the sixth
class to provide drains to .carry oft all
surface water. Smith's erection of a bulk-
head was a proper act to protect his prop-
erty.

For His Wife's Sake

Elmer C. Sattley, who last year began a
four years' sentence in the State peni-
tentiary for illegal banking as cashier
of the Kansas City Safe Deposit and
Savings Bank, which failed in 1893, ow-
ing depositors over $2,000,000, was par-
doned by Governor Stevens last night
ar.d left for Chicago in company with
his brother. He will go to Los Angeles,
Cal., where his wife Is said to be dying.

Poor Patsy
ROCHESTER, N. V., May 24?Tommy

Ryan of Syracuse knocked out Pat Raedy
of Washington ln six rounds before the
Rienzl Athletjc club tonight. The bout was
a hot one while it lasted. In the sixth
round Ryan simply smothered his oppon-
ent, sending rights and lefts all over the
head and face. Raedy went down three
times and the third time his seconds threw
up the sponge.

A Church Quarrel
WOODLAND. May 24.?Rev. D. W. Cal-

fee has preferred charges against W. T
Akers. Both are members of the M. E.
church at Yolo. The trial will begin to-
morrow before a committee selected from
the Woodland church. Akers recently had
Calfee arrested for disturbing a religious
meeting, but the pastor was acquitted. The
scandal Is the main topic of conversation
in Yolo.

Worden MustHang
SACRAMENTO, May 24.?Gov. Budd re-

fuses to Interfere ln the case of Salter D.
Worden, sentenced to be hanged on June
4th for train wrecking. The governor holds
that the foundation for the pardon Is pure-
ly a technical one. He considers also that
there Is not sufficient evidence to estab-
lish the claim of Worden's Insanity.

Hypnotism in Court
