THANKS GIVEN TO GOD

For the Good Vouchsafed the
Nation

BEFORE HER FATHER'S ALTAR

VICTORIA FAYS HER HUMBLE
DEVOTIONS

In Every Church of England Cathe-
dral, Church and Chapel Fray-

era of Glad Thanksgiv-
ing Are Offered

LONDON, June 20.?Queen Victoria
began the celebration of her jubilee to-
day, as was befitting her entire career,
before the altar ofher father. Through-

out London, the United Kingdom and
the empire, in every cathedral, church
or chapel of the Established Church ot
England, were held services similar to

those at St. George's chapel, Windsoi,

where her majesty paid her devotions
and offered solemn thanks to God.

The announcement that the services
at St. George's chapel would be private;
for the members of. the royal family,

prevented the gathering of a large

crowd. The scene was most Impressive

and the service very simple. Her ma-
jesty sat in the chair of state immedi-
ately in front of the communion rail and
just behind the brassi plate whose In-
scription designates the spot which was
the temporary place of interment of the
prince consort.

The ladles and gentlemen who are the
grand officers of the queen's household,
entered first, followed by the military
knights of Windsor in the fullcostume
of cocked hats and scarlet coats.

The duke of Devonshire and Lord
Rosebery occupied their stalls as
knights of the garter. The rest of the.
church was empty, the seats of the royal

family beJnjrjnfiar the aueen's.
_

sigh la of chaplain of the order of the
garter, officiated, assisted by the lord
bishop of Barry and several canons.

Punctually at 11 oclock, amid the soft
strains of an organ voluntary, the queen
arrived from the cloisters at the en-
trance. Assisted by her Indian attend-
ant, she walked slowly to the chair of
state, the congregation standing. She
was dressed all in black, except for a
white tuft In her bonnet. Ex-Empress
Frederick of Germany, attired in deep
black, took the seat at the right of the
queen, while the duke of Connaught,
wearing his Windsor uniform, seated
himself at her left. The others grouped
closely behind and looked very like a
simple family of worshipers. Among
them were the duchess of Connaught,
Prince Henry of Prussia and Princess
Henry, Prince and Princess Christian
with their children, Princess Henry of
Battenburg, the Grand Duke Sergios
and the grand duchess.

Ordinary morning prayers began with
a short exhortation from First Timothy
and the suffrages after the creed con-
tainedl these sentences:

Priest?O, Lord, save the queen.
Answer?Who putteth her trust In

Thee.
Priest?Send' her help from- Thy holy

place.
Answer?And evermore mightily de-

fend her.
Priest?Let her enemies have no ad-

vantage over her.
Answer?Let not the wicked approach

to hurt her.
After the first collect a special col-

lect was read, and instead of th.-prayer for the queen and royal familj
two special prayers were substituted,
containing the following:

"Almighty God, who rules over all the
kings of the world, and dls-poses ofthem
according to Thy good' pleasure, we
yield Thee unfeigned thanks, for that
Thou wast pleased to place Thy servant,
our beloved lady. Queen Vlctcrla, upon
the throne of this realm. Let Thy wis-
dom be her aid and let Thy arms
strengthen her; let Justice-, truth and
holiness, let peace and love flourish In
her day. Direct all her counsels anc
endeavor to Thy glory and the welfare
of her people; and give us grace to obey
her cheerfully. Let her always possess
the hearts of the people; let her reign be
long and prosperous, andcrown her with
Immortality in the lifeto come."

A special prayer for unity was said
and there were special psalms and
gospels used instead of those for the day,
the gospel being the xx\ 16, Matthew.
"Render, therefore, unto Caesar the
things that are Caesar's."

There was no sermon, but a special
hymn, written by Rt. Rev. William Wal-
sham, lord bishop of Wakefield, with
music by Sir Arthur Sullivan, was sung
at her majesty's request. The third
verse was as follows:
O, royal heart, with wide embrace

For all her children yearning,
O, happy realm, such mother grace,

With loyal love returning.

Where England's flag files*wide unfurled
All tyrant wrongs repelling;

God make the world abetter world
For man's brief earthly dwelling.

Before the benediction the following
speolal thanksgiving was offered:

"O, Lord, our Heavenly Father, we
give thee hearty thanks for the many
blessings which thou hast bestowedupon us during the sixty years of the
happy reign of our gracious queen, Vlo- j

tonta. We thank thee for progress made
in knowledge of thy marvelous works,
for kindlier feeling between rich and
poor, for wondrous preaching of the
posjSfel to many nations, and we pray
thee that these and thy many gifts be
continued' to us and our queen, to the
glory of thy holy name, through Jesus
Christ, Our Lord., Amen."

The choir of St. George's chapel ren-
dered' the musical portion of the service,
Sir Walter Parrett presiding at the or-
gan. The service lasted forty minutes,
the queen remaining seated throughout
and following closely the special prayers
andl hymn.

At the end there was a pause. The
queen; with bowed head, continued In
silent prayer. Then followed a touching
scene, which will ever lingerin the mem-
ory of those who witnessed, it. Summon-
ing Empress Frederick, who bowed low
at hers>id'e?the queen kissed her on both
cheeks. The Duke of^Connaught and
the others of the family followed, re-
ceiving on bended knee a similar token
of affection. In many cases the recip-
ient was kissed several times.

The queen was profoundly moved, and
tears rolled down her cheeks. At last,
and evidently with great reluctance, she
beckoned her Indian attendant, and,
leaning on her arm, passed slowly out of
the chapel, the entire congregation
standing, the soft light falling through
the multi-colored windows anu the ex-
quisite strains of the organ rising and
swelling beneath the Gothic-bannered
roof. It was a scene never to be forgot-
ten, and thrilled-all presant with strong
emotions.

AT ST. PAUL'S
There were two services at St. Paul's

cathedral today at 11 a. m. nd 3 p. m.
Immense crowds filled all the ap-

proaches to the cathedral at the morn-
ing service, anxious to catch a glimps;
of the royalties and distinguished per-
sons who were announced, including ail
the protestant envoys. The first to ar-
rive and to be recognized with the great-
est interest was the archbishop of Fin-
land, in purple and black vestments, ac-
companied by two deacons and Gen.
Kirren in full uniform. Then followed
Chang Ying Hun, the Chinese envoy, ingorgeous Celestial garments. He was
escorted to the choir, where were seated
also the envoys of the United States.Russia, Holland, Denmark, Sweden
Brazil and Hawaii. Whitelaw Reid,
with Ambassador Hay and Mrs. Hay,
General Nelson A. Miles, Ogden Mill*
Creighton Webb, Captain Maus and
Captain McAuley, came in royal car-
riages.

Under the dome and behind the richly-
crimsoned royal pews were the peer and
peeresses In full robes, the foreign en-
voys and five colonial premiers with
their families. Others seated in this por-
tion of the edifice were the special dele-
gations from the Royal society, the So-
ciety ofAntiquaries, the Royal academy
of art and the Royal academy of music:
the presidents of the principal hospitals,
and colleges in London, Sir Richard
Webster, the attorney-general, and 200queen's counsel in their wigs and
gowns.

Just before 11 oclock the archbishop
of Canterbury, the bishop of London and
the deap ofJJie [j¥^n
the west door to receive the members of
the royal family. The aisle was lined
with a guard of honor, consisting of the
medical staff corps, in view of the factthat it was hospital Sunday.

The members of the royal family ar-
rived punctually and were received withthe profoundest respect as they drove
through the streets to the cathedral.
Among them were the prince and prin-
cess of Wales, the duke and duchess of
York, the duke of Cambridge, the dukeand duchess of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha
Prince Charles of Denmark and Prin-
cess Charles, Prince Albert of Prussia,
grand duke and duchess of Hesse, Grand
Duke Cecil of Russia, Prince Waldemar
of Denmark, Prince Eugene of Sweden,
the grand duke of Luxemburg and the
Prince and Princess Frederick Charles
of Hesse.

Preceded by the clergy and amid the
strains of the "Processional Hymn,"
and "O King ofKings, whose reign of old
hath been from everlasting," they pro-
ceeded to their seats.

The service was conducted by the lord
bishop of London and the Cathedral
ohoir of 150 male voices, assisted! by an
orchestra of 150 pieces from Covent Gar-
den opera house and several of the prin-
cipal theaters reind'ered the musical ser-
vice. The form of service was the sameas at St. George's chapel, and. was par-
ticipated in by the vast congregation
with evident feeling.

In the invocation of the priest, "Send
her help from thy holy place," came thedeep response of the kneeling multi-
tude, "And evermore mightily defend
her," while in Impressive unison came
the "Amen'," following the priest's words.
"Let her reign be long and 1prosperous,
and crown her with immortality in the
life to come."

Holy communion was celebrated, andthe sermon was preached by the lord
bishop of London, who touched upon
many of the events in the reign of QueenVictoria and extolled her piety, charity
and motherly love for the people.

OFFICIAL PRAISES
The national paen o£ praise and

thanksgiving found official expression
at Westminster abbey and St. Marga-
ret's, Westminster. At the abbey Dean
Bradley officiated before an immense
congregation. The procession of per-
sons was headed by the lord' chancellor,
with his usher, the black rod with his
assistants, the sergeant-at-arms withthe mace, andi the purse bearer, who were
followed by the clerk of the house of
lords, with' his secretary, and these, in
turn, by about 100 persons wearing
their rich robes of scarlet and' ermine,
and led, by the archbishop of York, themarquis of Salisbury, the marquis of
Dufferln and Ava, the duke of Marl-borough and the duke ofWestmrin&ter.

A guard of the queen's Westminsterregiment lined the route to the entrance
near the poet's corner. In the congre-
gation were more than fiftypeers with-
out the robes of peerage, among them
the marquis of Lainfedowne, the duke ofPortland, Earl Spencer, Earl Cadogan
Earl Frederick Roberts and' Lord Lyon
Playfair. The royal family was repre-
sented by the duchess ofAlbany and lher
children ana the ".ered'itary prince and
princess.'f Saxe-Meiinlngen. There' was
a large cowtlngeiM of foreign titled peo-
ple, with a sprinkling of Italian mag-
nates in striking costumes.

The venerable clean was assisted by
the lord bishop ofDurham and the abbey
clergy and choir. During the Impressive
procession from the we#t door the organ

was reinforced by trumpets and drums.
and at the end of the anthem for the
dead the national hymn was sung with
great feeling. The members of the com-
mons, who in accordance with a special

resolution adopted last Thursday attend-
Ed the services at St. Margaret's, asseni-
bled In the house about 10:30. Shortly
before 11 William Court Gully, the-
speaker appeared in his robes of office.
The procession was then formed, the
sergean.t-at-arms carrying the baubli
of Cromwell and leading off, followed by

the speaker with his train bearers, the
chaplain of the house, Rev. Canon Wil-
berforce. D. D., and the ministers of the
crown, who are members of the house of
commons. After them came several ex-
ministers and the members of all par-
ties, excepting the Irish, who had' for-
mally decided not to take part officially

in the celebration. TFra principal clerks
of the house closed the procession. On
leaving Westminster hall the line of
march to the lower door of St. Margaret's

was guarded by the Queen's Westminster
rifles, under Col. Sir Howard Vincent.
Rev. Canon Eyton, the rector, officiated,
andthe sermon was preached by Dr. F.
Arrar, dean of Canterbury and' former
rector of St. Margaret's, whose eloquent
words will duly appear on the journals
of the house, ofwhich it is the custom to
make them a part.

CATHOLIC JUBILEE
High mass at the Bromton oratory was

m/ade the occasion of a thanksgiving for
Roman Catholic subjects, a special Te
Deum being sung. The oratory was
richly decorated' for the occasion, the
marble columns inside the edifice being
draped with crimson and the chance",
with cloth of gold. The chairs of the en \u25a0
voys, upholstered in gold, were placed on
the crimson carpet.
It was a most striking function, the

music being magnificent. The large
building was crowded to its utmost ca-
pacity.

Monslgneur Stones, the pope's envoy,
officiated' at high mass. At the close of
mass Cardinal Vaughan read a jubilee
pastoral, eloquently reviewing the his-
tory of the queen's reign and commend-
ing her virtues, after which he intoned
the Te Deum and gave the pontifical
blessing.

All the envoys of the Catholic countries
were present, in full uniform, except the
prince and princess of Naples, who were
absent, owing to the presence of the
papal envoy. Wilfred Laurler and the-
Roman Catholic peers were present.
The duke ofNorfolk wore the officialcos-
tume of the hereditary duke. Earl Mar-
shal and Sir John Austin represented the
Roman Catholic members of the house.
Upon the arrival of Gen. Devoust, the
French envoy, the band' outside played
the Marseillaise.

In his sermon Cardinal Vaughan
dwelt upon the glory of the queen's
reign as peculiarly grateful to the Ro-
man Catholics of the empire, because it
had always been consistent with the ex-
tension of freedom of conscience of her
Roman Catholic subjects.

AFTERNOON SERVICES
In ths afternoon and evening there

were special accession services at West \u25a0
minster abbey and at St. Paul's cathe-
dral.

At St. George's chapel in the afternoon
a special musical service was held, at
which most of the members of the royal
family, except the queen and Empress
Frederick, who had attended the morn-
ing service, were present. Mendels-
sohn's "Hymn of Praise" was superbly
sung by Madame Albani, Edward Lloyd
and the choirs of the chapel, assisted by
the Windsor and Eton choral and mad-rigal societies.

Sir Walter Parrett presided at the or-gan and conducted her majesty's pri-
vate band.

Several of the leading pulpits of the
city were occupied today by American
preachers, all of whom alluded in the
most feeling terms to the queen's life
and character. Bishop Cox preached at
the Windsor parish church and Bishop
Whipple at All Saints. Rev. W. H. Mil-
burn, chaplain of the United States sen-
ate, preached at the Queen's Park Con-
gregational chapel in the Harrow road

All day the streets of London have
been crowded and there has been an in-
cessant traffic of country people in all
sorts of conveyances along the proces-
sion route. The decorators were busy
on the stands, where they work all
night. This evening the streets along
which the procession will go are im-
passable and the crowds are very noisy.

ON THE CONTINENT
Special dispatches from Paris, Berlin.

Vienna, St. Petersburg and nearly every
large city in Europe show that thanks-
giving services were held in the local
English churches, numerously attended.
The newspapers In many cities, espe-
cially Vienna and St. Petersburg, pub-
lish long eulogistic articles upon the
Victorian reign.

At Constantinople the sultan sent a
number of high Ottoman officers to rep-

resent him at the services and the entirediplomatic corps was present. Aguard
of English blue jackets was drawn up
along the main approach to the chapel.

IN AMERICA
NEW YORK, June 20.?At all the

Protestant Episcopal churches in thiscity special notice was taken today ofthe queen's jubilee. Most of the offici-
ating clergymen made some reference
to the event in their sermons and in ad-
dition a special prayer was read as ap
pointed by Episcopal direction. Ther"was a special Victoria service at th-
Church of the Holy Comforter, whichwas attended by many seamen fromships in the harbor. At St. Andrew's
M. E. church the preacher paid a tribute
to Queen Victoria.

The new Victoria memorial window Inthe church of St. John the Evangelist
was unveiled with appropriate cere-
monies.

AT SAN FRANCISCO
SAN FRANCISCO, June 20.?Relig-

ious services under the auspices of the
local jubilee committee were held this
afternoon in Metropolitan temple, as
part of the celebration. The services
were non-denominational, clergymen of
all churches participating. Rev. John
Hemphill (Presbyterian) delivered an
address, and Rabbi Nletto offered thc-
principal prayer of the occasion.

A regatta ws held on the bay at a dif-
ferent hour.

A MAD MINISTER
KANSAS CITY, Mo., June 20.?Be-

cause a deputation from the local
Queen Victoria diamond jubilee associ-
ation called upon Bishops Glennon and
Hogan recently and asked them to orderprayers In their churches for Queen Vic-
toria and did not wait upon the dignita-
ries of the Episcopal church with a sim-
ilar request, Rev. P. F. Duffy of the
Episcopal church ofKansas City. Kan

,
is deeply Incensed and resigned from the
association. In his letter of resignation
addressed to British Vice-Consul Bur-
rough of this city he says a flagrant in-
sult has been offered the ProtestantEpiscopal church, which in England is
the Church of England, and through the
church the affront has been transmitted
to the queen. As a result the local Epis-
copal churches today did not offer pray-
ers for her majesty.

TARIFF BILL
BICKERING

Will Surely Be Concluded!
Some Time

THE END NOT YET IN SIGHT

BUT SENATORS HOPE SOON
TO SEE IT

Tobacco and Wool Schedules Promise
Much Trouble and Little Sat-

faction When Settled

Associated Press Special Wire.
WASHINGTON, June 20,?The Repub-

lican senators in' charge of the tariffbill
begin to feel that the end Is almost in
sight. They do not hope to conclude
the consideration of the bill by the close
of the present week, but they expect by

that time to be able tosiaywhen they can
complete the work.

As a matter of fact, the' difficulty of
adjusting differences in their own party
is causing the managers more perplex-
ity at present than is the open position
to the bill in the senate. It Has been
found almost impossible to harmonize
the contending forces among the Repub-
licans on. the tobacco and wool sched-
ules. The differences on tobacco have
been compromised', though not to the
satisfaction of all concerned, and if
there should be another caucus before
the tobacco schedule is taken up in the
senate, the question is liable to be re-
opened then.

The wool schedule will confront the
senate at the opening of the setvlon Mon-
day, and it is Senator Allison's purpose
to press the schedule forward to a close.
Hence it will be impossible to postpone

for a very much longer tim« the settle-
ment ofdifferences on this question. It
is expected that if the committee should
not be able to reach a determination'by
some time Monday the matter will be
referred to a caucus if the committee
fixes a rate that is not satisfactory to
wool men. There is little doubt that an
advance will bo conceded by the com-
mittee, but the question of interest is
whether the advance willbe all that the
wool men demand.

The wool schedule will' ,of course, give
rise to animated deibate, but the eDmo-
cratic senators say that there is no dis-
position on their part to prolong itneed-
lessly. Thc-Te are also numerous articleson mt iree list, and in the sundry sched-
ule which will arouse difference ofopinion, and if the Republicans do not
withdraw the internal revenue features
of the bill, there will be a sharp clashover this. They are practically decided;
however, to retract from these provi-
sions. Itisa also practically determined
that the house provision in regard to
Hawaiian sugar willbe continued, pend-
ing the disposition of the Hawaiian an-
nexation treaty.

For the rest the question of recip-
rocity and the problem presented by the
trusts in connection, with the tariffare
still undetermined by the Republicans
themselvesi, but theTe Is no doubt that
there will be more or less general debate
on any propositions agreed to when pre-
sented, to the senate.

IN THE HOUSE
The program in the house willbe the

same as during the past few weeks.
There will be'two sessions, one on Mon-
day and another on Thursday. It is
probable that the committee, on rules
will bring in a special order om Monday
for the consideration of the bill appro-
priating money to repair the drydock at
the Brooklyn navy yard, and the. billwillno doubt be passed.

SHEEP SCAB

Calls for Some Action by Secretary;
Wilson

WASHINGTON, June 20.-In accord-ance with the law for the suppression
of contagious disease among domestic
animals, Secretary Wilson of the agri-
cultural department has issued to the
managers and agents of railroads and
transportation companies, stock men,
and others, a circular notifying them
that the contagious disease known as
sheep scab, or scabbies of sheep, exists
among sheep in the United States, and
that it is a violation of the law to receive
for transportation or transport any
stock affected with that disease fromone state or territory to another. It is
also a violation of the law to deliver for
transportation to any railroad or master
or owner of any boat or vessel, any
sheep, knowing them to be affected with
the contagious disease referred to; and
it is also unlawful to drive on foot or
transport in any private conveyance
from one state or territory to anotherany sheep so affected. Transportation
companies and individuals engaged in
the business of shipping and transport-
ing sheep are requested to co-operate
with the department for the enforce-
ment of laws for preventing the spread
of the disease, and orders are given that
cars, boats or vehicles which have been
used in the transportation of animals)
affected shall be immediately cleaned
and disinfected.
