SAN DIEGO, Aug. 21.—(Regular Corre-
spondence.) County Auditor Shaffer has
made his computations of the amount of
money necessary to be raised by taxation
for the fiscal year 1897-98. According to
his estimate the contingent fund will re-
quire $63,030.91; salary fund, $42,607; hos-
pital, $25,575; bond, §28,270; school, §i \8
total, $211,145.65. On the assessed valuation
of the county it will require a rate of §1.06
to raise this amount, and estimating the
road tax at 40 and the state at i5 cents, will
make a total rate for the county outside of
the city $2.01 on each $100 valuation. The
city rate is §1.25 and the special school tax
of 20 cents brings it up to $L.55; added to
this is the county rate of $2.01, less 40 cents
road tax, and this will make the total state
and county tax for the city $3.16.

The electric light and telephone commit-
tee of the council met last night, and
among other business considered the ap-
plication of the Home Telephone company
of Los Angeles for a franchise in this city.
The company was required to furnish a
bond for $10,000 to insure the faithful pec-
formance of all contracts in casa it was
awarded the franchise, but the expected
bond did not materialize, and the whole
matter was therefore postponed.

At a special meeting of the directors of
the First National bank of this city held
yesterday the following resolution was
unanimously adopted: Whereas, J. L.
Fishburn has tendered this bank his resig-
nation as cashier; and, whereas, the re-
lations between the bank and the taid J.
. Fishburn have been entirely pleasant
and agreeable; resolved, that the bank
loses in him a very capable, efficient, in-
dustrious, conscientious officer, and his
resignation is regretfully accepted. Mr.
Fishburn will take a position with the
Commercial bank in Los Angeles on Sep-
tember 1st.

The Merchants’ and Manufacturers’ as-
sociation held a special session last night
and decided to organize a night patrol for
the better protection of the respective busi-
ness houses, Bernard Manning has ac-
cepted the position as chief of the patrol
service, and enjoys the merited reputation
of 'being one of the best detectives in
Southern California.

The
marriage was a compulsory one and Kim-
ball left the place soon after, never having
lived with his wife. The lapse of years and
the conditions under which the first mar-
riage was performed led Kimball to the
helief that he was free to marry again, but
Miss Nickson evidently does not concur
in that opinion and asks the court to grant
her a legal 'separation.

Judgment was entered this afternoon in
the superior court foreclosing the mort-
gage bonds for $80,000 in the case of the
Union Savings Bank and Trust company
ve, the Citizens’ Traction company of this
city.

HIS CREATOR HIS LEGATEE

Will of a Kentucky Farmer Who Ex-
pected to B4 Translated to Heaven

Probably the only will ever written in
which the Lord is made one of the chief
devisees is on record in the office of the
clerk of the Wayne county court, Ken-
tucky. It is the last will and testament
of J. A. J. Mickel, a well todo but rather
eccentric farmer, who died not far from
the town of Monticello about three years
ago.

The will wasmade and written with the
hand of the deceased on the 9th day of
December, 1878, under most peculiar eir-
cumstances and conditions. According
to the history of the case, as related by
some of the most reliable people of
Wayne county, Mr. Mickel, who was a
devout church member and close stu-
dent of the Bible, concluded that Novem-
ber 13, 1878, he was to be taken up to
heaven—translated—Ilike the prophet of
old. The language of the will would in-
dicate that Mr. Mickel expected the end
of the world to come on that day, but in
his conversations with his friends and
members of his family he left the im-
pression that the phenomenon was a
matter personal to himself, They ridi-
culed the old gentleman’s vagaries, but
he would not be laughed out of his ideas,
and made full and complete prepara-
tions for his transit from earth to heaven.
On the 9th of the fated month he made
and recorded the following will:

“Now, in accordance with the dictates
of my conscience as a sane man, this day
being the ninth day of November, 1878,
I do make and draw with my own hand
this, my last will and testament, agree-
able to the circumstances hereinafter
mentioned—to wit:

“First—If, according to the calcula-
tions from the Bible, the day of transla-
tion occurs om the 13th of the present
month, my will is that all of iny posses-
sion® be bequeathed to my wife for her
support, provided that I am found wor-
thy to be translated without her. But
if we are both found worthy and pass
away and leave all, I then bequeath all
my poasessione to him who gave them
to me, éxcepting all the dues from all

people to me of every description, such

as motes, accounts, loans or anything
in their hands belonging to me, which I
freely forgive them for Christ’s sae.

“Given under my hand and eeal on the
date above mentioned,

“J. A.J. MICKEL.”

Mr. Mickel, having made his will and
completed all other arrangements for
his departure, calmly awaited the day
for his translatiom, OId citizens say that
the 18th of November, when it came
around, was one of the gloomiest, most
threatening and uncanny ever seem. The
clouds hung low and heavy and there
was an ominous stillness in the ai-
which seemed to presage the supernatu-
ral. Some of the superstitious who had
been somewhat Iimpressed with Mr.
Mickel's predictioms really began to look
for something terrible to happems. M.
Mickel, however, wasdisappointed. The
Lord was not ready for him, and the old
gentleman remained on earth nearly fif-
teen years longer., Whether or not his
disappointment caused him to take up
a dislike for his Creator, or whether he
changed his mind about his wife, are
unknown, but some time prior to his
death he wrote a codleil to his will, cut-
timg his Creator out of everything. The
codicil is as followe:

“This is my first codicil: As my wife
is the only other person interested im
this matter, I will that she, being fully
acquainted with my affairs, be appoint-
ed executrix of my estate, to manage
it herself, with the aid of the witnesses
hereto, for her support through life.

‘“Written with my own hand, but not
so steady as formerly, August 21, 1893.

‘“J. A. J. MICKEL.”
