THAT MORGUE

Undertakers Shaping for

a Deadly Scrap

HAS THE CORONER A CORNER?

ONE FIRM'S VERY ENTERPRIS-
ING OFFER

The Story of Two Petitions?Unfor-
tunately the City Hasn't Enough

Stuff for the Institution

As a result of the efforts that are being

made at present to secure for the city

a public morgue, there is a certainty of

a lively, or rather a deadly, fight, on one
side of which will appear nearly all the
undertakers In the city ar.d on the other
one, or possibly two, undertaking firms

and perhaps the coroner. The contest

will take place either in the open session
of the city council today or at a meeting

of a committee, of that body. The lat-
ter scene is the more probable, but in the
event of a decision either way by the
committee the fight may be later con-
tinued in the council.

Last Monday Coroner Campbell pre-

sented a petition asking the council to
establish a morgue and pointed out the
necessity for such an institution. This
petition was referred to the board of
public works. Although that body held
two meetings during the week no action
was taken on the petition. Shortly be-

fore the hour for closing the clerk's of-
fice Saturday afternoon a monster peti-
tion was filed in which the same recom-
imendations were made as those con-

' tamed in the coroner's communication. I
jThis petition contained the names of
[nearly three hundred of the best known

1 citiens of the city, including all of the
undertakers. As the two petitions were
almost Identical and were positively so
as to what was recommended, it was
supposed that the latter petition signed
by the business men and property own-
ers was intended as an approval of what
tho coroner had done and was for the
purpose of furthering the matter.

The first complication was In the shape

of an announcement, published yester-
day, by Messrs. Kregelo & Bresee that

!if the city would accept their offer they
would furnish a morgue free of all cost.. The publication of this offer has brought
out all of the facts with reference to the

1 matter, and according to the statements
made by other undertakers, the facts are
different from what would be supposed
from a simple perusal of the petitions
and the offer of a free morgue.

Several days before Coroner Campbell
sent In his petition to the city council a
number of the leading undertakers in
the city began the circulation of a peti-
tion which was filed later. They had no
difficulty whatever in securing signa-
tures, for the necessity for such a public
improvement is admitted by everybody.
Every person to whom the petition was
presented signec'i it save one, and that
exception, was Coroner Campbell, It
happened that the petition was present-
ed to him on Monday morning while
the council was in session. He de-
clined to affix his signature to it. the
reason he gave for the refusal not being
reported. Nothing was thought of this
then, except that some of those interest-
ed in the petition thought It strange that
he should refuse, but the sequel came
when at the afternoon session of thi
council the coroner sent in a petition
signed only by himself, making iden-
tically the same request as the others in-
tendied making later. It therefore ap-
peared that he bad taken the initiatory
steps In the matter, but Instead he had
used the other fellows' thunder.

Hart it not been for tho offer made by
Kregelo & Bresee that might have ended
the matter, but that offer started the
fight In earnest. The undertakers who
began the circulation of the petition now
openly charge that the coror.er gives to
that firm a itc"i to Orr &Hines all the busi-
ness- which he gets, to the exclusion of
all other undertakers. They also make
broad hints that that Is not all there is
in this favoritism, and that his motives
are not simply based upon friendship
for the firms 1 mentioned. They assert
that if the offer to be made to the coun-
cil today of a free morgue is accepted it
will be unfair to all other undertakers,
as it will give to the firm making the of-
fer an advantage, and that the city will
become a party to favoritism. They
claim that if a morgue is to be estab-
lished it should be controlled by the city-

and placed in charge of men who have
'no connection with any undertaking
firm.

It may, however, besuggestedithat the
prese-r.t condition of the cityfinances will
not admit of the expenditure of the
money necessary to equip such a place
or to maintain it after it is equipped.

? councllmen representing their wards.

The numerous protests that have been
made against street work will come up
for hearing and this will consume much
time if all of the protestants appear.
The Hoover street protest is one which
will doubtless be most vigorously
fought.

No report will be made by the board
of health as to a means of securing to
the city proper protection against the
practice of selling diseased meats. That
matter is still in the hands of a commit-
tee of the board of health who will re-
port at a special meeting to be held some
time this week.

In the matter of the petition which
willbe filed as-king that a public morgue,
be provided, there is every prospect of
a lively contest. As has been published
the city will receive a proposition for
the establishment of a morgue free of
all cost to the city from a local under-
taking firm. The acceptance of this
proposition will be contested by t>e
otner unoeriaaers, euner in tne council

or in the committee to which the matter
will be referred; or in both cases.

SENOR CALVO

Claims Certain Rights for
Costa Rica

GEN. ALEXANDER'S DECISION

WAS NOT WARRANTED BY THE
EVIDENCE

The Matter la Important as Bearing
on the Future of the Canal

Project

Associated Press Special Wire.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 3.?Senor Calvo,

the Costa Rican minister, today called
attention to a publication regarding the
rights of Costa Rica in the Delta of. the
San Juan river, a matter which ha9a

strong bearing on the future of the

Nicaraguan canal project. The published

statement was as follows:
General Alexander decided "that the

boundary between the two republics
(Nicaragua and Costa Rica) shall com-

mence at the extremity of Funta del
|Castillo, at the mouth of the San Juan,

|and shall continue, following the right

1bank (the Coeta Rica bank) of said
iriver until a point is reached three miles
from Castilloviejo."

He located this point, according to the
treaty stipulations, at a place that puts

the San Juan river and Its delta wholly

within the territory of Nicaragua,

iNicaragua owns the river, summo im-

:perio, as part of her domain and exer-

jcises over it all the rights of sover-
eignty and domain.
[ Greytown, instead of being on Costa
Rican soil, ac was contended, is deter-
mined to be in Nicaragua. The whole

claim of the Costa Ricans thus falls to

the ground.
In this connection Senor Calvo said:
"This statement not being correct, I

deem It my duty to state the facts: The
:limits between. Costa Rica and Nicara-
gua thirteen years/ after this treaty was
in existence and respected by the two
countries, a long contention followed,,
and sixteen years afterward the subject

was submitted to the decision of Presi-
Ident Cleveland as arbitrator, who by his

!award of March 22, 1888, declared the
treaty to be valid, as Costa Rica claimed.

Although the award was accepted by

both parties and now stands, the friend-
ly efforts of the government of Costa
Rica to have the boundary line marked
by monuments remained unfruitful and
the work remained unfinished, not on
account of any omission on the part

of Costa Rica. The government of Sal-
vador offered last year its fraternal
mediation and through its good offices'

' a convention was signed in, order to es-
itabllsh the form In which the boundary

!line willbe materially marked. Accord-
!ing to the provisions of the convention
[the two governments were requested

jto appoint engineers, and the United
States was requested to appoint an en-

! gineer in case of disagreement, to act
las arbitrates and President Cleveland
appointed Gen. P. Alexander ofGeorge-

I town, S. C."
Senor Calvo reviews the work of this

commission and concludes:
I "In regard to the river San Juan and

the canal project, I want but to remind
\u25a0 you that Costa Rica has always main-

tained the validityof the treaty of lim-
its, and, as stated in President Cleve-
land's award: 'The republic of Costa
jRica can deny to the republic of Nica-
:ragua the right of deviating the waters
of the river San Juan, in case such de-

' viation will result in the destruction or
