WAS NO LACK OF INGENUITY

flut Its Veracity Was Disbelieved by

Justice Young?The Defend-
ants Discharged

The examination of Vicente and Juan

Tturaldc, the two Basque sheepmen ac-

cused of having assaulted Manuel Domin-

guez at Calabasa- on February 9th with

the intent to murder him, was begun yes-

terday before Township Justice Young.

Manuel Dominguez, with the left side of

h-'a face swelled up, the right side well

bruised and the rest of the head swathed

ln lint and cotton batting, was on hand to

tell his story of the battle. Vicente Ytu-

ralde. the cider Basque, who received two

bullets In the melee, and was reported at

the time to be badly wounded, was in court,

too, seemingly little the worse for his ex-
perience with the alleged bad marksman-
ship of either his son Juan or Manuel Do-
minguez.

ln fairly good English Dominguez told

how old man Vicente during the dispute

about permitting his sheep to pasture on
the witness' land, had suddenly struck him

upon the head and face with a heavy stick,

knocking him down. He next took away

Domlnguez's pistol, thus depriving him of

the means of defending himself. When
witness .got up again from the ground Vi-

cente was behind him. who pinned his arms

to his body while Sheepherder Juan ap-

proached with bis revolver. Shouting lo
Juan to shoot Manuel. Vicente kept dodg-

ing the way that his relative's pistol point-

ed, without loosening his grip upon the

Mexican or relinquishing the gun. Manuel

was somewhat groggy from the blows
which he had received previously from
the old Basque, but he wasn't so dazed as
to allow himself lo forget that he had to do
plenty of dodging himself if he wanted to

escape the bullets that were popping out of

Juan's gun.
It may have been due to Nuestra Penora

of Calabasas or to Manuel's superior vi-
vacity in jumping as compared with the
slower and more elephantine movements

of the older man behind him?qulen sabe??
but tho bullets Intendcfl for the Mexican
Imbedded themselves in Ihe fleshy tissues
of Vicente, to his great damage and dis-
comfort. That was Manuel's story.

Reyes Chavez, the housekeeper of Man-
uel Dominguez. corroborated in Spanish,
through the medium of an interpreter,
what Manuel had said. This Mexican lady
had an idea that she was on the stand prin-
cipally to bo pert with the attorney who
cross-examined her, but notwithstanding
her "aosslness," which gave the audience
a chance to laugh occasionally, she stuck
well enough to the story, other witnesses
for Domingutz told a similar version lo
that of Manuel.

Tiie twe defendants, when they had their
Innings on the stand, positively denied thai
the affair had passed off os outlined by the
imaginativo Mexican, but that, on the
contrary, he had been the aggressor and
that they fired two ineffectual shots at him
only afTT he had used his own pistol with
unerring aim noon Vicente.

Justice Young was of the '.pinion tha;
Manuel's story was Intelligently concocted,
but that I: hnd one essential fault?that of
being entirely improbable. The court would
not believe It, and ordered the discharge of
tho defendants. Deputy District Attorney
James will decide tomorrow whether the
complaint. Issued against Dominguez at
Fernando for assault to murder may be
dismissed, too.

BRAINARD'S SUIT

Hoosier Must Stand by His Contract
or Say the Reason Why

Thomas C. Bralnard has begun an action
against Isaac Hoosier for $10,000 for breach
of contract. Hoosier rented the Ball &
Johnston block, on Main, between Fourth
and Fifth streets, on January 14th for a
hotel nnd entered into an agreement with
Bralnard to associate him in the venture as
manager of it. Bralnard alleges that he
was to r.ecelve $t per day and board for
himself anil wife; and. should the business
prove prolltable, and after Hoosier had
recouped himself for the $11,000 to be
sunk in the furnishing of the hotel, the
manager was to have one-fourth interest
in everything. On February 11th Hoosier
discharged Bralnard from his sen-ice with-
out any reason, telling him that he might

stay a few days longer as a guest only.
For this failure io keep the contract entered
Into, the plaintiff having given no cause for
its termination by any wrongful acts, he
wants the amount stated above from the
defendant. ,

AGAIN CONTINUED

Compton's Sentence Goes Over For a
Few Days by Order of the Court

When the case of Charles Compton was
called up in the superior court yesterday,
It being the time set for sentence, the
prisoner having been convicted some time
ago of the crime of forgery, Attorney Shlnn
made a motion for a new trial on several
technical grounds and upon an affidavit
that new evidence in favor of the defend-
ant had been dis cove red since the trial.
The attorney lengthily argued in favor of
his motion, which, however, met with but
scant sympathy from the court, who dis-
agreed on all points with Compton's coun-
sel. Judge Smith nevertheless continued
the time for the defendant's pentence for a
few days in order to examiiTe critically the
printed Instructions to the jury submitted
by the prosecution and allowed by the
court. The word "competent" In the place
of "credible," !n connection with the word
"testimony" in one of the instructions. Is
the only point in the entire motion which is
worthy of consideration.

NEW IDEA IN EDUCATION

Parents' Meeting- at the State Normal
School

Last Thursday afternoon, in response to

an invitation from President E. T. Pierce
and the corps of teachers connected with
the practice school, fifty or more parents
met in the normal assembly hall to discuss
with the teachers various questions touch-
ing their mutual Interest in the children
attending that school.

The meeting was called to order by Dr.
C. C. Van I.lew. who addressed the assem-
bled parents and teachers on the advisa-
bility of co-operation in the work of edu-
cation. He traced the evolutions of In-
struction from those primitive times when
the parents were the natural and only
teachers, to the present, when the work of
instruction is almost entirely delegate!! to
the teachers. He showed that modern
civilization offers many temptations and
demands many virtues, and that teachers
are thoroughly alive to the fact that the
work of upbuilding worthy ar.d powerful
characters is of greater moment than l>'er-
ary or scholastic accomplishments, 'flit ir
desires for the children are identical with
those of the parents, and the teacher can
be greatly helped in her vlork by a frank
and friendly statement by each parent of
the physical, moral and mental peculiari-
ties of his child. A wise teacher desires to
maintain and strengthen the individuality
of every child, and a parent loses an oppor-
tunity for forwarding tlie interests of his
child when he does not tell the teacher ail
that she may rightfullyknow; the child's
points of strength and of weakness, that
the one may be fort died to adorn and per-
haps glorify his future, and the other
eliminated If possible. And. too. the pa-
rents may frequently with advantage mod-
ify the home life to make it harmonize
with certain lines af activity pursued in the
school, as In the study of literature, of his-
tory, of social duties and responsibilities.

At Ihe close of Dr. Van I.lew's address
the following resolution was offered f,y
Rev. G. B*. Bovard, seconded by Rev. Win.
Logan, and unanimously carried:

"Resolved, That we believe that these
parents' meetings will be of inestimable
value in unifying the educational work of
the school and tin- home, anil that we
pledge ourselves to give them our constant
and hearty support."

G. W. Knox made a very earnest talk
from the parents' point of view, expressing
his conivlctlons that this meeting was one
of the most auspicious ever held In Los
Angelea and that a series of such meetings
would do much to Increase the power and
usefulness of the public schools. He said
that in this matter the normal school was
starting a grand movement and prophesied
that In three months thousands of parents
would come to participate in discussions
on Hie ethical and social ends ot education.

President Pierce spoke briefly of the en-
riched course of study that has been pre-
pared Tor the practice school and which,
it is hoped, will give the boys and girls th«
Ideals, the dispositions and the habits lead-
ing to happy and worthy lives. He asked
ihat the work of the school should he
judged by the broad standard of prepara-
tion for complete living ami not by the
narrow standard of book work.

The meeting was a very enthusiastic one
nnd it will mean much for educators in Los-
Angeles if parents and teachers can bebrought into relations of sympathy and
mutual helpfulness.

SUN, SNOW AND SKY

IS ALLTHE SCENERY ON GREEN-
LAND'S ICE CAP

LIEUTENANT PEARY'S LECTURE

An Interesting Retrospective Trip of
the Arctic Explorer Illustrated

With Colored Views

Lieut. R. E. Peary lectured last night at
the Los Angeles theater on bis explorations

in Greenland. The lecture, which is very
interesting, is entertainingly told by Lieut.
Peary, who has an easy delivery and a
simplicity of manner ar.d elocution which
is very commending. A scries of 100 very
finely colored lantern views helps the lis-
teners to thoroughly acquaint themselves
with the scenery on the journey and the
perils undergone by the hardy traveler and
his companions, both human and canine.

|of utility to them. While In summer the
beat sometimes is insufferable in certain

>close valleys, yet the change in climate Is
Ivery pronounced right there at very short
Inotice, anil with a thermometer registering
ft1" degrees in the shade, a wind, blowing
over snow, may lower the temperature
soon after to 40 or 4,"> degrees.

Lieut. Peary described the outfit which
he considered of value for Alaska. He
suggested medium-weight woolen combina-
tion suits, with hoods, dogskin or Eskimo
trousers, woolen socks, and large, ample
boots of leather, to be replaced later, in
the north, bysealskin, and dry grass or hay
within to keep the feet warm. Fur gar-
ments without openings, and ample sleeves
with very narrow openings for the hands,
were absolutely Indispensable and would
obviate the necessity of packing sleeping
bags, weighing from 10 to 23 pounds. All
that was requisite was the turning in of
the fur side of tlie garments at night.

He advocated food of the simplest kind.
Pemmtcan was not attainable, although
the mainstay of life. Tea."condensed milk,
biscuit and German army pea soup tablets
would sustain a person ln the coldest kind
of weather. He also gave advice about
dogs, although the mongrels in use in Alas-
ka could not be compared with the Eskimo
animals. Pliable, flexible sledges, lashed
with rawhide, and tents, whose bottoms
were attached to the tents themselves and
whose openings were as small as possible,
to prevent the entrance of the lino drift
snow, were indispensable. He laid down
the axiom that nothing was of such small
consequence to the northern voyageur that
It should suffer from neglect, because in
tbe Arctic and sub-Arctic regions comfort
and life depend frequently upon the most
trivial details.

Peary reverted to his proposed expedi-
tion to the north next summer, which may
take him five years. There Is no reason
why the pole should not be reached, and. as
a matter of fact. It will assuredly be. The
nearest point to it already touched is only
260 miles away from It. Geologically and
geographically speaking, there is nothing
abnormal at the North pole. If itis on land
or in the water, that land or water will be
characteristic of other Arctic land or sea.

After reviewing the work of the latest
Arctic explorers, he believed that the only
practicable route to the pole was along the
northwest coast of Greenland, whence lie
would begin his campaign for the Stars and
Stripes next year.

The lecturer now launched Into his sub-
ject proper, showing his audience maps of
the frozen north and describing Greenland?
that large island, covered with an Ice cap
that hid from view its valleys and its high-
est mountains, leaving exposed only a

Inarrow strip of land along the sea shore,

hardly more than 20 miles in width at the
le.rgest places. He depicted the Itinerary
of a 1200-mile journey across It In 1895, at
an elevation of from 5000 to SOOO feet above
the level of the sea, where there was noth-
ing ln sight but sun. snow and sky. He
dwelt In simple but earnest language upon
the Inclemency of the weather, the fury of
the winds and the perils of the trips, nnd
illustrated by excellent pictures of pack

ice. Icebergs, Arctic scenery, views of the
midnight sun. calms and storms, his Eski-
mo companions at the avocations und the
chase, and the labor of his faithful dogs,
that an Arctic journey is one of the most
adventurous and dangerous undertakings
in the world.

Lieut. Peary will repeat his entertaining
lecture at the earnest request of a number
of people tonight at the Los Angeles the-
ater at popular prices, the proceeds to be
devoted to the Glen Ellen Home for News-
boys and the Associated Charities.

CHAUTAUQUA SUMMER SCHOOL

Meeting of the Board of Managers

Yesterday
At the recent meeting of the county

board of education, Prof. O. P. Phillips
presented the claims of the Chautauqua
summer school to that body, and after a
thorough discussion, in which it was
brought out that the school Is to be for the
study of methods of teaching, and for tho
better fitting of teachers lo perform their
work, nnd also for those who may be in-
tending to pass tho examinations for cer-
tificates, the board unanimously passed the
following resolution:
"ll is with pleasure that We, the county

board of education ot Los Angeles county,
California, recommend tlie summer normal
school in connection with the Long Beach
Chautauqua assembly, to the teachers of
Southern California.

"Being acquainted with those nt the head
of the institution, and knowing the plan
and purpose of the work, we wish to say-
that we are glad that Southern California
is to have such v school, and that It Is our
hope that It may be made a permnent fac-
tor in Southern California educational
work."

Sloyd, physical education, zool-
ogy, art, music, shorthand, chemistry,
assaying, conchology. cooking, etc. Lec-
ture courses will also supplement the
work.
