Pablo Pareda, a Ranch Hand, Dies

PASADENA, Feb, 20.—(Office of The
Herald, 58 Kast Colorado street.) Pablo
Pareda, a Mexican laborer who lives on the
Allen ranch, a few miles northeast of this
city, came to his death last night in an ex-
traordinary manner. Pareda lived ix_\ an
adobe cottage used for the lodging of the
ranch hands and kept by a Mexican named
Coronado. The house is next door to the
one in which Mrs. Juan Orasco, the bride
of seventeen days, was found dead a few
weeks ago and with whese death her hus-
band was charged, though the charge did

not hold. Last night Pareda 1 three
or four companions got two gallons of
wine and became Déastly drunk. They

turned into their bunks and lay in a gtupor.
’1 hese bunks are lowly in the extreme.

i'he one upon which the dead man lay was
composed of two saw-hors across which
three crdinary pine boards ll 1d been laid.

Upon this P a lay rolled up in his
blanket, having his coat for a piliow, Dur-
ing the night one of Pareda’s companions
attempted to awake and found his
body cold and stiff. not seem to
