
A CHINESE LOTTERY CIRCULAR

In spite of the long-continued crusade
by the police, the Chinese lottery com-
panies continue to do business ln this city.

Their operations have been seriously in-
terfered with repeatedly, but the officers
of the law have never been able to stamp
out the evil entirely. The wilyCelestials
have at last hit upon a plan whereby they
hope to profit in some degree by the opposi-
tion of the police. Their plan Is fully ex-
plained In a Chinese circular of warning,
a fac simile of which is published herewith.
This circular Is anonymous, and the dead
walls of Chinatown have been covered with
them. They are printed on yellow paper.
One of the officers on duty ln Chinatown
secured a copy and took it to Chief of

Police Glass, who had It translated. The
translation, which indicates that It Is the
work of some enemy of the lotteries, is as
follows:

"To Whom It May Concern: It is now
an open secret that the lottery of the
combine of this city is a ring of swindlers,
pure and simple. They have formed the
new combine only with the purpose of de-
frauding tho public, for what other motive
can one see, anyhow? One of the rules of
the new combine Is with this wording: If,
after drawing, the premises in which said
drawing is held are invaded by the police,
such drawing is void, and money paid in
for tickets to. be returned.

"Now, by a glance of this, the whole bot-
tom of the scheme Is clearly seen?to de-
fraud the public. When such arrangement

s ln force, we know positively that win-
;ing of large prizes is impossible. If, im-
mediately after drawing, the swindlers
md out that a large prize is drawn, they
would at once inform the police that a lot-
tery game is in process in such and such a
place, with the result that the premises
ire invaded. Then tho prizes won are
void, and if the police tear all books and
papers, in that case no money will be re-
turned, for then they would claim that they
are not able to tell who bought tickets for
that drawing.

"The lottery companies know by former
experience that tho drawing of large prizes
is possible, and they formed the combine
and adopted this rule to protect themselves
and to keep themselves fat at the expense
of the public. There was a time when

ottery drawing was conducted at least
with a show of decency and honesty, but
tow It Is ln the hands of thieves and rob-
lers. We appeal to all our fellow residents
if this city and vicinity to have nothing
:o do with lottery tickets as long as this
nfamous ring exists ant! the above re-
lerred to pernicious rule is followed. And
jy doing so we will be able to break down
;hls vicious system of cheating the poor
men out of their money earned by the
sweat of their brow.

"Bear In mind, those who lose money in
buying lottery tickets will only have
diemselves to thank for. And they will
tie sure to lose as long as this ring exists,
and no decent prize will be won hereafter
is long as this arrangements is followed.

IN FOREIGN LANDS

The descendants of Germain Clrasse
have appealed to the French minister of
Justice for a rehabilitation of the memory
of M. Clrasse, who was condemned to
death and executed in Ciamecy a few weeks
after the coup d'etat of December 2, 1851.
This judicial error was an episode of the
short struggle that took place in several
districts In France between the Republic-
ans and the partisans of Louis Napoleon
Bonaparte. On December 6, 1851, a
demonstration against the acceptance of
the coup d'etat was made by the Republi-
cans of Ciamecy. A large crowd gathered
In front of the house of a man named Bon-
neau, a former officer in the army of Na-
poleon 1., and well known for his Bona-
partist Ideas, and for his violent temper.

At this time Germain Clrasse, with a party
of Republicans, was just entering the vil-
lage from Surgy. They heard shots in
the direction of Bonneau's house. On
reaching the place they found that Bon-
neau was dead, shot through the head, and
the crowd was dispersing. Clrasse and
two companions, named Saget and Lorin,'
were arrested while examining the body.
They were charged with murder; the trial
began at Clemacy on February 5,1852. Saget
was condemned to ten years' imprisonment,
Lorin to twenty years, and Clrasse was
sentenced to death. The real murderer,
Nicholas Joachim, fled to Belgium. Before
the execution of Cirasse many citizens of
the place made affidavits that the prisoners
were not in the crowd before Bonneau's
house. When the empire was firmly es-
tablished the proscription against Re-
publicans was removed, and Joachim re-
turned to Ciamecy. He made a statement
that he alono was responsible for the
death of Bonneau, whom he had shot in
self-defense. On December 2, 1883, the
town of Ciamecy raised a monument in
honor of Cirasse, and now his descendants,
taking advantage of the law of 1597, demand
the rehabilitation of his memory.

The Dagnan-Bouveret Picture
Le Temps fParis denies stories published

In the American and London press con-
cerning the alleged sale of Dagnan-Bouver-
et's painting "Le Christ et Pelerius d'Em-
maus," called ln recent cable dispatches
"Lc Pain Benit," or "Blessing the Bread."
On February 2d it was annouced in this
country that "Blessing the Bread" had
been purchased by an agent of H. C. Frlck
of the Carnegie Steel company of Pitts-
burg. The price paid was said to be $100,-
--000. It was added that the picture would
soon be shipped to this country. About the
same time the London papers reported
that the picture had been purchased by an
American millionaire. Le Temps, in
speaking of the news, says that it was
simply the invention of the London picture
dealer that he might get a free advertise-
ment out of the comment that the an-
nouncement would naturally bring forth.
The name of the picture dealer was fortu-
nately suppressed, it says. Referring to
the picture itself, Le Temps adds that it
was sold two years ago to the Countess
Renee de Beam, and may now be seen in
her hotel, 22 Avenue Bosquet, Paris. The
price paid was 100,000 francs and not 2100,-
--000, which at present would be a ridiculous
sum forany of the genre artist's work.

Last Relative of Mme. Dv Barry-
It is not generally known that the fa-

mous Countess dv Barry, a favorite of
Louis XV., was of humble origin. Her last
known relative has just died in Mauvages,
a little village of Meuse, a few miles from
Vaucouleurß. The Comtesse dv Barry,
who was christened Jeanne Becu, was born
in Vaucouleurs of very poor parents. While
still young she was taken to Paris by
Gomard de Vaubernier, who gave her tho
name Marie Jeanne Gomard de Vauber-
nier, by whtch she was first known at the
French capital. Afterward she married
the complaisant Comte Jean dv Barry. It
is not known whether her family ever rec-

ognized In the all-powerful Mme. dv Barry
the little Jeanne Becu, but It Is quite evi-
dent that she never recognized any of
them, for they all died poor, the last Becu
passing away ln Vaucouleurs about sixty
years ago in the most straitened circum-
stances. It was tho grandson of one of
Jeanne's sisters, who married a field la-
borer, whose death Is now reported. He
was. It Is said, the last of the family, but
the name Becu went out of existence with
the demise of his great aunt.

The Trade of Madagascar
Le Journal Offlclel of France has now

come out with what is said to be the truth
concerning the imports and exports of
Madagascar, showing that the current sto-
ries in the Parisian press have been much
exaggerated. The total value of imports
in 1897 amounted to only $2,557,500, of which
England and British India had the lion's
share, $1,150,000; France, $655,000; with the
United States a close third, $495,000. Ger-
many was credited with $137,000 and Nor-
way with $18,000. The value of the imports
of textiles amounted to $1,250,000, of which
the British share was valued at $755,000,
that of the United States at $430,000, of
France at $105,000, and of Germany at $60,-
--000. The other foreign goods come almost
entirely from England, France and Ger-
many. With regard to the exports, cattle
occupy the chief place, about 15,000 head
being sent away every year to Mauritius,
Reunion, Mozambique and the Transvaal.
Hides and skins form an Important item
in the trade with the United States and
Great Britain. The India rubber industry
is enveloping on the coast, and trials with
the Ceara species have yielded the best
results, sowings made in July developing
Into young trees five feet high four months
later. According to the report of Governor
General' Galllenl the different essences
found in the forests of Madagascas wigj
one day be a source ofgreat profit.

Bussian Military Reorganization
The whole of Russian Central Asia Is

soon to be united under a governor general,
who will, it is said, have as much execu-
tive power as is enjoyed by the viceroy of
India, whose counterpart he may be looked
upon to be. The czar has ordered the estab-
lishment of a court of instruction in Hindu-
stan al Tashkend, in the military district
of Turkestan. All officers of the general
staff who can be spared from their ordi-
nary duties will attend it, the course of in-
struction lasting for two years. The in-
structors will be officers, aided by natives
for practice in conversation. Graduates
will receive extra pay and be allowed to
visit India in order to perfect themselves
in the language. Nearly 21,000,000 rubles
have been granted for the construction
of a railway of great strategic importance
from Tiflls to Kars. In order to unite the
Caucasian lines with the rest of the Rus-
sian system, a railway Is being built along
the Caspian sea, via Derbent and Baku.
Notwithstanding the great technical dif-
ficulties, the Caucasus mountains will be
tunneled.

Railroad Mileage of Europe
According to a recent official report, there

were at the beginning of 1897, 159,025 miles
of railroads In operation in Europe, an
increase of 3144 miles over 1896. Of this In-
crease, Austria-Hungary had 806 miles, of
which Hungary had 579 miles. In Russia
there was a_i increase of 555 miles. Ger-
many increased her railroads 579 miles,
the kingdom of Prussia receiving 387 miles.
The countries of Europe now having the
most railroads In operation, according to
their area, are, in their order: Belgium,

3582 miles; Great Britain and Ireland, 21,-
--217 miles; Germany, 29,355 miles; Switzer-
land, 2209 miles. The other countries of
Europe have the following railroad mile-
agee: Austria, 18,951; Denmark, 1605; ?
Spain, 7615; Greece, 590; Italy, 9349; Luxem-
burg, 269; Portugal, 1451; Roumanla, 1784:
Russia, proper, 22,455; Finland, 1484; Ser-
vla, 335; Sweden, 6073; Norway, 1301; Tur-
key and Bulgaria, 1507; the Islands of Jer-
sey, Malta and Man, 68 miles.?New York
Times.

The Ex-Princess de Chimay
For several months the ex-Princess de

Chimay has been livingIn Cairo with her
common-law husband, the gypsy musician,
Rigo. It Is said that she is very popular
with the colony of foreign emigres there,
and has a salon at which these political
and criminal refugees are in constant at-
tendance, together with the military and
civil officials of the place. A short time
ago she gave a musical at which a number
of tourists were Introduced incognito,
brought thither probably through curios-
ity. On this occasion Rigo played a violin
solo. It is now announced that she will
shortly give up her residence in Egypt and
sail with Rigo for Australia, and luxurious
furnishings of her palace will shortly be
sold at auction.

"Fireproof" Buildings

Another Victim of French "Justice"

The recent great fire In\London, which
laid so many houses low, has clone good
service in calling attention to the utterly
false security promised by so-called "fire-
proof" buildings. The buildings are so far
fireproof that the materials used in their
construction?iron and concrete?will not
itake fire. But what happens when such a

structuro is stored with highly Inffamma-
ble goods, should such goods become ig-
nited? The building acts like a fireplace,
its numerous staircases, life-shafts and
windows acting as flues, until its Interior 'is one mass ofglowingheat. Then the heat
acts upon the iron girders, causing them
to lengthen by several Inches and to ex- 1
crt an outward thrust upon the walls,
which speedily brings them down. Good,
strong, old-fashioned oaken beams are far
safer, for they take a long time to burn
through, and they do not elongate by the
action of heat. It is obvious that there is
room for great Improvement in our meth-
ods of buildingconstruction in view of risk
from fire.?Chambers' Journal.

A correspondent, writing from India re-

What
is known as Neuville's table ofprofessional
men gave the following averages of tha
length of life in 1000 cases taken for illus-
tration; Physicians, 52 years; lawyers, 54;
merchants, 57; teachers, 59; clergymen, (18.
The average life of sailors in those coun-
tries in which accurate records are kept
is 4ti years; of mechanics 48, and of farmers
65, though the average for farmers is un-
duly high, perhaps.

Long life among clergymen is rather tha
rule than the exception. Cardinal Mertal
(he is a ltohemian and occupies at Roma
the office of vice chancellor of the sacred
college) is 92; the pope is 87. Rev. Henry
Liddell of Oxford, who died on January 19,
was 87. Bishop Wilmer li 81 and Bishop

Williams of Connecticut is 80. What Is
known among insurance men as Kasper's
tables give the percentage of persons of
various professions ln England who reach
the age of seventy years as follows: Phy-
sicians, 24; teachers, 27; artists, 28; lawyers,
29; clerks, 82; soldiers, 32; merchants, S3;,farmers, 40; clergymen, 42.
