
SOLAR ECLIPSE PHOTOGRAPHED

Mrs. Walter Maunder Relates the Story of Her Journey to

Snap-Shot the Recent Phenomena
(In the dry realms of science woman is

beginning to make her way, after the irre-
sistible manner peculiar to her sex. A
great deal has been written about the sci-
entific men who (fathered in India from
the four quarters of the globe to catch
E?nd keep indelible records of the great re-
cent solar eclipse, but nothing has been
said about the one woman who endured the

landscape, the sky became leaden, the
grasi! and trees turned to ink and the in-
tense heat of the earlier morninggave way

to what the travelers from England at
least regarded as a refreshing coolness.

ence to The Herald.) The eclipse is over.
The disappointments of Ntorway and Japan

ln 1536 have been most amply atoned for in
India. The whole majestic phenomena have
been witnessed in a sky undimmed by the

faintest trace of cloud. In the history of
astronomical science there has never been

an eclipse in which the observers were fa-

vored with such completely unchequered

success at so large a number of stations,

or which was so fullyand satisfactorily
observed. The little party, to which my
husband and I were attached, took up

their places in the observing huts on Jan-
uary Zki about 11 oclock. and* got in final

readiness for the great event. The fore-
thought of our most considerate host.

Lieut. D. O. Morris, assistant commission-
er for the Amraotl district of Herar, had
secured that no one was within sight of
us except three or four policemen, who
guarded the approaches to our station.
To the south our living camp was partly

seen amid the pretty grove of tamarind
and Mango trees which sheltered It; to
the southeast the white walls nf the house
of the village patel gleaming through an-
other grove marked whe re the village Itself
stood; north and west Ihe level fields of
cotton and Jowari were void of a single
human being. Perfectly secluded and un-
disturbed, we waited, therefore, the event.

Mr. Smith, the ocoupant of the most east-
erly of our huts, warned, us of the com-
mencement of the eclipse at nice minutes
before noon, when the lirst slight indenta-
tion appeared on the southwest limb of
the sun. The hour und a half that fol-
lowed seemed to pass with exceeding slow-
ness. Gradually the dark moon crept over
the bright face of the sun. and as it ad-
vanced seemed so much smaller than the
sun?increased In appearance from the ef-
fect of irradiation?that one might have
been forgiven if a momentary fear ha>l
Se-ized one that the statement circulated by

fast. It is curious to read ln the earlier
descriptions of eclipses that the corona
seemed "to turn round like a catherlne-
wheel." There was no hint of flicker or
motion in the calm, unwavering light

which now shone down upon us. From
one point of view the eclipse was less
Impressive us a mere spectacle than usual,
less impressive, even, than the cloud-hid-

the Brahmlna among tbe natives was eo--
rert, antl that the eclipse would not he
quite total, after ail. The moon, however,
kept on her way, and, as the eclipse elrew
near to fullness, sce-mcd to quicken her
xtace. The brighter colors faded from the

den eclipse of August, ISM. The darkness
was very slight. Judging from recollec-
tion! of the descriptions of different ob-
servers, it woulel seem to have been the
lightest eclipse for many years past. Or-
dinary spectators! therefore, who had

formed their ideas of what to expect from
the descriptions which are commonly cur-
rent, were not a little disappointed. The
approach of the shadow, though visible
enough to those who looked for it, came
very far short of that "rush of a wall nf
darkness" which has some times been
spoken of, and in mid-totality there was
much more lierht than during a midnight
at the full of the moon. Those who wished,
like Fear-nothing Hans." to be made "to
shiver and shake." were disappointed of
a sensation. Hut for those who wished
to watch a scene of surpassing beauty,

or for those who had scientific work to
do, the conditions were absolutely perfect.

A busy afternoon followed. There were
photographs to develop, telegrams to send
und receive, and reports to write, and it
was n very tired, though Jubilant, party
that met at dinner In the mess tent at
8:30. Dinner was scarcely over when we
were Invited to witness and take part in
the villagers' rejoicings. These consisted
of an illumination?very pretty and effect-
ive?of long lines of native lamps and a
liberal exhibition of fireworks. The lire-
works were all of native make, and resem-
bled what schoolboys call a "flower-pot,"
but many of them being of considerable
size and throwing a fountain ofgolden rain
fairly high, by combining nnd crossing

them In pairs and threes and fours, some
very effective arrangements were made,
and the whole did the utmost credit to
the organizers, the tashildar of the dis-
trict and the headmen of the villages for
far around. To conclude the ceremony, the
headmen came forward and decorated the
party with garlands of flowers and made
the usual offering of betel-nut. To these
and other compliments Mr. Smith, as the
senior member of the party, replied, thank-
ing those present for their courtesy and
readiness to help, and reminding them of
tbe blessings of peace which they enjoy
tinder the present government. The vil-
lage fort Just before them?ruined, because
no longer needed, ns in the old times, for
protection against marauders ?might re-
mind them how much safer they were now
than then.

So passed the day of the eclipse, a mem-
orable day to all who took part ln It. Per-
fect weather, perfect arrangement made
for us by our most thoughtful hosts, a
magnificent eclipse and this interesting:
piece of native ceremony to conclude. I
had heard much before we came out from
England of "how things were done in
India," but to actually watch the process
gave a very keen and additional Interest
to the expedition. It was at the very elev-
enth hour, almost the twelfth, that we
were handed over from the Bombay presi-

! Not only wns the corona seen In a cloud-
Iless sky, but It was Itself of unusual size-
'and brightness, and, because seen with
such distinctness, of unusual beauty. The

( first rough impression of it wns that it was
rectangular in shape, but quickly the eye
Ilearned to pick out its details, to recog-
! nize. above and below, tho radiating crown
jof delicate, plume-like streamers which
marked out the solar poles to follow on

the east the two connected extensions,
something like a fish's tail, which stretched
more than a full million miles in that u\-
rection, nnd on the west, the great ray

which might easily be followed to twice
that distance. The minuter details began
to be recognized. Those curious and char-
acteristic cylindrical curves could be plain-
ly seen in the roots of the great streamers,

giving their brightest parts a lobed or
leaf-shaped appearance. And then, when
one would gladly have looked and looked
again, olid made out still more details in
that strange complex star of silvery, pearl-
like light, with a sudden burst an immense
rush of BUnllght broke up the whole fairy

vision, nnd it was none like a drenm. The
shock rif returning light wns so sudden
nnd so sharp that a watcher who should
have declared that Itwas accompanied by
a roar like thunder would almost have re-
ceived credence.

For us nt Talni the eclipse lasted eight

seconds short of two minutes?four sec-
onds less than we had expected. Ttut dur-
ing that short two minutes what a number
of impressions we were receiving over and
above the attention which had been given
to the actual work on which we were en-
gaged!

I mnde five exposures with my wide-
angled lense, a sixth at the instant of tbe
return of the light, and a seventh on the

dency, where all our arrangements had at
first been made, and were commended to
the care of the president of the court of tho
Nizam of Hyderabad, Mr. T. C. Chlcheic-
Plowden. C. S. 1., and of Mr. P. S. Bullock.
C. I. E., commissioner of the Hyderabad
assigned districts, Just within the borders
of which the little village of Taint stands.
But though thus asked only at the very last
moment to help, that help could not possi-
bly have been more thorough and complete.
Capt. Horsburgh, deputy commissioner of
the Amraotl district, directed Lieut.

The
president and commissioner both paid us a
visit before the eclipse, that they might
see that everything necessary had been
done for us, and that they might them-
selves share ln the spectacle of the day:
and It was an additional Interest to us to
see our little camp develop as If by magic
Into a far-spreading canvas village. One
day our eight or nine tents stood alone, the
next they were Joined by a score of others;
two days later and they were gone .and
we were also alone again. To make our
little "bund.erbust" probably seemed a very
trivial thing to men accustomed to vastly
larger undertakings, but our gratitude is
none ihe less due to them, and the prompt-
itude, precision and forethought with
which it was carried through enabled us
to appreciate better than any amount of
description could do what British admin-
istration means In India.

Another New Theater
The following particulars of a new the-

atrical enterprise, as given ln San Fran-
cisco Music and Drama, will be read with
Interest:

Although San Francisco ls well supplied
with theaters we are promised another
in the near future. Last Saturday articles
of incorporation were filed by the Alham-
bra Theater Company, which has leased

the Auditorium, on the corner of Jones
and Eddy streets, fora term of ten years.

The Incorporators are Gregory de Kannet,

Sol J. Levy. A. Heuf, Thos. P. Woodward,

M. J. Valdheimer, H. P. Taylor and L. A.

Rea. The capital stock is $300,000, three-

fourths of which has already been sub-

scribed for. The balance is to be reserved
as a working capital. It ls the purpose of

tho company to remodel the building In
the Moorish style. The theater, which

will be named the Alhambra, will have a
frontage of 100 feet on Eddy street and a
depth of 1374 feet on Jones. Brick, ce-

ment and terra cotta will be the principal
materials used on the exterior; while the in-

terior will present a combination of light

pink, light green and white, striped with
gold as color effects. The proscenium

will bo forty-two feet wide, with a depth

of thirty-seven and one-half feet. The
seating capacity will be 2300. There will be

1.100 seats on the ground lloor, an equal

number In the gullery, and 156 box seats.

About $25,000 will be expended on the build-
ing. The electric lighting effects will be
something novel here, and electricity will
be utilized ln the ventilation.. The gal-

lery will have two special exits. Dr.Gre-
gory de Ksnnet will be the managing direc-

tor. It is Intended that the performances
will be of the best vaudeville character,
and arangoments have already been made
to secure leading artists ln Europe. It
Is expected that everything will be com-

'pleted In time to open the Alhambra about
June Ist.
