"Efforts are being made ln the United
States," says Secretary of Agriculture
Wilson ln the March Forum, "to extend
the growth of sugar producing plants by
ascertaining?through scientifically con-
ducted research at state experiment sta-
tions and by private enterprise, under the
direction of the federal and state govern-
ments?where such plants will flourish
best, to the end that we may as a nation
become Independent of other countries in
this regard, . . . and distribute among
our own people the Immense Bum of money
that is now sent abroad to pay for sweet-
ening materials. .- . . This subject
should be discussed from the standpoint
of the farmer rather than from that of the
political economist. The farmers of our
country produce from the soil grains, cot-
ton, tobacco, vegetables, fruit, horses, cat-
tle, hogs, sheep, various animal products
and the like; and Ifwe can add to our farm
system any crop that yields an article of
common use, ls not exhaustive of plant
food, and whose by-product ls vaulable ln
making meat and dairy products, it will
find favor wtihproducers. There are very
few crops, or manufacturers of them, of
which this can be said so emphatically as
it can be said cf sugar beets. The grains
are well known soil-robbers. They carry
from the soil nitrogen, potash, phosphoric
acid, lime, magnesia, and the other ele-
ments of plant food. Tobacco ls peculiarly
severe in this regard, because none of Its
by-products are lit for animal food, and
what Is sold from the farm carries away
so much mineral plant food that most soils
are soon exhausted If not. replenished by
commercial fertilizers, the purchase of
which Is out of the question ln many parts
of the United States. Meats take away
comparatively little plant food from the
Boil, compared with their money value.
The cotton plant Is not exhaustive if the
stalks are plowed under and the seed ls re-
turned to the soil, either directly or
through the Instrumentality of domestic
animals. The oil of the cotton seed may
be sold without taking any plant food
from the farm, as it comes from the at-
mosphere through the leaves of the plant.
Butter ls also harmless ln this respect,
and does not Impoverish the land on which
the cow grazes. Sugar ls harmless as oil
and butter; It comes from the carbonic
dioxide of the atmosphere. It the sugar
beet ls hauled to the factory and the pulp
taken back to the farm, no plant food Is
lost to the soil. f

"The writer grew beets by the acre for
Btock feed from 1891 to 1896 at the lowaagricultural college, and found the enter-
prise profitable for that purpose alone.
All domestic animals are benefited by the
dally rations of roots ln winter when they
have no access to pasture?the young ani-
mal, the breeding animal and the fattening
animal alike find them grateful. After thesugar ls extracted the pulp contains all
the plant food furnished by the soil and
ls substantially as valuable as a fodder
for domestic animals as the beet ls before
the sugar Is extracted. The fodders of our
rations are nearly all too carbonaceous
and require mixtures of nitrogenous by-
products to make them suitable foranimal
growth or milk production. Here, then,
we have a plant that, aside from the sugar
It contains, makes a valuable food for our
domestic animals and Is capable of suc-
cessful cultivation ln many of our states.
It fits into our farm systems conveniently,
because Its planting season Is earlier and
its harvest time later than that of corn,
and-not only serves a double purpose as an
animal nutriment, but holds out the liveli-
est hopes that Its adoption will keep at
home $100,000,000 through the value of Itssugar content alone."

! Bradstreet's Report, NEW TORK, March 25.?Bradstreet's to-morrow will say:
i ..Tne, favorable features of the week in

distributive trade have been the reports
coming with few exceptions from all parts; of,the west and northwest, and marred

l only by the checks to business and ship-
ments caused by heavy rains and high
wuter in the Ohio valley. The unsettledcondition of our relations with Spain Is
credited with exercising some effect upon
Immediate demands, and upoh future un-
dertakings in the eastern portion of the
country; but the two industries, cotton
and woolen, most complaining, are those
in which conditions other than foreign
complications have for some time past
been working toward depression. Tile, coarse cotton goods situation does not
Improve in any way, and declines in print
cloths to a still lower record quotation,
rendering increasingly Imminent action by
manufacturers toward curtailing produc-
tion in this line. While some woolen goods
mills have already booked good orders, the
business an a whole has not been up to
anticipations. Raw wool, however, does
not reflect the rather unsatisfactory con-
dition in the manufactured product In
lower quotations. The condition of the
Iron and steel trades is one which has ex-
cited satisfaction and almost surprise.
From v number of widely separated sec-
tions the report comes of unprecedented
activity ln nearly all branches of the trade.Pig Iron is higher at several markets and
efforts toward harmonizing production ele-
ments In crude and manufactured products
are being assiduously pushed. Modern
steel plants are reported rushed with or-
ders, and consumers' demands more thankeep up with the deliveries. Western steelmen are reported buyingbillets In the east,while eastern shipbuilders are buyingsteel
plates in the west.

The price situation this week Is notable
In showing decreases more numerous thanfor some time past. This, of course, In-
cludes many lines in which speculation
plays a marked part. The passing of the
cold wave, with little or no reported dam-age to the growing winter wheat, coupled
with the forward march of agricultural
matters and the anticipated high acreage
In spring wheat, is credited with much of
the depressing influence manifested In ce-
reals this week. Aidingthis, of course. Isthe'discouragement of speculation by the
strong statistical position of the immense
wheat suppliers and the uncertainty as toour political relations. The position of the
flour trade is unsatisfactory for severalreasons. Business ls reported as dragging
and production may be restricted.

Flour and corn exports are larger tKls
week, but those of wheat are smaller.
The total exports ofwheat, Includingflour,
aggregate 3,896,318 bushels, against 3,679,056
bushels last week, 1,749,100 bushels this
week a year ago, and 1,744,000 bushels In
1896.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Bradstreet's financial review tomorrow

will say:
A dull and nervous tone has prevailed Inspeculative circles, and while the market

has been generall weak and lower, several
sight rallies were produced by the short
Interest. Attention has been centered to
even a greater degree than in the preced-
ing weeks on the relations between Spain
and the United States, and the probability
of matters In that connection coming to a
head. The public is entirely out of the
market, and the large Interests are also

with no stringency ln the money market
and sterling exchange weak, with the vol-
ume of business at clearing houses outside
of New York larger than In 1892 by 6.9 per
cent this month, and with failures nearly
30 per cent smaller than last year, and 52per cent smaller than ln the same month
of 1892, there is not much visible ground
for panic, even if earnest efforts should
fall to keep peace with honor. Warlike
reports come from every state, and stock
operators make the most of them, and yet
the average prices of railroad stocks Is
$53.08, against $63.20 two weeks ago today.
Nor have Industrial operations been per-
ceptibly affected except where extraor-
dinary buying for some weeks past has
made necessary a pause for breath, so to
speak, or where unnatural prices bad
caused a halt before the destruction of tlie
Maine. Some decreases In new engage-
ments would be expected, with war appar-
ently near, but as yet scarcely any Indica-
tion of decrease for that reason ls seen.
It Is difficult to take small views when the
nation Is surpassing all records on market-ing products. Atlantic exports of wheat
for the week have been 2,160,826 bushels,
against 1,272,286 last year, and In four weeks
9,320,514, flour Included, against 6,108,425 lastyoar, with Pacific exports 4,232,032, against
899,242 last year. The price has declined
2%c, but the heavy shipments and con-
tracts for export are having a constant In-
fluence.

Sales of wool have been only U.411.600pounds ln three weeks, at the three cfitef
markets, against 4,605,300 pounds last year
and quotations are yielding, with sales ofold wool 14 to 1 cent below current quota-
tions for clothing, and no Indication thatmanufacturers are nearing the end oftheir
stocks.

Conditions as Shown by Transactions
on Wall Street

NEW YORK, March 25.?Today's closing
prices were the lowest In most cases since
the, Cuban question became a dominant
factor in the situation. Twenty active
shares averaged lower than at any time
this year, and the government new fours,
coupon, were down to 119% bid. This was
on the assumption that new Issues were
possible If expenditures for war purposes
continued long. Before the battleship
Maine was blown up they were quoted
above 128. Itwas freely predicted that the
Maine report would be extremely unfa-
vorable.- The market opened with quota-
tions slightly below yesterday's final fig-
ures. The bears, however, were deter-
mined to bring about a substantially lower
level, and hammered many of the leading
stocks vigorously ln an endeavor to pre-
cipitate liquidation. The local transpor-
tation shares and sugar were the most
vulnerable points of attack and the ex-
treme weakness ln those specialties was
soon communicated elsewhere. Numerous
stop-loss orders were expected and tne
market for a time took on a very animated
appearance, with losses ranging between
1 and 3 per cent during the first half hour's
operation. Purchases for London account
and an effort on the part of some traders
to rally prices gave a steadier tone, which,
however, was accompanied by extreme
stagnation. As the day progressed the
market dipped frequently, but there was
an absence of feature ln the general spec-
ulation until the final hour, when exten-
sive liquidation set ln, which depressed
the bulk of the high priced specialties to
the lowest figures of the day. Washington
houses were sellers, and Itwas understood
that they might have some intimation of
the nature of the Maine report. Sugar was
down 3%, partly on the fear of the prox-
imityof increased competition ln the trade.
The steady decline ln this stock tended to
color recent reports that Inside support
had been withdrawn for the time being.
The break in Northern Pacific preferred
of 1%, accompanied as it was by weakness
ln Canadian Pacific, was taken to indicate
something unfavorable as forthcoming ln
regard to the rate war. New York Cen-
tral and the grangers showed little re-
sistance to the attack.
