cent atmosphere and in the local papers,
in order that they may distract attention
from the alleged platform upon which
they are supposed to stand. As, for In-
stance, that the Non-partisans are not

to be allowed to use the word "Inde-
pendent" after the names of their candi-
dates, as though thlß could make the
slightest difference in the result. This
is said to be one of the effects of the
supreme court's decision knocking out
the new primary law, but this Is rather a
small matter In comparison with the fact
that there Is some danger of the Repub-
lican ticket being thrown out altogether.
Of course attorneys differ as to the ef-
fect of the decision, but one good point
sticks out plainly enough, and that is
that the new law debarred cer-
tain voters from participating in the pri-
maries, who, under the old law, could
have done so. Many who have discussed
the matter are of the opinion that this
one point Is sufficient to knock out the
straight Republican ticket. The matter
will probably be tested in the courts, in
order that the election may not be held

| under misapprehension of the law and
then result In no election at all, as might
happen if a decision is not first secured
In the matter, owing to the fact that both
tickets are to be printed on one ballot,
and one being illegalmight knock out the
whole ballot and hence the whole elec-
tion. Aside from any question of the law
In the matter and the effect on the two
tickets, there Is a constantly growing
sentiment among tho Independent voters
In favor of the Non-partisan ticket, so
that appearances Indicate its complete
triumph in any event.

THERE IS NO POOL

SO SATS PRESIDENT RIPLEY OP
THE SANTA PE

But the Two Railroads Don't Propose
to Fig-lit Each Other Simply for

the Benefit of the Public

SAN DIEGO, March 26.?President E.
P. Ripley of the Santa Fe railroad and
party are domiciled at Hotel Coronado,
where they will rtmain until Monday,

when they wil leave for Los Angeles.
This morning President Ripley was in-
terviewed by your correspondent, and
said:

"For several weeks past I have been
in receipt of newspaper clippings, taken
from both Los Angeles and San Diego
papers, alleging that a pool exists be-
tween the Santa Fe and Southern Pa-
cific railroads. There is absolutely no
trutii In such a statement. I will admit,
however, that the two roads are not act-
ively engaged in fighting each other, and
In my judgment there is no occasion for
such a policy. Both are engaged in
legitimate business, and the railroad
business Is the same as any other line
of business. In my position, as presi-
dent of the company, I take It as my
duty to see that those who have money
Invested in the Santa Fe get the best
return possible on the amount invested,
and I do not think that fighting the
Southern Pacific, or any other compet-
ing line would add much to our revenue,
but on the contrary reduce It. Some
few people, apparently, are not satisfied
unless the two roads are In open hostili-
ties against each other. That might
please them well enough, if a reduction
In freight and passenger rates would re-
sult, but they seem to forget that the
railroad companies have to consider their
own interests, to a limited extent at
least.
"I saw that the fruit-growers held a

convention recently in Los Angeles, and
dratted a memorial requesting a reduc-
tion in rates, but to be candid about It
I don't think there Is much hope for
their prayer being granted. For many
years the fruit business was taken care
of by the railroads at a considerable loss,
and now that the quantity shipped from
Southern California gives a small mar-
gin of profit the producers appear to
think that the railroads should continue
this part of their business at a loss.

"In some of the clippings received by
me I have read personal attacks on Mr.
Nevln. So far Ihave failed to read any-
thing that would even suggest a change
In the high opinion that Ihave always
held of Mr. Nevln. He has carried out
the policy laid down, so far as his man-
agement extends, to the entire satis-
faction of the officers of the Santa Fe,
myself included. As to certain state-
ments alleged to have been made by Mr.
Nevln, I have asked him If they wer«
correct, and he has denied them. Imost
certainly accept his statement as cor-
rect, as I have confidence in his ln-
tegrlty."
DEPUTATION OF FRUIT-GROWER*

Yesterday afternoon a deputation rep-
resenting the chamber of commerce and
the Packers and Shippers' association
waited upon President Ripley and pre-
sented their claims for a reduction in
the present rate ofcitrus fruits, and lem-
ons In particular, from this city.

Mr. Ripley listened with apparent In-
terest, asking many questions from the
delegation, and Anally- said:

"I.do not wish to express my opinion
as to"what willhe done in this connec-
tion. I understand the matter has been
subrnlttSSld to the Transcontinental Traf-
fic association, and It doubtless will re-
selve due,attention. Iw'U add further,"
said President Ripley, "that your Inter-
ests and ours are Identical. Ifyou pros-
per, so will we, and If your business Is
ruined, we will feel It greatly. The re-
duction of freight from $1.25 to $1 Is n
big question, but the facts you give us
demand careful attention."

THE POLITICAL POT

Will Be Warmed by Water Rates.
Non-Partisans for Reduction

RIVERSIDE, March 26.?As the date
of the municipal election in this city ap-
proaches politics warm up, and the indi-
cations are that the campaign will as-
sume a very warm nature. The prin-
cipal bone of contention in the fight this
year is the regulation of water rates.
The Republicans are charged with being
favorable to the scheme of the water
company to collect high rates, and the
Non-partisans are making the c ampaign
on a platform which promises a reduc-
tion of the rate to at least 10 cents an
inch. In other years the principal ques-
tion in city politics here has been the
liquor question, but this year both par-
ties agreed to submit this question to a
vote of the people, and thus remove it
from the campaign as a factor uf dis-
pute. As the matter now stands the Re-
publicans have not pledged their nomi-
nees On the question of water rates, fur-
ther than to say that a fair rate shall be
established, but the other side comes out
flat and declares for reduction In present
ratts, which are 15 cents an incTi, and
further, the candidates are pledged to
economy in all city affairs. The election
takes place on April 11th, and from now
to that date there will be a lot of elec-
tioneering done by the managers ofeach
side.

LEE HILL'S STORY

HOW PARVIN CAME TO DEATH
AT HIS HANDS

The Defendant Tells His Story of the
Fatal Affray?The Evidence

Is Concluded

VENTURA, March 26.?TeBtimony was

concluded at 2 p. m. today In the case
of Lee Hill, who has been on trial for
the murder of Theodore Parvin, who
died from the effects of a blow from

a club in the hands of Hillon February

Sth. The'argument commences Monday.
The prosecution has made out a strong

case, and a verdict of manslaughter Is
probable.

A larger crowd than usual was at the
court house yesterday and today to hear
the murder trial of Lee Hill, eveTy seat
being taken.

Mrs. Parvin, the wife oTThe man who
met death at Hill's hands, was on the
stand yesterday, and stated that she
heard Hill order her husband from the
ranch before he struck the fatal blow.
Attorney Ewing, for the defense, worked
a long time concerning her husband's
position in the corral before the alterca-
tion. The attorneys wrangled for quite
a while over this apparently unimport-
ant proposition. The club supposed to
have been used was offered In evidence,
but was objected to, but the objection
was overruled. During the examination
Mrs. Parvin broke out into hysterical
sobbing several times, and on one acca-
sion was led from the court room.

Today was mostly occupied by the tes-
timony ofR. L. Hill, the defendant in the
case.

According to this testimony, on De-
cember 1, 1897, Parvin gave a note of

$1080 for property Hill sold to him, and
a note for $700 as advance payment of
the rent, for the first year on the Hill
place. These noteß were secured by a
crop mortgage, in which all the crops
raised on the place were to be given to
Hill and wife; also a chattel mortgage,

In which all the farm machinery on the
Hill place, seven head of horses, one
fanning mill and all the hay in the barn,
amounting to about twenty tons, were
under mortgage.

On February Ist, according to Hill, he
met Mr. Parvin at the Saticoy depot
with six sacks of corn. Parvin told Hill
he was going to sell It. Hill said he
shouldn't do that, as he had no right to
sell mortgaged property, the corn as
well as other crops on the Hill place
being mortgaged to him, It. X*Hill. Par-
vin considered that he had a perfect
right to sell such mortgaged property if
he saw fit. This caused Hill to seek the
advice of District Attorney Poplin, who
said he might be able to buy Parvin off
by paying him $250 or $500 for his labor
from December 1, 1897, to February 1,
1898. Hill was not willing to do this,
but considered $100 a fair price for the
two months' werk. On the sth offFeb-
ruary Hill made the proposition of pay-
ing Parvin $100 for his work, provided
that he would return all the papers in
his possession, and By such return re-
lease the mortgages. Parvin refused to
do it for less than $250. No definite! un-
derstanding was reached on that day.

On the Bth of February Hill called
again, and found Parvin constructing a
wire fence. Hill asked Parvin ifhe had
thought of the proposition made to him
a few days previously. Parvin said be
had, but was still of the same mind;
would accept nothing less than $250. j

Hill then said that he would have to
abide by the original contract and culti-
vate the land so that a crop could be pro-
duced. Parvin answered that the land
couldn't very well be cultivated until
some rain fell. Hill said that ifParvin
wouldn't cultivate it he would try to
get authority to put men on the ground

to cultivate it.
Parvin replied: "AndI'll put any man

off the ground as quick as you put them
on."

"Well, 1; .aid Hill, "Idon't. th.nK you're
doing the right thing by me, r.nd Idon't
know aa you intend to."

"That's a damn He!" shouted Parvin,
angrily.

"You're another!" yelled back Hill.
The two men were near each other, and

Parvin picked up a saw and hammer and
made toward -him, hitting him once with
the saw on the wrist. Hill picked up a
long stick and prepared to defend himself
while Parvin kept on hitting at him with
the hammer, using the saw as a guard.
During the melee Parvin was struck on
the finger and over the head, though, ac-
cording to Hill's statement, he did not seem
to be much Injured by the affray, and when
he heard the next day from one of his
friends that Parvin was dead he went and
gave himself up to the authorities.

After Hill's testimony the court ad-
journed for the day.

BADLY BURNED

A Tramp Injured in Another Hay
Fire

An alarm of fire was turned In from the
Plaza at 3:15 this morning. Officer Tala-
mantes discovered a hay barn on Olivera
street, opposite the Plaza, on fire. After
ringing in the alarm, he returned to the
fire, and heard a man yelling. He broke
down the fence and found a tramp, una-
ble to get out and badly burned. Tala-
mantes succeeded In rescuing him, but fits
Injuries are severe. His name Is Tom Ken-
nedy and he Is a late brake-beam tourist
from the east.

The barn and contents, a quantity of
baled hay, belonged to E. R. Long. The
fire department confined their attentions
to preventing the spread of the flames to
neighboring buildings. The loss is esti-
mated at about $300.

MET VIOLENT DEATHS

Two Well-Known Residents of Lower
California Killed

SAN DIEGO, March 26.?Two prominent
residents of Real del Casblllo, Lower Cal-
ifornia, named Manuel Nunez and Maximo
Saenz, were killed last Wednesday on the
road between the Real and Jacalltos, They
were driving down a steep grade when the
brake-beam fave way, throwing the wag-
on upon the horses and causing them to
rush madly down the hill. Both men were
thrown forward under the wagoriTone of
them having his skull crushed, while the
heavy wheels passed over the bldy and
legs of the other, killinghim almost in-
stantly.

AREDUCED OFFER MADE OK THE
CITY'S PROPERTY

Auditor* Weekly Balances?Buena
Vista Street Widening?Bridge

Estimates?City Hall Notes

Within the next week or two something 1
like $54,000 worth ofinsurance policies upon
city buildings will expire, and already
among the Insurance men there is the live*
ltest kind of a scramble for a piece of the
pie which Is to be distributed. The finance
committee has the matter In hand and if
considering offers of all kinds from tha
eager bidders for business.

The present policies were written three
years ago, during an lnsurance»rate war,
and the city cannot hope to do anywhere
near as well at the present time. Some
time ago the Pacific Insurance union fixed
a premium rate of $1 per $100 valuation, and
the offers heretofore made to the finance
committee have been upon this basts. Yes.
terday, however, a proposition was mads
by the Northwestern National, through Its
agent, to cut 20 per cent under the combin-
ation rate, making the price of 80 cents oa
(100.

Previous to the reception of this offer the
committeemen had about decided to divide
the business between half a dozen firms,
but in the present depleted condition ofcity
finances the cut rate offer Is a big Induce-
ment, and, unless the low bid is met, it Is
probable that the Northwestern National
will get at least $25,000 ofthe insurance.

Buena Vista Street Widening
The map for the proposed widening ot

Buena Vista street has just been completed
by the city engineer's office. This is one ol
the most difficult pieces of engineering
work recently completed by the depart-
ment. It Involves the widening ofMarches,
sault street, from Main to Buena Vista
street, and the widening of the latter be-
tween Marchessault street and the Bridge.
The work as mapped out will make the
street of a uniform width of 100 feet. It I*
now 60 feet wide throughout the greater
part ot its entire length, but In one portion

it Is but 40 feet In width.
