The utilityof the modern battle-
ship had not been demonstrated. He had
been greatly interested in the discussion
ot the respective merits of the expensive
battleship and the relatively inexpensive

three.

In conclusion, Mr. Cannon said he had
little hope that his amendment would
carry, but he wanted to vote every dollar
necessary, but this was not the time for
recklessness. He appealed to tho members
to meet the situation "with loyal heart*
and cool heads," (Applause.)

Mr. Dayton expressed his surprise that
the Republican leader who had come be-
fore the house with the emergency appro-
priations should now seek to thwart a
policy that would make every American
proud of his nag. (Applause.)

Mr. Robblns (Republican) of Pennsyl-
vania moved to strike out the provision
for a dry dock at Portsmouth. Th*
amendment was lost, 64 to 100, as was that
of Mr. Cannon, 78 to 107.

? WASHINGTON, March 26.?1t can be

Stated on positive information that this
government will. If, Indeed, it has not
already done so. Inform Spain that the
conditions now existing in Cuba have
become intolerable to the people of this
country, and that hostilities on the is-

' land must cease. This policy is in di-
rect line with the views of the President
as expressed In his last message to Con-
Kress on December 6.

In that message he said: "The in-
\u25a0 structions given to our new Minister to

Spain before his departure for his post

directed him to impress upon that gov-

ernment the sincere wish of the United
States to lend Its aid toward the ending

of the war in Cuba by reaching a peace-

' ful and lasting result, Just and honorable
alike to Spain and the Cuban people.
These instructions recited the character
and duration of the conflict, the wide-
spread losses it entails, the burdens and
restraints It Imposes upon us, with con-
stant disturbance of national Interests
and the injuries resulting from an In-
definite continuance of this state of
things.

"No solution was proposed to which
the slightest Idea of humiliation to
Spain could attach, and, indeed, precise
proposals were withheld to avoid em-
barrassment to that government."

After reading the substance of Spain's
reply, received on October 23d last, the
President says:

"The immediate amelioration of exist-
ing conditions under the new administra-
tion of Cuban affairs is predicted, and
therewithal the disturbance and all oc-
casion of any change of attitude on the
part of the United States."

Since the delivery of this message evi-
dence has accumulated showing beyond
question that the promise made In be-
half of the new administration, to re-
lieve the conditions in Cuba, have not
been fulfilled.

On the contrary, the evidence which
has reached the President shows con-
clusively that Hie situation is daily be-
coming more serious.

In view of these fucts this government

has decided to take, ifit has not already
taken, definite action by Informing
Spain, that while disowning any other
object than that dictated by a sense of

a*honor and Justice, to a stricken and, starvins people, it must insist, first, that
hostilities be brought to a speedy termi-
nation.

So far as known no specific date has
been fixed within which the war must be
terminated, but it is believed that it is
the purpose of the administration not to

? permit of any unnecessary or extended
delay.
It Is known in high official circles that

many of the people highest in authority
In Spain, including members of the Min-
istry, are extremely weary of the con-
flict in Cuba and would willingly accede
to Anyreasonable terms for a settlement
cf the whole question by granting to. Cuba her independence on nn Indemnity
basis. The opposition to the plan comes
from the factions opposed to the present
administration, who demand extreme
measures, If necessary, to control the
Islands. In view of these conditions
What willbe the answer to our demands
Cannot be foretold.

A STRANGE DELUSION

Spaniards Relying on Interference by
European Powers

NEW YORK, March 26.?European In-
terference between Spain and the United
States is a growing delusion ofthe Span-
ish classes In Cuba, says the Havana
correspondent of the Tribune. Appar-
ently It is fostered from Madrid.through
government channels. The belief ofthese
two classes that the nations of Europe
would side with Spain in case ofwar has
always prevailed. It finds utterance in
many pamphlets which have been pub-
lished since the beginning of the revolUr
flon, and the newspapers have encour-
aged the Idea. The way they put it was
that the United States was responsible
(or keeping the Insurgents alive, be-cause filibustering was not stopped;
that Europe cannot interfere In that
matter, and the minute hostilities arise
She would be arrayed, ' «th the possible
txceptlon of Great Brltlih, against thepnlted States. At a distance this feel-ing Is hard to understand. Nevertheless|t Is widespread, not merely among the
fgnorant people, but some officials and
business men. The case is one on which
the government cannot always rely
When its own purposes call for a war
sentiment or for the strengthening ofthe
popular belief that nothing need be
yielded to the United States. Atpresent
this delusion Is Invoked to quiet the anx-
iety which is felt over the report on the
Maine disaster. The masses ofthe Span-
lards have an understanding that the
American Court of Inquiry will report
against the theory of accident. They
have their own reasons for thinking thatthe Maine was blown up through foul
play, and the attempt of the Spanish
hoard to make out an accident will nothsstlvs their confidence. They are some-

what concerned over th* outcome of the
American findings. Itla understood that
the government seeks to reassure them
with the promise that Europe Is back of,Spain; they have already been prepared
with the knowledge that the Sagasta

Ministry will seek to arbitrate the ques-
tion of fact, and they are duped with the
belief that if that is rejected the coun-
tries of the Continent will uphold Spain
forcibly In resisting the demands of the
United States when Itbecomes positive-
ly known that the administration at
Washington will treat the Incident as

Its own affair. There Is*a possibility that
the delusion of European aid will impel
the ultra Spanish classes to acts which
will cause a collision with the United
States. Either this will happen or the

confidence In Spain securing the support
of other countries will be shattered for-
ever, and the settlement of the Cuban
question will become much more simple,

THE FRENCH ATTITUDE
NEW YORK, March 26.?Jas. K. Eus-

tls, former American Embassador to
France, said last night Inreference to an
Interview published In the Paris Figaro
with M. Hanotaux, French Minister of
Foreign Affairs, on the attitude of the
French government with regard to the
Spanish-Cuban question, in which the
Frenchman was quoted as saying that
"There must be no conflict" between
this country and Spain:

"Since the Spanish-Cuban question
has become serious the attitude of the
French government has become one
of extreme delicacy. Having frequently
discussed this question with M. Hano-
taux, I have always found that his atti-
tude as regards the Spanish and United
States governments was exceedingly
correct.

"M. Hanotaux does not sympathize
with either of those parties, and they
have not the slightest influencewith him.

"The affinities of race and community

of religion between France and Spain
are not sufficiently strong to destroy the
traditional friendship between the
French and American republics. It Is
true that the French capitalists have
great Interests In Spain, but It would be
difficult to discover how their interests
could be Bubserved by entangling France
In any conflict with the United States."

BRITISH INTERESTS
ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla., March 26.?The

British warship Cordelia left for Savan-
nah last night. Admiral Fisher's flag-
ship Renown, with seven other armored
cruisers of the North American fleet, has
been ordered to New York direct. The
movements of the British warships of
the North American and West Indies
fleets ordered to New York with torpedo
destroyers and torpedo boats, was learn-
ed by a correspondent from an officer of
the British warship which left this port
for Savannah. He gave the information
unintentionally. The Talbot and Terror
are with the flagship Renown and three
of the armored cruisers. The informa-
tion is without doubt authoritative.

ROEBER WINS ON A FOUL

IN A HATCH WITH YOUSOTJTF,
THE TERRIBLE TURK

Fifteen Thousand Lovers of Greco-
Roman Wrestling Go Awayin

Very Great Disgust

NEW YORK, March 26.-Fifleen thou-
sand people crowded Into Madison Square

Garden tonight to witness the Graeco-
Roman wrestling match between Yousouff,
the Turk, and Ernest Roeber, the world's
champion,' J ,

Bob Flisslmmons was warmly received
when he walked into the building.

At 9:30 oclock Yousouff got on the plat-
form and had a rousing reception. A few
minutes later Roeber climbed upon the
stage. His welcome was deafening. You-
souff was the favorite in the betting.

Hugh Leonard was chosen referee.
Bob Fltzslmmons held the watch for

Roeber and "Honest John" Kellyfor You-
souff.

When the men stepped into the ring It
waß seen that the Turk was at least five
Inches taller than hie adversary and fully
fifty pounds heavier. When time was
called both men stepped to the center of
the mat. Yousouff was the first to get his
hands on. Roeber kept springing away
from the big fellow and finally took up a
position near the edge of the platform.
Yousouff reached and pushed his opponent
clear off the stage.

Martin Julian sprang upon the platform
and claimed the match for Roeber on a
foul, which Leonard allowed. Time, 1 min-
ute, 50 seconds.

One of Yousouff's friends then made the
announcement that Yousouff desired to
give the Call to Roeber and to go on again
In an hour, also taking the loser's end of
the money whether he won or not. At five
minutes after ten the announcer said that
the referee hadi gone with two physicians
to determine whether or not Roeber would
be able to continue.

After a few minutes the announcer said
that the doctors who examined Roeber
had declared him to be In unfit condition to
go back on the mat and the referee had de-
cided finallyto award) the match to Roeber,
as it was evident that the Turk had de-
liberately fouled his opponent. This an-
nouncement was received with mingled

hisses and cheers, but the former predomi-

nated.
W. A. Brady then announced that You-

souff wouldi give an exhibition with Tom
Cannon, one of his trainers. Chief Mc-
Cullough, who was at the side of the stage,
refused to allow the Turk to appear again,
and 15,000 men filed out of the garden very
much disgusted.

THAT WILLIAM'S NAVAL BILL
WILLGO

POSSIBLE WAR WITH BRITAIN

Arguments Advanced?The Kaiser Is

Not Friendly to the >
Spanish

BERLIN, March 26.?(Copyright, 1898.)

The debate In the relchsrath on the second

reading of the naval billwas only a sham
fight, and Its acceptance is a foregone con-

clusion. The only reason for the long

drawn out discussion was to enable the
members ot the reichstag to explain their
positions to their constituents. The dis-
cussion was chiefly .Interesting to the out-

siders frem the fact that it threw right

upon the ideas underlying the scheme In

the minds of the promoters of the measure.
Herr Benningsen, the leader of the Na-
tional Liberals, was so Impressed with the
Importance of the occasion that he de-
parted from hip invariable practice and
spoke from the tribune, Instead of from
his seat. He confirmed the views ex-
pressed in these dispatches several months
ago, that the Increase In the strength of
the navy was partly based on the possi-
bilityof war between Germany and Great
Britain, and partly to enable Genroany
to maintain neutrality In the event of war
between Great Britain and Russia. He
said that aavel experts expressed the oplD-

lon that, after the realization of the pres-
ent scheme, a battle in the north sea might

be successfully risked against even the
strongest sea power. Alludingto neutral-
ity, Herr Bennlngsen said that in the event
of an Anglo-Russian conflict in the Baltic
sea, Great Britain might be tempted to
force Germany to take sides.

Herr Benningsen further remarked that
the progress made byGermany had excited

the envy of others, her exports and im-
ports having Increased three milliards of
marks from 18S0 to 1896, while Great
Britain's had Increased only one Vniiliard.

This vast scheme, he continued, must bo
protected. He then referred to the damage,
amounting to $15,000,000, suffered by Ham-
burg through privateering during the
Franco-British war.

Herr Rlchter delivered a scathing criti-
cism of the bill, which, he declared, will
increase, the imperial, debt by 90,00t),CW

marks during the next seven years.

Continuing, Herr Rlchter declared the es-
tablishment of the septennate principle
was the first step in the Introduction of
absolutism in all military questions.

\u25a0 The emperor and empress attended the
funeral of the Duke of Talleyrand-Saganon

on Thursday.
His majesty's physicians have advised

him to take an early course at Homburg,
and their majesties, therefore, willgo there
on Tuesday.

The sixtieth anniversary of Prince Bis-
marck's entrance into the army was cele-
brated with great enthusiasm in various
parts of the country. Prince Bismarck is
in good health, although his foot still com-
pels him to use his wheel chair. The prince
is highly amused at the almost daily cable
messages received from America, mostly

with prepayment for answer, requesting

his views on the loss of the Maine or on the
Cuban question. He says he pays no heed
to these requests.

The weakening of the marines by the dis-
patch of large detachments to Klao Chau
will be rectified on April Ist, when neces-

sary additions will be made to the force.
Mr. White, United States ambassador,

says: "Very earnest assurances have been
given in the highest quarters that the em-
peror did not make the remarks attributed
to him relative to showing friendship for
Spain in case of a conflict with America,
nor anything similar to that. As a mat-
ter of fact, he does not hold the sentiments
attributed to him on that subject."

The government willnot admit American
fruit waste into the Rhine district, as it
is said to be gravity Injuring the Jelly in-
dustry.

The Cologne Gazette and other news-
papers severely blame the government for
exceeding the authority given It by the
bundesrath in the fruit decree.

The Prussian minister of agriculture,
Baron yon Hammersteln-Lexten, has Is-
sued an official reoort on the San Jose
scale, setting forth that recently numbers
have been found in all stages of develop-
ment on apples. He adds that it must be
presumed that German orchards and nur-
series are already infected, and he callj

for immediate and general investigation of
the reports and the results.

A Mexican Railway
SAN FRANCISCO, March 26.?Railway

communication is to be established be-
tween the City of Mexico and Manzanlllo
on the Pacific ocean. At present a branch
of the Mexican Central extends to Ameca,
and then abruptly ends. On the Pacific a
narrow-gauge line runs from Manzanlllo
to Colenla. The country intermediate from
Colenla to Guadalajara possesses no means
of railroad communication. This gap Is,
however, to be filled in, and the central
section of the republic united by roil with
the Pacific ocean. A concession for the
new line has been granted to Ignacio Borea
of Mexico, who expects to interest Amer-
ican capitalists In the work.
