cold.

According to a German publication, a
chemist uf that country has prepared a
fluid that hus the power, when Injected
Into the tissues of v plant, near its roots,
of anaesthetizing the plant, not destroying
lt, but temporarily suspending Its vitality.

Fine coal or slack coal has proved very
effective InKngland as a filtering material
for sewage, lt seems to have, as Prof.
Bostock Hill has pointed out, a special
power of removing the putrescent organic
matter. The effluent is particularly bright,
shows a marked diminution In the quanti-
ty of oxygen absorbed, and is perfectly free
from odor. The Interior of the filter, after
a use ot many months, has only a slight
earthy smell.

An "aseptic" ward of the London Tem-
perance hospital contains novel features.
It is 14x11 feet In area and 12 feet high, be-
ing Intended for only one patient at a time.
The walla and celling are of enameled
glass, with rounded angles, and the floor Is
of marble mosaic, with angles also rounded.
A plate-glass window, with outside blinds,
forms three-fifths of tho west wall. The
door is of ground glass, and the frame?
the only wood about the ward?ls iM hard
teak. No pipe or drain opens Into the ward.
Great care has been taken with the ventil-
ating arrangements, and the ward is cut
off from the rest of the hospital by a ven-
tilated lobby. The bed, chair, patient's
locker, etc., are of metal. Everything in
tho room can be washed in hot water with-
out harm, and it Is suggested that future
houses will give similar protection against
the entrance, growth or escape of harmful
germs.

A writer ln Science describes a curious
monstrosity which has come underas« 6*b-
servatlon. This is a cock with no signs of
spurs upon tho tarsi, but with it couple of
well-developed spurs upon tho head, on
either side of the comb, giving the creature
the appearance of being horned. These
mock spurs are not attuched to the skull,
whatever they may originally have been,
but are loose. Instances are on record of
spurs being grafted on to combs, but, so
far, no simillar case is known to have oc-
curred in nature.

One of the improvements worthyot men-
tion in cloth manufacture, remarks the
Boston Commercial Bulletin ln a recent re-
view of textile interests, is an ingenious
method of preparing goods so as to Insure
to the wearer less liability to the contrac-
tion of diseases from exposure to infection,
ln carrying out this idea, the plan pursued
is to mix three parts ofquinine or anttpy-
rlne with one hundred parts of water, the
yarn for the fabric being passed through
this solution and dried. For the warps,
from one to three per cent of tho quinine
or antipyrine is added to the sizing mater-
ials before their passage through the size,
and ln the treatment of fabrics the same
proportion of the drugs named ls added to
the finishing mixture; in fact, this method
of treatment assumes that the proportion
of any substance capable of acting ad- 1
versely to fevers may be increased or di-
minished according to the nature of the one
used.

The problem of the most available and
efficient method of public lighting still re-
mains to be solved, service and economy
being the great desiderata. The plan of
very high towers with clusters of electric
lamps, calculated to lightextensive areas,
ls generally declared to have proved a fail-
ure, leading to their abandonment; towers
of 125 to 150 feet, supporting two or four
lamps, and placed at frequent Intervals,
are reported in a few Instances as being
successful, but ln many other have been
superseded by a different arrangement. The
suspension of electric lumps at the center
of street intersections, the method most
generally adopted, has been regarded as
somewhat dslrable because of the superior
radiation, .but, on the score of appearance
the mast arm is pronounced much prefer-

able. A height of thirty-five or forty feet
has many advocates as the most effective
for arc lamps, but, as showing the differ-
ence of opinion ln this matter, different
cities suspend their lamps anywhere from
eight to forty feet aloft.

A French investigator has found that by

the addition of tho leaves of fruit trees,
which in themselves have no marked flavor
to saccharine solutions undergoing alco-
holic fermentation, a very marked bouquet
of the fruit ls developed. Thus, by Im-
mersing pear or apple tree leaves In ten or
fifteen per cent solution of sugar, and add-
ing a pure yeast, which by Itself gave rise
to no marked flavor, after fermentation, a
liquid was obtained which had a strong
odor of pear or apple, respectively, and an
excellent flavor, and on distillation gave an
alcoholic distillate in which this aroma was
still more marked.

It is Impossible to run at an altitude of
17,000 feet above the sea.

High prices are paid for butterflies, and
some private collections, such as that of
the Hon. W. Rothschild at Trlng, Herts,
ls said to be worth £100,000, more or less.
Some Now Guinea butterflies hnve fetched
£60 apiece. One of the Rothschilds ls said
to have paid £200 for a Papilio, now quite
common. The demand for rare specimens
has led to dishonesty. The insects are
dyed, or else wings from one species are
fastened to the bodies of other species.

It is reported that Japanese engineers are
preparing plans for the construction of a
bridge across the Straits of Shlmon,osekl,
so as to unite the main line of the Kin
Sun railway with that of the Sanyo rail-
way from Shlmonoseki to Hiogo. The
straits at the point referred to are about
one mile in width, and the current through
them is very rapid. The bridge, moreover,
must be constructed sufficiently high to
enable the largest ocean steamers to pass
beneath. Thus the undertaking, If suc-
cessfully carried out, would be one of the
greatest engineer feats of Its kind. The
work will be undertaken and supervised by
Japanese engineers exclusively.

The year 1898 is the time appointed for the
return of a number ofperiodic comets, and
though many of them doubtless will not be
visible, nevertheless lt ls Interesting to

know that they are ln our neighborhood.
According to Popular Astronomy, the fol-
lowing Hat embraces those that are dua
this year: Wlnnecke's comet ls due at
perihelion, March 20th, but was better sit-
uated for observation ln January and
February. Encke's comet has a period ot
3.3 years, and will be seen best from tbs
earth in July and Auguat, though lt is
nearest to the sun ln May, Prof. Barnard
In 1892 discovered the comet 1892 V, which
has a period of 6.3 years. This is due la
April, but will be then in the farther side
of the sun. Denney's comet 1881 V la due
a little later ln May, and will also be be-
hind the Bun. The same ls true for comet
1889 VI, discovered by Swift, which Is at
its perihelion in June. Wolf's comet ls
due to return ln June, but may be seen
ln May as well. Brookß' comet. 1886 IV,
comes In August, but will noftave as
favorable position as ln 1886. Comet Tempel
I, which has been observed at an interval
of 6.5 years since Its discovery by Tempel
in 1867, is nearest the sun ln October, but
may possibly be found when near opposi-

tion ln February and March. A faint
comet, discovered by Tuttle ln 1858, was
found to be perlodio within a period of 6.61
years, though it has not since been redis-
covered. This comet was due at perihelion
about Jan. Ist, but ln an unfavorable posi-

tion.

It is reported that Mr. William Thorpe
has presented the British museum the
shell of a giant tortoise which lived for
upwards of two hundred years ln the
grounds of Plantation house ln the island
of St. Helena. It was frequently the ob»
ject of much curiosity on the partjtif t,ha
