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"It Is a great obstacle to happiness bo ex-
pect too much."

Gains In bank clearings for tlie month
of March are less pronounced than they
Wero In the preceding month, but exceed
the gains shown In all but three other
months since the present improved condi-
tions first manifested themselves. Brad-
street's returns show that the total clear-
ings for the month just closed have aggre-
gated $5,620,000,000, a gain of 3! per cent over
a year ago, a gain of LIper cent over Feb-
ruary, and only 0 per cent less than the
January total, tho heaviest ever known.
The gain in March, it will be recalled,
compares with an Increase ln February ot
51 per cent and In January of 3.1.7 per cent.
Gains In the different groups are naturally
smaller than wore those of February, ex-
cept ln one case, that of the far-western
group, Which shows a fractionally larger
Increase In March than It did In the sec-
ond month of tho year. This group nlso
Shows tho heaviest gain of any section of
the United BtatCS. with nn Increase of 41.2
per cent over one year ago. The smallest
Increase reported Is that, ot the New Eng-
land states, 13 per cent. For the lirst quar-
ter of tho present calendar year the total
clearings uggiegate $17,153,000,000 , 38.9 per
cent larger than the corresponding period
a year ago, In which yenr thorn was a dc-
OrsasS shown of 3.5 per cent over the year
1896. For the three months' period the
middle states group shows the heaviest
gain, 47.8 per cent., other heavy Increases
being the gains of 35 per cent each by the
far-western and the northwestern groups.
The smallest gain shown for the three
months is that of the southwestern group,
10.5 per cent.

In view of the generally satisfactory con-

dition of business in most sections of the
country during the first three months of
this year, it Is not surprising to find a con-
siderable falling offln the commercial mor-
tality from preceding years. Briefly
stated, there were fewer business failures,
smaller liabilities, and therefore corre-
spondingly lessened assets of those failing,
reported during the first quarter of this
year than in the corresponding periods of
any year since 1893. It Is to be borne In
mind that Bradstreet's considers ns busl-
ness failures only such embarrassments
of Individuals, firms and corporntlons as
show liabilities in excess of assets, and It
Is proper to add that no account Is taken
of financial embarrassments of employes
of those conducting business enterprises
or of farmers.

The total number of failures reported
during the first quarter of ISPB wns 8515,
Involving $3G,195,56<; in liabilities, with as-
sets aggregating about 54 per cent of the
liabilities, or only a little above the normal.
It Is hardly necessary to state that this Is
a good showing, when comparisons arc
made with recently preceding quarters.
Kor instance, when compared with the first
quarter of last year, there is a decrease
shown on tbe number of failures of 13 per
cent, while as compared with the first
quarter of 1896 there is a decrease shown
of 22 per cent. Particularly encouraging ln
thlsconnectloninthefnct that tbe decrease
shown in the first quarter of this year Ina
progressive one. 1596 having shown a de-
crease from 1595 of nearly 10 per cent In tho
number of failures. Compared with 1895,
the first quarter of this year shows a de-
Crease of 7.G per cent In the number of
failures, and compared with 1894 of over 11
per cent, while ns compared with 1893 there
Is a net gain of 14.5 per cent. Itwas not un-
til the beginning of the second quarter of
1893. It will be remembered, thnt the finan-
cial troublo culminating ln a panic first
began to exercise an Influence upon the
commercial mortality.

reissue wero rejected or abandoned.

It was expected that the
president's message, would' be presented
to congress on Wednesriay, and that by
Friday the shock of war might come. The
rescinding of the motion was discussed
when the postponement of the president's
massage was announced, but no action was
taken. As the event has proved, therewas no disposition to trade, the elements
prefering to wait for the development of
the situation.

As for today's market, business was
trivial ln amount and fluctuations were
totally without significance. As the for-
eign exchanges were all closed; It was
supposed there might be some business.
A large number of brokers shut up their
offices and went home when they per-
ceived the condition of affairs. Those whowere left on the floor devoted their prin-
cipal energies to sportive devices and
tricks of hazing on the board members
whose motion was responsible for depriv-
ing them of the usual holiday. Prices
drifted aimlessly below last night's close
and closed above the lowest, but at frac-
tional net losses. Quotations both in themoney and exchange markets were mere-ly nominal, but a small additional engage-
ment of gold for Import was not sufficient
to indicate that the tide of the precious
metal has not changed.

Bradstreet's Report
NEW YORK, AprilB.?Bradstreet's to-

morrow will say:
A sensible quieting of demand for staple

goods is perceptible in the various trade
reports coming to hand this week. At the
east the drift of mutters affecting our for-
eign relations has been such as to dis-
courage new business, but this tendency
lias been considerably accentuated hy un-
timely cold weather, which has checked ths
usual Easter demand to a considerable
extent. Reports from the west are Hint
the Heavy rush ot spring business Is about
over, and that orders coming now arc of a
lllllng-liicharacter. Here again reports
of Unseasonable weather ure met with. A
fairly good business ls reported at the
south, but a slight check to our export
tradS is reported, growing out of the rais-
ing of insurance rates, consequent on the
disturbed foreign outlook. Frost is re-
ported to have done considerable damage
to the peach and other fruit crops of the
south, and to early planted tobacco. A
fairly satisfactory trade Is represented
at the northwest. Lake navigation Is now
open, and the anticipation is that a pros-
perous year's business will be done.

Cotton goods have moved fairly well,
ginghams especially being ln excellent de-
mand, and except for low gfudo cottons,
notably print cloths, which have made a
new low price record af 2c per yard this
week, the situation Is as favorable as
could be expected. AA'ool is dull, reflecting
uncertainty as to future business and un-
satisfactory margins of profit.

The iron trade continues to reap a large
volume of business being done, but it Is
becoming evident that this Is chiefly upon
orders previously booked. Engagements
for future work have diminished, alike in
number and volume, particularly In tn>
east, pending the outcome of foreign com-
plications.

AVlieat shipments, Including flour, this
week are slightly larger than those of
last week, and considerably ln excess of
last year, aggregating 3,773,726 bushels for
that period, against 3.550,664 bushels last
week, 2,036,000 bushels in the week a year
ago, and 1,864,000 bushels In 1896.

Business failures In the United States
this week numbered 220, against 226 last
week, 232 in the corresponding week of
1897, and 300 in 1596, and 32 In Canada,
against .16 last year.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Rrmlstreet's financial review tomorrow

will say:
Speculation has been extremely nervous

and Irregular, within narrow lines, on the
critical nppenrnnce of our relations with
Spain. The situation in this respect keeps
the public out of the market and flicspecu-
lators have been cautious and quick to
change their positions.

Liquidation has apparently been thor-
ough and complete and stocks are largely
in strong hands, so that the floating supply
Is comparatively small. On the other
band, successive covering movements on
reports of settlement or compromise of trie
differences between Spain and the United
States have reduced the short Interest,
which was quite large last week. London
has done little here, but our market situ-
ation Is watched with close attention, as
Indeed by the local public, and the re-
sistance offered to bear selling from time
to time creates the Impression that the
latent purchasing p<fwer Is large and re-
quires only a definite development of the
general situation to assert itself with Borne
force. At tbe same time, prices during tlie
latter uortlon of the week suffered from
tho feeling of suspense caused by the
withholding of the president's message on
Cuban affairs, and the tendency of the
market, in spite of rallies on tha short
Interest, was to sag irregularly lower. The
feeling of uncertainty about the possible
developments and their effect is shown
the fact that the usual decision to close
the stock exchange for Good Friday was
rescinded, nnd the market was in session
today for the first time upon that day In a
generation. No attention has been paid
to developments in regard torailroad earn-
ings or other matters of Importance, and
the tendency of prices was Influenced but
iittle either by the conservatism of lenders
and the high figures at which time money
Is held by the decided break in exchange.

Sun's Review
NEW YORK, AprilB.?Dun & Co's week-

ly review of trade will say tomorrow:
When everybody is asking whether It Is

to be war or peace, the state of business
Is not so easy to judge. Since nobody can
Judge just how wise bankers may bo ln an
emergency, there ls some uncertainty, but
thus far scaroely any stoppage whatever
of manufacturing concerns appears, nor
any Indications that the produslng foroe
Ib likely -to be diminished, nor ts any such
symptom to be seen in business reports.
Evidence ot existing conditions is not con-
fusing, nor unfavorable. So far, banking
conservatism has not caused failures,
which continue smaller than for many
years, as in March, nor has It caused the
stoppage of any manufacturing concerns,
nor lessened the volume of business re-
ported by railroads ln tonnage or clearings
at principal points.

The wheat outgo counts for much, and
continues, Atlantic exports having been
2,241,217 for the week, against 1,021,122 last
year, and Pacific exports 1,226,574 bushels,
against 447.586 last year. Since corn ex-
ports continue, 3,483,650 bushels, against 3,-
--323,277 last year, the strength of the de-
mand could not be attributed to speculative
agencies. It ls fortunate that western re-
ceipts of wheat do not fall short of an ex-
traordinary gain, but are still 1,901,315 bush-
els, against 1,789,110 last year, so that the
stories of the nearly exhausted supplies
of wheat are fables forchildren. The price
rose steadily and closed 2c higher for
wheat .with corn lc higher.

Every industry meets enormous over-
production, compared with corresponding
demands in any other year, however pros-
perous, and yet nearly all are keeping al-
most their whole force employed, and some
are increasing their forces. In one branch
of woolen manufactures, two carpet mills
have stopped, or are about to stop, as It
is between seasons, but much complaint
of cancellation because of higher prices
and possibly in some cases because of in-
ferior qualities has not been followed by
decreased production. Sales of wool are
inslgnlflccnt, and prices have declined 2c
for finer grades, and over lc ln the average
for all quotations, onlybecause speculators
wholly underestimate stocks held by man-
ufacturers. In the iron and Steel Industry,
with demands greater than ever before
from general sources, urgent orders from
tho government enlarge work but do not
advance prices.

Disasters in trade shown this week by
separate branches of business for the
month of March and also the first quarter
of 1898, make the best record that has been
possible for five years. It Is Interesting
to note that nearly allbranches ofbusiness
show surprising improvement. Meanwhile
banks arc extremely cautions, and com-
merclal loans are but 10 per pent of their

aggregate. The belief that quick expan-
sion In all branches would follow greater
liberality and patrioiisni by tiie banks Is
not whollyunfounded, and the heavy re-
ceipts of gold from Europe count for little,
compared with the greater or b ss liberality
in loans by banks. Disturbance does not
yet appear, however, and failures for tho
week have been ZVi in tho United States,
against 232 lust year.

Prices and Prospects of the Trade in
Cereals

CHICAGO, April B?The opening In
wheat was steady, July starting ut xf-s'»
84c, about where it left off yesterday. The
closing of the Liverpool and the continental
markets and nearly all the principal do-
mestic exCbangi s took away from the mar-
ket half tho usual speculative motive, and
the pit tit the opening, and, for that mat-
ter, during most of the. session, was not
more than half lillcd. Enough bullish news
was to hand to cause s moderate demand
to cover short contracts, and as offerings
were even scarcer than buying orders, the
market for a time moved upward, July
advancing to 84@84%c from 88%088%, wnere
it had sold Immediately alter the open-
ing. Crop news from California Was fully
as unfavorable us yesterday, but outside
of this, reports were generally favorable.
The figures on the Argentine weekly ship-
ments depressed the market for a time.
Shipments last week were reported at 1,-
--672,000 bushels, an Increase over the pre-
vious week, and this fact caused a little
more selling pressure, putting the price
back to 83%. After that, however, the
market ruled strong to the end. The Cu-
ban situation, so long a depressing factor
In wheat, has now apparently become a
bullish influence. Many traders, especially
among the shorts, expressed the belief that
hostilities would result in an advance of
prices, and acted according to their belief.
Additional strength was given the market
late in the day by the advance which was
taking place In corn, causing more or less
sympathetic, buying and sustaining prices
against the occasional pressure from tbe
professional shorts and the inevitable liqui-
dation which comes on the market during
periods of dullness. The demand improved
during the afternoon, and the market be-
came quite strong under moderate gen-
eral buying. July finally advanced to 84%
084% c, and closed firm at 81%0.

There was quite a brisk demand for corn
and the market was strong all day. May-
closed %c higher.

Oats were dull but Arm. May closed %c
higher.

Provisions were decidedly dull. Hog
prices were responsible for an opening de-
cline in provisions, packers being the sell-
ers early.
