
from Madrid received this morning say
that Senor Gullon, the foreign minister,
having received Important telegrams from
Washington, immediately went to the resi-
dence of Senor Sagasta, tho premier,

whero a prolonged Interview was had.
Senor Gullon then went to the palace,

where a cabinet council was held, and the
prime minister imparted the contents of
the telegrams. He said that ambassa-
dors of the powers had asked Spain to
grant an armistice with a view of allow-
ing negotiations for a settlement of the
whole question.

The council had a long and anxious dis-
cussion, during which Senor Sagasta went
out and consulted the queen regent, and it
was iinallydecided to grant an armistice,
which should last five days, upon the fol-
lowing conditions:

"That the United States should imme-
diately cease to lend moral and material
support to the Cuban insurgents; that the
American squadron in the vicinity of Cuba
should be withdrawn, and that the Amer-
ican war vessels near the Philippine islands
also should be withdrawn."
If the United States decline these, it is

declared the powers will openly lend their
support to Spain.

The correspondent in Madrid of a news
agency here says that if the Insurgents

shall not have laid down their arms by the
end of five days, the war willbe resumed,
and Spain will receive the moral support
of the powers.

BOUSED INTEREST

But Will Not Change the President's
Plans

WASHINGTON, April 9.?President Mc-
Kinley received a cable dispatch from Min-
ister Woodford at Madrid tonight an-
nouncing that the Spanish government has
granted an armistice for Cuba. In making
this announcement Mr. Woodford con-
veyed it as a piece of news* in which this
country was vitallyinterested, but not as
an official communication from the Span-
ish government. None the less it con-
veyed the essential fact that Spain had
conceded what the powers of Europe and
the pope had for many days been urging
upon her, and the concession dispelled for
the moment the darkness of the war clouds
and brought in their stead what was re-
garded as at least a faint hope of a peace-
ful solution of the pending diffculty. The
receipt of this news has not, however, re-
sulted in any change of the administra-
tion's program relative to sending the
message to congress. It was authorita-
tively announced tonight that It was the
intention of tho president to send his mes-
sage to congress on Monday. Whether he
will make any addition to the message re-
ferring to the proposed armistice by Spain

oould not be ascertained definitely. ItIs
scarcely to be doubted, however, that a
development of this charcater would re-
ceive attention at the president's hands,
although it could not be learned tonight

that this attention would be more than a
recital of the facts. After the confer-
ences at the White House tonight gentle-
men who are in the confidence of the
president expressed the belief that the
granting of the armistice would not ma-
terially change the policy as already ma-
tured. One of the gentleman who had a
long conference with the president tonight
expressed the opinion that the proposed

armistice tended materially toward a
peaceful solution of the Cuban question,
although he declined to venture even a
suggestion as to how the proposition would
be received by congress.

"The Maine incident) will still be left for
solution," said he, "and that the ques-
tion upon which congress and the country-
are at the present moment excltodly sensi-
tive."

Word that the armistice had been
granted by Spain spread rapidly through
all official and diplomatic quarters, and
aroused great Interest and activity
throughout the evening. The first word
as to Spain's concession came to Mgr.
Martinelli, the papal delegate, at 6:30 p. in.,

and anaMKed from the Vatican that tha

papal nuncio at Madrid had been advised
that an armistice was granted.

The exact terms of the armistice are felt
to be the most essential feature of Spain's
concessions. At the outset it was sup-
posed to be an unconditional grant of ar-
mistice. Later, however, the advices from
Madrid and London stated conditions of a
a very material character. Ifthese condi-
tions prove to be accurate, they will doubt-
less complicate the situation here and
leave the crisis quite as acute, as it has
been -at any timo heretofore. A cabinet
officer said recently that the administration
had not considered the proposition ofwith-
drawing the American fleet from Key West,
and, while this was some days ago, it is
not believed now that such a proposition
would meet with any serious consideration.
The fact that Spain was granted this ar-

<misttce as the result of influence exerted
by the great powers of Europe and the pope
leads to much conjecture as to how far tho
material influences of the powers will be
given in support ofSpain, now that she has
yielded to their earnest solicitation. It
has been understood thus far that the
movement of the powers was purely dis-
interested, but dispatches from abroad in-
dicate that Spain's yielding to these conti-
nental influences had established a closer
bond than had hitherto existed.

Assistant Secretary Day was non-com-
mittal tonight on the armistice granted by-
Spain, and refused to discuss it ctr the
bearing it would have on the situation in
any way.

A NEW CRISIS
With the conditions suggested by Spain,

It is felt that a new and even graver crisis
may arise. Coming late at night, there is
no opportunity to Judge how the Spanish
conditions will be received by congress,
but, in view of the senate and house, it is
felt that the conditions proposed by Spain
may accentuate the feeling already exist-
ing here.

INSURGENTS REJOICE
WASHINGTON, April 9.?Mr. Quesada,

the representative of the Cuban junta in
this city, said tonight:

"The Cubans are glad to see their bellig-
erency at last recognized by the Spanish
government. Cubans will not cease fight-
ing nor entertain any negotiations which
have not for their basis the absolute inde-
pendence of the island of Cuba."

HOW IT HAPPENED,
MADRID,April 9?9:45 p. m.?The ambas-

sadors collectively called upon Senor Gul-
lon, requesting that Spain grant the armis-
tice so repeatedly begged for by the pope.

The cabinet then met.
Gen. Correo, minister of war, and Ad-

miral Bermejo, minister of marine, ob-
jected to the granting of an armistice, on
the ground that it would be disparaging
to Spanish arms. The representative of
Russia as a militarypower replied that he
considered it would be no disparagement.
Objection was then made on the ground
that there was no guarantee that the in-
surgents would accept an armistice. The
representatives replied that in that case
an armistice would onlymean a suspension
of hostilities and insisted upon Spain of-
fering the insurgents a last chance of sub-
mission for the sake of negotiating peace.
If the Insurgents continued hostilities the
Spaniards would be allowed legitimate
self-defense.

The ministry then unanimously agreed
that an armistice be granted.

The decision was attended by the usual
solemnity by the drafting of the minutes,
which the entire ministry signed.

The news of the granting of the armistice
was received on the bourse with satisfac-
tion and a rapid advance in values quickly
followed.

ARMING THE TUGS
PORT TOWNSEND, April 9.-The gov-

ernment has an option on the steel tug
New England, lately from Boston, now
at this port, and she has been ordered to
report at Seattle tomorrow. The govern-
ment has also an option on four tugs of the
Puget Sound Tugboat company's fleet.
They are the Tacoma, Holyoke, Tyee and
Pioneer. These tugs are for patrol duty
for the protection of American commerce
and shipping, and willbe armed with suita-
ble guns.

THE NEXT MOVE
LONDON, April 10.?Lloyd's weekly

newspaper this morning publishes an in-
terview with Count Derascon, the Spanish
ambassador, who is reported to lnave said:
"The responsibility rests with President
McKinley. If he makes war there will be

WILD CAUSE NO DELAY
WASHINGTON, April 9.?Representa-

tive Lorimer of Illinois, one of the organ-
izers of the Republican committee to take
immediate action for Cuba, said:

?'The armistice will not change the situ-
ation one iota. It willnot delay the pres-
ident's message. It Is only another pre-
text for delay, because Spain is not able
to fightduring the rainy season. They hope
by establishing an armistice extending
over the rainy season to prepare them-
selves for an active campaign In the
autumn, which no one in favor of Cuban
Independence or intervention would en-
tertain for a moment. Its issuance with
those conditions will make public men
now in favor of asking further delay pro-
ceed immediately."

Representative Mann of Illinois, who has
taken an active part In the Cuban situa-
tion in the house, said: "If the decree of
armistice proposed such condltl<m to be ob-
served by the United States the decree is a
fraud on its face. If the president delays
the message on that account there will be
a declaration ofrecognition of Cuban inde-
pendence by congress by the middle of next
week. If any European power starts to
aid Spain it will result in a war between
the powers of Europe, which will mean a
division of China and will be a conflict that
will be one of the greatest in history."

A CONSUL'S DANGER
KANSAS CITY, April9.?That the posi-

tion of Consul Alexander T. Brice at Ma-
tanzas is critical, provided he has not al-
ready left the Island, is shown in a report
received here tonight from the agents of
the Kansas City Star, who went to Ma-
tanzas to supervise the distribution of re-
lief supplies collected ln the west for the
suffering Cubans. The Star's agents, tho
men who were compelled to seek refuge on
the steamship Utstln In Matanzas harbor
to escape Indignities heaped upon them by
enraged Spaniards, were landed at Port
Bads today and reached New Orleans at
10 o'clock tonight. The last seen of Consul
Bryce by them was when his boat put off
from the Utsteln as she left port at 0
o'clock last Monday evening.

Consul Bryce and his clerk, Frederick
Delgado, were being rowed ashore. As the
flag went up thsy raised their hats and
cheered.

A boatload of Cuban women were being
rowed oat fo the British ship Alede at the
same time. They were kissing their hands
and waving their handkerchiefs to the
American flag.

Just before going ashore from the Ut-
steln Consul Bryce told the Star man ofhis
determination to distribute the supplies
if he lived to do It. He was urged to stay
on the Utstein and proceed to America on
her, but he said: "No, my duty Is here: I
have a trust; these poor starving Cubans
need me. IfIwere to go they would not get
a pound of these supplies. I am going to
give them to the people to whom they be-
long if I can. Then Iwill go if it should
become necessary."

The Americans were sent on board fhe
Utsteln after Consul Bryce had visited
General Annas, civil governor of Matan-
zas, to ask that the Americans be pro-
tectee! from threatened violence. General
Annas told him bluntly that he could offer j
no protection; that such was not In his
power. When Mr. Bryce went aboard the
steamer to bid the Americans good-bye he
was pale with suppressed emotion, but he 1
spoke of his safety with confidence.

STEAMERS WITHDRAWN
NEW YORK, April 9.?The Ward line

having withdrawn its own vessels which
fly the American flag between here, Ha-

vana and Mxican ports, has chartered a
British vessel to sail for Mexico on Wed-
nesday next. It has not been decided yet
whether the vessel will call at Havana.

NO ORDERS ISSUED
WASHINGTON, AprilS,?General Miles

said late this afternoon that no movement
of troops with a view of concentration had
been ordered today.

WAR INSURANCE
NEW TORK, April9.?The feature of the

demand for war risks today was the at-
tempt to cover the Spanish vessel Mexico,
which sails for Havana to morrow. Rates
on the risk advanced 00 per cent today,
marine underwriters charging iyA per cent
tor the amount.

READY FOR SEA
FORT MONROE, Va., April9.-The Mas-

sachusetts Is now anchored with the fleet
and the squadron Is ready for sea.

GEORGIA MILITIA
ATLANTA, April 9.-The adjutant-gen-

eral of Georgia Issued an order today to
Increase the enlistment of companies in the
state guard 60 per cent, so that the total
number will aggregate COOO men, exclusive
of officers.

THE NEEDS OF WHITTIER

Sho visited all the local
prisons and homes and the judges of tho

courts and arranged to have committed
to Whittier many boys and girls in deten-
tion here.

Sued for His Salary
PHOENIX, Ariz., April 9.?A decision

was rendered In the district court today
sustaining the famous commissioner of
immigration law passed by the eighteenth
legislature. The law provides for a com-
missioner in each county, such official to
be appointed by the governor and paid by

the county. Though the law has been on
the books for three years, few of the coun-
ties have recognized the appointments of
the successive governors. The suit de-
cided had for complainant T. C. Jordan,
commissioner for Maricopa county, to
whom is adjudged payment for back sal-
ary.

Belew Will Hang
SUISUN, April o.?Judge Buckles gave

this decision in the Belew case this after-
noon. In addressing the defendant he
slated that no testimony had been ad-
duced to prove mitigating circumstances
ln the case and which relieve the defend-
ant from the extreme penalty of tho law
provided for such crimes. The defendant
was ordered to appear next Tuesday to
receive his sentence and to have the day
fixed for carrying the sentence into exe-
cution. During Judge Buckles' addrcs3
Belew looked forlorn and displayed great
nervousness.

Smelters Shut Down
REDDING, Cal., April 9.?The smelters

of the Mountain Copper company, six miles
from this city, will bo closed tomorrow
for a period of thirty days. It Is an-
nounced that the cause of the sffut down
is a shortage ln calcined ore. Operations
at the mine and at the roasting plants will
be conducted as usual. A rumor is in cir-
culation that tho shut down is for tho pur-
pose of putting in appliances with which
to condense the poisonous fumes and gases
which have destroyed vegetation for miles
beyond the great plant.

More Zola Trials
PARIS, April9.?lt has been decided that

the second trial of Emll Zola, resulting in
the civil suits brought by the members of
the Esterhazy court martial against the
author, damages for the libel being asked
for, will begin May 23, ln the assizes court
of Versailles, after the elections, thus re-
lieving the government of the embarrass-
ment which would result from the affair
becoming a political issue.

The Time Was Slow
BAN FRANCISCO, April 9.-The five-

mile unpaced pursuit bicycle race between
W. A. Tcrrlll of San Francisco and W. H.
Martin, the champion of Australia, which
took place thlß afternoon at Elmhurst was
an easy victory for Martin.

The War In Egypt
CAIRO, Egypt. April9.?The British brig-

ade in the defeat of the Dervishes yester-
day at Atbara and the capture of Mah-
mound, the Dervish commander and 6000
of his followers, lost in addition to the

officers killed, cabled yesterday, ten rank
and file killed and ninety men wounded.
The Egyptians lost fifty-ono men killed
und had fourteen officers und 319 men
Wounded, The Dervishes lost about 2000
men killed.

They Rode Free
MONTREAL., April 9.?When a United

States customs official opened tho door of
a bonded freight car, bound from an Ala-
bama point to Bfunswilk, lie., thence here,
thirteen negroes crawled out. They had
been without food or water for several
days. Some of them had to he taken to the
hospital. The car had been scaled at Cin-
cinnati last Sunday. The men wero beat-
ing their way.

building fell. The Btruoture was used as
a lodging house and the Inmates rushed
panic stricken to the street. The falling
building crushed Into Beckert's barber

shop, where the members of tho Washoe
Ciub were playing cards, and the wildest
excitement prevailed. Fortunately no cne
was Injured.

A Family Feud
KNOXVIL.L.E, Tern., April 9.?This

morning near McGee Station, Monroe
county, John McGhee and his son Joe shot
and killed Henry and Ernest Howard and
James Murray, and mortally wounded
Tom Howard. The killingwas the result
of a family feud. The McGhees are
prominent people and highly connected.

A Rise in Rates
PORTLAND, Ore., April9.?The Oregon

Railroad and Navingation company today
announced an incroase of rates to and
from Missouri river points. The first-class
rate will be Increased from $20 to $30, and
the second-class from $10 to $20.

CONDENSED TELEGRAMS

Gen. James R. Chalmers died yesterday
at Memphis, Term., aged GS. He was a
brigadier general ln tho confederate army.

The board de-
cided to telegraph to WashlngtoiiTi re-
quest that Government Cattlo Inspector
Steddom, who has been here for several
days, be furnished with instructions as to
how he shall proceed.

ACTOR TOWNSEND ARRESTED

He Was Going to Elevate Pasadena
Drama

Harry Booth Boyle Townsend, the dis-
ciple of Thesplus and delineator of Simon-
pure Demosthenean elocution without the
pebbles, will paint the town red no more,
as the poor old man was sent to the police
station last night on a charge of insanity.
He caused considerable excitement along
the line Friday night by visiting the Van
Nuys hotel and ordering the best suite in
tho place, but when his baggage, consist-
ing of a small bundle, arrived, he was
promptly bounced. He tried the same
dodge at the Nadeau, and was escorted
out. The man is not responsible for his
actions, as finances has gone to his head-
in other words, he thinks himself possessed
of two millions, when in reality he is noth-
ing but a broken-down actor, wearing an
"ice cream freezer" a couple of months
ahead of the season.

Townsend was not arrested Friday night
after his escapades, and yesterday he
passed a few hours in Pasadena, waking
up the millionaires and painting the town
a lurid tint. He struck a popular chord by-
announcing that he proposed to rent the
opera house there, level the four walls and
give a grand out-of-door production of
"As Tou Like It," justas the Bard ofAvon
would have liked it. This production would
require at least 7,1 male stars and 73 female
stars, not including soubrettes, juveniles
and ingenues. There would also bo several
cords of trees, Adgie and her tame lions,
Anna Held and her complexion coyvs, not to
mention Monarch, the grizzly- bear, and a
vast quantity of supers. The prospects of
such an elevation of the drama were so al-
luring that one and all of the waiter girls
threatened to strike and join forces with
tho new company.

Townsend also represented to Manager
Webster of Jaooby Brothers' branch that
he had a deposit of $2000 In the First Na-
tional bank, and after purehaelngs3oworth
of goods handed him a check for $75, which
was accepted. A friend of Webster's "put
him wise," as soon as he heard of the
transaction, and Webster ran bareheaded
In pursuit of the actor man and made him
disgorge. Last night Townsend returned
to the cityand was raising such a disturb-
ance on Spring street that Officer Spencer
sent him to the station.

LIGHT MARCHING ORDER

Mrs. Blanchard Parades in Her Kobe

INSANE ON THE DESERT

Three Little Children Lost With Theit
Demented Parents

Mr. and Mrs. A. F. Vonerda are the
names of the couple who went insane on
the southbound San Francisco train at
Mojave on Friday. The couple and three
children 0-ot on the train at Lathrop on
Thursday and had not gone far before the
woman developed signs of Insanity. They
had tickets ln the Pullman, but got into
the tourist car. The woman became so
violent that she frightened all the people,
and drove them into the Pullman. She
claimed that there was a conspiracy to
rob her of the children. Her husband be-
came violent too, laboring under the same
hallucination. Finally they were trans-
ferred to the Pullman, where they contin-
ued with their crazy demonstrations. Fri-
day, shortly after leaving Mojave, the
woman suddenly grabbed one of the child-
ran and Jumped oft the train at a small
station, her husband following with tho
other children. They struck wildlyacross
the desert, but as the train could not wait
they soon disappeared from view.

I. N. Elder, an expressman of this city,
is a connection of the Vonerdas, and he
called on Chief Glass last night and showed
a letter he had received from Vonerda. The
writer was evidently insane and told a
rambling tale about how he had discovered
a conspiracy to rob them, but they had
frustrated it. He added that they would
come to Los Angeles, and see if they couid
rot get better rates to Portland, where
they were going, than in San Francisco.
He enclosed three tickets from Oakland to
Portland, which he asked Elder to keep
for him. Vonerda formerly resided on a
ranch in Orange county- and left here with
his family a few weeks ago to go to a
town In Washington. He bought tickets
in San Francisco for Portland, but evi-
dently became Insane when he reachad
Gauit, near Sacramento, where the letter
was written.
Chief Glass wired the Mojave officers to

apprehend the crazy couple, as they would
be sent for from here.

A Terrible Outrage
Detective Hawley went to 622 Allso street

last night to investigate a shocking out-rage which had been perpetrated uponAlbert Quinn, a 14-year-old boy. The young
fellowis employed as a bootblack, and wa»
returning home shortly before 8 oclock.
When at the corner of Commercial andCenter streets he was accosted by a manwho asked him to accompany him. Albert
tried to get loose, but the scoundrel choked
him and then carried the boy to the riverbottom, where he abused him shamefully.
No trace of the man could be found.

Shafer Discharged
E. E. Shafer, charged with embezzle-

ment of a bicycle by ex-Mayor Hasard,
was discharged by Justice Morrison lastnight. The offense was alleged to have
been committed in June, 1896, and Hasard,
learning that Shafer was to start today for
the Klondike, swore to the complaint. As
soon as Shafer learned of the warrant for
him he surrendered himself. The case was
