"Husky" King Was With the Rough

Riders and Martin Mueller Was
on the Battleship Oregon

Letter* have been received from two Los

Angeles boys who took part In the recent
great events behind and In front of San-

tiago. One Is from Herbert, otherwise

known as "Husky," King, and Is to his

mother, Mrs. M. A King, of 416 North

Grand avenue. It is dated July 6th, "near
Santiago." King is one of the Rough

Riders, and was in the terrible contests
during the first week in July.

He says: "In our first fight there

were four thousand Spaniards and

eight hundred and sixty of us, and

It took us Just a little over two

hours to drive them out. We had eighteen

killed and forty-five wounded, and the
Spaniards one hundred and sixty-four kill-

ed and a great many injured. We rested

a week till the rest of the army came up,

and then we went at them again. Where
our brigade was there were two big hills,

protected by rifle pits and capped with can-
non. Away we went at them. They
got a lot of us before we reached them, but
when we got close they could not depress j
the cannon so as to hit us, and off they

went. We could see them jump In the air
when they were hit, and when our rapid-

fire guns were turned on them that settled
them.

"We took these two hills, and then we
crossed a valley and found three more hills
fortified, but we took those also, and now
Santiago is only three quarters of a mile
away, and we can see part of It. This fight
lasted three days and two nights, the first
fifteen hours without a stop. We had
twelve hundred killed and wounded, and
they had about twenty-five hundred. We
also took four hundred prisoners. In our
regiment we had five hundred and twenty
men, and of these we have lost eighty-six

killed and wounded. We expect to be In
Santiago in a few days, and will have a
good time when we get there."

The second letter is from Martin Mueller,
son of Mrs. C. H. Mueller of 808 Center
street. He is one of the brave fellows on
board the Oregon, and he took part in the
demolition of Cervera's fleet.

He says: "On this Sunday, July 3d, one
which I will never forget, the bugle
sounded the first call to quarters at twenty-
five minutes past nine, and we were all
gathered for muster In our best togs, when
a voice from the masthead sung out: 'The
Spanish fleet is coming out of the harbor,
sir.' The orderly reported to the captain,

and on looking at the harbor we could see
the fleet right in front of the entrance

within three thousand yards. Our flag-
ship, with two others, had gone for coal,
and the Spaniards gave us a surprise which
we returned.

"Our captain headed us right in on them,
and the battle was begun. The fleet headed
for the east, keeping close to the beach,
and giving us their broadsides. Up to
this time the Oregon was the only ship in
action, but then the Brooklyn opened fire
and then there was a running fight. What
we lacked in speed we made up with our
13-inch shells, and with one shot we drove ;
one of the cruisers ashore, and she sank at

a five-mile range. We put on the forced ,
draft, and in ten minutes the first big ship
was on fire from one of our 13-inch shells,
and they drove her ashore: this was the
Haria Teresa. The Oquenda shared the i
same fate ter. minutes later, and the Viz- j
caya followed. Meantime we sunk two \u25a0
torpedo boats which came after us. This
was ail done while we were going seventeen J
knots an hour, with every gun en our star- ,
board broadside tiring as fast as they
could be loaded.

"Then the Oregon and the Brooklyn, the
only ships in the chase, took after one of 'the finest ships Europe ever turned out, the
Cristobal Colon. The Brooklyn could have
run ahead of the Oregon, but she thought
It Eafer to stay with us, as she was hit in !
the stern and had one of her compartments
filled with water, so after a three-hour
and a quarter chase we thought we would
stop her with a ten-inch shell at a live or
six miles range. We succeeded, and she |
turned her nose in to the beach and hauled
her colors down. We took officers and
men prisoners and put our men aboard of
her, but it was found that she had worked
her nose off the beach and was sinking
fast, so she went down and the battle was
over, and the Oregon did it all, and was
never touched. The Colon we can raise,
but the others are a total wreck. How many
men were lost we cannot tell, but in the
morning we saw many bodies of officers
and men floating."

Mr. Mueller's letter is enclosed in an en-
velope of fashionable cut and tint, which
he took from the Colon after she was cap-
tured and just before she sunk.

MRS "DR." SMITH BILKED

A Smooth Old Man Victimizes the
Doctoress

A number of lodging house keepers have
recently been victimized by an old game,
and the police are now looking for the In-
dividual who has been turning dishonest
dollars with apparent ease. One of the
victims of the swindler is Mrs. Catherine
Smith, the proprietress of the notorious
Lying-in institute on Bellevue avenue, and
she is minus ten "bones" which went to-
ward the common fund to support the
bunco man in affluence.

The name of the man Is Alfred Simpson
He Is 50 years of age, and stands 5 feet 7
Inches, weighs 155 pounds. His mustache
and hair are gray, and his complexion is
florid. His appearance was one which in-
spired the trusting and confiding females
who conduct lodging houses, and Simpson
found them comparatively easy game. His
method of operation would be to Introduce
himself as being connected with the min-
eral department of the Southern Pacific
railroad and a request for the best suite ot
rooms in the house. He would announce
that he expected his son to visit him. and

would so Interest the landlady with his
(lowing account of his bright young hope-
ful that she would fqrget all about th;
money and wait for the appearance of the
young paragon, who, like the money that
Simpson owed her, never came. Simpson
would remain about a week, and would. then present a check calling for several. tines the amount of his Indebtedness, In
payment for a month's rent of tbe rooms

Of course his game worked In nearly every
lastan Ct, and he received the balance,
amounting in various cases from $10 up. He
always made it a rule never to return to

the house after having the check cashed.
Mrs. Smith fell a victim, but Simpson did

not try the son racket on the proprietress of
the Bellevue den, but bluffed another
dodge, as grown sons are not exactly In
the lady's line of business. He represent-

ed that he had a woman friend who had to
jbe operated upon, and asked Mrs. Smith's
Irates. He was informed that Itwould cost
$40. He tendered a check for $50, and was
jgiven the balance in cash. The sick wo-
Iman, of course, shunned Mrs. Smith, as
others probably wish they had done. Al'
of the checks presented by Simpson were
drawn on the Crocker-Woolworth National
bank of San Francisco, and were made
payable to Alfred Simpson and bore the
signature of James Grant. All were
marked returned as worthless. Simpson

CARRIED HIM OUT

Considerable Trouble Over an Employ-
ployment Bureau Yesterday

The California Bank building was the
scene of a lively row yesterday afternoon,
no less than four arrests being made. C.
S. Eichoiz was arrested twice, and he
formed the principal figure in the little

1drama. In fact, he played a return en-
gagement, and when, the smoke of the sec-
ond battle had cleared away he found him-
self at the police station, charged a second
time with having disturbed the peace.
Eichoiz was first arrested on complaint of
Adam Aird, and their row was the result
of a business disagreement.

Last year Eichoiz purchased from a man
named Shepard, in San Francisco, the right
to conduct a Los Angeles agency of the
Clerks' Exchange, a new employment
scheme. According to his agreement,

which was to run for six months, the con-
tract could be renewed between Shepard
Iand Eichoiz by mutual agreement. Eichoiz
conducted the business for some months,
and about two months ago Aird appeared
and represented that he had been sent from
San Francisco to take chnrge of the Interest
of Shepard in the business. Eichoiz took
him into the business, so Eichoiz says, but
some weeks ago Aird began to intimate to
Eichoiz that he was no longer interested in
the business, and that it belonged to Aird.
Finally Aird told Eichoiz to keep away from
the office, and yesterday Eichoiz went
there and advised a man who had entered
not to register with Aird, alleging that the
books were already too full with applicants.
Aird caused Eicholz's arrest on a charge of
disturbing the peace, and the latter was re-
leased by Justice Owens under K'i cash bail.

Later In the afternoon Eichoiz returned
to the office, on, the advice of his attorney,
C. O. Morgan, and took down a book, claim-
ing that he desired to look over some ac-
counts that he had a perfect right to see.
Aird ordered him to leave, and, as Eichoiz
claims, struck him. Then L. G. Blosfom.
who is also interested In the exchange,
helped Aird to pick up Eichoiz. and to-
gether they carried him bodily out of the
office. Officer P. H. Murray found the
trio on the stairs, Eichoiz still being in the
arms of the other men. The entire crowd
were arrested on charges of disturbing the
peace and were released under bail. Airdi
claims that Eichoiz has been out of the
business since the last of June, and was
attempting to remove certain books from
the place when Aird and Blossom ejected
him.

A NEIGHBORHOOD ROW

The Falvella-Palmatary Feud Tem-
porarily Settled Yesterday

The attention of Justice Owens and a
jury of six men was occupied yesterday
with hearing the merits and demerits of
the family of John Falvella and Marlon
Paimatary. The latter was tried on a
charge of disturbing the peace of Falvella.
The case was the result of a neighborhood
row which has beer, in progress for many
months, and has twice been aired in th»
police courts.

Falveiia is said to be an astute politician,
who contributes his mite in the Second
ward by w orkir.g in the interests of the Re-
publican party. He Is a son of sunny
Italy, and the bright skies of Southern Cal-
ifornia and the lovely orange groves make
mm think of his native land. The only
thing that was lacking was a hand organ,
but In order to satisfy this musical cravlrrg,
and likewise to be up to date, Falvella pur-
chased a barrel piano, which could be
played by turning a crank. This music
has proved a source of annoyance to some
of the neighbors. It was even said that
Palmataxy, who resides opposite the Fal-
vella house, which is at 701 North Hill
street, purchased a violin, and used to try

and offset the Falvella music by playing
the "Arkansas Traveler."

On June 2bth Paimatary. who is a cripple
from rheumatism, possed Falvelia's house,
where the latter was sitting on the porch,
and, it was claimed, began to abuse him,
swearing in a most unkind manner. Fal-
vella refrained from chastising Paimatary
on account of the latter's Infirmities, and
caused his arrest on a charge of disturbing
the peace. A number of witnesses were
examined on both sides, and after the ad-
dresses by counsel, the jury acquitted the
defendant.

Charged With Forgery
Officers Tyler and Conley arrested A. M

McGarry yesterday on a charge of forgery.
On him were found two checks, made pay-
able to himself, one for J1C.50 and the other
for |9.60, bearing the signature of H. G
Clark, secretary of the Wilshire Posting
company. Both checks were drawn on
the California bank. The officers saw Mc-
Garry, accompanied', it is said, by Isaac A.
Faron, visiting some stores on Broadway,
trying to pass the checks. The officers
suspected that the checks had been forged,
and took both men into custody, Faron
being held on suspicion. McGarry was
formerly employed by the Wilshire com-
pany, but It could not be ascertained last
evening whether he was still In Its employ
or not.

SLASHED HIS FACE

0. N. Lloyd Badly Cut by a Man by
the Name of A. Goodell

During a quarrel over a game of cards
last night about 8 o'clock O. N. Lloyd re-
ceived a terrible cut at the hands of A.
Goodell, who was afterwards umsted and
charged with assault to commit murder.
The affair occurred on Second street just

east of Los Angeles In front of a saloon.
Goodell and a man named Case, who is a

friend of Lloyd, had been playing a game
of cards inside the saloon, and after finish-
ing the play they went out onto the side-
walk, where they were joined by Lloyd.

The result of the game had not been satis-
factory to Case, and he began to complain
against Goodell. He accused the latter of
having cheated him, to which Goodell en-
tered a vigorous denial.

Lloyd then took a hand in the dispute,

and remarked that Goodell had probably

cheated Case, as Goodell was no gentleman,

and had, moreover, cheated him (Lloyd) In
a game of cards some time before. This
angered Goodell, and without further
words he drew a knife and made a vicious

slash at his traducer. Loyd was cut across
the left cheek from the ear to the mouth,

and the knife also cut his coat. Lloyd

uttered a cry and Case sprang to his as-
sistance, while Goodell made his escape

The patrol wagon was summoned and took

the injured man to the receiving hospital,
where Dr. Hagan took eight stitches In
Lloyd's wound. Goodell was later arrest-
ed, but refused to make any statement re-
garding the affair. He claims to be a cook.
Lloyd went to his home in the Burlington

house on 235 East Second street.

Ambassadors of Commerce
"The army of drummers on the road has

been reduced recently by the war talk,"
said a leading member of that large and
powerful organization, "and It may be
some time before things will get back to
their former basis. Drummers are no long-

er satislied to be known as knights of the
grip. They demand the additional title as
ambassadors of commerce. According to a
recent report Issued under the auspices ft
the Travelers' Protective association, there
an- in round numbers over 10(1,ooO members
of organized associations. In a lump sum,
they receive not less than $1,000,000 per day.
They spend about that amount per day for
railroad, Bteamboat and other transporta-
tion, and more than $500,000 tier day to the
hotels, restaurants, etc. The drummer,
therefore, causes an expenditure of nearly
$3,000,iXi0 per day in this country, and that
being the fact, he becomes a very Import-
ant element in commercial matters. As the
army on the road decreases the expendi-
tures In consequence are necessarily di-
minished, though there are but few who
pay any particular attention to the drum-
mer except the railroad and hotel people."

DIFFICULT RHYMES

"You can't," says Tom to lisping Bill,
"Find any rhyme for month."

"A great mithtake," was Bill's reply,
"I'll find a rhyme at worth."

There are certain words in the English
language which present almost insuperable
difficulties to the would-be poet, and of
such words "month" is facile prlnceps and
"orange" proxime accesslt. However, as in
the above example, certain of the more in-
ventive have surmounted the difficulty,
though, it must be admitted, only by com-
pounding two words, or distorting, splitting
and otherwise spoiling one. Better than
most is> Christina Rossetti's example in her
"Sing-Song Nursery Rhymes:"

How many weeks in a month?
Four as the swift moon runn'th.

This is distinctly better than the efforts of
numerous lispers, who confess their Inabil-
ity to rhyme to "month," although they
could do It "wunth." Less grammatical but
more funny is the university man's at-
tempt:
How sweet it is to toll from month to

month.
Working equations from the one-plus-

oneth.
Father Prout has left on record a full and

frank confession of his inability to And a
rhyme for this difficult word. He says in a
long poem, which achieves the rhymeless
at the end of every verse:

We parted at the gate in June,
That soft and balmy month.

Beneath the sweetly heumlngmoon
And (wunth. hunth. bunth. sunth?

I can't find a rhyme to month).
Notwithstanding all these failures to find a

perfect rhyme, however, there Is one exam-
ple whleh may be said to hit the mark. It is
ascribed to W. S. Gilbert, and Includes not
only a rhyme to "month," but also to
"orange." It runs:

From the Indus to Blorange
Came the rajah in a month,

Sucking now and then his orange,
Counting all the while his Grunth.

This is the only perfect instance, and even
this is not perfect, for, though the Irish
river Blorange is an absolute rhyme to
"orange," yet it is a kind of rhymeless
blasphemy to pronounce the name of the
Hindu's holy book as if it rhymed with
"month." Its real pronunciation Is "Grunt,"
but, lest the poor word under discussion
should go forever unmnied, we may all
admit that the final "h" Is no Just cause
or impediment, and that this is no time
to talk of proper pronunciations.

There are many amusing attempts with
regard to "orange." The following is a
good sample; It also includes the lemon:
I gave a darling child a lemon
That lately grew its fragrant stem on,
And next, to give her pleasure more range,
I offered her a juicy orange
And nuts?she cracked them in the door

hinge.
