BONDS ENOUGH

Internal Bevenue Will Fay Expenses
of the War

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.?It ts the opin-
ion of the officials of the Treasury Depart-

ment that there will bo no necessity for An-

other bond Issue, growing out of the war,
and that the present revenue law, with
possibly slight modifications should be re-
tained on the statute book for an Indefinite
period. This view is reinforced by the fact
that with the operation ot the new excise
and stamp taxes the revenue of the gov-
ernment will largely exceed disbursement*
based upon ordinary peace conditions. This
increase tn revenue ought to and will pro-
vide for an Increase ln war and navy ex-
penditures, which no doubt will be wit-
nessed even after active militaryoperations
have terminated. That enlarged expen-
ditures for the navy and the army over the
past will be necessary is most obvious, and
It Is a matter of congratulation that, by
the wise action of Congress the govern-
ment has been put on a broad and liberal
basis.

?by several routes, one walks over miles
of dirt sidewalks. What's the matter with
dirt sidewalks, anyway. Till recently we
have had no other for lft.flOO years?at least
not since Rome was founded. As a fact
there are not ten days In the 3C5. even In a
rainy season that they are not comfort-
able. It is monstrous to crush a feeble
taxpayer. It fs for superior economy to
screen hts home, of a fet*hundred dollars'
value, from any possible legal demand.
The men at the county farm today would
be living ln some small, neat home hart
such wise rule been Inaugurated ln the
past. Figures show that the gain on non-
taxable homes over the present cost would
be several hundred per cent. The loss on
the tax ot a home will not keep a pauper
at the farm a single month.

PROCLAMATION, \
STATE OF CALIFORNIA.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.
SACRAMENTO, July 30, 1898.

WHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF
the state of California, at its thirty-sec-

ond session beginning on the Fourth day
of January, A. D. 1897, two-thirds of all
the members elected to each of the two
houses of said legislature voting In favor
thereof, proposed the following described
amendments to the Constitution of the
state df California, to-wlt:

Amendment Number One.
(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment

No. «.>
A resolution to propose to the people of

the state ot California an amendment to
section eighteen of article eleven of the
Constitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which It Is proposed to amend
said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
shall Incur any Indebtedness or liabilityIn
any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing In any year the income and revenue
provided for It for such year, without the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elec-
tors thereof, voting at an election to be
held for that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of incurring such Indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the Interest on such indebtedness as It falls
due, and also provision to constitute a
sinking fund for the payment of the prin-
cipal thereof on or before maturity, which
shall not exceed forty years from the time
of contracting the same; provided, howev-
er, that the city and county of San Fran-
cisco may at any time pay the unpaid claims
with interest thereon for materials fur-
nished to and work done for said city and
county during the forty-third and forty-
fourth fiscal years ,out of the Income and
revenue of any succeeding year or years;
nrovlded that any and all claims for malt-
ing,repairing.altering, or for any work done
upon or for any meaterlal furnished for any
street lans .alley, court, place or sidewalk,
or lor the construction of any sewer or
lewers in said city and county are hereby
excepted from the provisions of this sec
tlon; and In determining any claim per-
mitted to be paid by this sect!6n, no stat-
ute of limitations shall apply in any man-
ner- and provided further, that the city of
Vallejo, in Solano county, may pay Its ex-
isting indebtedness incurred In the con-
struction of its water works, whenever two-
thirds of the electors thereof, voting at an
election held for that purpose, shall so de-
cide Any Indebtedness or liabilityIncurred
contrary to this provision, with the excep-
tion hereinbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendmentv No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the state ofCalifornia an amendment to the
Constitution of the state, by adding a new
section, to be known and deslgnatea as sec-
tion seven and one-half, article eleven
thereof, providing for the framing by the
inhabitants of counties, of local county
xovernment acts for their own government.
The said proposed new section to read as
follows:

Section 7V4- The Inhabitants of any
county may frame a county government

act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with and subject to the Constitution
and laws of this state, by causing a board
of fifteen freeholders, who have Deen, for
at least flve years, qualified electors of
such county, to be elected by the qualified
electors of such county, at any general or
special election, whose duty It shall be
within ninety days after such election, to
prepare and propose a county government

Set for such county, which shall be signed
ln duplicate by the members of such board,
or a majority of them, and returned, one
copy thereof to the board of supervisors
or other legislative body of such county,
and the other copy to be sent to the re-
corder of deeds of the county. Such
proposed county government act shall
then be published In two papers of general
circulation in such county or If there be
not two such papers, then ln one only, for
at least twenty days, and within not less
than thirty days after such publication it
shall be submitted to the qualified electors
of such county, at a general or special elec-
tion, and if a majority of such qualified
electors voting, thereon shall ratify the
same, it shall thereafter be submitted to
the legislature for its rejection or appro-
val as a whole, without power of altera-
tion or amendment, and if approved by a
majority of the members elected to each
house, ft shall be the county government
act of such county, and shall In such case
become the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws Inconsistent with such county
government act.

A copy of suoh county government act
certified by the president of the board of
supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the aeal
of such county, setting forth the submission
of such county government act to the elec-
tors and Its ratification by them, shall be
made in duplicate and deposited, one In
the office of the secretary of state, the
other, after being recorded in the office
of the recorder of deeds In tho county
among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take Judicial notice there-
of. The county government act so ratifiedmay be amended at Intervals of not less
than two years, by proposals therefor,
submitted by the legislative authority of
the county, to the qualified electors thereof,
at a general or special election held at least
forty days after the publication of suchproposals for twenty days In a newspaper
of general circulation in such county, and
ratified by at least three-fifths of the qual-
ified electors voting thereon, and approved
by the legislature as herein provided for the

soproval of the county government act.
In submitting any such county government
act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the vot-
ers, and may be voted on separately with-
out prejudice to others.

It shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment acts framed under the authority
given by this section, to provide for the
manner In which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the superior court, shall be elected or ap-
pointed; for their compensation; for the
number ot such officers; for the consolida-
tion or segregation of offices; for the num-
ber of deputies that each officer shall have,
and for the compensation payable to each
of such deputies; for the manner In wh,ch,
the time at which, and the terms for which
the members of all boards of election shull
be elected or appointed; and for the con-
stitution, regulation, compensation and
government of such boards, and of their
clerks and attaches; also, to prescribe the
manner and method by which all elections
by the people shall be conducted; and may
ln addition determine the tests and condi-
tions upon which electors, political parties
and organisations may participate In any
primary election.

Whenever any county has, In the manner
and method herein pointed out, adopted any
county government act, and the same shall
have been approved by the legislature as
aforesaid, the directions of sections four
and flve of this article providing for th*
uniformity of a system of county govern-
ments throughout the state, and likewise
providing for the election and appointment
of officers, and the regulation of their com- 1pensatlon, shall not apply. Said county
government act shall, as to any of the
matters hereinabove provided for and de-
clared by such county government act,
not be subject to any law or amendment
enacted by the legislature, except by-
amendment first submitted to the electors
and ratified ln the manner hereinabove set
forth.

Amendment Number Three
(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment

No. 44.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the state of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the state, by adding a
new section, to be known and designated as
section flve and one-half, article six, there-
by providing for the organization of a
court, to be known as the court of claims.
The said proposed new section to read as
follows:

Section SV&. The court ot claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the superior
court, who may be requested by the gov-
ernor to hold court at the regular terms
thereof. The court ofclaims shall have ex-
clusive Jurisdiction to hear and determine
all claims of every kind and character
against the state, under such laws as may
be passed by the legislature, apd Its Judg-
ment thereon shall be final. The terms of
the court of claims shall be held as follows:

ln the city of Los Angeles commencing on
the second Monday of March;

In the city and county of San Francisco,
commencing on the second Monday ln July,
sua . _

In the city of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday ofNovember ofeach
year.

The judges holding such terms of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual expenses,
to be paid out-of the general fund of the
state treasury. The legislature shall enact
all ,aws necessary to organize such court,
to provide the procedure thereof and tocarry out the provisions of this section.

Amendment Number Four.
(Being Assembly Constitutional Amend-

ment No. 27.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the state of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the state, amending ar-
ticle eleven, by adding a new section there-
to, to be known as section number five andOhe-half, relating to consolidated city andcounty governments. The said proposed
new section to read as follows:

Section 5V4- The provisions of sectionfour and live of this article shall not. nor
shall any legislation passed pursuant there-to, apply to any consolidated city andcounty government, now existing or here-
after formed, which shall have become orshall become organized under section sevenor secure a charter under section eteht St
this article.

Amendment Number Six
(Being Assembly Constitutional Amend-

ment No. 38.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the state ot California an amendment to
section six, article nine, of the Constitution
of the state ot California, relating to gram-
mar schools by which It is proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 8. The public school system shall
Include primary and grammar schools, and
such high schools, evening schools, normal
schools and technical schools as may be es-
tablished by the legislature or by municipal
or district authority, but the entire rev-
enue derived from the state school fund,and the state school tax, shall be applied
exclusively to the support of primary and
grammar schools. Grammar schools shall
Include schools organized In a school dis-
trict, or union of school districts, having
more than one thousand Inhabitants, la
which a course of study shall be taught
which will prepare pupils to enter the ag-
ricultural, mining, or scientific department
of the University of California.

Amendment Number Seven
(Being Assembly Constitutional Amend-

ment No. 84.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the state of California an amendment to
section two of article four of the Consti-
tution, ln relation to sessions of the legisla-
ture, by which It Is proposed to amend
said section to read as follows:

Section 2. The sessions of the legislature
shall commence at twelve oclock meridian
on the first Monday after the first day of
January next succeeding the election of its
members, and shall be biennial unless the

fcovernor shall in the Interim convene the
eglslature by proclamation. The legisla-

ture shall then remain in session tor twen-
ty-five days, after which Itmust adjourn to
some date not less than thirty nor more
than sixty days from the time of adjourn-
ment. If the two houses fail to agree upon
a time at which they will resume their ses-
sion, the governor shall, by proclamation,
tlxa date for such reconvening, which shall
be within the limits above prescribed. Upon
reassembling the legislature shall complete
Its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventy-
five days, and no bills shall be introduced
ln either house except at the first twenty-
live days of the session, without the con-
sent of three-fourths of the members
thereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, Pursuant to the
provisions of the Constitution, and an act
ot the legislature ot the state ot California,
entitled "An act to provide for the submis-
sion of proposed amendments to the Con-
stitution of the state of Ca..fornla. to tha
aualiHed electors for their approval," ap-
proved March 1, A. D. 1883. the above de-
scribed proposed amendments are hereby
published and advertised to be voted upon,
by ballot, by the qualified electors of the
state, at the election to be held throughout
this state on

Tuesday, November 8, A. D. 1808.
