Riverside in Darkness—Heavy Rains

RIVERSIDE, Aug. 2.—This city is In
total darkness; that is, so far as any light
or power from the Redlands company is
concerned. This company boasted of hav-
ing unlimited power to sell when it made
the contract with this city to supply 200
horse power, yet for two months past Riv-
erside has 'had no street lights and now

The olty spent $80,000 in a pole line and
system on the representations of the Red-
lands company, and now the taxpayers are
talking of calling a mass meeting here this
next week for the purpose of demanding
that the city trustees proceed to collect
the $15,000 bond which the company put up
for the falthful performance of their part
of the contract. Very little stock is taken
in the belief that this bond can be collected,
for it i{s belleved that the company would
fight it in the courts until there would be
nothing left for the city. Whether this is
the case or not, it is the intentionjof the
taxpayers to hold a meeting to discuss the
whole business and to see if some steps
cannot be taken to give the city lights.

The recent hot spell of weather appears
to have been of some service after all
Hortlcultural Commissioner W. B. Hunto=r,
in speaking of the hot wave, says it did
a large amount of good in this county in
the killing oft of black scale.

Democrats, Populists and Silver Re-
publicans Hold - Their County
Conventions Today

SAN DIEGO, Aug. 2.—The free silver ad-
vocates, who include the Democrats, Pop-
nlists and Silver Republicans, held thelir
respective conventions today for the mom-
fnation of candidates to represent their
combined forces at the coming county elec-
tion,

The Democrats met in Turners’ hall on D
street, the Silver Republicans at Lafayette
hall, and the Populists gathered in the tewn
hall at Escondido.

The Democrats

The Democrats were called to order a few
minutes after 10 oclock by Judge L. L.
Boone, chairman of the Democratic county
central committee, and in opening the con-
vention he claimed that the Democratic
state convention, which assembled at Sac-
ramentio last week, had named the next
governor of California—James G. Maguire.
(Cheers.) That convention had also set
the example of unity, union and co-opera-
tion, and he hoped that this, as well as all
other Democratic conventions to be held
throughout the state, would follow this
example.

C. F. Holland nominated Judge W. F.
MeceNealy as temporary chairman, and the
convention unanimously ratified the nom-
ination. Judge McNealy explained that he
had voted the Democratic ticket for the
past twenty-flve years, and, while he had
recelved many other favors from his party,
this was the first time that he had been
honored as the presiding cflicer of a Dem-
ocratic convention. He warned hils party
not to be fooled with the boastg of the Re-
publicans over thelr glorious victories of
the recent war. That was now ended, and

On reconvening, the committee on order
of business and permanent organization rec-
ommended that the {emporary officers be
made permanent; that the report of the
fusion committee, giving the Silver Re-
publicarg the right to nominate fusion can-
didates for the offices of state senatlor, au-
ditor, tax collecter and county surveyor, be
adopted, and that at the close of the nom-
Inations a committee of three be appointed
to conf®r with similar committees repre-
senting the Democrats and Populiets to
confirm the nominations made by their re-
spective conventions. The réeport was unan-
fmously adopted.
