Congressman lioud's Opinion of a
Postal Express

Congressman Loud has written the fol-
lowing letter to the secretary of the Mer
chants and Manufacturers' association con-
cerning the establishment of a postal ex-
press, in which the association Is Inter-
ested:
"Iam ln receipt of yours of August 81st

In relation to what you term postal express
business and what we denominate, I as-
sume, "parcel post," and in reply will say
that tnlis matter hast been considered by
congress In org Indirect manner for some
years, but It Is hardly assumed that under
the present rate of postage for fourth class
matter it can be made even a paying

business. If congress could avail Itselfof
a zone rate, then such business could be
made probably to return a reasonable
profit.

"You are probalbly aware that as at pres-
ent organized the government can hardly
compete with private management. Per-
sonally, I should be pleased to further the
object in view, if such business can be
made eelf-sustalnlnig and shall be pleased
to further investigate the matter at the
coming seeelon of congress."
