Tucson Boy With Dewey—New Flour

PHOENIX, Ariz., Oct. 20.—The attention
of the voters has just been called to the fact
that two years ago, when Colonel Brodie
was Oﬁereg the Kepublican nomination for
treasurer of Yavapai county, he declined it
on the ground that he could not conscien-
tiously run for any office on any but a free
silver platform. Now that he has accepted
the nomination for delegate to congress irom
the Republicans who have declared for the
gold standard, the question is pertinently
asked: ‘“Has Colonel Brodie changed his
principles with regard to silver, or is it only
that tﬂe bait is a little more tempting? 1s
the delegateship to congress Brodie's?”

The Roarke will case has been holding the
attention of the probate court for the
freuter part of the week. After listening
o the evidence, Judge Crouse yesterday
gave his decision and refused to permit the
alleged will to be probated on the ground
that it was a forgery. The court said that
while he did not question the honesty of the

beneficiary of the will ,William Roarke, he.

was satisfied that the entire will and all the
signatures thereto had been written by one
person. He further said that he believed
that the writer of the will had two motives
for his conduct, namely, hatred of the de-
ceased, James Roarke, and the hope of ex-
torting $500 from Wil]iam Roarke for pro-
ducing the will. The testimony of ex-Judge
Bethune to the effect that when Lavelle, the
writer of the will, first showed him the docu-
ment after Roarke’s death, the names of
only two witnesses appeared on it, was the
turning point in the case. When the will was
presented for probate the name of a third
witness was found upon it. The third
name was that of I'. Ready. The rejection
of the will for probate by Judge Crouse will
probably settle the authenticity of the will,
althugh C. F. Ainsworth, attorney for Wil-
liam i{ourke, claimed twenty days in which
to appeal.

One of those mysterious moves in freight
matters that few people understand was
made yesterday by the Southern Pacific in
raising the rate on California wine in wood
from all terminals in this state to New
York and New Orleans from 40 cents to 60.
It was only last spring that the rate was
voluntarily reduced by the company from
50 to 40 cents, and many dealers took ad-
vantage of it. Thinking, as has turned out
to be the case, that the rate was only tem-
porary, they shipped all of the wine they
could get hold of. The raise is probably
based on a similar action taken by the
Pacific Main Steamship company and the
Panama railway.

PROCLAMATION

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT,

SACRAMENTO, July 30, 1898.

WHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF
the state of California, at its thirty-sec-

ond session, beginning on the fourth day
of January, A. D. 1897, two-thirds of all the
members elected to each of the two houses
of said legislature voting in favor thereof,
proposed the following described amend-
ments to the Constitution of the state of
Cal'fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One
(Reing Senate qustiﬁu)ional Amendment

0. .

A resclution to propose to the people of
the state of California an amendment to
sectlon eighteen of article eleven of the
Constituticn, in relation to reyvenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to amend
sald section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability in
any manner or for any purpose excewl-
ing in any year the income and reveuue
provided for it for such year, without *he
assent of two-thirds of the qualified eleg-
tors thereof, voting at an election to be
held for that purpose, nor unless, before,
or at the time of incurring such indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it falls
due, and also provision to constitute a
sink!ng furd for the payment of the prin-
cipal thereof on or before maturity, which
shall not exceed forty years from the time
of contracting the same; provided, howev-
er, that the city and county of San Fran-
cisco may at any time pay the unpaid claims
with interest thereon for materiais fur-
nished to and work done for sald city and
county during the forty-third and forty-
fourth fiscal years out of the income and
revenue of any succeeding year or years;
provided, that any and all clalms for mak-
ing, repalring, altering, or for any work done
upon or for any material furnished for any
street, lane, alley, court, place or sidewalk,
or for the construction of any sewer or
sewers {n said city and county are hereby
excepted from the provisions of this sec-
tion; and in determining any claim per-
mitted to be pa)d by this section, no stat-
ute of limitations shall app!y in any man-
ner; and provided further, that the city of
Vallejo, in Bolano county, may pay its ex-
Isting indebtedness incurred In the con-
struction of its water works, whenever two-
thirds of the electors thereof, voting at an
election held for that purpose, shall so de-
cide. Any indebtedness or liabllity incurred
contrary to this provision, with the excep-
tions hereinbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two
(Being BSenats (,'olnsti}gtional Amendment
vo. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the state of California an amendment to the
Constitution of the state, by adding a new
section, to be known and dcsignated as sec-
tion seven and one-half, article eleven
‘hereof, providing for the framing by the
.nhabitants of counties, of local county
government acts for their own government.
The said proposed new section to read as
follows:

Section 7%. The inhabitants of any
couniy may frame a county govermment
act for their own government, relating to
the matters Lereinafter gpecified, and con-
sistent with and subject to the Constitution
and laws of this state, by causing a board
of fifteen freeholders, who have been, for
at least five years, qualified electors of
such ceunty, to be elected by the qualified
electors of such county, at any general or
special election, whose duty it shall be
within ninety days after such election, to
prepare and propose a county government
act for such county, which shall be signed
in duplicate by the members of such board,
or a majority of them, and returned, one
copy thereof to the board of supervisors
or other legislative body of such county,
and the other copy to be sent to the re-
corder of deeds of the county. BSuch
proposed county government act shall
then be published in two papers of general
circulation in such county, or if there he
not two such papers, then in one only, for
at least twenty days, and within not less
than thirty days after such publication it
shall be submitted to the qualified electors
of such county, at a general or special elec-
tion, and if a majority of such qualified
electors voting thereon shall ratify the
same, it shall thereafter be submitted to
the legislature for its rejection or appro-
val, as a whole, without power of altera-
tion, or amendment, and if approved by a
majority of the members elected to each
house, it shall be the county government
act of such county, and shall in such case
become the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws inconsistent with sueh county
government act.

A copy of such county government act
certified by the president of the board of
supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the seal
of such county, setting forth the submission
of such county government act to the elec-
tors and its ratification by them, shall be
made in duplicate and deposited, one in
the office of the secretary of state, the
other, after being recorded in the office
of the recorder of deeds in the county,
among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice there-
of. The county government act so ratified
may be amended at intervals of not less
than two years, by proposals therefor
submitted by the legisiative authority o
the county, to the qualified electors thereof,
at a general or special election held at least
forty days after the publication of such
proposals for twenty days in a newspaper
of general circulation in such county, and
rat{fied by at least three-fifths of the quali-
fied electors voting thereon, and approved
by the legislature as herein provided for the
approval of the county government act,

Attest:

[SEAL.]

In submitting any such county government
act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the vot-
ers, and may be voted on separatsly with-
out prejudice to others.

It shall be competant in all county gov=
ernment acts framed under the authority
glven by this section, to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than judges of
the superior court, shall be elected or ag-
pointed; for their compensation; for the
number of such officers; for the consolida~-
tion or segregation of offices; for the num-
ber of deputies that each officer shall have,
and for the compensation payable te each
of such deputies; for the manner in which,
the times at which, and the terms for which
the members of all boards of election shall
be elected or appointed, and for the con-
stitution, regulation, compensation and
government of such boards, and of their
clerks and attaches; also to prescribs the
manner and method by which all elections
by the peuple shall be comducted; and may
in addition determine the tests and rondi-
tions upon which electors, political imrties
and organizations may participate in any
primary election.

Whenever any county has, in the manner
and method herein pointed out, adopted an
county government act, and the same shall
have ‘been approved by the legisiature as
aforesaid, the directions of sections four
and five of this article, providing for the
uniformity of a system of county govern-
ments throughout the state, and likewise
providing for the election and appnlmment
of officers, and the regulation of their com-
pensation, shall not apply, Said county
government act shall, as to any of the
matters hereinabove provided for and de-
clared by such county government act,
not be subject to any law or amendment
enacted by the legislature, except by
amendment first submitted to the electors
a!mdhrauﬂed in the manner hereinabove set

orth.

Amendment Number Three
(BEeing Senate Col\nstikutlonal Amendment
N0, 44,

A resolution proposing to the peopls of
the state of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the state, by adding a
new sectton, to be known and designated as
section five and one-half, article six, there-
by providing for the organization of a
court, to be known as the court of claims.
The said proposed new section to read as
follows:

Bection B6%. The court of claims shall
consist of any three judges of the superior
court, who may be requested by the gov-
ernor to hold court at the regular terms
thereof. 'The court of claims shall have ex-
clusive jurisdiction to hear and determine
all clalms of every kind and character
against the state, under such laws as may
be passed by the legislature, and its judg-
ment thereon shall be final. The terms of
the court of claims shall be held as follows:

In the city of Los Ange.es commencing on
the second Monday of March;

In the city and county of San Francisco,
cor&xmenclnx on the second Monday in July,
an

In the clty of Sacramento, commencin
on the second Monday of November of eac

year.
The judges holding such terms of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual expenses,
to be paid out of the general fund of ths
state treasury. The legis'ature shall enact
all laws necessary to o' janize such court,
to provide the procedure therszof, and to
carry out the provisions of this section.

Amendment Number Four
(Being Assembly Consuqt_u)tlonul Amend-
NN

ment No.

A resolution to propose to the people of
the state of California an amendment to
the Constitutlon of the state, amending ar-
ticle eleven, by adding a new section there-
to, to be known as section number five and
one-half, relating to consolidated city and
county governments. The said proposed
new section to read as follows:

Section 5%. The provisions of section
four and five of this article shal mot, nor
shall any legislation passed pursuant there-
to, apply to any consolidated city and
county government, now existing or here-
after formed, which shall have become, or
shall become organized under section seven,
or secure a charter under section eight of
this article.

Amendment Number Five
(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 36).

A resolution to propose to the people of
the state of California an amendment of
section fifteen and section sixteen of article
five of the Constitution of the state of Calj-
fornia, by which it is pro]posed to amend
said sections to read as follows:

Section 15. A lieutenant governor shall
be elected at the same time and place and
in the same manner as the governor, and
his term of office and his qualifications
shall be the same. He shall be president
of the senate, but shall only have a casting
vote therein.

Section 16. In case of the 'mtpeat:hment
of the governor, or his removal from office,
death, inability to dlscharFe the powers
and duties of his office, resignation, or ab-
sence from the state, the powers and dutjes
of the office shall devolve upon the lisuten-
ant governor for the residue of tha term,
or until the disability shall cease; and
should the lleutenant governor be im-
peached, displaced, resign, die or becoms
Incapable of performing the duties of his
office, or be absent from the state, the
president pro tempore of the senate shall
act as governor until the vacancy in the
office of governor shall be fllled at the next
general election, when members of the Jeg-
islature shall be chosgen, or until such dis-
ability of the lleutenant governor shal]
cease. In case of a vacancy in the office
of governor for any of the reasons above
named, and neither the lieutenant governor

shall succeed to the powers and dutles o
governor, then the powers and duties o
such office shall devolve upon the speake?
of the assembly, until the office of governoe
shall be fllled at such general election.
