HOBSON AT DENVER

Needed No Protection Against Kiss-
Crazy Oirls

DENVER, Col., Dec. 21.- -Lieut. Rich-
mond P. Hobson is the guest of the city of
Denver today. He arrived from Kansas
City over the Union Pacific Railroad at 4
o'clock this morning, but remained in h's
sleeper until 8 a.m., when he was met by a
committee of the Sons of the Revolution and
was escorted to the Brown Palace Hotel,
where breakfast was served.

The naval hero was heartily cheered by
hundreds of people who had assembled at
the depot and the hotel to give him wel-
come. During the forenoon tlie lieutenant
visited the High School and tiie Manual
Training School and was introduced to the
students, who received him most enthusias-
tically. He then called at the office of the
State House and chatted briefly with Gov.
Adams, but the proposed drive about the
city was curtailed owing to a snowstorm.
At 1 o'clock the Sons of the Revolution give
a luncheon in honor of their guest, and from
3 to 4 a public reception will be held at the
Brown Palace. At 5 o'clock Lieut. Hobson
will give bit lecture on the "Attack on San-
tiago" at the Tabor Opera House for the
benefit of the Soldiers' Aid Society, and at
0:45 he will take his departure for the West
over the Union Pacific.

At .1 o'clock a reception wns :;ivcn nt the
rotunda of the lb-own Palace hotel, at-
tended by no less than 200(1 people. There
Was no kissing. The committee having tho
affair in charge had decided that this,
feature of Hobson's receptions in the east
should be omitted here and the gallant of-
ficer heartily seconded the decision. Ar-
rangements were made to prevent the suc-
cess of any attempts by enthusiastic dam-
sels, but they were unnecessary. Though

more than a thousand women were present
to greet Hobson, not one offered to kiss
tun. At 5 o'clock he delivered his lecture
st the Tabor opera house and at 0 p. m.
boarded the Union Pacific train for Pan
Francisco.

The feeling for England is deep and wide-
spread, but the English traveler in America
is made to feel that we in England are
anuch more vocal em the union of the An-
jglo-Saxon rtace than our compatriots in

America are yet prepared to be."
Mr. Came discusses pleasantry and ad-

mirably most of the American institutions.

Horrible Health
NEW YORK. Dec. 21.?A dispatch to

the Herald from Havana says:
The American officials and private citi-

zens alike, after a casual inspection of Ha-
vana, generally decline the reports of its
unsanitary and unhealthy condition not to
be gross exaggerations.

It requires a careful inspection to reveal
how terrible the conditions now existing
really are. The incubators of disease exist
in the homes rather than in the streets ami
death is so often seen that it becomes com.
monplsce. These facts are revealed in their
fullest hideousness only when framed with
figures,

General Greene had a fair appreciation of
the seriousness; of the situation when he
first reached Havana, but it is only now.
when his staff officers have made their re-
ports that he realizes the problem that will
confront his successor. Generali Ludlow.

Captain Davis, who has nearly completed
his inspection of the hospitals and prisons
and public buildings, shows in his reports
to General Greene such a condition ofaffairs
as probably exists in no other city in the
World ?certainly in no other city of the
Western Hemisphere, Speaking today,
Davis made this striking comparison:

"Vienna, With a million and a half popula-
tion, has been called the pest hole of
Kuropc. because of its death rate of more
than twenty-five to the thousand; yet Ha-
vana, with less than one-sixth its popula-
tion, has more deaths in eleven months than
Vienna has im twelve. The deaths this- year
in Havana willoutnumber those in Chicago
by probably 5000, and will exceed the totals
of Boston, St. Louis, llaltimore and San
Francisco combined."

A Dock Contract
PITTSBURG, Pa., Dec. 21.?The Drake

& Snatton company of Pittsburg lias just
received a contract from the l'nited Stales
government, through the war department,
for the construction of a great dork at Ha-
vana, Cuba, and a short railroad toMorro
casUe, costing altogether about $300,000.
Tiie company has already dispatched 500
laborers ami two shiploads of machinery
to the island, and the work will be- rushed
to completion by next May. The work is
being done to enable the war department
to re-equip the famous castle overlooking
Havana harbor.

ANCIENT DOCUMENTS

Recently Discovered in the Vatican
Library

NEW YORK, Dec. 21.?A dispatch to the
World from London says;

The Daily Mail's Rome dispatch says that
while examining Slate documents uf 4jie
sixteenth century in the Vatican library rt 17
cently, Abbe Cozza Luzzi, assistant librar-

ian, found the original manuscript of s
treatise by Galileo on the tide*.

The manuscript is all in Galileo's hand-
writing and ends with the words written at
Rome in the Medico Gardens on January
8, 1018.

The Pope has taken the greatest interest
in the discovery and ordered th&t the man-
uscript be published in an elegant edition
at the expense of the Vatican.

Resides this, other documents throwing a
good deal of light on the question of Span-
ish domination in America, especially in
Cuba, have been found in the Vatican

archives.
The Pope originally intended to present

i these documents to the Queen Regent of
Spain, but was dissuaded frOm doing so by
Cardinal La Pecclatro, who said it would be
a pity to deprive the Vatican library of
such treasures.

Tl«;se political documents will shortly be
published by the Holy See. The Pope will
present a richly bound copy to the Queen
Regent of Spain and one to the President
of the United States, although this latter
courtesy is not viewed with favor by a num-
ber of the prelates of tlie "pontiHoial court,
who are doing all in their power to prevent
it.

A DIRIGIBLE BALLOON

TAKEN ACROSS THE ENGLISB

CHANNEL

The Net Result Scarcely Adds to the
Hope of the Safety of

Andree

NEW YORK, Dee. 21.?A dispatch to the
Tunes from London says:

The Daily Chronicle successfully carried
out the first trip lrbm London lo the con-
tinent m a steerable balloon. For weeks past
the large balloon in the grounds ol the Crys-
tal Palace lias been awaiting a northwester-
ly or northerly wind, it started at 11:30
o'clock in the morning. The passengers were
Perclval Spencer, the famous aeronaut, to
whom the balloon belong?, and Lawrence
Swinburne, of the Daily Chror.iclc.stalf.

The ballooon'c cubic capacity is 60,000 feet
ar.d its weight, empty, leu and a half hun-
dred pounds. The steering apparatus con-
sists of a sail twelve feet square weighing
ten pounds, and a trail rope 500 feet long,
with a hundred-pound weight at the end.
\\ hen steering becomes necessary, the bal-
loon descends until the rope trails on the
ground and by attaching the upper end to
one side or other of a ring .above the car,
the sail i- brought round to catch wind. In
this manner a course of four or live points
from tlie direction of the wind can be sailed.

The balloon was reported by Lloyd's sig-
nal man to be Crossing. He-achy Head at 1:30
p.m. Soon after 4 o'clock it war1reported I
to be passing oyer Fecamp. Mr. Swinburne
telegraphs the Chronicle that the balloon
deacended safely at St. Romaine, lo miles
cast oi Havre, at 4:33, and that the steer-
ing apparatus was employed twice during
the trip. The aeronautahad one narrow es-
cape when the balloon descended too close
to tlie waves and shipped water in mid-
channel.

Although the general purpose of the trip
Mas to add to the knowledge concerning
dirigible balloons, special interest attaches
to it owing to the light it may throw upon
tlie fate ol Andree, whose balloon, iv which
lie attempted to reach the North Pole, was
rigged with a precisely similar fleering ap-
paratus.

This is the fourteenth successful cross-
channel trip, several other attempts having
fatal results.

'other damage, and none of its passengers
were seriously hurt. Previous to the col-

t lision, John Yanderveer, tbe engineer, of
train No. 0, and his firemen lumped off.
Both received scalp wounds. Train No. 10 j

i was composed of mail and express cars, i
I The Hartholdi was the only passenger car j
it carried. The rear baggage car was empty

I and proved but slight impediment to the
Iengine of No. 0 which forced its way through,
iThe passengers in the Bartholdi were thrown
forward amid broken woodwork, escaping
jsteam nnd flyingglass. The car toppled over
on its side and lay slanting against tbe bank.
The unhurt passengers scrambled through

I the window. For two hours two women and
\u25a0 two men lay pinned down by debris, suffer-
i ing from their injuries, It was impossible
to get them out until after the arrival of
the relief train, which came nbout half-
past eight. The passengers of both trains
were brought to New York on other trains.
The engineer of No. 6 blames the thick fog
for the accident.

ROASTED ALIVE

Chicago Electrician Meets a Horrible
Death

CHICAGO, Dec. 21.?1n a network of
wire* twenty feet'above tlie ground Roder-ick Chisholm, nn electrician, was slowly
burned to death in night of several hundredspectators at the corner of Fifty-fifth anil
btate streets. For nearly ten minutes the
horror stricken crowd watched the watch-
mi ii in their frantic efforts to release their
comrade from among the wires.

Chiaholm was employed by the Common,
wealth Electric Company and with a num-
ber of oilier men was stringing wires along
State street.

NOBODYRESPONSIBLE

FOB INJURY TO BATTLESHIP

MASSACHUSETTS

Witnesses Agree That the Ship Was
Struck by the Famous Phantom

Floating Bock

NEW YORK, Dec. 21.?There is still
twenty feet of water in the big dry dock in
the navy yard supporting the injured battle-
ship, Massachusetts. Two sots of divers
worked all day building a cradle which sup-
ports tbe entire bottom of the ship. The
cradle is made particularly strong under the
frames. The supports had been placed aa
far back as amidships last evening. Between
that point and frame No. 10 forward the
keel was so buckled in various spots that it
did not touch the keel block" at nil. These
fact* were reported by the divers to Naval
Constructor Howies, but he will not make
bis final report until the water has been
pumped out of the dock. This will not be
for several days.

The Court of Inquiry held its first regular
session in the courtniartial room last night.
The court consists of Commodore H. F.
Ricking, president: Captain James Sands
and Captain C. P. Hooper. Lieutenant R.
L. Russell is judge advocate. Captain Nicol
Ludlow, commander of the Massachusetts,
who was the first witness examined, was
asked why he left the navy yard nt low water.
In reply he said he simply obeyed orders in
leaving at that time, and that be had been
advised that there was no danger in going
out at low tide. In addition to Navy Yard
Pilot Bell he stated that he had Sandy Hook
Pilot Weaver on board, us he had heard that
the outer buoy beyond the rock had been
carried away, and he wished to avoid all
risks. He testified that the battleship was
not forced to change her coins? at any time
in the entire trip from the navy yard to
Tompkinsville. and she followed the proper
channel all the way. Captain Ludlow told
the bonrd that the Massachusetts was going
at half speed and with a slow ebb tide when
she struck tbe obstruction, which he be-
lieved was movable. Between the Battery

and Governor's Island, he said, the battleship
crosaed the bow? of the Staten Island ferry-
boat Castleton. but the ferryboat, he de-
clared, did not cause the Massachusetts to
change her course. Captain Ludlow said
that he felt no shock when the battleship
struck. He concluded his testimony by
stating that lie had no complaint to makp
against either of the pilots or against any of
the ship's officers. Lieutenant Potts, navi-
gating officer of tbe Massachusetts, corrob-
orated the statements of Captain Ludlow
regarding speed nnd location nt the time
of the accident. He declared positively that
the Massachusetts was in the channel at the
time. Lieutenant Potts also gave it as his
opinion that the battleship ran over a mov-
able obstruction and that she dislodged it.

Pilot Bell's testimony was corroborative.
He said, in addition, that the tide at the
time of the accident was not too low for
safety.

Pilot Weaver and Lieutenant Commander
Schroeder also cr>rroborated the testimony
of the other witnesses.

The board will meet again nnd continue its
Inquiry. The belief prevails l among the
officials nt the yard that neither the pilots
nor the officers of the ship will be held
responsible for the accident.
