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The industrial insurance companies have
done a largo business this year. The war
?fleeted tluiu Inn little, and the amount ot
new business written' beoaute ot hostil'ties
made up for much that was lost during the
commercial depression. The companies'ope-
rate mostly in the cities where the idea of
"insurance at retail" litis taken so well that
the working classes now contribute about
$30,000,000 yearly fur that sort of protection.
The system Is modeled largely after the plan
followed in England, where the movement
Inns been attended with gn at success,sixteen
companies reporting tune a premium in-
coin.' of $88,000,000 a year ami more than
15,000,000 industrial policies in force.

The industrial companies, says Uhe New
York Evening Post, now reach such a mul-
titude of policy holders that there it> scarce-
ly a considerable loss of life reported any-
where but that sonic of them are affected.
The companies paid out thousands of dol-
lars as a result of tin disaster to bhe Maine.
They issued numerous permits'to men in the
Volunteer service, and while the claims thus
far reported have not be. v large, the ac-
counts are not all in, so it i> difficult to say
just what' Ilu-y w ill amount to. The corn-

The New Tin Plate Organization
Several rem.likable features appear in the

incorporation of the new AmericanTinplate
company, which lias just been organized
wider the laws of New Jersey with a capital
of preferred and £30,000,000 com-
mon stock. In lie'ti of following tbe custo-
mary plan on which most of tbe large indus-
trial corporations are formed, flic articles
of incorporation take a new departure in
Strictly limiting the powers of tbe directors,
and reserving to the stockholders the right
to decide many questions which arc almost

Universally left to the board. The election
of officers, the creation of mortgages upon
the company's property and other matters
of similar importance are tei be dependent
upon the vote of ihe stockholders, while it
is designed to maintain the integrity of the
stock as an Investment by forbidding the
creation of any lien which stands on a pat
with the 7 per cent cumulative stock. The
directors arc also forbidden to reserve a sur-
plus fund not chargeable with the payment
Of dividends. The combination of tinplate
manufacturers, embracing practically all
those industries in the country, thus stands
out as a radical departure from the ordinary
industrial company, and its future will be
watched with corresponding interest.

Manila as a Commercial Center
While there has been little disposition

even on the part of those opposed to the
expansion of the territorial limits of the
United States to deny the strategic value-of
the Philippine islands as a naval and mili-
tary base, there lias been a very notable dif-
ference of opinion as to their value in a
commercial way. Any information tend-
ing to throw light upon tnis latter view of
the matter has been eagerly sought for, says
Uradst reel's, and where found has attract-ed much attention. It is a matter for con-
gratulation, then that the current week has
brought forth two reports, one by the bu-reau of statistic of the Treasury Depart-
ment and the other by Consul General Wild-
man, whose station is at Hong Kong, but
whoso activity in connection with Dewey's
conquest of Manila has brought him odn-sideruble notice.

Regarding the first mentioned feature, itis shown by a series of statistical exhibitsthat Manila occupies a most favorable po-
sition us a possible distributive center for
trade in the far ICtist. It is pointed out, for
instance, that from Manila to Hong Kong
and Canton respectively the distance isbetween (SOO and "00 miles, or only about
half the distance from New York to Havana,
while from Manila to Yokohama. Port Ar-
thur, Shanghai or the Straits Settlements islittle, if any, further than from New York

to ( üba lnc gj.j.,,1 jinrts anil cities of, India anil Australasia, while some-
what more distant, are much nearer to Ma-
nila I hall lo any other general distributing
point for the great classes of merchandise
which the- countries in question produce.
The value of Ihe total imports into China,
\u25a0Tupan, Australasia and British India is al-
most ll,(»0,000,000 annually. Those of Jap-
an, Which a decade ago were less than $50,*
(100,000, are now more than $100,000,000, and
steadily Increasing. Those' ol ChlhS have
Increased 20 per cent in the last decade, and
now amount to nearly $200,000,000 a year.
Those of British Australasia are about $300,-
--000,000 a. year, and those of British India and
the .straits Settlements arc $300,000,000 an-
nually.

These four countries consume large quaSt-
flties of goods produced ami -old by the
United States. They consume $180,000,000
of cotton goods annually, but only \u25ba10,000,-
--000 worth comes from this country; they
use s,;;o,0(IO,000 worth of iron and steel, but
only $7,000,000 worth of this is produced in
this country; we only supply one-seventh of
their leal her imports, less khan one-fourth oftheir imports of wood, less than one-tenth
01 their machinery imports, only one-
twelfth of their chemical and drug imports,
and less than one-hundredth of their coal
imports. It is true that we make a better
showing in the breadstuffs and mineral oil
trade, we furnish $5,0(10,000 out of $13,000,---000 of ihe former and $9,000,000 of the $17,---000,000 of the latter; but of a total export

t'nitul States, valued at $223,000,000, only
about otic-sixth ionics from this country.

Current business conditions furnish some

sharp contrasts' to those usually looked for
or reportetl at this season of the year. It Is,
of course, reasonable to look for exception-
al activity In holiday and retail trade gen-
erally at this' date and In this respect the
most sanguine expectations appear lb have
been realized. Probably never before lit
this date, however, was the course of gen-
era] business so animated as'lt is at present.

All the strength of prices Is
maintained', and in some lines, notably bll-
iets, wire rods, plates and bars, further
oe!van'-es are to be reported. In many line-
the country's production seems to be heavi-
ly sold ahead anel the utmost confidence is
expressed 1as to present values being main-
tained or still further Increased. In other
metals, too, a sympathetic rise is' to be dls-
oerned.

The foreign demand for cereals con-
