ASKS HEAVY DAMAGES

OF THE SOUTHERN PAv^IC
COMPANY

The Killing of Lillie Paine by the
Riverside Motor Is Taken

Into Court

PAN BERNARDINO, Dec. 2!l.?The kill-
ing of Liliial'aine, un October 19th la~t, by
being ground to death under tbe wheel* of
the motor, is to be investigated by the
courts, in a suit for93o,loo damages, brought
by the mother of the child, Feliciana Paine.
The papers were filed yesterday afternoon,
in winch she states that the father ot tho
child, John l'aine. deserted his family two
years since, and chat the girl' killed was 7
years ot age. a bright, healthy, affectionate
and obedient child, and by reason of her
death the plaintiff is deprived of her soci-
ety, companionship and comfort, and her
future aid and assistance. For tills she
claims $20,000, and for the funeral expenses
9106.

At the time of the accident the child and
her cousin, a boy about her own age, were
going hemic from supper at the restaurant
where the mother was at work, just to tlie
west of the motor depot, and made a short
cut across the tracks back of the motor
depot, as they lived on Lower X street. The
motor irom Riverside bad just unloaded
its passengers, and the conductor gave the
signal to back down the track to make a
switch and place the locomotive on the other
end of the train, reedy to depart on the
final run for the night. There was no light
in the yard, except n tritle that enme from
inside the depot through the open door,
ami the conductor did not see the child,
who stepped on the track to cross just, as
.the train started to back up. The buy was
behind her. but not on the track, and called
to the girl to conic l ack, but it was too
late, and lie ran Ut the restaurant to tell
the mother. The little gill was dragged
four hundred feet, and none of the train
hands knew of the accident until told of
it, when, they went down the track and

Rosenthal's Recital

Moriz Rosenthal, probably the greatest
pianist tha world lias ever known, made his
Brat appearance before a California audience
at Simpson Tabernacle last night. An in-
tense interest in this extraordinary artist
drew a thoroughly appreciative audience
and the utmost enthusiasm prevailed,
called forth by playing of unequaled power.

The press notices, which' have preceded
Rosenthal's coming to the Pacific coast
have declared that he butpasses-even Ruben-
stein in his marvelous manipulation of the
keyboard, that his success was not only
instantaneous, but complete.

All that has been said of Rosenthal was
fully justified last night, and no one felt the
world of music had been talking in hyper-
bole when giving this virtuoso the unstinted
praise of overshadowing all others'. In
style and expression he is unsurpassed, and
in his hands the piano becomes a mere play-
thing. One is untaxed at the body and soul
he gives the author in his interpretation.
Rosenthal is a pianist who can play with a
softness of touch that thrills the hearers,
and without effortcan elicit absolutely thun-
dering tones from the instrument.

He commenced the conquest of bis hearers
last night with Beethoven's sonata, Opus
109, which was superb in its interpretation.
The rendering of Schumann's Carnaval was
the perfection of poetry and romantic feel-
ing. The wonderful animation and never
ending variety of this production gave tbe
pianist abundant opportunity to display his
skill and versatility. The movements
glowed with long drawn out melody, the
pell-mell dancing of the time-honored fig-
ures of pantomime with the mystic members,of the 'Davidsbund" was marvelously given,

THE PURPLE SCALE PEST

REPORT FORWARDED BY COM-

MISSIONER COMPERE

His Experiences in Hawaii While
Searching for Parasites?Success

of Hig Investigations

The board of supervisors is in receipt of
a very pleasing report from George Com-
pere, the special commissioner who was sent
to Hawaii recently at the expense of the
county to secure a parasite suited to the
eradication of the purple scale. H.fc suc-
cess is a matter of congratulation lo the
supervisors, who fecit hat this pe&t will soon
be overcome as thorough',, as has been the
cottony cushion scale, so long the dread of
orchardists. Mr. Compere writes:

??Honolulu, H. 1., Pec. 20, 1898.
"To the Honorable Hoard of Supervisors

of Los Angeles county?Gentlemen: As
your honorable board have sent me here to
secure a parasite of the purple scale, 1 will
inform you of the conditions' here.

"In the tire* place, 1 find that there are
not many citrus trees here on this island,
there is uo such thing as an orchard here,
only a few trees in any one place, and. there
are a few places Where there are as ninny us
twenty trees in a place, and these are all
well cared for and arc free from live sicale,
with the exception of the wax wale, and
that is- not very destructive, but a great
many of the trees are. infected' with a ru*t
mite. TyphloriTomus Olcivorus. This is a
very dangerous pest, and one that is difficult
to exterminate. This mite attacks indiscrim-
inately the various species of citrus trees.
There are a few trees infested with the red
scale, and no parasites destroying it to any
great extent. The steel blue lady- bird,
Orcus Chalybeus, are feeding on it some.
The white cottony cushion scale is found
here yet on'trees and plants'that are badly
infested with ants. The ants destroy the
larvae of the Yedalia and the same trouble
is found in destroying the mealy bug that
infests the pineapples and citrus trees, where
the ants are the lady-bug Crypolaemus
Montrouzieri, can not get to work on the
pest, the white scale and meally bug are not
considered a pest any longer here.

"As for the purple scale, it has- two para-
sites here, and either one of them, if once
established in Los Angeles county would
exterminate the purple scale to such an ex-
tent that it will no longer be considered a
pest. One of them is a lady-bird Chiloeorus
Circumdatus, the other is a small internal
parasite.

"The first ten days that I was here was
spent in seaj.du.ng ior the lady-bird, and it
was not until 1 found that one and placed
it in breeding jars ami began feeding them
that 1 discovered that only a very few scale
were found on trees that had the appear-
ance of yet being very badly infested, but
on making v close examination it was found
that they all hud a small hole in the back and
ull were dead. As soon as I'rof. Koebele ar-
rived here I reported to him what 1 had
found, and he was surprised at the work
they had done, us it is not long since he
sent this parasite here from one of the other
islands. This parasite works on trees that
no lady-bird can work on here, on account
of the ants and lizards that infest some of
the trees. There is one species of ants with
very powerful jaws, and it only takes them
a few moments to destroy a lady bird or its
larvae.

"By this steamer I send to the Horticul-
tural Commissibn one package of the C'hil-
OOOTUS Circumdatus and one package of the
internal parasites, and I also send one of
eacii to Mr. VVra. Wood of Rivera, as well
as some other parasites for Aphis, and will
send some by every steamer after this. There
are a number of very valuable parasites
here that we have plenty of work for in
Los Angeles, two in particular that feed on
Aphis and plant-lice of all kinds. This
will prove of great value to the walnut
growers, as the walnut trees suffered a
great deal from the ravages of this pest tins
past season in all parts of the county. I
will send as many of these lady-birds as I
can find, fine of them i.- platyomus Livid-
igaster. The other is Coccinella Repanla,
and there are others that I will try to send
over if I have time to do so while I am
over here.

"Prof, Koebele has been worth millions
of dollars to planters of these islands, and
they think a great deal of him, and 1 don't
think that they will over part with him.
He has been very kind to me since he ar-
rived, and is doing all he can to help make
a success of my trip over here. If any per-
son was to come here with a fumigating
or spraying outfit he would be laughed at.
