Even the sheriff, hardened
as he must be by continual contact
with people In every form of distress.
was deeply affected. Little by little
the first shock grew less severe and
the two sat' down for a talk that con-
tinued for an hour and a half. There
were pleadings and partial responses
when the more serious predicament of
husband and wife was at length appro-
elated.
