pres^sd that he would as readily dispute
hie own existence as the correctness
of his solution of the rainmaklng prob-

lem. HatHeld is an enthusiast as well

as a thinker. It i-smains for Hattteld
to bridge the chasm between specula-

tive and positive science. So far he

cannot claim anything more than

theory, the process of which is a care-
fully guarded t'acret.
