NEW YORK, Jan. 12.—Selling pre-
dominated over buying In today's stock
market operations, but the transac-
tions were no less strictly professional
than they have been ever since New
Year's. The traders seemed prompted
to sell mainly by their disappointment
over the futility of previous aUempts
toget prices higher. Some of the day's
developments offered a nominal cause
for the depression, but there was little
evidence of real liquidation, the traderssimply endeavoring to anticipate what
the action would be of real holders of
stocks.
.There is undoubtedly considerable
unseltlement of mind among speculat-
ors over the varying and contradictory
reports from Washington regarding the
legislative program. The weight of
opinion today was definitely on the side
of

-
aggressive Insistence by the presi-

dent upon measures to regulate rall-
\u25a0road freight rates and corporation af-fairs, with the question of tariff revis-
ion relegated to the background. The
financial district showed its usual sen-
sitiveness to the animation .of . thesesubjects. The action, taken iby the
Pennsylvania directors toward a fifty-
milllon-dollar bond issue had an ad-
verse effect on bullish sentiment, al-.though some such action has been
pretty clearly expected. It has beenurged 1 by the advocates of active spec-
ulation that great interests which have
these new Issues in' view would 'be
anxious to foster an active stock mar-
ket to assist infloating them. But That
did not prevent a characteristic revers-
al of the point of view In today's trad-

The weakness of for-
eign markets was said to be due to a
report from Odessa to the effect that
the wheat crop of Southern Russia Is
In excellent condition. The heavy fall
of snow In the United States through-
out the west and southwest was re-
ported as affording ample protection
for the winter wheat crop of this coun-
try. There has previously been consid-
erable anxiety as to the possible dam-age by cold weather. The bulls, how-
ever, found encouragement In the con-
tinued small movement In the north-
west. How. much of the falling off
in receipts was due to the extreme
cold weather and how much to the
smallness of reserves was of course a
matter of conjecture. For a time
there appeared to be a preponderance
of selling orders In the pit. In conse-
quence prices eased off a trifle. Later
the market suddenly became quite
strong on a fairly active demand from
several prominent commission houses.
On the bulge May sold Up to J1.17%.
Toward the close the market. became
quite weak, May declining to J1.1614.
