TRIBESMEN BESIEGE
TOWN OF ALCAZAR

Morocecan Mounhlneerl Threaten to
Sack City if Wealthy Jews Do
Not Pay Large Sums

WASHINGTON, Jan. 14.—Hoffman
Philip, the American vice consul at
Tangier, has reported to the state de-
partment that on December 23 he re-
celved information from a reliable per-
son in Alcazar that the town was
besieged by tribesmen from the moun-
tahu who were demanding large sums
of nioney from the authorities and
from wealthy Jewlsh inhabitants un-
der pennlty of sacking the place.

The town was almost without pro-
tection, yet the sheik who conveyed
the information to Mr. Philip had
managed to induce the authorities to
place a guard around the premises
where some American  missionaries
were stopping. Three of these were
residents in Alcazar and four were on
their way to Fez. Mr. Philip immedi-
ately sent word to the latter to remain
In Alcazar and not venture to proceed
to Fez. The tribesmen were making
threats against a British subject and
also against the French vice consul in
Ajcazar, but. were finally induced to
raise the siege upon the payment to
them of $300 by the town authorities.
At last reports the place was tranquil.

Mr. Hinman's bill, upon which he is
now at work, provides that a man who
beats his wife cruelly, or, for that
matter, any man who strikes or beats
cruelly any woman, shall be flogged in
the county jail, the whipping to be
done by the jailer or his assistant in
the presence only of the jail physician
and the clerk of the institution, There
shall be no other witnesses.

SENATOR DUMONT DENIES
RESPONSIBILITY

Proposition to Make Marriage a Civil
Contract Originates With the

Fair Constituents of M
Statesman
TOPEKA, Kas, Jan. ‘14.—Senator

Frederick Dumont Smith says an or-
ganization of women in his district is
responsible for the bill making mar-
riage a clvil contract, limited to ten
years, with the privilege of renewal if
the parties like the condition, which he
will introduce in the Kansas legisla-
ture this winter,

Senator Smith says he is not at lib-
erty to divulge the names of the au-
thors of the bill. Asked if he would
defend the bill on the floor of the sen-
ate, he said he would not.

“I would not dare,” he said.
senator is a married man,

Senator Smith sald the women who
prepared the bill are his constituents
and he would submit’ the measure to
the senate at their request., He says
that, while this or a similar bill might
remedy the growing evil of unwise
marriages, there is no sentiment in
Kansas for that kind of legislation.

The measure in full, as prepared by
the women is as follows:

Sectioin 1. All marriages celebrated
in the state of Kansas from and after
the taking effect of this act shall be
deemed and held to be civil contracts
for a period of ten years, subject to
all the laws of this state now in force
relating to divorce and matrimony.

Sec. 2. At any time within three
months before the expiration of said
contractural period, parties to such
marriage contract may, by filing a joint
declaration in writing, duly sworn to
before some officer authorized to ad-
minister an oath, in the office of the
probate judge of the county where
such parties reside, renew sald mar-
riage contract for a further period of
ten years without further ceremony.

Sec. 3. The probate judge shall care~
fully keep and record in a book to be
provided for that purpose all such con-
tract of renewal of the marriage re-
lation, and such record shall be deemed
and taken in any action, proceeding or
matter wherein such marriage relation
shall be called in question as prima
facle evidence of the existence of such
relation,

Sec, 4. Nothing herein shall be con-
strued as affecting or repealing any
of the laws of this state now in force,
with regard to marriage license or the
celebration of the marrlage rite.

Sec, 6. In case the parties to a mar-
riage contract shall fail or refuse to

The

renew the same, all property accumu-|

lated by such parties during the mar-
riage relation shall be divided equally
between. the partigs thereto, and the
wife may have alimony out of her hus-
band's estate in the same manner and
by the same proceedings as are now
provided by law. The courts of a
county wherein the parties, or either
of them, now having jurisdiction of
marriage and divorce and the care and
custody of the children, may make such
orders as are proper for the care and
custody of minor children by such
marriage, upon the application of

either of the parties therein
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
