Rich Mineral Zone in Nevada
Near Searchlight—Placer
Ground in the Desert

.lnforma(lnn that the great Congress
gold mill in Yavapal county, Ariz, is
shut down and that the four score of
stamps are idle, has come to Los An-

geles wugmented by the further fact
that the mill has not been in opera-
tion for over two months, The mill i«

owned by the Consolidated Gold Mines
company, also owning the Congress
property, that is the deepest mine in
Arizona and formerly owned by “Dia-
mond Joe" Reynolds, the 8t. Louis
steambont operator. How long the mill
will be shut down is unknown, but
the present idleness is the result of
much deliberation.

From reliable sources it s learned
that several months ago the ore yield
was so limited that forty of the eighty
stamps were hung up. As the ore be-
came less valuable the entire battery
of 80 stamps was hung up. At present
the cyanide plant is working on the
bhest ores.

f The company is pushing develop-

| ment work in shaft No, 5,.and a force
of men is at work night and day, that
is now down 1875 feet, going at the rate
of 27 feet per day.

In this shaft 400 gallons of water
are handled each day. The water is
pumped to the surface and there turned
to good account at the large cyanide
tanks.

The company has , an unlimited
amount of low grade ore, which runs
about $4 to the ton, but under pres-
ent conditions and facilities, it does not
pay to work this.

The company also has on hand and
in sight a good deal of higher grade
ore, but not enough to run sufficient
stamps to ‘prove remunerative, say 10
stamps of an 80-stamp mill on medium
grade ore.

Hence it is the present plan of the
company to continue development un-
til sufficient good ore is in sight again
to start the mill on a paying basis.

Around Jerome Camps

Mining operations in Arizona,
particularly in Yavapai county,
are being pushed with vigor. In

the Jerome district considerable acliv-
ity is noticeable on properties lying
adjacent to the Inited Verde. The
Pittsbtrg Jerome Copper &“Gold Min-
Ang company is making preparations
for the development of properties six
miles south of the United Verde mine.
Owing to the mountainous nature of
the locality in which the Pittsburg-
Jerome properties are situated it is dif-
ficult to reach them from Jerome,
therefore the company has decided to
build a wagon road from Prescott to
the mines, and now has a large force
dt men at work on this improvement.
All supplies and machinery will be
freighted over this road. At the prop-
erty, preparations are under way for
the installation of a large plant for
treating the ores. It is fhe intention
of the company to sink a 500-foot shaft
on the property before any drifting is
done. The group of claims is located in
the very heart of the rich Jerome cop-
per belt and is pronounced by experts
to be one of the most promising
groups in the entire district.

" Pfau Company Active
In the Cherry Creek mining district,
twenty-five miles south of Jerome, the
‘Pfau Mining company is pushing work
on its property, which is a free gold
producer and very rich. After a thor-
ough test of the property with a small
stamp mill it has been decided to erect
a large cyaniding plant with a daily
capacity of 100 tons. A new gasoline

to a depth of 1000 feet. When all the
‘improvements now contemplated by
the company are finished, the Pfau
“will be among the hest equipped prop-
“erties of Yavapai county.

as fast as it is needed.

Rich Placer Diggings .

The Yaqui gold fields are again at-
tracting attention. At the time of the
constructibn of the Sierra Madre road
they caused considerable excitement,
and a number of persons from this vi-
cinity took up claims. But after the
ground had been prospected it was
claimed that but little of the dirt
showed any color at all, and it would
not pay to work it even with the most
approved modern methods. But now
it is claimed that some very rich
ground has been found on the Aros
river about thirty miles from the mouth
of the stream, and that the Mexicans
and Indians are making big wages by
simply panning out the gold.

L. G. Carter, who has brought the
news to Los Angeles, reports that the
miners are flocking into the country
fromn all directions, and that already
over 300 pertinencias have been de-
nounced.

Desert Placers

A strong Los Angeles company has
been organized to work a big tract
of placer ground about ten miles from
the Colorado river, in Yuma counly,
Arizona. The company is known as
the *“Gold Placer Prospecting assocla-
tion,” and is planning to Install a
large quantity of machinery and work
the claims on an extensive scale.

This is the same locality in which
# number of El Paso persons have
taken up claims, but the latter have
not as yet done any work on their
properties.

“Guadalure™ District

A California company, chiefly com-
posed of Los Angeles parties, has pur-
chased a number of bat caves in the
Guadalupe mountains, near El Paso,
Tex., and will begin to ship the mater-
ial the latter part of next month.

The Los Angeles company is running
a fertilizing plant and is shipping its
product to all parts of the country. It
is the same company that is contem-
plating a big plant in El Paso.

Chas, J. George of Los Angeles, gen-
eral manager of the Lincoln Gold Min-
ing company, and a number of promi-
nent stockholders, together with a
couple of expert mill men and miners,
were vislting the Lincoln property the
first of last week. "The result of this
visit has been disclosed with the an-
nouncement that “‘things” will be do-
ing around the Lincoln by the 20th
inst, Henry Tharsing, for some time
superintendent and foreman at the
now deserted Catoctin mine, and an
all-round mine and mill  man, will
have the superintendency angd is a good
man for the place. The first work to
be done will be the transforming of
the foot trall, which was bullt the past
summer, on a very good grade, into a
wagon road. Immediately on the com-
pletion of the road a new 20-stamp
mill will be erected, the site for which
will be prepared during the bullding
of the wagon road. Miners will be
employed at once and go to work put-
ting everything within the mine in a
condition of readiness to supply the

news to the effect that Phelps, Dodge
& Co., better known ag the Commercial
Mining company, will shortly atart
work on the Senator mine, located
twelve miles south of Prescott, in
Hassayampa district,

The tunnel on this company’s prop-
erties at that point is now in 1500 feet,
and this tunnel will be driven 600 feet
deeper to tap the ledge on the Ten
Spot claim. There I8 a well-equipped
modern stamp mill on the property.

The Commercial Mining company is
one of the strongest, as well as one of
the moet successful mining companies
In the southwesat, and It fs certainly
a matter of public congratulation that
they intend to resume operations on
thelr properties at Senator. For some
years past the company has been
quietly buying up claims which adjoin
the Senator group, thus showing that
they had plenty of falth in the mineral
richness of that section.

New Mill Tests

The Central Consolidated Mining
company has purchased the Assissi
quartz mine, which adjoins its prop-
erty at Banner. The money will be
paid today. The Assissl has never heen
worked extensively, though flattering
returns have been obtained from the
assay and mill tests, Assay tests
averaged over $60 per ton, while ore
taken out while active mining opera-
tions were under way, yvielded slightly
over $30 per ton when milled. The
property has lain idle for years, but
gince the resumption of work at the
old Greenhorn and Central claims its
value became apparent, as it is situat-
ed on an extension of the main ledges
of these claims, which are now pro-
duecing rich ore. The purchase of this
claim gives the Central Consolidated
an immense tract of ground and fur-
nished it with ledge matter of known
value that cannot be worked out in a
lifetime.—Grass Valley Union.

Frank McGee of Denver, who bond-
ed the Sundown quartz mine in Vir-
ginia Bar mining district for $24,000
from Mr. Kelley and Dr. Rockey, is
so well gatisfied with the claim that
the money has been pald down by his
company. The ledge is located on
Dutech creek, and will be operated on ar
extensive scale In the near future by
putting up a mill and machinery. This
mine is in a rich paying section of the
Klamath river region.—Yreka Journal.

A good five-foot ledge has been found
in the end of the long lower tunrel of
{he Cherry Hill quartz mine at Cher-
ry Creek, and as far as prospected
promiges to yield rich returns,.—Yreka
Journal.

Amador County Mining

The Amador Dispatch says that it
sounds well to the passer-by to hear
the mill on the Argonaut mfne .pound-
ing away on ore that is sure to yleld
liberally of the precious metal. It was
no lack of ore or confidence in the
merits of the mine that caused it to
shut down about two years ago. A
lawsuit then pending between the Ken-
nedy and Argonaut as to the exact
boundary line, etc.,, was the primary
cause. After a decision favorable to
the mine was given, the labor troubles
were taken into consideration by the
promoters and the time for resuming
operations were somewhat delayed. We
now expect to hear of the Argonaut
taking its place again with the fore-
most of the dividend producers.

The Treadwell property, after being
closed down for four months, and all
differences between employers and em-
ployes satisfactorily adjusted, has been
started up again by the owners with
renewed vigor. A new superintendent
has been employed and development
work will be carried forward on quite
an extensive scale. All who have
worked on this property speak flatter-
ingly of its merits.

Superintendent Aiken says the pros-
pects of the Climax are very encourag-
ing. The ore shoot has been worked
for a distance of 600 feet—probably the
longest continuous ore body met with
on the eastern tler of mines. Consid-
erable coarse gold is obtained from the
batteries at every cleanup. The amal-
gam has surrendered from $6 to $8 per
ounce. Even with a two-stamp mill,
the mine has been able to pay its way
and leave a surplus for betterments,
It is contemplated to enlarge the mill-
ing capacity to at least ten stamps
when the ledge In the lower level now
being opened is fairly developed.

ity, HEastern are now a small factor
in the market. Reports from country
shippers were to the effect that not-
withstanding the favorable weather,
supplies generally show no increase.
The future of local ranch eggs remains
a matter of much interest to local
dealers.

POTATOES.—No new fentures de-
veloped in the market for potatoes,

with a good demand for selected stock
price changes were narrow. Early Rose
were especially wanted for seed pur-
poses and good sales were reported
around $2.50 per hundred pounds.

SWEETS.—Sweet potatoes attracted
considerable buying interest, stocks of
fancy local kinds being reported gen-
erally short. Quotations remained un-
changed, however, and no sharp ad-
vance is expected.

BUTTER. — The butter board of
trade made no change in the price of
butter and for the coming week the
ruling price will be 67% cents per two-
pound roll for all fresh valley products.
Receipts yesterday were 9891 pounds
and demand continued of the best,
readily absorbing all offerings. Taken
as a whole the week has been unusual-
ly active for all grades of butter. Lead-
ing dealers report the outlook bright
for continued activity owing to reliance
being almost entirely upon fresh but-

ONIONS.—No onions have been re-
ceived on the local market all week.
Much of the poor stock has been
worked off and general market condi-
tions reported much improved. At all
primary points onions have remained
firm and although local offerings have
been unusually heavy in the past two
weeks, prices have been fairly well
sustained and at the close of the week
prime stock easily commanded $3.00 per
hundred pounds.
EGETABLES,—For Saturday the
trading in vegetables was brisk. Offer-
ings generally were of good quality
and the prlce list was practically un-
changed. Owing, to an oversupply of
peas, values sag{ed somewhat, but de-
mand on shipping account enabled
dealers to make clearances. Two cars
of fine celery were offered on the mar-
ket at 85c, and as it graded No. 1, calls
for it were heavy. Celery shipments
to eastern markets continue quite a
feature of the vegetable market.

FRUIT.—Little interest was shown
in citrus fruits. Oranges moved slow
in jobbing channels and at the stores
no heavy trading was reported. Lem-
ons and grapefruit were in moderate
request only, at unaltered prifes. A
brisk demand was manifested for ap-
ples and several favorite sellers moved
at a shade better values. Strawberries
heing in good supply, trade continued
fair at gquoted rates.

Unusually good demand was report-
ed In eastern centers for dried fruits.
Peaches and apricots were held firm
and stocks very short,

FISH.—The week's receipts of fresh
fish far exceeded the demand, more
than 3000 pounds being sent to the
dump. Fishermen at Newport and Re-
dondo reported that yellowtail and bo-
nita would almost jump into their
boats. Other small fish and wild game
were not overly plentiful, but demand
was hmited.

POULTRY.—A general scarcity pre-
valls In the local market for all kinds
of poultry. Prices were slightly ad-
vanced during the week and even this
did not attract sellers. Eastern chilled
was freely used; bu( shipments of these
were reported light.
