Rains
and feed have made the output of
butter larger, and the outlook for in-
creased receipts evidently caused the
sudden and terrific plunge downward.
One factor that is admitted to have
cauged the decline is that the inde-
pendent butter dealers have been sell-
ing the life out of the market under
f714¢, and have forced the board com-
bine people to act to save the buttered
side of the commercial bread.
