Gaynor and Greene were arrested In
New York. They contested extradition
to Georgia and when the United Slates
commissioner decided against them iled
to Canada. They had been at liberty

on $40,000 ball each and this was for-

feited. Efforts to extradite Gaynor
and Greene from Montreal were pro-

gressing favorably and they -went to
Quebec. A question arose as to

whether they could bo t
brought back

mid dotectives kidnapped them .and
took them to Montreal. There was a
Jegal fight over this action and a
Quebec judge issued a writ of habeas
corpus which was served on the Jailer
at Montreul, who delivered up the
prisoners without authority from tho
extradition tribunal and permitted
them to be rushed back to Quebec. Ef-
forts to quash the writ of habeas cor-
pus under which they had been return-

ed were denied by Justice Caron. Af-
ter a long legal controversy Gaynor
and Greene obtained their liberty with-
in the limits of the province of Que-
bec. The United States government

then appealed to the privy council of
England, the highest court \u25a0in that
country.

December 8, 1899, charged, in company
with Capt. Oberlln M. Carter, with em-
bezzlement and defrauding the United
States government in the performance
of government contracts for the im-
provement of the Savannah river and
other river and harbor work in that dis-
trict, the Illicit profits being estimated
at (2,000.000.

LONDON,Feb. B.—The privy council
rendered Us decision this morning In
the Greene-Gaynor case, In favor of
(he American government. The coun-
cil reversed the two judgments of Jus-
tice Caron of Quebec, August 13, 190?,

and caustically criticised his action in
releasing Greene and Guynor.

OKLAHOMA JUBILANT

HIS AMENDMENT CREPT INTO
STATEHOOD BILL

The California delegation ItIs under-
stood, willvote solidly for concurring
in the senate amendments and so will
many of the Pennsylvania delegation.

"In well informed quarters here it
is-held that as matters stand the bill
has just about an even chance of
ever becoming law In any form. Ifa
square vote can be had In the house
on the question of concurring In the
senate amendment, the >' bill'will be
saved, for there seems to be no doubt
that there are enough Republicans in
the house who willjoin with the Dem-
ocrats to put the bill through not-
withstanding the hostility of some of
the leaders.

The worst of the matter is that there
seems no way of eliminating the
Kearns amendment from the bill,and
restoring to Arizona the eliminated
territory north of the Colorado, with-
out Imperiling the whole bill. Speaki
er: Cannon and other house lenders
would prefer to kill the bill altogeth-
er rather than accept It in the shape
in .which it came from the senate.
They do not like the admission of
New Mexico as a single state and

will do all in their power to induce
the house to refuse to concur in the
senate amendments, or, falling that,
they will try to get the bill into con-
ference and smother it there. About
the only hope of saving the bill there-
fore lies In having the house take it
just as it stands, for attempts to
change it in any particular would en-
dangrr.it in both house and senate.'

How It came to be Included In the
billis a matter that no one seems able
to explain, and there nre suggestlonn
of skullduggery In connection with ths
affair that may lead to an investiga-
tion.

LODZ, Feb. B.—The situation here
remains uncertatryi*nd nothing defi-
nite willbe knownftintil Friday morn-
Ing, when some of the largest manu-
facturers have decided, after paying
off tomorrow, to open their mills and
give the men a last chance to work.
The masters say that If there is no
response to the whistle on Friday they
will close their mills indefinitely. The
masters are utterly unable to gauge

the situation tonight, as the strikers
appear to have no leaders and it Is
impossible to ascertain whether they
intend to accept the offer of a ten hour
day and increased wages.

Lodz in Anxious Suspense

The Associated Press representative

talked with Madame Gorky, who ap-
parently la not deeply worried. After
her Interview with her husband on
Tuesday she petitioned the command-
ant of the fortress that M. Gorky be
allowed to wear ordinary clothes and
use writingmaterials, but she said to
the Associated Press that her husband
was not anxious to write. "What is
the use of writing,"he- told her, "when,
according to the fortress' regulations,
what Iwrite must be burned when I
leave?"

ST. PETERSBURG, Fob. D, 2 a. m.—
The interrogation of Maxim Gorky by
tho jiulilicprosecutor was begun yes-
terday In the court of justice, to which
ho was driven In a carriage from the
fortress of St. Peter and St. Paul.
Gorky Is quite well and is subjected
only to the ordinary regulations of
prisoners In the fortress, which require
the^venrlng of a special garb to pre-
vent the possibility of escape. The As-
sociated Press Is informed on the best
authority that the prison fare and ac-
commodations at the fortress are better
than at any other prison InSt. Peters-
burg. Tho stories of terrible hardships
and privations are said to be baseless.

Gorky Interrogated

The police of Odessa have seized con-
signments of revolvers and cartridges
destined for the strikers In the Cau-
casus.

The police have forwarded to the
employers of labor a list of prominent
strikers, asking for their immediate
dismissal. The director of the Nevsky
naval construction yard refused com-
pliance, and other employers are slmil-
larly disposed because many of the
blacklisted men are skilled artisans
who cannot easily be replaced.

The students of the military academy
oi*medicine today struck on the ground
that, owing to police Intervention, it Is
Impossible to carry on their education.
They demand that the academy be
closed until freedom Is granted them.

The present trouble involves the
question of pay for the time the men
were out on strike and the question of
the eight-hour day, which were dis-
cussed «t a meeting of the employers
last night. The employers came to no
absolute decision, but determined to
adopt the conciliatory attitude. They
probably willconcede a nine-hour day,

which -will satisfy the employes pend-
ing general legislation on the matter of
an eight-hour day binding upon em-
ployers throughout Russia. At the
present time six government factories
and thirteen private establishments
are working fifty-seven hours or less
weekly, and twenty-eight large enter-
prises more than fifty-seven hours.
