Parsifal, the Kundry, the magic spell,
the faith and the mother themes. Then
touching here and there In the scenes,

Miss Coleman interpreted for her ap-
preciative listeners • the deep meaning
of the remarkable music. Full, strong

harmonies alternated with strains of
ethereal !melodies, and passionate,
tragic, all,but painful passsages, were
followed by the holy sweetness of the

Good Friday spell and the peace of the
cesssatlon of suffering.
