THE APPEAL OF KANSAS

Kansas appeals to the president, to congress and to
the nation for aid in its struggle with the Standard Oil
company. In the first skirmish between the state and the
gigantie monopoly the state has won, but the victory is
far from being declsive,

In apite of all efforts by the Standard company and its
railway allies a bill was passed by the legislature provid-
ing for a state oil refinery. The fruition of that enter-
prige will be a great help to the independent oil pro-
ducers, but experience teaches that when the tentacles
of the Standard oclopus entwine an object the em-
brace is like a death grip.

As The Herald has remarked hefore, “The fight that
Kansas is waging now may soon bhe the direct fight of
California.” It has been the policy of the Standard Oil
company, almost from its inception, to get control and
monopolize every new oil field that looked especially
promising. When the old flelds in the contral states
hegan to declife in production the company's expérts
were sent abroad, to the west and southwest, with in-
structions to report upon the new flelds,

Thus Kansag, Texas and California were invaded,
the vast capital of the trust being always available in
securing a foothold that could be pushed to a monopoly
later.

There i8 no doubt that the sympathy of the president
is on the side of Kansas in the present fasue,

Whether it is in his power to afford any practical
relief may be a question. Just now both houses of
congress seem to have “ftaken the bit in their teeth,”
judging from the turndown of the arbitration treaties
by the senate and the action of the house majority in
the statehood igsue. It is hoped, however, that some
method of relief for Kansas may be discussed in reia-
tion to the particular request embodied in the com-
munication to the president.

Meantime the sister states, and especially California,
should line up on the side of Kansas by tendering sym-
pathy, encouragement and such support as may be
possible,

It would be timely and appropriate, in The Herald's
judgment, for California to express its sentiments on
this subject in a formal manner, either by resolutions
adopted by the legislature or hy a suitable expression
from representative associations.

Today Kansas is in the breach in the battle with
the gigantic oil trust.

Tomorrow it may be the turn of California.

“In union there is strength.” Even the monsier that
never yet has been thwarted in its greater schemes
may be checked and “downed’ if the states that are in-
terested stand firmly together for mutual protection.

ANTI-SALOON CRUSADE NEXT

The announcement is made that a temperance ecru-
sade in Los Angeles will follow closely after the evan-
gelistic effort now in progress,

Abundant confidence in the results of the new move-
ment is manifested on the part of its producers. They
intimate, as reported, that “when they get through with
the erusade the bonus value of saloon licenses will have
vanished and the large holdings of the liquor ring will
be worthless.”

The specific plan outlined for the crusade, as ex-
plained by its most conspicuous leader, is this: “To
stop the retail liquor trade without paying attention
to the wholesale or to the restaurant liquor privileges.”
That point is to be reached, it appears, by first creating
an effective public sentiment against the saloons and
following with petitions to the council “requesting that
a special election be called at which the voters may
decide whether or not they wish to wipe out the sale
of liquor at retail in galoons and hotels.”

It is difficult to see how the prohibitionists, who
appear to he the backbone of the organized temperance
movement in Los Angeles, can consistently co-operate
on the basis marked out. Suppose it is possible to
close the saloons and shut off liquor service in hotels,
would not liquor consumers simply turn to the drug
stores, the restaurants and the wholesale liquor houses?

And again, would there not be this effect: A thirsty
man, thinking himself in need of a single drink, would
look fondly at the tempting array of llquor samples in
& drug store window and straightway invest in a bottle.
Then he would have in hand the temptation not only of
a glass of liquor, but of the equivalent of several glasses.

Mere confidence in ability to sweep the liquor trade
out of Los Angeles, even by a formidable crusade, will
not accomplish the purpose. The effect of such a cru-
sade is almost sure to be fnerely transitory,

Much may be done in l.os Angeles toward eliminat-
ing the liquor evil, but in order to be lasting the work
must be practical and non-emotional.

CO-OPERATIVE ORANGE MARKETING

Orange growers at the eastern end of the citrus fruit
belt think they have hit upon a marketing plan that will
prove more satisfactory than any with which they have
experimented,

They have tried nearly every available plan. The
one now proposed cannot be called entirely new, as it
embodies features that have been tried. Perhaps the
most suggestive term wonld be semi-co-operative. It is
co-operative in some respects, although it preserves the
individuality of interests among the growers concernd.

The plan in question provides for “the independent
co-operation of all interests, brands to remain as they
are, associations to pack and market as to them seems
bhest; but with an advisory hoard consisting of the
executive officers of all the assoclations, which all the
associations should pledge themselves to support.”

The board thus constituted, as explained, “would
have duties much like those of a clearing house to
national banks.”

The method here briefly outlined seems to be feas-
ible. It is hased at least on principles that are recog-
nized as the best obtainable in many lines of business.
It leaves every producer to handle his fruit and retain
whatever benefit may attach to his distinctive brand.
Beyond that point the community of interests is recog-
nized and the advisory board becomes a “clearing
house” for marketing purposes.

A large number of growers and others interested in
the citrus fruit industry have begun to organize on this
plan in the district comprising Redlands, Highland and
other localities in the eastern end of San Bernardino
valley. It is belleved by the promoters of the maove-
ment that the plan will work well practically and that
it will solve the problem of orange and lemon marketing
with the best obtainable results for the producers.
